Course Outline for Ezra-Nehemiah

Course Title: Ezra-Nehemiah (BI 410 – 510). An Exposition of Jew’s Return and Build the House of the Lord.
Course Content: All course content is judged by Martin Luther’s “Sola Scriptura.” This course will prepare students how to study many aspects of the Books of Ezra and Nehemiah, including Cyrus helping the exiles to return, rebuilding the altar, rebuilding the temple, opposition to the rebuilding, return to Jerusalem, confessions of sin and intermarriage, Nehemiah’s involvement in rebuilding and helping the poor, return of exiles, confession of sins, dedication of the wall, and Nehemiah’s reforms. Topics may be repeated each week for enhanced study and research, like painting a mural. Students will be required to do their own study and research. 
Course Objectives: At the end of the course, students will have deep understanding of many aspects of Ezra and Nehemiah as outlined in the course content. Emphasis will be placed on the application to daily lives.
Criteria to Pass: The student must turn in all assignments and must turn in one summary and reflections paper. There will be a final exam. Assignments will be given every week and due in the following week. A 2-page summary report will be due in the following week. You will record one episode of Return, Rebuild, Restore, Repent, and Revival once a week. It may occur at home, at school, at work, or at other places. It is due before the end of the quarter, and it is worth 400 points. These are the five themes of the two books in the Bible.
Pre-Requisite: The student must have a desire to study the Bible and a desire to study lecture notes in depth. Lecture notes can be downloaded from chui_page9 at the http://christcentergospel.org.
Textbook(s):  The English and Chinese Bibles in various versions. Other reference books are available in the library. The Internet is also very useful for research. Use Google to find what you need. BRING YOUR NIV BIBLE TO CLASS.
Week 1: 58 slides on Ezra to Esther. Read chapters of Ezra.
Week 2: 16 slides on Nehemiah. Read chapters of Ezra. 2-page summary report is due.
Week 3: Ezra in Wiki. Read chapters of Ezra. (11-page lecture notes). 2-page summary report is due.
Week 4:  Nehemiah from Wiki. Read chapters of Ezra. (6-page lecture notes). 2-page summary report is due.
Week 5: Book of Ezra. Read chapters of Nehemiah. (8-page lecture notes). 2-page summary report is due.
Week 6: Book of Nehemiah from Wiki. Read chapters of Nehemiah. (9-page lecture notes). 2-page summary report is due.
Week 7: Ezra by Kevin Smith. Read chapters of Nehemiah. (11-page lecture notes). 2-page summary report is due.
Week 8: Nehemiah from Britannica. Read chapters of Nehemiah. (6-page lecture notes). Summary report is due.
Week 9: Ezra, Nehemiah, and Chronicles. Read chapters of Nehemiah. (5-page lecture notes). 2-page summary report is due.
Week 10: Nehemiah—The Man Behind the Wall. Read chapters of Nehemiah. (13-page lecture notes). 2-page summary report is due.
There is a final examination which is worth 400. In addition, turn in all 2-page summary reports and one term paper will constitute part of the grade of this course. Each 2-page summary report will worth 200 points. All assignment reports must be written in English. The term summary reflection paper will provide what you have learned in the course. It will be at least 4 pages in length. It is worth 400 points. Two essays on Return; two essays on Rebuilt; two essays on Restore; two essays on Repent; and two essays on Revival. There will one 10-page combined essay, and this will be worth 400 points. The complete scores will be 3000 points.
