Trump Issues Statement After Alarm Sounds at Fulton County Georgia Ballot Warehouse

Former President Donald Trump issued a statement on May 31 following reports that an alarm had went off at a Fulton County ballot storage warehouse and the facility had been left “wide open and unattended.”

Newsmax’s Emerald Robinson reported on May 30 that an attorney dealing with the Fulton County audit of more than 145,000 ballots from the 2020 presidential election said an alarm had sounded at the building where ballots were kept.

The attorney reportedly sent Robinson a photograph of “the door left open at the supposedly secure building [where] the ballots are being kept.” Robinson shared the image on Twitter.

“Two Fulton County deputies who were assigned to watch the secure building where the ballots were being kept appear to have left the building 20 minutes before the alarm went off,” Robinson wrote on Twitter.

The attorney didn’t respond to a request for comment. A Fulton County spokeswoman told The Epoch Times in an email that the security alarm was activated at the warehouse on May 29.

“The matter is currently under review by the Fulton County Sheriff’s Office. We are confident that the ballots at the warehouse have been secure at all times,” she said.

Henry County Superior Court Judge Brian Amero had ordered Fulton County to guard the facility at all times beginning on May 25, according to Garland Favorito, a plaintiff in the case.

“Great work is being done in Georgia revealing the Election Fraud of the 2020 Presidential Election. But, we must not allow ANYONE to compromise these ballots by leaving the building unsecured, which was done late Friday,” Trump wrote in his statement responding to the reports. “Republicans and Patriots must protect this site and the Absentee Ballots.

“The Left talks about election security but they do not practice what they preach because they are afraid of what might be found. Fulton County Leadership—do the right thing and protect these ballots. Our Country is at stake!”

Georgia Secretary of State Brad Raffensperger and Gov. Brian Kemp’s office didn’t respond to requests for comment from The Epoch Times by press time.

Vernon Jones, a former state representative who is running for governor as a Republican, called for an investigation into what happened.

“This report, if true, is deeply concerning and needs to be independently investigated at once,” he said in a statement. “I am calling on Gov. Kemp to immediately order an investigation into this matter by the Georgia Bureau of Investigation. These ballots must be protected at all times. If the building they are housed in was left unsecured, we need to know how and why it happened! The integrity of our elections is non-negotiable. This situation further underscores the necessity of a forensic audit in our state.”

Amero first ruled on May 21 to unseal absentee ballots submitted in the 2020 presidential election after a group of voters last year filed a petition asking for a forensic inspection of mail-in ballots.

The petition alleged an abnormal vote increase for Democrat presidential candidate Joe Biden and an abnormal reduction in Trump’s tabulation, among other alleged abnormalities.

The ballot examination, however, has since been postponed by the judge after officials filed a flurry of motions in the case, including by Fulton County, the county’s Board of Registration and Elections, and the county’s clerk of Superior and Magistrate Courts.

Attorney Bob Cheeley, a plaintiff attorney in the case, told CDMedia that he intends to file two motions of contempt against Fulton County for allegedly disobeying the judge’s order to guard the facility.

Texas Gov. Abbott to Veto Legislature Funding After Democrats Stage Walkout Over Voting Law

Texas Gov. Greg Abbott said on May 31 that he’ll veto funding for the state legislature, one day after House Democrats staged a walkout of the chamber in an effort to prevent the passage of a sweeping election overhaul bill.

Texas Democrats abandoned the House floor ahead of a midnight deadline in an attempt to temporarily kill the bill by breaking the quorum needed to hold a final vote on it. According to the state House rules, at least 100 members are required to be present for the chamber to conduct business.

Their move comes after hours of debate on Senate Bill 7, which had already passed the state Senate on the morning of May 30.

In a May 31 statement, Abbott announced his intention to prevent the funding of the legislative branch, citing the actions of Democrat lawmakers the day before.

“I will veto Article 10 of the budget passed by the legislature. Article 10 funds the legislative branch. No pay for those who abandon their responsibilities. Stay tuned,” he wrote.

Following the walkout, Abbott issued a statement denouncing the move, characterizing it as “deeply disappointing and concerning.” He vowed to call a special session to revisit the bill.

“At the beginning of the legislative session, I declared Election Integrity and Bail Reform to be must-pass emergency items. It is deeply disappointing and concerning for Texans that neither reached my desk. Ensuring the integrity of our elections and reforming a broken bail system remain emergencies in Texas, which is why these items, along with other priority items, will be added to the special session agenda,” he said.

“I expect legislators to have worked out their differences prior to arriving back at the Capitol so that they can hit the ground running to pass legislation related to these emergency items and other priority legislation. During the special session, we will continue to advance policies that put the people of Texas first.”

The bill was approved in the state Senate largely along party lines after an overnight debate stretched into the morning of May 30, according to local media.

The measure would grant more power to poll watchers by giving them more access inside polling areas, while creating new penalties against election officials who restrict poll watchers’ movements. The proposal would also allow a judge to void the outcome of an election if the number of fraudulent votes could change the result.

Officials who send mail-in ballots to people who didn’t request them could also face criminal penalties, should the bill be enacted into law.

Democrats said on May 30 that the walkout was their “last tool” to kill the bill after attempts to push back on the it. The lawmakers are concerned that the bill would add voting barriers for minority groups and amount to voter suppression.

Some Texas Democrats have responded to Abbott’s announcement, characterizing the move as “petty and tone-deaf, even for Texas.”

“Punishing working class office staff, maintenance, and other support services because he didn’t get every single one of his demands is very on-brand for Texas Republicans,” state Rep. Gene Wu said in a statement.

“I don’t give a [expletive] about my $600 a month. But there are thousands of workers here with families to support. This is petty and tone-deaf, even for Texas.”

Florida and Georgia have both passed bills that add measures to protect the sanctity of the ballot box and to add security to other methods of voting. Those laws have also faced significant opposition from Democrats.

Kyle Bass: The Chinese Regime Controls 200 Sq Miles in Texas Next to Major Air Force Base

A company with ties to the Chinese Communist Party owns 130,000 acres of land in Texas—right next to America’s largest air force pilot training base.
The CEO of the company, Sun Guangxin, is a former officer in China’s People’s Liberation Army and one of the largest landowners in China’s Xinjiang province. And the land, purchased to build wind farms, actually sees little wind.
So what’s going on here?
And in other news, why should America be concerned about China’s emerging digital currency?
In this episode, we sit down with Kyle Bass, founder and principal of Hayman Capital Management and a founding member of the Committee on the Present Danger: China.
Jan Jekielek: Kyle Bass, it’s such a pleasure to have you back on American Thought Leaders.
Kyle Bass: Thank you, Jan. Pleasure to be here.
Mr. Jekielek: Kyle, I’ve been looking through your recent testimony to the Texas Senate, and frankly, it’s hair-raising. Let me see if I’ve got this straight. You’ve got a former People’s Liberation Army general billionaire who has bought over 130,000 acres of Texan land, including a giant wind farm in an area where there isn’t particularly a lot of wind but happens to be right beside a very sensitive U.S. military installation.
Mr. Bass: Yes. First of all, it’s kind of hard to believe that we’re talking about this, and that it actually happened. But it’s already happened. I was flying down to the Devil’s River area of Texas. When you think about the Texas map, it’s the southern region of Texas where the bend is essentially, just south of where that bend is and it’s right on the U.S. border with Mexico which also, you didn’t mention, but it’s actually functionally relevant or germane to this conversation. And we’ll get to why.
But one of the other things you didn’t mention is there was a 4,000 or 5,000-foot runway there where the Chinese general is expanding it to, we think, 10,000 feet. I flew over and took pictures which I’ll happily share with you. But this is happening inside the United States, and this general is actually interfacing directly with the critical infrastructure of the United States. My view and this is my view only, not our country view yet, but my view is the reason that he bought the wind farm and wants to put up 700-foot turbines is he plugs directly into our electric grid.
Well, plugging directly into our electric grid is something that should never happen. Whether you’re a Chinese general or a North Korean general or an Iranian general or a Russian general, you should be precluded from buying property next to our busiest Air Force training base and plugging directly into our grid.
I was flying to that area of Texas and the person that picked me up at the landing strip was taking me to look at some properties out there, and he casually pointed across the front of the cab and pointed at the gate and said, “That’s where the Chinese headquarters in Texas happens to be.” And I said, “Excuse me?” I thought he was kidding, of course.
He said, “No. That’s where they’re building their main facility and the runway for their big wind farm project down here.” And I said, “Stop the car.” And he said, “No, no, no. They have cameras everywhere. They’ll come after me.” And I said, “We’re in Texas. Stop the car. No one is coming after you here.” And he was generally frightened that I forced him to stop the car in front of this gate.
The insidious nature of what’s going on, believe or not, they have photos of me standing at the gate. The name of this piece of property that is their headquarters is called the Morning Star Ranch. And if you remember in the Bible, the devil’s name is Lucifer Morning Star. And you should see the obtuse star that denotes the landmark of this ranch. Again, it’s almost made for TV fiction. You couldn’t make this up if you try.
But anyway, I investigated and realized that on a scale of 1 to 10, the wind assets in that region of the United States and Southern Texas is like between 2 and a 3 out of 10. And if you and I were investing and buying big wind turbines and wanted to put them somewhere, Jan, we’d look for two things. We would look for major wind factors. And then we’d also look for transmission equipment to be able to transmit it somewhere to sell it. We would never build a wind farm where this one is.
And so, there’s a strategic reason this general has acquired all of this land, and he did it again in an insidious way. He got a local businessman out of Lufkin, Texas to front for him and purchase all the properties. So none of the landowners knew they were selling to a Chinese general. And then in all one fell swoop, they flipped it to the general.
130,000 acres, to put that in a context, is 200 square miles. Just think about that for a second, 200 square miles of property. We have a Chinese general who owns two-thirds of the real estate in the capital of Xinjiang where the concentration camps are for the ethnic Uyghurs. And he now owns 200 square miles of Texas land between one of our most active Air Force bases and the border of the U.S. and Mexico.
Mr. Jekielek: I’m sure for everyone who’s listening, I imagine this can be very, very hard to believe. I remember in the testimony, when I read the part that his interests control two-thirds of the capital of Xinjiang’s real estate market. Can you even imagine that this person isn’t deeply, deeply connected to the Chinese Communist Party?
Mr. Bass: I mean, he has 6,000 CCP members that work for him. His two closest advisers are also ex-PLA generals. He runs 40 local branches of the CCP, grassroots branches. We’ve done some investigations into this General Sun. And again, it’s hard to believe but it’s happening.
And when you see this runway expansion, you wonder why on earth? It looks one of those runways on the islands of the South China Sea, all the islands that China claimed they would never militarize. Xi Jinping said to President Obama, “We’ll never militarize those islands.” The next thing you know, they’ve got missile batteries and fighter jets and bombers on these 10,000-foot runways.
Mr. Jekielek: Well, so tell me the significance of having such a large runway, private runway in the middle of Texas. Is it common for people to have runways like this across the country?
Mr. Bass: In remote areas of the United States, people that have large landholdings will sometimes build their own landing strips. The enormity of this particular strip is a head scratcher because you can land just about every single even very large private plane on a runway that’s 6,000 feet long or less. My pilots said that this runway looked like it was about 10,000 feet long, so it was abnormally large.
But again, why are we allowing people from China, Russia, Iran or North Korea to build runways in the United States next to our border or next to our air bases? They are 10 miles from this air base. 10 miles is nothing. Think about in an airplane traveling 600 miles an hour. How long does that it take to get to 10 miles? Literally a handful of seconds.
I think it’s relevant. I don’t know the full relevance. I truly don’t know the full relevance of the runway other than it doesn’t make any sense. But the relevance of the wind farm is again, it interfaces and plugs directly in the Texas’s power grid. Everyone is aware of what happened in January with the Texas power grid and how Texas is the only state that runs its own grid.
The United States has a purview or regulatory oversight over the rest of the grids. Texas happens to be proud of their grid, and it doesn’t want the U.S. interfering with their grid and yet, we have a Chinese PLA general plugging directly into our grid.
Now, there are plenty of instances of malware. If you look at the GAO [Government Accountability Office] report that was recently released that I included as a footnote in my testimony, we are fully certain that the Chinese, the Russians, the North Koreans, and the Iranians want to disrupt our critical infrastructure. We are certain that they want to do that and that they have the capacity to do it.
We mustn’t ever allow them to interface directly with these things, whether it is our layer one phone systems, layer one phone interconnections on the telco site, or whether it’s our waste and water treatment system, or our nuclear power systems, our nuclear power plants, or our electric grids. We just need to keep them out. It’s a basic understanding of how you protect national security.
And so it’s just fascinating to me to see how this sausage gets made: how GH America Energy got formed and how he was able to buy all these properties. He still owns these properties as we sit here today, Jan. Now, this bill went through both the House and the Senate in Texas, and they put it into context after the Senate bill testimony was heard.
I brought General [Robert] Spalding and Patrick Jenevein, who beat AVIC [Aviation Industry Corporation of China] in court, to testify with me. We passed 31-0, so we got every Republican and every Democrat to agree that this was a bad idea.
Mr. Jekielek: Well, congratulations on fostering bipartisanship in the United States, which seems to be a very, very difficult thing to do. A couple of quick questions, first, he’s a former general. Isn’t that right?
Mr. Bass: Correct.
Mr. Jekielek: Guangxin Sun?
Mr. Bass: The way that I looked at it is once you’re a PLA general, you’re always a PLA general.
Mr. Jekielek: The second question is, is that wind farm literally right now plugged into the Texas grid?
Mr. Bass: It is. It’s the Blue Hills Wind Farm.
Mr. Jekielek: And so, what is the threat of having a wind farm like this directly plugged in? How does that facilitate the types of attacks, foreign actor attacks, that you’ve been describing or potentially facilitate?
Mr. Bass: Again, you’re going to take me outside of my particular expertise which is more financial and pure national security, but the experts that I’ve interfaced with—and we’ve hired a number of different expert groups to look at this—tell me that there’s the ability to monitor traffic on the grid and also map the grid from that connection, i.e. basically see how it ebbs and flows, see how it works, observe how it works. And then they have the ability to upload malware directly into the grid so that they could shut it down at any moment.
It’s just common sense that you can’t allow a foreign actor that is definitely adversarial to our country and someone that we label as the biggest threat to the United States’ rules-based order and democracy that we see today—whether that’s a DNI report that you and I have all read or whether it’s reports from the GAO or whether we’re listening to the state department, no matter who you listen to, except for Wall Street.
Wall Street can’t wait to invest another dollar in China to try to earn some profits. And they can’t wait to do business with China because China pays us a lot to do business with them. And so, Wall Street is a different crowd. Everyone else on the national security side knows China is the biggest threat to the United States existence.
Mr. Jekielek: You mentioned a little earlier that this ranch actually abuts the Mexico border. What is the significance of that in your view?
Mr. Bass: If you think about—and by the way, this Chinese actor, Sun, has filed an application to build 700-foot tall wind turbines. Just to put that into perspective, that’s as tall as the Washington Monument. Just think about how big that is. And if you put these, they call them over-the-top transponders on top of these 700-foot turbines, you have direct line of sight into our Air Force base. You have direct line of sight to the border. You can disrupt all kinds of things.
You can also map. You can do horizon mapping. You can map within 40 miles of the over-the-top network and you can map anything that flies by or drives by perfectly. So every single airplane that we’re flying, testing, they can figure out what the performance characteristics of it are to the T. They know what our air base will look like to the T. 
And when you think about fentanyl, we all know that China now runs the cartels in Mexico. China handles their money operations, and China supplies them with all the fentanyl. Ninety-five percent of all the fentanyl that comes to the United States comes from China through Mexico.
So allowing a Chinese entity to sit between our largest Air Force training base and our border just doesn’t make sense. And so, we’re looking into how on earth this even began to pass any kind of CFIUS [Committee on Foreign Investment in the United States] review. And we think that a new CFIUS review should be had. DOD believes so too.
Mr. Jekielek: This is absolutely fascinating and again, hair-raising as you’re fleshing out everything that connects to create this whole situation. Now, one of the things that strikes me as you’re talking about the entity list: Xiaomi, the Chinese cell phone giant, recently got delisted from the entity list in the U.S. There’s something going on here. I keep asking myself, and that has to do with the lawsuit too that was lost. 
Is the US legal system ready to handle the threat from China? I mean, we still have TikTok and WeChat basically reigning free in America. I just saw that India had banned TikTok and another 58 applications. They’re clearly seeing the national security threat here. What are your thoughts?
Mr. Bass: So what China is so good at doing in the United States is exploiting every kind of crack and crevice that we have in our open society and our democracy and our rule of law. I talked with some lawyers specifically on the GME case. China paid top dollar for a great law firm, and they sued the government for putting them on the entity list. And their argument was, “Show us the evidence of our malfeasance. Show it to us.”
And you can imagine that it’s similar to the Guantanamo Bay scenario, where we have a lot of intelligence agents and forces all over the world that are, let’s just say, non-declared. And we have processes that in the U.S. court system requires due process. The reason that we must keep Guantanamo Bay open is because the last thing we want to do is expose our entire intelligence network on how we got to that conclusion, if you follow me.
If we give due process, we’re going to have to take embedded intelligence assets that might have been embedded for the last 20 or 30 years and expose them, and basically ruin their efficacy and their cover. And that’s why when President Obama said the first thing he’s going to do is close Guantanamo Bay, and then when someone explained to him why you have to leave Guantanamo Bay open, notice he never closed it.
That was one of his four pillars of being elected. I just think he was naïve and didn’t realize how the world works and how our legal system works. Obama is a very smart guy, but I don’t think he realized that we couldn’t possibly close Gitmo.
In this case, we have a lot of evidence against the Chinese and Chinese companies operating in the U.S. The last thing we want to do is give them due process. So I think that’s the schism that the U.S. attorneys are going to have to overcome, and we’re going to have to pass some new laws that allow us to just not give them due process. I know that is pretty scary, but we have a president in our terror networks, our terror investigations, and we need to treat these as terror investigations.
Mr. Jekielek: This is interesting. I think I imagined a lot of people, especially on the civil liberty side of things will take a lot of issue with what you just said because if you start here, there’s a slippery slope into other areas. And frankly, we have seen some of that slippery slope in past years. Just tell me a little more why you think that this would be appropriate in this case and how it could be kept from basically taking over the whole system.
Mr. Bass: President Obama gave a speech when he was talking specifically about this kind of right to privacy and civil liberties and all of the things that the Chinese government has actually taken away from all of their citizens. They just recently removed it from all of the citizens of Hong Kong, but we don’t seem to be too worried about that as a country, and as a populace.
Obama said in a speech one day, he said, “You can either have a 100% privacy or a 100% security. You decide which one you want, and you can’t have both.” And he’s right to a certain extent. It’s about leadership, but it’s about trust in leadership. And if you think about the way that the Patriot Act is now handled in a way that the FBI obtains warrants, they have to go to a federal judge in a confidential meeting, and they have to say, “Here’s all the data we’ve got. We want to institute a bug or a surveillance team on this group of people and here’s why.”
And we can’t have this hearing publicly. But you need to listen to our evidence and decide if we’re right or wrong that this warrant is breaking someone’s privacy. And we can set up some sort of process there where there are multiple arbitrators of the situation that it still adheres to the basic, I think, rules of our constitution and our Bill of Rights.
Look, I’m all for that. And I realize that, yes, there is going to be corruption in the system or this or that. But basically, I believe the U.S. legal system works and our rule of law works in general.
Mr. Jekielek: I’m speaking specifically because we have seen that specific system abused in recent times, and so this is something that people are concerned with. I think what you’re speaking to, though, highlights the difficulty of dealing with the Chinese Communist Party threat and how they basically, like you said, look through all these nooks and crevices for any possible way to kind of co-opt the system to get around it.
To me, from reporting that we’ve done and frankly things we have talked about, we know that TikTok is a giant intelligence-gathering apparatus. Frankly, everybody seems to know that Facebook is that too, but Facebook isn’t directly connected with a regime that seeks to basically subvert America.
Mr. Bass: Yeah, and TikTok is more insidious in my view, Jan. It is front and center with our youth. I’m sure you don’t sit on TikTok for four or five hours a day. When kids get on it, they love it. They get to see their friends doing crazy dances and this and that. But the most insidious thing about TikTok is it’s there and it’s interfacing with our children for hours a day, and it’s all driven by algorithms.
And basically over time, the CCP can change those algorithms and program the kids. It can send to their feed videos that they supposedly would be seeing and yet, they can be programming the way that they think over a long period of time. And I think that is again deeply, deeply problematic, troublesome, and we shouldn’t allow that to happen. Again, no one can think that’s a good idea.
For some reason, the foreign actors and foreign governments again demand to have due process in the U.S. and so with due process, again, it’s hard to prove that that’s what they’re doing, but from a national security perspective, as leadership in our country says, “You know, we’re just not even going to allow that possibility to exist,” that’s where we have to get with this, and it has to be all kind of under a national security umbrella and we should be able to deter or eliminate foreign actors from our conversations.
Mr. Jekielek: This a regime that is known, documented, to be committing genocide in at least one instance and massive forced labor, use of people, a regime that supports the lucrative, lucrative murder for organs industry, worth billions of dollars. And we have to prove that they would send bad messaging to try to co-opt our children. That does sound problematic to me.
Mr. Bass: It is. Again, Jan, if you just use basic logic and basic leadership, this requires leadership. It doesn’t matter whether you’re a Democrat or a Republican. It just requires leadership. And the one place where I’ve seen at the state level and the national level in the last, call it, four years, there’s only one place where I’ve seen bipartisanship agreement, and it is actually on human rights issues. It really has focused on that. 
We saw the Hong Kong Human Rights Democracy Act passed unanimously in the House and the Senate. That was interesting. I’ve never seen anything passed unanimously in the House and the Senate. And the same goes for this Xinjiang problem in Texas. That passed the Texas Senate 31-0. So there is a place where we all agree that something is wrong, and we need to continue to focus on these issues and defend our national security—both the imminent threat that’s right here, right now, today, and the one where China is building a threat over a very long period of time by programming our youth. I mean, it’s just all crazy that we’re letting this happen.
Mr. Jekielek: Kyle, we were talking about how the legal system has trouble dealing with the China threat. Just briefly tell me the specific Texas bill that you were supporting that passed unanimously. What does it do?
Mr. Bass: It passed in the House and the Senate. It’s in conference now. And I’ll tell you a little wrinkle that’s happened that you and I haven’t discussed yet as far as there’s only one lobbying group lobbying to put something in the bill that really lessens its impact, and it’s a telecom company here in the United States. 
The bill is called the Lone Star Infrastructure Protection Act. What it does is it disallows direct interfacing with Texas critical infrastructure groups that are known to be bad actors to the United States, and it’s defined by the governor of the state. And that definition today is Russia, Iran, North Korea, and China. So companies and individuals in their proxies from those four regions of the world or those four countries may not directly interface with what we deem to be critical infrastructure. That includes the electric grid, the telco systems, waste and water treatment, and nuclear facilities.
I mean again, this is pretty basic. And so it passed both. It’s in conference. I think it’s about to be finalized here literally. It has to be finalized in the next week.
And AT&T showed up with their lobbyist, and they wanted the word knowingly put into the law, i.e. you have to knowingly have one of those bad actors in your system. They want to be able to engage in the Ken Lay or Sergeant Schultz defense: “I know nothing.” And so, knowingly, it was put in there and I’m fairly certain you’re going to see in the conference they’re going to—they put it in there just to shut AT&T up, but I can tell you I’m fairly certain that word is going to come out.
Mr. Jekielek: Kyle, before we finish up, I want to talk a little bit about something that frankly we should have a whole episode on at some point, which is this huge effort by the Chinese Communist Party to develop a digital currency. This has been happening for eight years now. There’s a great op-ed in it by Bonnie Glick and Erik Bethel that explains some of the issues around this. This is something that you’ve been very focused on as well.
Briefly tell me, digital currency seems to be the wave of the future. Frankly, I’ve also heard that Bitcoin has been co-opted to some extent by China. I’d love to get your opinion on that. But before we even do that, let’s jump into digital currency and state digital currency controlled by the Chinese Communist Party. What’s the issue?
Mr. Bass: This is a much longer discussion, but we’ll go through the cliff notes version. So, 80 percent of the world’s central banks are at some stage of investigation or roll-out of their own central bank digital currency. And China is leading. They’ve been working on this for eight years.
When you think about the way China operates today in the world, no one trusts their government; no one trusts their currency. According to SWIFT which is kind of the global authority on cross-border currency settlement, according the SWIFT, 1.8 percent of global cross-border settlement happens in the RMB today, the Chinese currency.
And if you peel back the layers of that onion, what you’ll know is almost the entire 1.8 percent happens in Hong Kong. And so it’s China trading with itself, if you follow me. So in the end, no one trusts China. No one wants their currency. It’s too opaque. We all know that they print currency like it’s the national pastime, even more than the ECB [European Central Bank] and the Federal Reserve, believe it or not.
But their desire to control their people—we all know they have social credit scores in China. If you were a Chinese national and you were to say something negative about the financial system, you were to say something negative about Xi Jinping or Wang Qishan or any of these other folks there, they can immediately turn you off and say, “Well, you can’t buy a bus ticket anymore. You can’t buy a plane ticket. Sorry, you can’t leave China. No more exit visas. You’re going to be punished. And by the way, if any of your friends interface with you, they’ll be punished too.”
So, they can literally turn you into kind of a Chinese leper overnight, if you say one thing that’s out of line. I mean it’s the most Orwellian dystopia. I don’t think you could come up with anything worse than that in a society.
And so that authoritarianism that they exercise over their own people is something that is abhorrent. And as we know, they have been accused of committing crimes against humanity and genocide in Xinjiang both by the last administration and the current administration against spanning political parties. We all agree that this is what’s happening over there.
And so if they launch a digital currency, I call it the digital Trojan horse. They can export their digital authoritarianism to me, to you, to everyone that takes this currency around the world. If you were to [upset them], they will know where that currency sits in your account. They will know your spending proclivities. They will know your social security number, your birthday, all of your vital data that kind of identify you as that account holder. And they will also know how you spend it.
They will be able to map you as a person. As a foreign adversary, they’ll know so much about, let’s say, the U.S. and the west or the rules-based order world and how they spend money and where their weaknesses are. If they spend money frivolously or, let’s say, they have issues with their gender status or their proclivities on the sexual side, we all know what the Chinese look for, how the MSS [Ministry of State Security] looks for the BGY [Blue, Gold, Yellow or Internet, Money, Sex]. I don’t know if we want to get into this, but this is how they operate. And then they exploit those weaknesses.
So, why would we ever allow China to export its digital authoritarianism to the rest of the world? That’s what they’re doing with this digital currency. I know how China how will play the game. They’ll say, “We’re 15 percent of global GDP. We have the right to have some of our currency in the world just like the U.S. is the dominant currency in the world. Shouldn’t the world just be more open to kind of a multi-lateral currency system?”
And everyone at the World Bank, which China controls, and all of the white papers that’’ll get written by U.S. institutions and U.S. professors will say, “China deserves its rightful place in the world with its currency.” That’s how they’re going to get it done.
I view it not only as a digital Trojan horse but as a cancer that we will not be able to rid ourselves of. I think that, this is going to sound hyperbolic, but it should be banned. You can’t just have a little bit of cancer in your body. You either have it or you don’t. And so I believe China’s CBDC [Central Bank Digital Currency] is the largest threat to the rules-based order in the west that we’ve ever faced.
Mr. Jekielek: I mean, it’s a huge thing to say. And frankly, one of the things that had me almost up at night here was this thought that China actually has a stronghold over many nations in the world where they’ve kind of basically used, I guess it’s a kind of loan sharking of sorts to basically co-opt numerous companies where they could actually force those countries to adopt the system in order to not have to pay, so to speak. I don’t know if I’ve made myself fully clear here. Does this make sense to you?
Mr. Bass: Yes. I think that’s way that China is going to roll us out, Jan, and you’ve hit right on it. The Belt and Road Initiative is China’s way of loan sharking and co-opting its way into huge national resource piles or strategic assets, like the port in Indonesia that didn’t need to be built. But China wants a deep water port for its navy at some point in time. It makes loans that they know can’t be repaid and they foreclose on the loans.
And then they have this asset that, “Oh wow, there’s this deep water port in Indonesia that maybe we can even park our military ships in.” That’s how this happens. It’s under a kind of a different guise. It’s under a commercial guise when it’s really a military guise.
But I think the Belt and Road Initiative is something where China can immediately just require payment. Payments are going to be made in dollars because China desperately needs dollars but they want those dollars to buy the CBDC so China never has to pay dollars out if they don’t want to. So, they can force the CBDC adoption amongst any of those predatory loans that they make for the Belt and Road Initiative.
And then the next thing they’re going to do, I mean, it’s just so easy to see what they’re going to do. They’re going to say, “Anyone that wants to trade with China and anyone that wants to invest in China is going to have to do it digitally.” And do it in their central bank digital currency, which means there’s going to be a major influx of dollars, euros, yen and pounds into China and they’ll “keep it in safekeeping” in their central bank, but you’ll never be able to get it back. And you’ll have their CBDC and then they’ve got you.
And so it’s something that we need to fight tooth and nail. I know that the various government cabinet level positions in the U.S. are aware of this. The good news is our agencies, our cabinet level positions realize this is one of the biggest threats that we face and have been focused on this as long as China has been talking about rolling it out, so that’s positive news.
The negative news is, as you can imagine, it’s going to be really easy for Wall Street to get on their planes and fly to K Street, to fly to Pennsylvania Avenue and explain how this is going to be a great idea, and don’t worry about the hawks, these hawkish people that are so negative on China. This is good for the world. And again, I can see both sides and how this is going to play out, Jan. Unfortunately, I think China is going to be able to roll this out. I don’t think we’re going to be able to stop it.
Mr. Jekielek: Let me kind of reiterate to our audience, or maybe get you partially to do this, what we’re talking about. You’re talking about how the social credit system works in China. Basically, you get points for doing things the regime likes and you get points taken away for doing things the regime doesn’t like.
And you do that yourself because you know that your phone and all the cameras around you are watching. Now, you plug the entire currency system every transaction you ever make and you’re like into this. What does that look like, really? Is this something we want?
Mr. Bass: Again, you and I could sit together in front of a Senate panel and say, “Who thinks this is a good idea?” And they’d all look at each other and say, “Well, none of us really think that’s a good idea.” Then they would say, “But Ray Dalio says interfacing with China is a great idea,” because he has $6 billion investment with them and he’s making a lot of money on them. And Fink thinks that China is his number one expansion opportunity.
And Mike Bloomberg? Bloomberg loves China. He says Xi Jinping is not a dictator and that he’s misunderstood. But what China is so good at is taking billionaires and making them richer and making them cheerleaders. And they give them selective access to their markets for them to become evangelical about the positive attributes of doing business with such a regime.
And all of these people close their eyes to what happened last time, what happened to “never again” after the holocaust? They’re interfacing and doing business directly with a regime that’s coming genocide. That’s live organ harvesting from Uyghurs, from Falun Gong, from the Mongolians and yet no one sees them for that, and they want to do business with them. It makes no sense at all to me, but China is so good at propaganda. They spend billions and billions and billions of dollars on propaganda every year, and the U.S. doesn’t have a propaganda department.
Think about this, Jan, there are four wars we can be fighting with China and the first one, of course, is the obvious one, the kinetic war where the U.S. has the best war department in the world, for sure. The second one is the cyber war. So, we’re not fighting a kinetic war with them. Hopefully, we never will. The second one is a cyber war where arguably the U.S. has amongst the top three cyber war departments in the world. We’ve been fighting that war with China since they ascended the WTO for 20 years.
The third war is the propaganda/information war. We don’t have that war department. We don’t do anything about propaganda. Now, I think the Secretary of State’s office does a pretty good job. Both Pompeo and Blinken have done a good job expanding their ideas and our values and explaining how bad actors around the world are acting. But that pales in size, scope and scale to what China does where they infiltrate our social media networks, and they just hammer, and hammer, and hammer on whatever idea they want ingrained in our belief systems.
They also pay for ads in newspapers, and they get newspapers and news where Bloomberg can’t possibly write a negative article about China. Every article they write is basically approved by the Chinese Communist Party. So, the propaganda department, propaganda war is a big one. As you know, we live in a post-truth world. Whoever can craft the best narrative wins, and China is really good at twisting those narratives and co-opting those that they want to co-opt.
And the fourth war we can be fighting with them is the economic war. We’ve been fighting that war with them since 2001, and we don’t have an economic war department. We handle the economic attacks from China. Some go to the U.S. trade rep. Some go to the commerce department. Some go to the state department. Some go to the treasury. And we kind of handled those like fly balls in a baseball game. We have no plan. We have no war department and yet they have been fighting that war intensely for 20 years against us.
So, the two wars that we need war departments for are the propaganda war and the economic war. And I hope we realize that at some point in time.
Mr. Jekielek: Kyle, just one quick thing. You mentioned that Bloomberg articles basically need to be approved by the Chinese regime. Can you clarify what you mean by that? I don’t think you’re saying that they actually need to be approved.
Mr. Bass: No, I’m not actually saying that. I’m saying if you remember when Bloomberg wrote actually the amazing and deeply investigative piece on Bo Xilai and the Princelings and the factions of the Chinese Communist Party, Bloomberg got turned off in China. They were very upset about that. And so, Bloomberg has gone over to meet with the Interior Minister of China and the Central Communist Party of China. Now, China is their biggest expansion area.
What I’m saying is implicitly if Bloomberg were to write something China didn’t like, China would just turn them off. You know how it works over there. So, what I’m saying is implicitly, Bloomberg can’t be critical of China or they lose their largest business opportunity. So, every article they write, they look at it as a lens with “Is this going to upset China? Is this going to upset Xi Jinping? Is this maybe counter to Xi Jinping’s thought? Is this too critical of what they’re doing? So we won’t write it.” My view is everything that they do is censored by China.
Mr. Jekielek: Kyle, it’s a terrible, terrible reality to live in. And thankfully over the last, I guess five or so years, we have seen a shift in reporting on China. And frankly, there is a lot more on this reporting on China and this is something I’ve been very heartened by. Any final thoughts before we finish up the interview?
Mr. Bass: Yeah. I think you do a hell of a job on this. I think that The Epoch Times does a great job on reporting truth. Some people hold you out to be a right wing newspaper. I hold you out to be down the center and just be honest. And that’s what we need, more honest, unfiltered reporting. And so for what it’s worth, there are a few outlets out there that when I read something, I think I’m reading the truth. And from you, I commend you for doing that, and it’s not just because we’re friends.
I’ll give you funny anecdote here. Once a week, The Epoch Times hits my front doorstep, the print version. I’m still old school. I like holding the newspaper. My wife, of course, is coastal Democrat and subscribed to The New York Times. Sometimes, The Epoch Times is sitting on top of The New York Times, which I find to be particularly funny. And other times, the converse is true, but those are the only two newspapers that come to this house.
And I think we need more truth in reporting. For The New York Times to run the story it ran, I know I’m going to kind of gate this interview. But two days ago, they ran a story about how Apple has basically compromised itself with the Chinese Communist Party. That was actually a pretty big step for The New York Times to take, and I commend them for doing so, and basically saying that Tim Cook is turning over all the data and adhering to all Chinese Communist Party rules. And basically, again, here is Tim Cook dealing directly with a regime that is committing genocide and crimes against humanity.
It’s kind of hard to believe that a gay woke man supposedly is only woke when it suits his wallet. And if it doesn’t suit his wallet, he turns the wokeism off. We just need to expose them for their duality or their own inner schisms and conflicts of interest. It’s just crazy that people like Apple and Nike and the NBA, the list goes on and on and on of people that just close their eyes and do the business.
Mr. Jekielek: Well, Kyle Bass, it’s such a pleasure to have you on again. And thank you for the kind words.
Mr. Bass: Hey, thank you. It’s a pleasure, Jan.

“Yes, I think a lot of people have egg on their face,” Karl said. “This was an idea that was first put forward by Mike Pompeo, secretary of state, Donald Trump, and look, some things may be true even if Donald Trump said them. Because Trump was saying so much else that was just out of control … he said flatly this came from that lab, and it was widely dismissed … but now serious people are saying it needs a serious inquiry.”

Besides Trump and Pompeo, Sen. Tom Cotton (R-Ark.) argued that the origin of the virus should be investigated because it does not appear to have come from the animal market, as claimed by the Chinese Communist Party (CCP).

Cotton told Fox News host Maria Bartiromo, in a February 2020 interview, that the CCP has not been honest about when they first knew of the virus and the United States cannot trust CCP officials about the origin of the virus.

“Here’s what we do know, this virus did not originate in the Wuhan animal market. Epidemiologists who are widely respected from China have published a study in the international journal The Lancet have demonstrated that several of the original cases did not have any contact with that food market. The virus went into that food market before it came out of that food market,” said Cotton.

“So we don’t know where it originated, but we do know that we have to get to the bottom of that. We also know that just a few miles away from that food market is China’s only biosafety level four super laboratory that researches human infectious diseases. Now, we don’t have evidence that this disease originated there, but because of China’s duplicity and dishonesty from the beginning, we need to at least ask the question,” added Cotton.

New York Times reporter David Leonhardt also said on Sunday that many journalists disregarded the lab leak theory because Cotton proposed it.

“I think people made this mistake. I think a lot of people on the political left and a lot of people in the media made the mistake. They said, ‘wow if Tom Cotton is saying something, it can’t be true.’ Or they assumed that. And that’s not right,” he said on CNN.

In addition, NBC’s Chuck Todd from “Meet the Press” admitted that investigation into the origin of the virus got neglected because of politics and anti-Republican sentiment.

“The WHO has dismissed the idea for months, most scientists scoffed at it, and for many, the lab leak idea got tangled up in politics,” said Todd.

Mainstream media outlets are now giving the idea of the lab leak theory credibility and urging for a new probe into the origin of the virus, pointing to China’s refusal to share crucial raw data.

President Joe Biden announced on May 26 that he has ordered a closer intelligence review of what he characterized as two equally plausible scenarios of the origins of the CCP virus—one natural, the other a lab leak.

Pompeo and Sen. Paul Warn About Wuhan Lab Still ‘Up and Running’

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Sen. Rand Paul (R-Ky.) and former U.S. Secretary of State Mike Pompeo voiced warnings to the public over the weekend that the Wuhan Institute of Virology remains functional and that controversial activity may have happened there.

“I’m very worried that this stuff still goes on and that the U.S. government’s been funding it,” Paul said in an appearance on Fox.

Last week, an amendment introduced by Paul to ban the use of U.S. tax dollars to fund “gain-of-function” research in China passed in the Senate, with every Democrat voting in favor of it. This unanimous vote led Paul to think that they either have relevant information or that the information pointing at the theory of the virus coming out from the lab will grow stronger.

“A year ago, anybody who mentioned the possibility that this virus came out of the Wuhan lab was dismissed as crazy right-wing kooks, [or] conspiracy theorists,” Paul said, but that now “you have the left starting to wonder about it, and when I introduced my amendment to say we should quit funding this research in China, it ended up getting every Democrat on board.”

He continued: “Last week’s revelation that three workers in the Wuhan lab were sick with a COVID-like illness in November well before the Chinese admit—this is a big deal, and so I think nobody is denying anymore the possibility—we don’t know for certain, but we’ve got a lot of evidence pointing to this lab now.”

On a separate appearance on the news network, Pompeo said that there is a connection between the lab and the Chinese military and that the Wuhan lab is still functioning, possibly engaging in the same type of experiments.

“That virology lab is still up and running. It’s still probably conducting the same kinds of research it was conducting that may have well led to this virus escaping from that laboratory,” Pompeo said, noting that there is “enormous evidence” that the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) Virus, which causes COVID 19, leaked from the Chinese laboratory.

“What I can say for sure is this: we know that they were engaged in efforts connected to the People’s Liberation Army inside of that laboratory, so military activity being performed alongside what they claimed was just good old civilian research. They refuse to tell us what it was, they refuse to describe the nature of either of those, they refused to allow access to the World Health Organization when it tried to get in there.”

Not long ago, posts that suggested that the virus originated in a lab were banned and labeled as disinformation on many social media platforms.

Fauci in 2020: Masks From Drug Stores ‘Not Really Effective’ Against CCP Virus

A top U.S. medical adviser during the Trump and Biden administrations told a woman in early 2020 that masks one buys from drug stores had little effectiveness against the virus that causes COVID-19.

“The typical mask you buy in the drug store is not really effective in keeping out virus, which is small enough to pass through the material,” Dr. Anthony Fauci, the longtime head of the National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases, told the woman in an email dated Feb. 5, 2020.

COVID-19 is a disease caused by the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus.

Fauci also told the woman, Sylvia Burwell, that masks “are really for infected people to prevent them from spreading infection to people who are not infected rather than protecting uninfected people from acquiring infections.”

“I do not recommend that you wear a mask, particularly since you are going to a ve[r]y low risk location. Your instincts are correct, money is best spent on medical countermeasures such as diagnostics and vaccines,” he added.

The email was one of the thousands obtained through a Freedom of Information Act request by BuzzFeed News. The outlet published the emails online. Fauci’s agency did not respond to a request for comment.

Other messages also dealt with masks.

Also in February 2020, Fauci told a Greek reporter that “the vast majority of people outside of China do not need to wear a mask,” adding, “A mask is more appropriate for someone who is infected than for people trying to protect against infection.”

In several emails, Fauci indicated that healthcare workers should wear N95 masks, which are much better than regular masks.

“Transmission is similar to influenza: respiratory droplets and likely a bit more as aerosol than with influenza. People can transmit even when they are asymptomatic,” he told Robert Geller, vice president at the FHN Family Healthcare Center in Illinois, on March 1.

However, as late as April 16, he told a hospital that they should not require workers to don masks.

“I would keep the policy ‘voluntary’ but I would ‘encourage’ employees to wear them,” he said.

About two weeks earlier, he told somebody else that “perhaps universal wearing of masks [is] the most practical way to go.”

On April 3, Fauci and other federal officials reversed earlier guidance and recommended the general public wear masks whenever leaving their homes.

They said the change was because of new research that indicated a significant portion of COVID-19 patients did not have symptoms but could still spread the CCP virus.

Fauci later said he told Americans not to wear masks in general in early 2020 because there was a lack of supply at the time.

“We were concerned the public health community, and many people were saying this, were concerned that it was at a time when personal protective equipment, including the N95 masks and the surgical masks, were in very short supply,” he told The Street.

“And we wanted to make sure that the people namely, the health care workers, who were brave enough to put themselves in a harm way, to take care of people who you know were infected with the coronavirus and the danger of them getting infected.”

Fauci earlier this year defended comments he made in March 2020, including telling Americans they “should not be walking around wearing a mask.” He said officials were told that there was a mask shortage and “if we went around recommending masks, the health care providers putting themselves in harm’s way every single day would not have enough.”

The emails have triggered fresh criticism of Fauci, a prominent member of former President Donald Trump’s White House Coronavirus Task Force and one of President Joe Biden’s top medical advisers.

Some officials have called for Fauci to be investigated over his agency’s funding of a Chinese laboratory that is situated near where COVID-19 was first identified. Sen. Rand Paul (R-Ky.) said Fauci should be fired over what was shown in the messages.

A watchdog group, meanwhile, is seeking more emails from Fauci in the wake of the release.

Sen. Sinema: Filibuster ‘Protects the Democracy of Our Nation’

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Sen. Kyrsten Sinema (D-Ariz.) on Wednesday defended the filibuster as an essential tool and confirmed she will not vote to abolish it.

The filibuster “is a tool that protects the democracy of our nation, rather than allowing our country to ricochet wildly every two to four years back and forth between policies,” Sinema told reporters in Arizona after touring the border with Sen. John Cornyn (D-Texas).

Some leftist activists and media members have pressured Sinema and other Democrats to end the filibuster, asserting President Joe Biden cannot accomplish his agenda if Republicans keep blocking many of his legislative priorities.

“To those who say that we must make a choice between the filibuster and ‘X,’ I say, this is a false choice,” Sinema told reporters. “The reality is that when you have a system that is not working effectively … the way to fix that is to fix your behavior, not to eliminate the rules or change the rules, but to change the behavior.”

The filibuster refers to when a senator or senators request a three-fifths vote to end debate on a bill. Unless 60 senators agree to end the vote, the bill is not acted upon.

Currently, the Senate has 50 Republicans and 50 Democrats or nominal independents who regularly vote with Democrats. Vice President Kamala Harris can cast tiebreaking votes in her role as president of the Senate.

Some on the left want Democrats to abolish the filibuster so that Biden’s priorities can be achieved even without Republican support.

Fix Our Senate, a group that pushes for the elimination of the filibuster, said Sinema “is simply wrong about the history of the filibuster.”

“Its current abuse by Mitch McConnell has turned the Senate into a cesspool of partisanship, gridlock, and dysfunction,” the group added, referring to the Senate’s top Republican.

Senate Republicans used the filibuster to block the bill that would have created a commission to investigate what happened on Jan. 6 in Washington. Cornyn, who spoke with reporters alongside Sinema, voted against ending the filibuster. Sinema did not vote. She told reporters she missed the vote because of a family matter.

Senate Majority Leader Chuck Schumer (D-N.Y.) told colleagues last week that he plans to bring a host of bills to the floor when the Senate reconvenes later this month, including S.1, which would dramatically alter how elections are handled.

Biden appeared to target Sinema and fellow moderate Sen. Joe Manchin (D-W.Va.) in a speech on Wednesday, noting that some are questioning why he does not get more done.

“Well, because Biden only has a majority of, effectively, four votes in the House and a tie in the Senate, with two members of the Senate who vote more with my Republican friends,” Biden said.

Sinema and Manchin frequently vote with Democrats but on a minority of issues, like the filibuster issue, are refusing to do so.

“He was not giving a specific commentary on a policy. He was conveying, again, that sometimes that’s the summary—shorthand version that he sees on cable news at times. Again, it’s not always the forum that’s easy to provide guidance on how a bill becomes a law,” White House press secretary Jen Psaki said.

“His view on the filibuster continues to be that there should be a path forward for Democrats and Republicans to make voting easier, to move forward on progress for the American people. That position hasn’t changed. And he was not intending to convey something different.”

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Never Let a Plague Go to Waste

During America’s first-ever national lockdown, thousands of unelected bureaucrats, as well as federal and state governments, assumed enormous powers not usually accorded to them.

They picked and chose which businesses could stay open without much rationale. They sent the infected into nursing homes occupied by the weak and vulnerable.

Their rules for prosecuting those who violated social distancing, sheltering in place, mask wearing, or violent protesting often hinged on political grounds. Their spending measures on “infrastructure” and “health care” were excuses to lard up redistributive entitlements.

Conservatives moaned that left-wing agendas were at work beneath the pretenses of saving us from the pandemic. And the giddy left bragged that it was true.

After the 2008 financial meltdown, Barack Obama spoke of “fundamentally transforming” the country. Now he’s back, weighing in on the panic-driven, multitrillion-dollar spending that has pushed America’s debt to nearly $30 trillion.

“There’s a teachable moment about maybe this whole deficit hawk thing of the federal government,” Obama said in a recent interview with Ezra Klein of The New York Times. “Just being nervous about our debt 30 years from now, while millions of people are suffering—maybe that’s not a smart way to think about our economics.”

He apparently means that borrowing tons of money in a pandemic and not worrying too much about paying it back is a new, better approach to economics.

Last year, California Gov. Gavin Newsom boasted about leveraging California’s statewide quarantine.

“There is opportunity for reimagining a progressive era as it pertains to capitalism,” Newsom said. “So yes, absolutely, we see this as an opportunity to reshape the way we do business and how we govern.”

Hillary Clinton said something similar early in the pandemic: “… This would be a terrible crisis to waste as the old saying goes. We’ve learned a lot about what our absolute frailties are in our country when it comes to health justice and economic justice …”

The “old saying” she cited was actually a recycled quote from Rahm Emanuel, who was Obama’s chief of staff. His exact quote was: “You never want a serious crisis to go to waste.”

Later, Emanuel clarified that crises allow radical changes that had never been considered or were considered impossible. Without catastrophe, no one in his right mind would vote for far-left agendas.

Manipulating COVID-19 is not just a left-wing effort. The Davos crowd responsible for the World Economic Forum has talked of using the global crisis to push “the Great Reset.” These self-appointed guardians wish to create global rules governing the world’s economy, energy, transportation, education, climate, wealth distribution, and media. In other words, a few elites will seek to override local laws.

What do all these efforts have in common?

One, they are all top-down agendas. Polls show that average Americans are worried about massive borrowing. They fear the government gaining new powers under the pretext of a pandemic.

Two, our elites are anti-democratic. They talk of forcing change down the throats of citizens through edicts, executive orders, court decisions, or bureaucratic directives. Obama, Newsom, Clinton, and the Great Resetters don’t want to put up their agendas for discussion before the people and their elected representatives.

Three, behind fancy slogans about not wasting crises, teachable moments and resets is the panic-porn reality that these initiatives are not popular in normal times because they defy common sense. If Americans tried Obama’s economics with their family budgets, they would go broke or go to jail after piling up unpaid debts. Only elites, with their private security guards and the money and influence to remain safe, talk of defunding the police. Few of the woke elites who fly their carbon-spewing jets into Davos ever fly economy class.

Four, our rich revolutionaries have no record of policy success. Massive borrowing, increasing government powers, restrictions on personal freedoms, higher taxes, and more regulations don’t appeal to most Americans. Brexit and pushbacks against the European Union suggest that the same is true abroad.

Many members of the left-wing elite became wealthy by monetizing their political careers through lucrative insider networking. A cynic might conclude they didn’t go full reset until they first got filthy rich—allowing them not to live like, think like, or listen to the rest of us.

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Mark Paoletta, who served as general counsel to the Office of Management and Budget during the Trump administration, said he's certain President Joe Biden broke a federal law by stopping funds from being used for border wall construction.

During a hearing of the House Budget Committee on April 29, Republican Rep. Jason Smith of Missouri asked Paoletta whether the president's controversial decision violated a 1974 law that limits a president's power to withhold funds.

"Do you believe that the executive branch violated GAO’s standard of the Impoundment Control Act when it began withholding funds for the border wall?" Smith asked.

"100 percent," Paoletta responded.

The White House issued a proclamation on Jan. 20 halting funding for building a barricade at the southern border, which was one of the top priorities of former President Donald Trump.

"Like every nation, the United States has a right and a duty to secure its borders and protect its people against threats," the Biden order said. "But building a massive wall that spans the entire southern border is not a serious policy solution.

"It is a waste of money that diverts attention from genuine threats to our homeland security."

Republican lawmakers asked the Government Accountability Office for a review to determine whether the administration violated laws that allow Congress to have control over where federal funds go, Politico reported in March.

The report said the GAO confirmed that it was investigating the matter.

The GOP lawmakers attributed Biden's reversal of Trump policies, including the order halting border wall funding, to the ongoing crisis at the southern border.

The new administration wanted to show off immediately that it was somehow superior in its approach to border policy compared with the previous White House -- but that is far from the truth.

Biden has made little to no effort to secure the border in a way that is more humane, and instead prompted a significant influx of migrants to arrive in the United States without any plans to bring it to an end.

The surge of migrants, particularly of unaccompanied minors, created a processing disaster that received bipartisan attention.

Pennsylvania Lawmakers Hopeful for Audit After Touring Arizona Election Review
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A delegation from Pennsylvania will try to convince legislative leaders in the state to back an audit of the 2020 election after visiting an election review taking place in Arizona’s largest county.

“I’m 100 percent for us having one, and I think our leadership is starting to lean that way,” Pennsylvania Sen. Cris Dush told reporters at the Veterans Memorial Coliseum in Phoenix, where the Maricopa County audit has been taking place since April 23.

Dush was joined by Pennsylvania Sen. Doug Mastriano and Pennsylvania Rep. Rob Kauffman.

Dush said he was impressed by how the Arizona audit was being done, including how the firms hired by the Arizona Senate are handling chain of custody issues.

“I’ve never seen anything like it, to be quite honest with you. It’s fantastic. I’d like to encourage other state legislatures to get down here and take a look at it as well, especially if you’ve had situations like we experienced in Pennsylvania that really have our citizens in an uproar,” he said.

Mastriano told a pool reporter that he supports Pennsylvania conducting an audit such as the one being executed in Arizona.

“I’m not about overturning anything. I’m just trying to find out what went right, what went wrong, and how do we have better elections in the future?” he said.

That’s the same reasoning Arizona senators have put forth when explaining why they ordered the Maricopa County audit.

One poll showed roughly 40 percent of voters in Pennsylvania have concerns about the integrity of the election, the state senator noted.

“For the sake of our … constitutional republic, and for the sake of people’s peace of mind, let’s just do it. Let’s pick a few counties and put people’s minds at rest,” he said.

A majority of the Pennsylvania legislature would need to support an audit, Mastriano said.

A spokesman for Pennsylvania House Speaker Bryan Cutler, a Republican, noted in an email that Cutler has recently introduced legislation to establish a bureau of election audits. The House speaker previously pushed for an independent audit of the 2020 election. Other Pennsylvania legislative leaders didn’t immediately respond to requests for comment.

The Pennsylvania delegation plan to take the information they learned while in Arizona back to Republican leaders.

Auditors hired by the Arizona Senate, led by Florida-based Cyber Ninjas, are reviewing the nearly 2.1 million ballots cast in the county during the 2020 presidential election. They have also examined tabulators and other machines used during the contest.

Republicans control the Arizona Senate. Democrats have largely opposed the audit, arguing that voter information could be at risk of being compromised.

Observers sent to the arena by Arizona Secretary of State Katie Hobbs, a Democrat, said they saw a security gate left unattended and a procedure manual marked “confidential” left on a counter. They also learned that copies of voting system data were sent to a laboratory in Montana and claimed quality control practices to ensure data are entered correctly aren’t in place, “rendering all of the data and findings unreliable.”

The Arizona Senate’s liaison didn’t immediately respond when asked about the observers’ notes.

Kauffman told The Epoch Times before the tour that he wanted to see firsthand how the audit was being run.

“The Arizona forensic audit is really one of the talks of America, and there’s a lot of stuff being thrown around about how it’s being conducted, and I kind of see this as a fact-finding to see what’s happening on the ground in Arizona, how it’s happening, and if it’s something that should be done in other states,” he said.

Taxpayer money wasn’t used for the trip, the lawmakers said.

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Attorney general urges hotel owners not to let ICE make it migrant housing

'The president is using Arizona as an experiment with his reckless border policies'

Arizona Attorney General Mark Brnovich urged property owners not to contract with immigration officials to detain around 1,200 migrants at a hotel property in Scottsdale, Arizona, in a letter sent Wednesday.

Brnovich criticized the Biden administration for its handling of increasing migration to the southern border and said Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) shouldn’t be permitted to convert the property into a 72-hour detention facility because of possible negative effects on the neighborhood.

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Brnovich and the property owners are concerned about potential risks to public safety if a dangerous migrant was able to leave the detention facility or if any of the migrants are released into the community, according to the letter. Brnovich also criticized the Biden administration’s decision to limit ICE enforcement to serious criminals creating the possibility that those who have been charged but not yet convicted could be released.

“The root-causes of the current crisis are problems of the Biden Administration’s own making, including policies that have administratively — and intentionally — crippled ICE’s important law enforcement mission and incentivized illegal immigration,” Brnovich said in the letter.

Brnovich added that the local government should study the potential impact of the detention facility given its proximity to apartment complexes, senior living facilities, and a preschool and high school.

The property owner would likely profit from the federal contract but would require the property to be rezoned or granted a variance, according to the letter.

The owners signed an agreement with nonprofit group Endeavors, which contracts with ICE, the Arizona Republic reported. Endeavors spokesperson Ben Miranda said the agreement with ICE is being finalized and that the property will function as an “emergency family station center” for migrants.

The property owners filed for bankruptcy and have defaulted on mortgage payments, according to the Arizona Republic. The mortgage company filed a lawsuit to try and keep the property from becoming a detention facility citing zoning restrictions.

Endeavors plans to match migrants at the facility with sponsors in the interior of the U.S. and fund their transportation to meet with them, Miranda told the Arizona Republic. He added that ICE officials will provide security at the property and migrants won’t be permitted to leave.

Endeavors previously secured a $530 million contract with the federal agency responsible for detaining unaccompanied migrant children after hiring a former ICE official and Biden transition team advisor, the DCNF reported.

Neither ICE nor Endeavors responded to the DCNF’s request for comment.

Trump hammers Georgia county for delaying and seeking to shut down ballot audit
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Former President Donald Trump targeted Georgia Democrats for seeking to block an audit of 147,000 absentee ballots in the state's most populous county, arguing the review will show the "vote was corrupt."

"Why are the Radical Left Democrats in Georgia fighting so hard that there not be a Forensic Audit of 150,000 absentee ballots in Fulton County?" Trump asked in a Friday statement on his website.

"There can be only one reason, and that is because they know the vote was corrupt and the audit will show it. Republicans must fight hard and win!" he added.

After ruling earlier this month the review of ballots sought by a group of Georgia voters could proceed, Henry County Superior Court Judge Brian Amero, who is overseeing the case, canceled a meeting scheduled for last Friday to discuss the protocols that would be followed.

The move came after the county filed multiple motions to dismiss the case, which involves Fulton County, home to the state's capital of Atlanta.

“Fulton County, the Fulton County Board of Registrations and Elections and the Fulton County Clerk of Superior and Magistrate Courts all filed motions to dismiss Wednesday night and Thursday morning arguing the plaintiffs failed to properly serve them notice of the suit,” Georgia Public Broadcasting reported.

“The filings also allege plaintiffs sued the wrong people, the defendants are protected under sovereign immunity and that plaintiffs failed to state a claim that entitles them to court action.”

At a May 21 hearing, Georgia Assistant Attorney General Charlene McGowan argued before Amero that there should not be an audit, but if there is one, it should be done by an independent group.

Amero did not seem convinced.

“The petitioners would be of the view that they are the ones to defend their own constitutional rights in this suit that they have filed,” the judge responded to that position.

“[W]hether they have the right to conduct these independent viewings, not a physical inspection, but an inspection nonetheless, a visual inspection, combined with an opportunity to have ballot images at resolution that allows them to pursue their claims, that seems to be something they have the authority and the right to do,” he further stated.

The suit to gain access to the ballots was brought originally by Garland Favorito, a voting integrity advocate with VoterGA and resident of Fulton County.

Others have joined in, including the Tea Party Patriots Foundation, which filed an amicus brief in the case.

Favorito “says county workers likely fabricated ballots and counted some ballots multiple times on election night,” and the lawsuit cited a video of the counting and sworn statements from observers, according to The Atlanta Journal-Constitution.

State Farm Arena in Fulton County is the location where poll watchers were told by election officials that counting had stopped for the night, only for surveillance video to reveal it resumed later in the night.

Dr. Lisa Detter-Hoskin — a senior research scientist with the Georgia Institute of Technology, who testified for the plaintiffs at the May 21 hearing — said that in order to properly review the ballots, a minimum resolution of 600 dots per inch scan would be needed.

This resolution would allow the audit team to check for abnormalities, such as candidate selection ovals being filled in by machines rather than by hand, or mail-in absentee ballots having no folds, as some Fulton County election observers previously claimed in sworn affidavits.

At the conclusion of the May 21 hearing, Amero ruled that the plaintiff’s team would be able to both “inspect and scan absentee ballots.”

Fulton County Commission Chairman Robb Pitts told WAGA-TV following the decision, "Well, I’m actually stunned that this whole thing is a circus that won’t end, quite frankly.

"Fulton County, we’ve had a target on our back going back to 2020," the Democrat added.

"No one has come forward with any credible evidence. In fact, after our 2020 elections, the secretary of state even applauded us for the great job that we’d done. So it’s just ridiculous that this witch hunt continues."

Amero is looking to hold a hearing on Fulton County's new motions on June 21.

After a report over the weekend by Newsmax correspondent Emerald Robinson that an alarm went off and a door was left open at the facility housing the Fulton County ballots over the weekend, Trump responded in an emailed statement Monday:

"Great work is being done in Georgia revealing the Election Fraud of the 2020 Presidential Election. But, we must not allow ANYONE to compromise these ballots by leaving the building unsecured, which was done late Friday.

"Republicans and Patriots must protect this site and the Absentee Ballots. The Left talks about election security but they do not practice what they preach because they are afraid of what might be found. Fulton County Leadership—do the right thing and protect these ballots. Our Country is at stake!"

A nearby man holding a skateboard admonished the group, saying that their quarry looked like he’d “had enough.” However, when someone nearby shouted that the person they were assaulting was Ngo, the skateboard-carrying man changed his attitude, swearing and joining the group.

The man they were chasing ran into The Nines Hotel, where he told the employees there that people were out to kill him.

Eventually, the police showed up with an ambulance that took the victim away to the hospital. There has still been no verification of the man’s identity.

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Former White House COVID-19 testing czar, Adm. Brett Giroir, has accused Dr. Anthony Fauci of lying last year about the origins of the CCP virus, as health officials ramp up efforts to probe the hypothesis that the virus emerged from a lab accident.

In May last year, Fauci, the director of the National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases (NIAID), claimed that the virus could not have been “artificially or deliberately manipulated” at China’s Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV)—a possibility that is now receiving wider recognition.

Until last month, the infectious disease expert had maintained that COVID-19 had developed naturally. Fauci told the National Geographic in May 2020 that there’s no scientific evidence that the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus was made in a lab.

“Everything about the stepwise evolution over time strongly indicates that [this virus] evolved in nature and then jumped species,” Fauci told the publication at the time.

“The statement from last year was completely false,” Giroir, former Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) assistant secretary, told Fox News’ America’s Newsroom. “There was no pattern of mutations that suggest that it went right from an animal in a natural situation to humans—and there’s still no evidence to show that. So that statement was completely wrong.”

Fauci was being “obviously antagonistic” to the Trump administration, Giroir claimed.

“The [former] president suggested that it could have been a lab leak,” Giroir continued. “So this was obviously in contradiction to a hypothesis that we know is still…the most likely one; it was an antagonistic to the [former] president’s position and to many of the people’s positions within the Trump administration. It was against it. It was contrary.”

Giroir told co-host Bill Hemmer that Fauci strongly pushed the possibility that the CCP virus developed naturally despite a lack of data.

“Fauci … argued very convincingly that this [COVID-19] was something that evolved in nature. There was no data that evolved in nature and there’s still no data,” he said.

Early reports about an outbreak of the CCP virus first appeared in Wuhan in late 2019, when a cluster of cases was reported by state-controlled media to be linked to a local wet market. More than a year later, the origins of the virus remain unknown, although the possibility that the virus leaked from a laboratory at China’s WIV is gaining traction.

The Wall Street Journal reported on May 23 that three researchers at the WIV were hospitalized in November 2019 with symptoms consistent with seasonal flu and COVID-19. The newspaper cited unnamed U.S. government sources familiar with a previously undisclosed U.S. intelligence report.

President Joe Biden has since ordered the U.S. Intelligence Community (IC) to ramp up efforts to investigate the virus’s origins.

“Look, there is a laboratory five miles of the origin that was doing dangerous research on bat coronaviruses. Sometimes, the simplest explanation is that. We do have labs leaks,” Giroir said.

He added: “Lab leaks are not uncommon and I really think data like people getting ill in November from the laboratory, if that proves true, that coincides with exactly when this virus in China. The evidence is there.”

Meanwhile, Fauci is facing further scrutiny following the release of thousands of his emails to the public this week via a Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) request.

The emails suggested that his team scrambled in early 2020 to respond to public reporting about the virus leaking from the WIV. Those emails suggested that officials were concerned with prior U.S. involvement with the laboratory.

Both Fauci and National Institutes of Health (NIH) Director Francis Collins have both denied funding “gain of function” research, or experiments aimed at increasing the transmissibility or virulence of a virus, at the lab in Wuhan. However, documents show about $600,000 of a grant given to the EcoHealth Alliance was channeled to the Wuhan Institute of Virology to research coronavirus in bats in 2014.

The Epoch Times has contacted the NIAID, which Fauci heads, for comment.

Remembering June 4, 1989: Poland’s Partly-Free Election Led to Peaceful Disintegration of Communism
June 4, 1989 in China: Chinese Communist Party’s Brutal Crackdown on Peaceful Protest Led to Tiananmen Square Massacre
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June 4 marks two 32nd anniversaries: the first one commemorates the defeat of the ruling Polish communist party in the partly-free election, the second one commemorates the bloody crackdown by the Chinese Communist Party (CCP) on a peaceful student protest at Tiananmen Square in Beijing.

On June 4, 1989, the ruling Polish communist party, called The Polish United Workers’ Party (PUWP) was defeated in the hybrid election in communist Poland.

The election format was agreed upon during the negotiations held earlier in 1989 between the Polish communist government camp and so-called “Solidarity” camp, said Prof. Jacek Reginia-Zacharski, Ph.D., political scientist and historian at the University of Lodz in Poland.

The negotiations, known as Polish Round Table Talks did not include all anti-communist opposition groups and movements; not all of them were represented in the talks or participated in it on an equal footing, Prof. Reginia-Zacharski told The Epoch Times in an interview.

The Polish “Solidarity” movement emerged in 1980 out of Polish workers protesting against deteriorating living conditions in communist Poland. Solidarity became the first free trade union in the Eastern (communist) Bloc that was independent of the regime and quickly grew as an anti-communist opposition group demanding economic and political reforms in the country.

By early 1981 Solidarity’s membership reached 10 million and included 80 percent of the Polish workforce. In response, the communist government declared martial law to crack down on the movement.

After martial law was lifted in 1983, the Solidarity movement started emerging again even though the regime’s repression against its members continued. In 1988, when a big wave of strikes spread throughout the country, the Polish communist government expressed its willingness to negotiate with Solidarity.

About 6 months later, the round table talks started between the Solidarity-led opposition and the coalition led by the ruling communist party, officially called PUWP.

“The communists did not want to relinquish power unconditionally,” Reginia-Zacharski said. The negotiating parties agreed to create the upper chamber of the parliament–Senate–which had not existed before and to make the election to the Senate free, he explained.

However, the communists wanted to assure that they would hold a majority in the lower chamber of the parliament, which was the main one, and reserved for themselves 65 percent of the seats, the scientist explained, adding that only candidates approved by the coalition could run for these seats.

The remaining 35 percent of the seats were available to opposition and independent candidates in freely contested races.

Therefore the election in 1989 could not be considered partially free, it was rather a hybrid election, Reginia-Zacharski said, adding that it was not considered free by the Council of Europe.

On June 4, 1989, Solidarity candidates won 160 seats out of 161 available to them while the communist candidates won only 5 seats out of 299 reserved for them, with 62 percent voter turnout. In addition, 92 out of 100 Senate seats went to Solidarity and the communists won none.

“It was indeed a shock to the communists. It was a disaster from their point of view,” Reginia-Zacharski said. He believed that the results of the first round of the election were a surprise to all.

A sense of trepidation was felt on both sides of the political fence, Reginia-Zacharski continued, because a considerable number of Solidarity activists and probably a big portion of the Polish society feared that the communists, facing such a disaster, could resort to the use of force as they did in 1981 when they imposed martial law on the country.

The economic situation in Poland at that time was very grim, Reginia-Zacharski said. “The hyperinflation raged, wages peaked at millions but the purchasing power of the Polish currency dropped to almost nothing.”

In Reginia-Zacharski’s opinion, dramatic and traumatic news about the massacre on Tiananmen Square in Beijing that broke on the election day fueled such fears. “The martial law inflicted very deep trauma on the Polish society,” he added.

The second round of the election was needed to fill out vacant seats, but the electoral law did not allow candidates who had not received the required 50 percent of the votes to run in the second round, Reginia-Zacharski said. Therefore the communist government changed the electoral law to allow candidates who lost the first round to run in the second one, he explained.

As a result of the second round, which took place on June 18, Solidarity won one lower chamber seat allotted to free election candidates but vacant after the first round and gained 7 out 8 remaining seats in the Senate. One remaining Senate seat was filled by an independent candidate. Communists had no representation in the Senate.

In the second round, the communists won all seats in the lower chamber reserved for them but they did not get any representation in the Senate. The risk of losing their reserved seats was very low despite little voter turnout—only 25 percent— because those who had not voted for the communist candidates did not show up in the second round, Reginia-Zacharski said.

Out of 299 lower chamber seats designated for the government by the coalition, the PUWP gained only 173 seats and the remaining seats were taken by its satellite parties.

The impact of the election turned out to be much bigger than it seemed, Reginia-Zacharski said. Despite the fact that Solidarity only had 161 seats out of 460 in the lower chamber, the so-called deconstruction of the communist camp started shortly after the election.

After the election the two biggest satellite parties, United Peasants’ Party and Democratic Party began to collaborate with Solidarity and formed a coalition government with Solidarity led by Tadeusz Mazowiecki, a non-communist prime minister, Reginia-Zacharski said.

However, the government was not fully controlled by Solidarity because the communist party retained for itself key offices such as Minister of Internal Affairs and Minister of Defense, Reginia-Zacharski explained. The new parliament also elected by a margin of one vote a communist president, Wojciech Jaruzelski, the architect of the martial law declared in Poland to suppress Solidarity. Jaruzelski held the office for more than a year until the first presidential election in Poland since World War II.

The political system designed during the round table negotiations was supposed to function after the election but it was never realized, Reginia-Zacharski said.

Activists of satellite parties that formed a coalition with the communists were clear that “the communists do not have absolutely any support … [and] The Polish United Workers’ Party [PUWP] after the June election ceased being a hegemonic political group in Poland,” Reginia-Zacharski said.

The Polish communist party’s membership had shrunk from about 3 million in 1980 to about 1 million in the fall of 1989. In January 1990, the PUWP dissolved itself.

In 1991, the first truly free parliamentary elections were held in post-war Poland, which was a prerequisite for the country to accede to the Council of Europe, Reginia-Zacharski said.

On the same day that Poland started its peaceful transition from communism, soldiers and tanks of the People’s Liberation Army in China entered the country’s capital and killed hundreds, maybe thousands, of unarmed protesters in Tiananmen Square—the “gate of heavenly peace.”

The protesters—college students and university staff from around the country joined by the nationwide demonstrations—called for human rights, an end to corruption, and democratic reform.

It is possible that Chinese communist leaders were watching processes and changes taking place in the Soviet Union and in the Eastern Bloc including Poland, and were clear that “these processes once started had tremendous potential to escalate, [and] it was something that could not be stopped,” Reginia-Zacharski said. It is not known however if these observations influenced their decision to brutally quell the protest, he added.

The New York Times reported in 1989 that Jiang Zemin, who had become the General Secretary of the CCP in the wake of the bloody resolution of events on June 4, corrected an Italian reporter who used the term “Tiananmen tragedy” in his question to Jiang.

According to the New York Times, Jiang said, “I’d like to correct you in your use of the word tragedy. We do not believe that there was any tragedy in Tiananmen Square. What actually happened was a counterrevolutionary rebellion aimed at opposing the leadership of the Communist Party and overthrowing the socialist system.’”

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The Biden administration’s proposal to fund education programs informed by Critical Race Theory (CRT) is “dangerous and pernicious,” according to senior policy analyst at the Independent Women’s Forum, Inez Stepman.

In April, the Department of Education proposed a new rule to prioritize funding education programs that incorporate the New York Times’ 1619 Project and critical race theorist Ibram X. Kendi into their teaching of U.S history and civics.

The Department outlined new priority criteria for a $5.3 million American History and Civics Education grant, as well as exemplary materials for K-12 educators to use.

However, Stepman, who is also a senior contributor at The Federalist, told Epoch TV’s “American Thought Leaders” program that Ibram X. Kendi’s teachings are “incredibly radical” and may instead put the United States on “a very dark path” by teaching children to actively hate each other.

“Just to give you an idea of how radical his scholarship is, one of the things he’s proposed [in his book, Stamped from the Beginning] is to create a department of ‘anti-racism’ in the federal government,” Stepman said.

“So far, that sounds unobjectionable to most people. But he wants that unelected department staffed by trained academics, presumably by him, to have veto power over every municipal state and federal law in the country, if it creates, in his eyes, any kind of disparity between groups. And he wants that body to have veto power over who stands for political office.

“That’s incredibly radical, incredibly contradictory with the American system. But yet the Department of Education is citing this guy as an example of what they want to encourage schools around the country to teach young Americans who then grow up to be voters in this republic.

“I call it woke Stalinism … his position is that a group of unelected academics should have complete veto power over all laws in the United States, and kind of similar to how it works with the mullahs in Iran, to basically select the slate of candidates. The people may vote, but only on the candidates or among the candidates selected by people who think like Ibram X. Kendi.”

Stepman said that Kendi pushes the narrative that in order to undo past discrimination, we need to actively discriminate in favor of marginalized groups today.

“This is literally the U.S. government, according to this proposed rule, this actually becomes a regulation issued by the Biden administration. The federal government of the United States will be giving grants to public schools around the country to teach Kendi. And I think this is incredibly pernicious, especially for a multi-ethnic republic like the United States where we do have citizens of all different backgrounds.

“So I find this whole thing to be dangerous and pernicious and definitely not something that the federal government should be going out of its way to encourage.”

Stepman also noted that the central claim in the 1619 Project that the United States wasn’t founded in 1776 but in 1619 when the first African slave arrived on its shores is “flatly historically false.”

“It has been recognized as false by historians all the way from the socialist left to the conservative, right,” she said.

“And there are many, many inaccuracies besides that one in that project. Again, it’s not something that the federal government should be encouraging teaching in our schools, when it has been blasted across the spectrum, for being not just a radical idea or have radical perspective, but to actually be completely historically inaccurate.”

Stepman added, “We’re not a homogenous society, we never have been. So to actively teach us reasons to hate each other, to me seems to be completely wrongheaded and dangerous and in fact putting the United States on a very dark path.”

CRT has gradually proliferated in recent decades through academia, government structures, school systems, and the corporate world. It redefines human history as a struggle between the “oppressors”—white people—and the “oppressed”—everybody else—similar to Marxism’s reduction of history to a struggle between the “bourgeois” and the “proletariat.” It labels institutions that emerged in majority-white societies as racist and “white supremacist.”

Like Marxism, CRT advocates for the destruction of institutions, such as the Western justice system, free-market economy, and orthodox religions, while demanding that they be replaced with institutions compliant with the theory’s ideology.

Stephan added that “slavery existed for millennia, before the United States,” something she said 30 or 40 percent of people under 40 do not know.

“They think that the United States invented slavery, which is, again, a condemnation of our education system,” she said.

Biden Orders Ban on 59 Chinese Defense and Tech Firms
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WASHINGTON—President Joe Biden signed an executive order on June 3, amending a Trump-era ban that prohibits U.S. investors from investing in Chinese military companies. The new order expands the previous prohibition list by adding more Chinese defense and surveillance technology firms.

The order also moves the authority of selecting targeted companies to the Treasury Department from the Defense Department.

Biden’s order expands the scope of the national emergency declared by then-President Donald Trump last year and bans more companies involved in “the development or use of Chinese surveillance technology to facilitate repression or serious human rights abuse.”

The order “prohibits United States persons from engaging in the purchase or sale of any publicly traded securities” of 59 entities listed in the annex of the executive order.

Blacklisted companies include telecoms equipment maker Huawei, video surveillance manufacturer Hikvision, aerospace firm Aviation Industry Corp. of China, and state-run mobile operators China Mobile and China Telecom.

The Treasury Department will continue to update the list of these Chinese entities. The selection will be determined by the Treasury secretary in consultation with the secretary of state and, if deemed appropriate, the Defense secretary, according to a White House factsheet.

The ban list doesn’t mention subsidiaries of these companies as the list is “intentionally targeted and scoped,” according to the factsheet.

The Trump administration targeted 44 Chinese military companies and intended to include publicly traded subsidiaries that were “50 percent or more owned” or “determined to be controlled” by those companies.

The new order, however, shrinks the scope of the ban by excluding subsidiaries.

The investment prohibitions will take effect on Aug. 2, but investors are permitted to make trades to divest their holding until June 3, 2022.

Sen. Marco Rubio (R-Fla.) raised concerns about Biden’s move to shift the authority to the Treasury Department.

“We know for a fact that Wall Street is helping to finance the Chinese Communist Party’s effort to weaken and ultimately replace American leadership,” Rubio said in a statement.

“While the administration updated the Trump-era policy in important ways, I am very concerned that President Biden’s Treasury Department is too closely aligned with Wall Street to take the actions necessary to prevent American savings from being used to fund the Chinese Communist Party.”

In his final weeks in office, Trump took swift action to ban investments in Chinese military companies, in an effort to curb Beijing’s access to lucrative U.S. capital markets.

Trump’s order aimed to curb U.S. pension and retirement fund investments in companies that support the Chinese Communist Party (CCP). Many of these companies are publicly traded on stock exchanges around the world and are tracked by major indexes such as MSCI and FTSE.

The American Securities Association (ASA), which represents regional Main Street financial services companies, welcomed the new executive order.

“ASA strongly supports today’s action by the Biden Administration to prioritize America’s economic and national security interests by continuing the previous Administration’s crackdown on Communist China’s infiltration of the U.S. capital markets,” ASA CEO Chris Iacovella said in a statement.

“For far too long, the CCP has taken advantage of regulatory loopholes to fund its military rise, a cyber army that attacks us, ‘re-education camps’ used to perpetrate crimes against humanity on its own citizens, the use of slave labor in violation of international law, and its new position as the world’s leading polluter.”

Hong Kong Democracy Leader Arrested on Tiananmen Square Massacre Anniversary
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Hong Kong police on Friday arrested prominent pro-democracy activist Chow Hang Tung for allegedly promoting an unauthorized assembly on the 32nd anniversary of the Tiananmen Square massacre.

The arrest of Chow, 37, vice-chairwoman of the Hong Kong Alliance in Support of Patriotic Democratic Movements of China, came as thousands of police were deployed to patrol the city’s streets to halt any “unlawful assemblies.”

Before Hong Kong authorities banned residents from participating in events in memory of the 1989 pro-democracy protests for the second year in a row, the Hong Kong Alliance in Support of Patriotic Democratic Movements of China had organized annual vigils.

Authorities canceled the event on June 1, again citing the ongoing CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus pandemic as grounds for doing so. Hong Kong leader Carrie Lam said on June 1 that all agencies, groups, media outlets, and schools should conform to the Beijing-imposed National Security Law.

After the ban was announced, Chow had encouraged people to privately commemorate the event by lighting a candle wherever they are.

“She [Chow] only wanted to go to Victoria Park, light a candle and commemorate,” Chiu Yan Loy, Executive Member of the Alliance, told Reuters, adding he believed the arrest was meant to strike fear into those planning to attend the vigil.

Barrister Chow, who was detained by four officers outside her office according to AFP, told Reuters this week before her arrest that June 4 was a test for Hong Kong “of whether we can defend our bottom line of morality.”

“As long as they haven’t said candles are illegal, we will light a candle,” she said.

Hong Kong police senior superintendent Terry Law confirmed the arrest of Chow, as well as a 20-year-old food delivery man, but declined to elaborate on specifics, noting that it’s part of an ongoing investigation.

Thousands of Hong Kong citizens last year defied the ban and took part in the traditional candlelight vigil at Victoria Park. At the same time, activists and groups who were once vocal and critical of the CCP have grown increasingly silent and fearful of repercussions since Beijing imposed its sweeping National Security Law on Hong Kong.

Beijing’s rubber-stamp legislature, the National People’s Congress, bypassed Hong Kong’s local legislature in late May 2020 to enact the legislation that would criminalize activities connected to subversion, succession, terrorism, and foreign interference.

In May, prominent pro-democracy activist Joshua Wong was sentenced to 10 months in prison after pleading guilty to participating in last year’s vigil, while three others were handed four-to-six-month sentences. Twenty more are due in court on June 11 on similar charges.

“A regime can ban an assembly but it can never ban the indelible grievances in people’s hearts,” Lee Cheuk-yan, a now-jailed pro-democracy activist, wrote on his Facebook page on Thursday.

“I hope everyone can find your own way to light a candle by the window, on the road, wherever that can be seen by others, to continue our mourning,” he added.

The CCP has never released a full account of the violence that occurred on June 4, 1989.

On June 3-4, 1989, the CCP ordered its troops to open fire on protesters on Tiananmen Square, following weeks of student-led protests that started on April 15, 1989, centered at the site. Activists were advocating for more freedoms, economic and democratic reforms, among other changes.

Days later, the CCP announced a death toll of about 300, most of them soldiers. However, rights groups and witnesses say thousands of people died. Unnamed sources within the CCP say at least 10,000 people were killed, according to a declassified British diplomatic cable and declassified White House documents.

The United States said Thursday that Beijing’s Tiananmen Square is now “synonymous with the brutal actions” of the CCP in 1989.

“These individuals had a noble and simple request: Recognize and respect our human rights, which are enshrined in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. Instead of meeting this request with dignity and open debate, [People’s Republic of China] authorities responded with violence,” Secretary of State Antony Blinken said in a statement.

“The courage of the brave individuals who stood shoulder-to-shoulder on June 4 reminds us that we must never stop seeking transparency on the events of that day, including a full accounting of all those killed, detained, or missing,” he added.

Taxpayers Fleeing California Take $8.8 Billion In Gross Income to Other States

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California, with its relatively large tax burden compared to other states, has seen a taxpayer exodus in recent years and, along with it, billions in taxable gross income.

State-to-state migration data recently released by the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) shows that California lost an estimated net 70,534 households—or 165,355 taxpayers and their dependents—in the years 2017-2018, with those fleeing taking around $8.8 billion in net adjusted gross income with them.

Interstate migration flows are influenced by a number of  factors, including retirement, job opportunities, and housing costs. Brandon Ristoff, a policy analyst with the California Policy Center, told Center Square that the flight of billions of dollars from California is driven by the state’s “bad policies on the economy, education and more.”

“California used to be a place where everyone wanted to live, but now California has become a place where people want to leave,” he told the outlet.

The top three beneficiaries of the California exodus were Texas, Arizona, and Nevada. The bulk of the departing Californians filed their taxes in Texas, with the Republican-led state seeing a net inflow of 72,306 taxpayers and their dependents, and a gross income boost of some $3.4 billion.

An estimated 53,476 Californians relocated to Arizona, bringing with them around $2.2 billion in gross income. Nevada welcomed 49,745 California taxpayers and their dependents, along with a gross income of $2.3 billion.

There is little agreement among experts as to how large a role taxes play in state-to-state migration.

A routine Census Bureau survey asks people who move any distance the main reason for their decision to relocate, including employment, housing, going away for college, crime, or to join a significant other. The most popular choices in 2019-2020 (xls), ranked according to popularity, were “wanted newer/better/larger house or apartment,” followed by “new job or job transfer,” “to establish own household,” “other family reason,” “wanted to own home, not rent,” and “wanted cheaper housing.”

The least popular were “natural disaster,” “change of climate,” and “foreclosure or eviction.”

But while taxes were not part of the Census Bureau survey, a 2018 analysis by the Cato Institute argued that taxes do influence migration, and said tax-related motivations could be inferred from some of the Census Bureau survey’s responses.

“The Census Bureau does not ask movers about taxes. But some of the 19 choices may reflect the influence of taxes. For example, people moving for housing reasons may consider the level of property taxes since those taxes are a standard item listed on housing sale notices. Similarly, people moving for new jobs may consider the effect of income taxes if they are, for example, moving between a high-tax state such as California and a state with no income tax such as Nevada,” the institute wrote in the analysis.

California, with its state-local effective tax rate of 11.5 percent, ranked eighth highest in terms of the state-local tax burden for 2019, according to a Tax Foundation analysis. Texas, by contrast, with a state-local effective tax rate of 8 percent, ranked 47th. Arizona, with a state-local effective tax rate of 8.7 percent, ranked 45th, while Nevada, at 9.7 percent, came in at 29th.

According to the Tax Foundation’s 2021 State Business Tax Climate Index, California’s ranking was even more grim, second only to New Jersey, which the foundation labeled as least tax-friendly.

Finland accused of 'human rights abuses' for prosecuting biblical beliefs

Top law profs issue warning about so-called 'hate crimes' agenda
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Law professors from several elite universities in the United States are accusing Finland of "human rights abuses" for prosecuting people there who expressed their biblical beliefs, specifically the Bible's teachings on marriage and sexuality.

The Christian Institute explained one of the prosecutions involves Finland's former Minister of the Interior Päivi Räsänen, who could face up to six years in prison for publicly supporting the Bible's teachings, and sharing a Bible verse.

The professors' comments were published in an open letter at Real Clear Politics.
The signers included Peter Berkowitz of Stanford, Keegan Callanan of Middlebury College, Carlos Eire of Yale, Robert P. George of Princeton, Mary Ann Glendon of Harvard and others.

It's addressed to the U.S. Commission on International Religious Freedom.

"The Prosecutor General of Finland has undertaken criminal prosecutions that will compel Finland’s clergy and lay religious believers to choose between prison and abandoning teachings of their various faiths," they warn.

They list the case against Räsänen, a member of the Finland's Parliament, as well as the bishop-elect of the Evangelical Lutheran Mission Diocese of Finland, Rev. Dr. Juhana Pohjola.

Among other offenses, Räsänen wrote a booklet called "Male and Female He Created Them: Homosexual Relationships Challenge the Christian Concept of Humanity," and Pohjola published it.

Will Christianity ever become illegal in Europe?

"The Prosecutor General’s pursuit of these charges against a prominent legislator and bishop sends an unmistakable message to Finns of every rank and station: no one who holds to the traditional teachings of Judaism, Christianity, Islam, and several other religions on questions of marriage and sexual morality will be safe from state harassment should they, like Bishop Pohjola and Dr. Räsänen, express their moral and religious convictions."

The lawyers wrote, "These prosecutions constitute serious human rights abuses. They violate Article 18 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, Article 18 of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, and Article 10 of the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights, all of which affirm the right of every human 'to manifest his religion or belief in teaching.' They likewise violate multiple provisions of the Declaration on the Elimination of All Forms of Intolerance and of Discrimination Based on Religion or Belief, including its affirmation of the right '[t]o write, issue and disseminate relevant publications' expressing one’s religious beliefs," they explain.

These cases are not "hate speech," the confirm.

"No reasonable balance of the goods of public order, civil equality, and religious liberty can ever support this suppression of the right to believe and express one’s beliefs. The prosecutions are straightforward acts of oppression," they warned.

They call on the U.S. to "respond to the abuses in Finland" as it responded to human rights abuses in China and other nations.

That would include targeting Finnish Prosecutor General Toiviainen with a denial of visas under a charge of "a gross violation of Human Rights."

"We further request that USCIRF call on U.S. Secretary of Treasury Janet Yellen to designate Prosecutor General Toiviainen under the Global Magnitsky Act and related statutes. Executive Order 13818 empowers the Secretary to designate and impose economic sanctions on individuals determined 'to be responsible for or complicit in, or to have directly or indirectly engaged in, serious human rights abuse.' Prosecutor General Toiviainen and any line prosecutors who choose to assist her plainly meet this description," they said.

The Institute said Räsänen has been charged with three "hate crimes," including sharing a Bible verse in 2019, comments made on TV in 2018 and a 2004 pamphlet she wrote supporting traditional marriage.

In 2019, Räsänen shared a picture of her Bible open at Romans 1:24-27 in response to the Evangelical Lutheran Church in Finland’s decision to sponsor a local LGBT pride event.

She wrote: "How can the church’s doctrinal foundation, the Bible, be compatible with the lifting up of shame and sin as a subject of pride?"

Räsänen is a medical doctor who is a leader of the Christian Democrats in Finland.

"I do not consider myself guilty of threatening, slandering or insulting any group of people," Räsänen said in a statement after what she considers "shocking" charges.

"These are all based on the Bible’s teachings on marriage and sexuality."

Why Fear the American People?

Last week baseball fans were chased out of major league ballparks for holding up Donald Trump banners. Should their public protests gain momentum, it might spell trouble for the Democratic Party, which fears that mass gatherings out of its control will underscore the Joe Biden administration’s fundamental illegitimacy.

In addition to growing evidence of election fraud, what makes it hard for voters to set aside questions about the integrity of the 2020 vote is the disposition of the new White House. Consider some of its policies: Which Americans voted for the higher gas prices that Biden locked in when he shut down the Keystone Pipeline on his first day in office? Who wanted a $6 trillion dollar budget that devalues middle-class wealth with signs of inflation already on the horizon? How many taxpayers wanted the Pentagon to use their money to dismantle combat units, under the guise of purging “white supremacism” from the ranks? Who voted to underwrite Hamas’ wars with Israel by sending “reconstruction” aid to Gaza?

Right, no one voted for any of that. Biden is ruling America on behalf of a small faction of elites, not all of whom are primarily loyal to the United States. Therefore, the White House governs through stealth, confusion, and fear. What it dreads is sunlight. It can handle most opposition through the Democratic Party’s near absolute control of the press and social media. But that doesn’t keep protestors off the street.

At Yankee Stadium in the Bronx, N.Y. last week Dion Cini unfurled a banner reading “Trump Won Save America.” Stadium authorities scrambled to pull down the sign and called for police to escort Cini and a colleague out of the stadium. He reappeared at a New York Mets game later in the week to fly the Trump flag at Citifield in Queens, N.Y. Again, stadium officials and police ushered him out of the ballpark. In a video capturing the brief skirmish, one of the officers is heard telling Cini in a friendly manner to “come back anytime.”

But the prospect of Cini and perhaps others repeating the same scene at ballparks around the country and eventually winning large audiences expressing their discontent during televised games is a scenario that fills Biden operatives with dread. Or else Democrats wouldn’t have spent the last few months trying to block mass public events, lest they turn into Trump rallies.

Over the weekend, thousands of veterans and other bikers rode into Washington, D.C. for the annual Memorial Day commemoration, Rolling to Remember (formerly Rolling Thunder). In the past the event was held in the Pentagon’s huge parking lot, but the permit was rejected this year, reportedly to prevent the spread of COVID. Even when city authorities granted the event organizers use of RFK stadium, the annual ceremony on the National Mall was canceled out of coronavirus concerns.

However, it is hard to square that rationale with the support Washington, D.C. authorities gave BLM protestors last spring and summer. On the orders of Mayor Muriel Bowser, city workers even painted BLM slogans on a street leading to the White House. But when it came to the veterans’ rally, it seems the Democratic officials who run the capital wanted to short-circuit any possibility that pro-Trump bikers would seize the occasion to hold a massive America First demonstration in the middle of Biden’s Washington.

Vaccines have made it more difficult for Democratic Party officials to continue using COVID as a reason to keep opponents from massing in public. The Biden administration can’t count the vaccination program as a success if it continues to insist that Americans have to stay at home anyway. And yet it also can’t afford Americans thinking life has returned to normal. And so it issues confused threats to sow fear. Biden himself, for instance, warned of July 4 lockdowns unless more Americans got vaccinated. And as the holiday approaches, Biden aides will be looking not at infection rates but polling numbers—if they’re bad Americans in Democratic-run states might see stay-at-home mandates.

The other instrument Democrats have used to keep anti-Biden protests from erupting is to recast Trump voters as “domestic terrorists.” After the predominantly peaceful Jan. 6 protest on Capitol Hill, the administration deployed National Guard troops in the capital ostensibly to protect Congress against another “insurrection.” But as recently released video confirms, many of the so-called violent “seditionists” who entered the capitol building were invited inside by Capitol Hill police. The reality is that the guardsmen, recently redeployed elsewhere, were used to keep anti-Biden protestors at home and, no less importantly, affect the imminent threat of an enemy (“right-wing white nationalists”) to distract the public from rebelling against the Biden administration’s attack on their freedoms.

To keep Trump supporters off the streets and reinforce the false Jan. 6 narrative, the Biden administration tasked the FBI to hunt down protestors, while the Department of Justice keeps them locked up without bail. Other Biden agencies, including the Department of Homeland Security and the Postal Service, have opened domestic spying units to target Trump supporters. In other words, the current administration’s government-wide mission is to criminalize opposition to the president.

The White House rightly worries that images of normal Americans gathering in public to support an America First agenda will threaten its legitimacy. What Biden and his deputies have learned is known to autocratic regimes everywhere—the price of ruling by fear is the abiding fear that the public will rise against you.

Our source explained, “Pedophile Dr. William Ayres served with former San Mateo County District Attorney Jim Fox and former San Mateo County Supervisor Richard Gordon on the San Mateo County Children and Families First Commission (now called the First 5) in the early 2000s. Ayres designed the group in San Mateo. Rich Gordon was instrumental in having Ayres employed by the commission and honoring him with the lifetime achievement award. After his time on the board of supervisors in San Mateo, Democrat Rich Gordon became an assemblyman in Sacramento. There were red flags about Ayres for decades. I believe that First 5 knew because there is a broad representation on the commission.”

Pedophile Dr. William Ayres worked for the San Mateo Children and Families First Commission (which later became San Mateo County First 5) beginning in 1999. 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Nancy Pelosi Is First 5 San Mateo County’s Landlady, dating back to when the group was called the San Mateo County Children and Families First Commission and Ayres was still at large terrorizing children.
Borel Real Estate appears on Nancy Pelosi’s 2018 congressional financial disclosure, the most recent disclosure available on OpenSecrets. Pelosi lists an ownership stake in Borel Real Estate Company to the tune of between $500,001 and $1 million. Somebody must be wrong somewhere …

John B from the UK writes into CMI questioning the article Time fears the pyramids? How they fit into the true biblical history by Gavin Cox, who, together with Gary Bates, responds.

Question:

I am still unsure about the dates you give for the pyramids. Somebody must be wrong somewhere, I think, because what concerns me is the non refutable fact that, if the pyramids were built after the flood, then there must be the issue of how quickly deep limestone quarries were solidified. Unless they used water logged sediments to build them, which would not have been strong enough to support the weight, there seems to me there is no way that they were built so soon after the flood. This means that the pyramids would be older than you believe, and so is the time of the flood, which I think must have been at least 6000 years ago, but I know this throws the so called Bible timeline out quite considerably! Something definitely doesn’t add up, especially as the building blocks of the pyramids contain sedimentary fossils. There appear to be similar problems with other major archaeological finds, where date times don’t add up against biblical chronology, irrespective of C14 dating and Bishop Usher’s timeline. Please don’t misunderstand me, I am a Biblical creationist Christian, but the dates you always quote for the Great flood, are, to me, far too late, despite the biblical chronology. If it weren’t for the pyramids, ultimately, I could accept your timelines and reasoning, but the pyramids must have been built, either much more recently, at least 1000 years post flood, or the flood occurred at least 1000 years before, which surely must be the most likely scenario?

Hi John, 

Thanks for contacting Gavin with your question regarding the age of the pyramids from his article Time fears the pyramids? How they fit into the true biblical history. You state:

“I am still unsure about the dates you give for the pyramids.”

Us too. Unfortunately, the builders didn’t inscribe on Khufu’s Pyramid “we built this in 2589–2504 BC” somewhere on an internal wall—so archaeologists could find it centuries later and solve the riddle of when the Great Pyramid was built. Had they done so, archaeologists would know the date inscription was fake, because the Egyptians obviously did not foresee when Jesus would be born, as per our normal calendars today. 

Many Christians want to have a foot in both camps, i.e. long age thinking and the Bible. 

Much of the dates that we see today that are ascribed to virtually everything in ancient Egypt are based upon a chronology written by the Egyptian priest Manetho in his work The Aegyptiaca (the History of Egypt). Remember, that the Egyptians had no calendar like we do today. They derived periods or dated things in relation to other rulers who had died previously.

Of course this raises the question as to whether all these kings were directly related to each other, descended from one another etc., or if Manetho has linked them in such a way to ‘fill in the gaps’. I.e. did all these rulers reign concurrently or consecutively? Regarding how the Egyptians dated things, Gary states the following from his Framing the Issues article:

“Just how are dates assigned to these kingdom periods and their rulers? In our modern age we can research the life of a relatively recent monarch (compared to Egyptian history). For example, we might say that the British Queen Victoria lived from 1819 to 1901 AD. When we see the name of an Egyptian pharaoh with a similar regnal date next to it, our natural inclination is to presume these are accurate and were recorded in the same way we do today. However, no such standardized calendar system existed in ancient times. Although they understood a year as a timeframe (mainly due to seasons and astronomical observations), they did not count dates like we do today. Instead, they counted the number of years a king reigned and if necessary, added a gap of a few years before the reign of the next monarch and so on. But when attempting to construct a proper backward order of those kings from a specific known time to develop a timeline, one has to presume that the king lists we have are accurate, and it is known that they are not. Even secular archaeologists admit it is all a mess. Egyptologist Sir Alan Gardiner wrote that:

‘Even when full use has been made of the king lists and of such subsidiary sources as have survived, the indispensable dynastic framework of Egyptian history shows lamentable gaps and many a doubtful attribution … What is proudly advertised as Egyptian history is merely a collection of rags and tatters.’”

There are also other problems with trying to work out the accuracy of the names of the kings that Manetho referred to because each pharaoh typically had five ruling titles (Horus name, Nebti name, Golden Horus name, Prenomen name, and the Nomen (birth) name). Furthermore, Manetho was writing in Greek and so we have to rely on his Greek transliterations from the Egyptian names he chose to record. For further information, see this section in Gary’s article called Manetho’s Dates. Manetho created 30 dynasties in an effort to record Egyptian history. “However, he did not use the term [dynasty] in the modern sense, by bloodlines, but rather, introduced new dynasties whenever he detected some sort of discontinuity.”1 We know for sure that his chronology is demonstrably wrong on many counts, as he deliberately extended Egyptian chronology for political point-scoring, most likely to counter the Greek historian Herodotus who was also writing a history of the Greeks.

Many Egyptologists are starting to believe that many of the earliest rulers were actually reigning concurrently. Specifically, two pharaohs could be ruling at the same time, one in the north, one in the south, or even in smaller regions. Possibly, there were even more complex ruler-relationships early in the Egyptian empire, with several chieftains ruling at the same time in Egypt, and that some dynasties might not have existed at all. 

To recap, there are no (independent) dates on these pharaonic monuments dedicated to kings (and gods) scattered across Egypt. Primarily, the listing of kings have been strung together in a sequence, first by Manetho, and then followed by modern Egyptologists, and from this, a chronology has been developed that accounts for the dates commonly seen in the textbooks. We have produced a working biblical timeline in our new Tour Egypt booklet that you might be interested in.

If the secular timeline is wrong, why are we trying to make ‘the Bible fit’ with it?

That being the case, then supposedly concurrent ruler-relations need to be collapsed in order to arrive at a correct chronology, thus, greatly decreasing the overall time scale. Archaeological remains from the pre-dynastic and early dynasties are very scant to make any absolute claims, so no-one can be dogmatic as to the exact dates for many of the earliest kings in Egypt or when it all began. 

Gary Bates’s Framing the Issues article states the following:

“One of the main areas used to strongly challenge the biblical dates for creation (c. 4000 BC) and the Great Flood (c. 2450 BC), is that of the conventional chronological dates assigned to Egyptian history. Aside from the mythical and highly questionable pre-dynastic period (c. 5000 BC), for which there is scant archaeological evidence, the first Egyptian dynasty is now conventionally believed to have begun under King Narmer (Menes in Greek) or Aha, or both contemporaneously, around 3400 BC. This was due to the discovery of the Narmer Palette in 1897 which contained the earliest depiction of an Egyptian king and some of the earliest hieroglyphic inscription ever found. It was subsequently dated to the 31st century BC. Whatever it does actually represent it was supposedly made some c. 900 years before the global Flood of Noah’s time, which would make its survival impossible.”

So for the first Egyptian Dynasty date, how did Egyptologists determine it started c.3400 BC? We need to recognize, it is not a starting point—it is actually an end-point. Egyptologists have worked backwards sequentially using Manetho’s list of dynasties in an attempt to derive a beginning date. What Gavin tried to do in his article was to put the building of Khufu’s Great Pyramid in biblical context, and not give an exact date, because we don’t know it. All that can be said, for the moment, is that it was built after Babel, maybe a century or so, to allow for a work-force large enough to develop, but still allow for the rest of the country to function. Again, our Tour Egypt booklet has a wonderful population growth model (using maximum and minimum variables) after Babel and even with the minimum parameters, there could have been a large enough workforce in Egypt to build the 4th Dynasty pyramids.

The pyramids exist because of the Flood

So, hopefully, you do recognize, it is untenable to place the pyramid’s construction pre-Flood, because of the geological evidence. (I.e. the pyramid blocks containing fossils, like nummulites, which are found in vast numbers within the limestone, no evidence of water erosion on the limestone casing blocks, etc.). However, you are mistaken to think in terms of long ages to create solid rock. CREATION.com has made a pastime out of collecting many examples of speedy rock formation for the very reason of refuting long-aged uniformitarian ideas that demand rock requires vast eons of time to form. It is also interesting to note, that both the Ancient Egyptians and the Romans were pouring concrete underwater to form structures. The (salt) water is needed to drive the chemical binding of the constituents. Although, not exactly the same, water is also required for natural rock to form, whereby crystals of calcite form, interlocking the sediment grains, and the presence of volcanic ash also aids lithification, like natural concrete.

Or for example stalactite formation, is considered a long-age icon, requiring vast amounts of time to form from a small amount of material (CaCO3) deposited in each drop of water. When uniformitarian thinking is stripped away, and the facts allowed to speak, then these geological formations can easily be explained to have formed quickly, and don’t require the vast eons of time assigned to them by secular geologists. So, it’s not about time, it’s about conditions—and having plenty of water around speeds things up hugely.

You say: “Something definitely doesn’t add up” we agree; it is uniformitarian thinking being added to the Bible that doesn’t add up. Many Christians want to have a foot in both camps, i.e. long age thinking and the Bible. However, the clear historical testimony of Scripture is of a youthful earth, around 6000 years old, according to the Masoretic time line, with a global Flood some 1656 years after Creation (c. 2350 BC). This rules out dates of up to 10,000 years and more, and certainly millions of years of slow and gradual processes. 

You say: “I am a Biblical creationist Christian, but the dates you always quote for the Great flood, are, to me, far too late, despite the biblical chronology.” 

But the dates for the Flood we give are from the Bible (Masoretic chronology, even the Septuagint timeline will not add an extra 1000 years as you suggest for a date of the Flood, see this article called Textual traditions and biblical chronology. So if you can’t trust the chronology of the Bible, then what are you basing your ideas of history on? It feels like you want to have one foot in the Bible and the other in uniformitarian thinking. 

You state: “If it weren’t for the pyramids, ultimately, I could accept your timelines and reasoning…”

Well, we hope we have given you enough lines of reasoning and more reading to show why your hesitancy is not warranted. The pyramids are simply not as old as you think they are. Why subscribe to their conventional dates when there is so much disagreement even in secular circles? Moreover, their dates are being revised all the time based upon things like carbon-14 dating. 

You state: “the flood occurred at least 1000 years before, which surely must be the most likely scenario?” 

1000 years before what? Are you then demanding the Bible’s timeline be stretched out 1000 years? Based on your assumptions about when the pyramids were built? The Bible cannot be made to stretch its chronology that much—on what basis? You would then be saying the Bible misses out 1/6th of history, that’s a huge chunk. I wouldn’t want to trust a book that claims to teach the history of the world up to later stages, but then misses out 1/6th. No, start with God’s Word and work out from there, you won’t go far wrong.

US Gave More Money to Chinese Lab for Bat Research Than Fauci Claimed: Documents
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The United States gave over $800,000 to the top-level laboratory in China from which some believe the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus escaped, according to newly released documents.

Internal emails from officials with the National Institutes of Health and an office inside the agency, the National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases (NIAID), show they discussed in 2020 a question from Republican members of Congress regarding how much the agencies sent to the Wuhan Institute of Virology.

The total amount sent between Fiscal Years 2014 and 2019 was $826,777, according to the officials.

The funding went to EcoHealth Alliance, which channeled money to the lab for the purpose of “understanding the risk of bat coronavirus emergence.”

The total amount is different from the amount that Dr. Anthony Fauci, director of NIAID, told members of Congress the Wuhan lab received from the U.S. government.

“We had a modest collaboration with respectable Chinese scientists who are world experts on coronavirus and we did that through a subgrant from a larger grant to EcoHealth. The subgrant was about $600,000 over a period of five years,” Fauci told members of the House Appropriations Committee during a hearing last month.

NIAID did not respond to a request for information. The agency has not returned repeated requests for comment.

The newly released emails show one chain involving Fauci in April 2020. In it, a top NIAID official, Dr. Emily Erbelding, informed Fauci and others that a new grant to EcoHealth was for $3.6 million. Of that, about $750,000 would go to the Wuhan lab. About $75,000 had already been sent to the lab during year 1 of the grant, she said.

“This is higher but not extraordinarily higher than I originally indicated which was for some earlier work,” Hugh Auchincloss, another agency official, wrote to Fauci, who responded, “Thanks.”

In another message around the same time, Fauci and National Institutes of Health Director Francis Collins were informed by health officials that the White House “has strongly embraced concerns” raised by Rep. Matt Gaetz (R-Fla.) regarding the U.S. funding for the bat coronavirus research in China.

“HEADS UP: Wuhan lab research,” Lawrence Tabak wrote, labeling the email as “high” importance.

Fauci and Collins were told that the multi-country study in question, which included sites in China, Thailand, Cambodia, Laos, Vietnam, Malaysia, Indonesia, and Burma, was given $3.7 million over six years and that the Wuhan lab received approximately $826,300 and would get about $80,000 more per year for the following four years.

“More by phone,” Tabak said.

The emails were obtained through a Freedom of Information Act request by Judicial Watch.

“These new documents show that funding for the Wuhan Institute was greater than the public has been told,” Tom Fitton, president of the watchdog, said in a statement. “That it has taken a year and a federal lawsuit to get this first disclosure on COVID and Wuhan is evidence of cover-up by Fauci’s agency.”

Previously released emails obtained through a separate request showed Fauci and his team scrambled to respond to people wondering whether the CCP virus, which causes COVID-19, escaped from the Wuhan lab.

Fauci has insisted the grant funding went for appropriate research that could only be done properly in China.

“Clearly the bats that have the coronaviruses are in China. They are not in Fairfax County, Virginia, or in New York. That’s where the bats are,” Fauci told Sen. John Kennedy (R-La.) during a Senate Appropriations Committee hearing last month.

Some experts say the funding went to “gain of function” research, or efforts of making coronaviruses more transmissible, but Fauci has said the money did not go towards that work.

Kennedy asked how Fauci was sure that Chinese scientists, often working under the control of the Chinese Communist Party, did not shield their true work.

“We have seen the results of the research that were done and that were published. And the studies are public, and on public databases now. None of that was gain of function,” Fauci said.

FBI opens election law investigation into Postmaster General Louis DeJoy

Former employees claim they made political donations, got bonuses from his company

The FBI has opened an investigation into Postmaster General Louis DeJoy over campaign contributions stemming back to his time as a logistics executive, The Washington Post reported.

Federal agents have interviewed former and current colleagues of Postmaster General Louis DeJoy, unnamed sources familiar with the investigation told The Washington Post. DeJoy has also been subpoenaed for information in relation to the probe.

Those interviewed were asked about political contribution activities, the Post reported. The extent of the investigation remains unknown and DeJoy hasn’t been charged with any crimes.

“Mr. DeJoy has learned that the Department of Justice is investigating campaign contributions made by employees who worked for him when he was in the private sector,” Mark Corallo, a spokesperson for DeJoy, told the Post in a statement. “He has always been scrupulous in his adherence to the campaign contribution laws and has never knowingly violated them.”

DeJoy, who was a supporter of former President Donald Trump, was selected to be the postmaster general by the Postal Service’s board of governors in May 2020.

For decades, DeJoy had been an executive of New Breed Logistics, which he sold to XPO Logistics in 2014, according to The New York Times. After selling New Breed, he founded the consulting firm LDJ Global Strategies.

Did Postmaster General Louis DeJoy make inappropriate campaign contributions?
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Several individuals who worked for DeJoy at New Breed Logistics alleged that he and his aides pressured them into attending political fundraising events and giving money to Republicans running for office, according to a Post report published in September. They said the company then reimbursed them through bonuses, a potential violation of federal elections laws.

A total of 124 New Breed employees donated more than $1 million to a variety of Republican politicians between 2000 and 2014, according to the Post’s report.

But DeJoy vehemently denied the allegation when asked about it during an August hearing on Capitol Hill, according to a Oversight Committee transcript. He called the claim “outrageous.”

House Oversight Committee Chairwoman Carolyn Maloney announced in September that the panel would open an investigation into whether DeJoy lied under oath when he denied the allegations.

It is unclear if the FBI’s investigation is related to the Post’s reporting or the Oversight Committee’s investigation.

White House spokesperson Jen Psaki said President Joe Biden would leave the investigation to the Justice Department, according to the Post.

The United States Postal Service didn’t immediately respond to a request for comment.

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California’s ban on so-called assault weapons violates the Second Amendment, a federal judge ruled Friday.

The government through the law “bans an entire class of very popular hardware—firearms that are lawful under federal law and under the laws of most states and that are commonly held by law-abiding citizens for lawful purposes,” U.S. District Judge Roger Benitez, a George W. Bush nominee, wrote in his 94-page ruling in Miller et al. v Bonta et al.

“Under no level of heightened scrutiny can the law survive,” he added.

California laws prohibit the manufacture, use, or sale of an “assault weapon,” defined as a semiautomatic rifle with certain characteristics such as a fixed magazine that has the capacity to hold more than 10 rounds. People who violate the laws face a felony or a misdemeanor and could land prison sentences of up to eight years.

James Miller, a California resident who has a concealed carry permit, sued the state’s top law enforcement official in 2019 over the laws, alleging they violate his Second Amendment rights.

“Plaintiff Miller seeks to use his lawfully acquired large-capacity magazine(s) in his California-compliant, ‘fixed magazine rifle.’ However, Plaintiff Miller is prevented from lawfully doing so without risk of persecution resulting in injury to his life and liberty; and the unlawful confiscation and loss of his personal property because said use would reclassify his rifle as a prohibited ‘assault weapon,'” the lawsuit stated.

Xaiver Becerra, the attorney general at the time—he has since become President Joe Biden’s health secretary, and been replaced by Rob Bonta—argued that plaintiffs lacked standing and that all federal circuit courts had previously upheld the constitutionality of assault weapon restrictions like the laws in question.

But Benitez said the Supreme Court recognizes “that the Second Amendment guarantee includes a right to keep and bear firearms that have ‘some reasonable relationship to the preservation or efficiency of a well-regulated militia,'” quoting from Miller’s filing.

He referenced the Supreme Court’s ruling in District of Columbia v. Heller, which broadly found that the Constitution protects Americans’ rights to own guns.

“The Heller test asks: is a modern rifle commonly owned by law-abiding citizens for a lawful purpose? For the AR-15 type rifle the answer is ‘yes.’ The overwhelming majority of citizens who own and keep the popular AR-15 rifle and its many variants do so for lawful purposes, including self-defense at home. Under Heller, that is all that is needed. Using the easy to understand Heller test, it is obvious that the California assault weapon ban is unconstitutional. Under the Heller test, judicial review can end right here,” Benitez wrote.

The Firearms Policy Coalition (FPC), a nonprofit that advocates for constitutional rights, said the ruling was the correct one.

“In his order today, Judge Benitez held what millions of Americans already know to be true: Bans on so-called ‘assault weapons’ are unconstitutional and cannot stand,” said Brandon Combs the president of the group, in a statement. “This historic victory for individual liberty is just the beginning, and FPC will continue to aggressively challenge these laws throughout the United States. We look forward to continuing this challenge at the Ninth Circuit and, should it be necessary, the Supreme Court.”

But others disagreed.

“Overturning CA’s assault weapon ban and comparing an AR-15 to a SWISS ARMY KNIFE is a disgusting slap in the face to those who have lost loved ones to gun violence,” California Gov. Gavin Newsom, a Democrat, said late Friday. “This is a direct threat to public safety and innocent Californians. We won’t stand for it.”

“Today’s decision is fundamentally flawed, and we will be appealing it. There is no sound basis in law, fact, or common sense for equating assault rifles with swiss army knives,” Bonta added.

The decision was stayed for 30 days to allow Bonta to appeal it.

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LinkedIn Blocks Some China Critics on Eve of Tiananmen Anniversary, Including Epoch Times Staff

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LinkedIn is censoring some China critics—including some staff members at The Epoch Times—by wiping out their presence in China.

On the morning of June 3, a number of people within The Epoch Times network, including some staff members based in the United States, Sweden, and Turkey, received notifications alerting them to the decision.

The message, titled “Official Message from LinkedIn Member Safety and Recovery,” began by thanking the users for “using your LinkedIn profile to represent yourself professionally.”

“We want to make you aware that due to legal requirements impacting the accessibility within China of some publishing organizations, your profile and your activity, such as items you share with your network, are not visible to those accessing LinkedIn from within China at this time,” it stated. It added that the profile and activity “remain visible throughout the rest of the world where LinkedIn is available.”

The exact number of people impacted in The Epoch Times network remains unclear.

In a statement to The Epoch Times, the Microsoft-owned LinkedIn said the company “is a global platform with an obligation to respect the laws that apply to us, including Chinese government regulations for our localized version of LinkedIn in China.”

“Due to local legal requirements within China, the profiles and activity of some LinkedIn members associated with certain publishing organizations are not visible within China at this time,” the company said.

Two days earlier, LinkedIn took a similar action on China critic J Michael Cole. In a similar but more elaborate version of the message, they offered to work with Cole to “minimize the impact” and said they “can review your profile’s accessibility within China if you update the Publication section of your profile.”

The blockage came on the eve of the 32nd anniversary of the Tiananmen Square massacre, a bloody crackdown that saw the Chinese regime opening fire on activists who called for democratic and economic reforms in China, killing hundreds if not thousands of them.

The Epoch Times is one among a range of international sites that remain inaccessible to users inside the Great Firewall, the online censorship machine that allows the regime to filter out unwanted voices.

The publication has been at the forefront covering topics related to China, such as the CCP’s infiltration in the west, human rights violations, the harvesting of organs of prisoners of conscience in China, and the outbreak of the CCP virus in Wuhan.

LinkedIn, which launched a simplified Chinese site in 2014, is one of a handful of Western social media platforms still allowed in mainland China by agreeing to the Chinese restrictions. It currently has 53 million mainland Chinese users.

LinkedIn didn’t answer questions about the reasoning behind its decision and the specific local requirements it was referring to. Nor would it say whether it had similar agreements with other nations. Instead, the company pointed to a Feb. 24, 2014 statement from LinkedIn’s chief executive officer Jeff Weiner justifying the company’s expansion to China.

While Weiner said “LinkedIn strongly supports freedom of expression and fundamentally disagrees with government censorship,” they decided to adhere to the state censorship rules, because LinkedIn’s absence in China would limit “the ability of individual Chinese citizens to pursue and realize the economic opportunities, dreams, and rights most important to them.”

“Freedom of expression and opposition to censorship are incompatible with Chinese regulations,” said Benjamin Weingarten, a fellow at the California think tank Claremont Institute and a contributor to The Epoch Times, who received the LinkedIn message.

“Chinese regulations—that is, Chinese Communist Party rule,” he said, “ultimately stifles the economic opportunities, blots out the dreams, and violates the rights of Chinese citizens.”

Noting the timing of the LinkedIn action, Weingarten said it was “unbelievable, yet totally believable.”

“On the eve of the Tiananmen Square massacre—a subject that has been censored on Chinese social media and airbrushed out of Chinese textbooks—it is clear that the West took all the wrong lessons,” he told The Epoch Times in an email.

“Accounts of CCP leadership at the time demonstrate that they believed our perceived self-interest in doing business with China would lead us to look the other way in the face of the regime’s tyranny. Groveling entertainers, censorious platforms, and kowtowing corporations have unfortunately proven it right,” he wrote.

Over the years, LinkedIn has drawn heat for a number of censorship moves, including blanking out posts about the Tiananmen protests, blocking the account of a protest leader, and more recently, suspending a China critic’s account after removing his comments that called Beijing a “repressive dictatorship.”

On March 9, LinkedIn “temporarily” stopped Chinese users from registering new accounts in the country, again citing unspecified Chinese laws.

The company’s advertising policy also includes terms banning any advertisements that contain “criticism of the Chinese Communist Party, the People’s Republic of China, or the Chinese Liberation Army, excerpts of the [Chinese] national anthem,” any promotions of a virtual private network—a tool that would allow users to bypass the censorship—or those related to satellite services.

Cédric Alviani, the East Asia bureau director for Reporters Without Borders, told The Epoch Times that “Reporters Without Borders (RSF) denounces the pressure applied by the Chinese regime on social platforms like LinkedIn to force them [to] contribute to its censorship campaigns.”

RSF rated China the 177th out of 180 on its 2021 World Press Freedom Index, calling it “world’s biggest jailer of press freedom defenders.”

“It’s true that everybody would greatly benefit if Chinese were connected to others around the world on a platform that focuses on learning and sharing. But that’s not what LinkedIn is,” said a co-founder of the anti-censorship group GreatFire.org, who goes by the pseudonym Charlie Smith.

“LinkedIn is a sanitized, harmonized, and uninteresting job board. The last thing the platform values is freedom of expression,” he said, adding that “Microsoft rewards users who are afraid to speak up, who avoid asking hard questions, and who skirt around sensitive issues.”

The Epoch Times has reached out to Microsoft for comment but did not immediately hear back.

Unrest Erupts in Minneapolis Amid Protests Over Police-Involved Shooting

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Minneapolis saw an outbreak of unrest on Friday night, after a vigil and protests over the shooting death of a man by members of a U.S. Marshals task force devolved into chaotic scenes of looting, arson, and vandalism.

The second night of protests followed Thursday’s fatal shooting of 32-year-old Winston Boogie Smith Jr., who was wanted on a weapons violation and fired a gun before two deputies shot him.

Members of the U.S. Marshals Fugitive Task Force were trying to arrest Smith on a warrant for allegedly being a felon in possession of a gun, according to authorities. The Marshals Service said in a statement Thursday that Smith, who was in a parked vehicle, didn’t comply with law enforcement and “produced a handgun resulting in task force members firing upon the subject.”

Family and friends of Smith Jr. spoke at a vigil on Friday at the location of the fatal shooting, with video from the scene showing an unidentified man calling for “justice” and for the crowd to “say his name.”

Later, protesters blocked parts of Hennepin Avenue and Lake Street in Uptown Minneapolis, police announced in a tweet, urging people to avoid the area.

Police said at least nine people were arrested on possible charges including suspicion of riot, assault, arson, and damage to property.

The unrest came as Minneapolis has been on edge since the death of George Floyd just over a year ago, and the fatal shooting of Daunte Wright by an officer in nearby Brooklyn Center in April.

Georgia GOP Approves Resolution Censuring Secretary of State Brad Raffensperger
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The Georgia Republican Party on Saturday approved a resolution censuring Secretary of State Brad Raffensperger, local media reported.

The Georgia GOP during a convention approved a resolution that says Raffensperger, a Republican, failed to perform his duties in “accordance with the laws of the Constitution of the State of Georgia,” WSB-TV reported.

The document says the failure stemmed from Raffensperger entering into a settlement agreement with the Democratic Party of Georgia, the Democratic Senatorial Campaign Committee, and the Democratic Congressional Campaign Committee. The agreement saw Raffensperger agree to promote and enforce regulations regarding prompt notification if a mail-in ballot was rejected and regarding county clerks’ signature reviews of absentee ballot envelopes and ballots.

Georgia Republicans accused Raffensperger of “undermining the security of our elections by allowing mass mailings of absentee applications by his office and third parties which created opportunities for fraud and overwhelmed election offices; rendering accurate signature matching nearly impossible; allowing ballot drop boxes without proper chain of custody; and ignoring sworn affidavits and disregarding evidence of voter fraud.”

“It’s obvious that there was fraud,” Michael Ovitz, an attendee at the convention, told the Atlanta Journal-Constitution. “A civilized society depends upon truths and facts, not deception and deceit.”

The Georgia Republican Party did not respond to a request for comment.

Raffensperger has said there is no evidence of widespread fraud occurring in the 2020 election. The State Election Board, which he chairs, has sent dozens of election fraud cases to prosecutors in the wake of the election, including allegations that voters failed to register and vote or registered to vote while living outside the state.

Raffensperger’s office told WSB-TV: “The secretary of state’s office, county election directors, and the tens of thousands of poll workers across the state worked to ensure that democracy was upheld. It is the job of counties to run elections and the secretary of state’s office’s job to report those election results—it is the job of the political parties to deliver wins for their candidates. Let’s not confuse the two.”

The CCP contributed to the COVID-19 pandemic by failing to notify global health authorities of the outbreak in Wuhan, China. The regime had locked down the megacity internally, but allowed international flights in and out of its airports. COVID-19 is the disease caused by the CCP virus.
“Last year, China inflicted an estimated $16 trillion of economic damage onto the United States with a virus, that I call the China Virus because I want to be accurate, that claimed the lives of hundreds of thousands of our fellow citizens,” the former president said.

Trump said that the pandemic changed the trade deal he was negotiating with China. At the time, his administration levied significant tariffs on Chinese goods and the CCP responded with tariffs of its own. The Biden administration has kept the tariffs in place, and Trump noted that “billions and billions of dollars [are] pouring in” as a result.

“This is the first time in a long time I’ve even mentioned the trade deal,” Trump said. “It’s really been very beneficial. But it’s so tiny compared to the devastation that’s been caused. We should reinvest 100 percent of all of that money that we collect from tariffs to help bring back jobs and factories from China and other places back to America and back to the great state of North Carolina where they belong.”

While rolling back many of Trump’s policies, the Biden administration has largely kept in place the tariffs and other measures imposed by his predecessor.

The speech in Greenville marked the second major public appearance by Trump since he left the White House in January. The former president has committed to remaining active in politics and has hinted at another presidential run in 2024.

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A top senator in Pennsylvania said on June 5 that he supports an audit of the 2020 presidential election.

“I support the call for an election audit, in order to answer any lingering questions that still remain about the fairness of the 2020 elections in Pennsylvania. This is the best path forward to address the legitimate concerns of the large majority of my constituents who voted to reelect President [Donald] Trump, as well as all Pennsylvanians,” state Sen. David Argall, a Republican who chairs the Pennsylvania Senate’s State Government Committee, told The Epoch Times in an emailed statement.

“This is just one of many election reform efforts which I hope to see approved here in the next few weeks.”

Argall had earlier said he was reviewing the pros and cons of a potential audit.

A spokesman for the senator declined to say whether he had spoken with Republican state Sens. Doug Mastriano or Cris Dush, who recently returned from touring the forensic audit taking place in Maricopa County, Arizona.

Both Mastriano and Dush support an audit in Pennsylvania.

The Arizona audit began after an Arizona Senate panel issued subpoenas for election equipment and ballots.

Because Republicans control the Pennsylvania Legislature, the state Senate’s State Government Committee has seven Republicans and four Democrats, with Mastriano and Dush both serving as members.

“This was the most impressive audit I’ve ever seen. This level of voter integrity here, of forensically analyzing ballots, it’s all science, it’s not subjective at all. It’s going through every ballot and seeing if ballots were thrown on the copy machine, and they could tell that forensically,” Mastriano told supporters in a Facebook Live video this week.

“The people overwhelmingly want an audit. I think just a county or two would do. My preference would be a Democrat and a Republican county, and let the chips fall where they may.”

The Pennsylvania House of Representatives in November 2020 approved a resolution that called for the bipartisan Legislative Budget and Finance Committee to conduct an audit or contract with an outside firm to carry one out.

The resolution said that there were “a litany of inconsistencies” in the election stemming from orders and guidance, such as some counties not segregating ballots that were received after Election Day.

After the resolution was approved, the Legislative Budget and Finance Committee voted 2–1 against performing an audit.

State Rep. Jake Wheatley, who joined state Sen. Jim Brewster in voting against conducting an audit, said in a meeting before the vote that an audit would be a waste of time, considering the Pennsylvania State Department planned to do an election review.

“I’m at a loss as to what the purpose of the resolution is and why it’s even necessary if the work’s going to be done,” Brewster said.

Pennsylvania Sen. Bob Mensch, a Republican, voted in favor of the measure. Pennsylvania Rep. Stephen Barrar, a Republican who later retired, missed the vote. A tie vote on the resolution would have also failed.

Pennsylvania House State Government Chairman Seth Grove, a Republican, mentioned the vote this week, adding: “The PA House of Representatives will not be authorizing any further audits on any previous election. We are focused on fixing our broken election law to make it easier to vote and harder to cheat.”

Mensch in April introduced legislation that would require Pennsylvania’s auditor general to perform an audit of ballots cast in the 2020 election. Argall referenced the bill while speaking to The Associated Press.

“There’s an enormous amount of election-related bills pending for the month of June, and this is one of them,” Argall said.

The Pennsylvania Department of State later carried out what was described as a statewide risk-limiting audit pilot, which featured a review of more than 45,000 randomly selected ballots. Pennsylvania’s former Secretary of State, Kathy Boockvar, a Democrat, said in February that the audit showed “strong evidence” that the ballot count was correct.

An election assessment was recently completed in Fulton County, Pennsylvania. Wake Technology Services Inc., a firm involved in the Maricopa County audit, performed the assessment, which found errors in ballot scanning and four other issues.

Pennsylvania Gov. Tom Wolf was among the Democrats this week condemning efforts to do another audit.

“What they’re calling for isn’t an ‘audit.’ It’s a taxpayer-funded disinformation campaign and a disgrace to democracy,” Wolf said in a Twitter post. “Pennsylvania had a free and secure election. That’s a fact. Pennsylvanians deserve better from their elected officials.”

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Texas Becomes 25th State to Urge Supreme Court to Overturn New Jersey’s 11-Plus Gun Magazine Ban

Texas has joined a coalition of what is now 25 states urging the U.S. Supreme Court to repeal a New Jersey law banning the possession of firearms with magazines that hold more than 10 bullets, arguing the prohibition violates the Second Amendment and puts law-abiding citizens less able to defend themselves against dangerous criminals.

Texas Attorney General Ken Paxton announced in a statement that he had signed onto an amicus brief (pdf) which argues that allowing law-abiding citizens to carry firearms with 11-plus capacity magazines benefits public safety, counterbalances the threat of illegal gun violence, and helps “make our streets safer.”

“New Jersey’s law is a blatant violation of the Second Amendment, and its mere existence threatens the rights of law-abiding citizens. This law must be struck down,” Paxton said. “Criminalizing the possession of a magazine that is so commonly used leaves Americans defenseless and vulnerable, especially in high crime areas.”

Under the 2018 New Jersey law, it is illegal to produce, transport, sell, or otherwise dispose of magazines with more than a 10-round capacity, which the law characterizes as a “large-capacity magazine.” The law was upheld by the 3rd Circuit last year after a New Jersey gun association and two individuals challenged the ban. The association asked the full court of the 3rd Circuit to hear the case, but the review was denied in an 8–6 vote.

The coalition of 25 state attorneys general is urging the Supreme Court to review the court decision that upholds New Jersey’s ban on 11-plus gun magazines. The group argues in the amicus brief that “large-capacity” is a misnomer, as many of the most popular firearms owned in the United States come standard with a range of 11 to 15 bullets, and there’s “nothing sinister” about such magazines. The group says 11-plus magazines are permitted in 43 states and are considered “standard equipment for many commonly used handguns designed for self-defense.”

The initial amicus brief, filed on May 28, was spearheaded by Arizona Attorney General Mark Brnovich and Louisiana Attorney General Jeff Landry.

“New Jersey lawmakers are operating in total ignorance of our ability to protect ourselves and our families,” Brnovich said in a statement. “We hope the Supreme Court will hear this case and reverse this misguided attempt to erode our rights.”

The New Jersey attorney general’s office didn’t respond to an earlier request for comment by The Epoch Times.

Besides Texas, other states that signed onto the brief include Alabama, Alaska, Arizona, Arkansas, Georgia, Idaho, Indiana, Kansas, Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi, Missouri, Montana, Nebraska, North Dakota, Ohio, Oklahoma, South Carolina, South Dakota, Tennessee, Utah, West Virginia, and Wyoming.

The Biden administration is seeking to tighten gun restrictions and introduce measures across the country seeking to control the sale and use of guns and firearm parts such as magazines. President Joe Biden has previously declared shootings a “public health crisis.”

The Justice Department on May 7 issued a notice of proposed rulemaking that the department said would “modernize the definition” of frame or receiver and close a regulatory loophole related to “ghost guns.”

Following a mass shooting in San Jose, California, on May 26, Biden issued a statement calling on Congress to take “immediate action and heed the call of the American people, including the vast majority of gun owners, to help end this epidemic of gun violence in America.”

The document shows the Chinese officials describing SARS coronaviruses as heralding a “new era of genetic weapons” that can be “artificially manipulated into an emerging human disease virus,” the Australian media reported.

The paper was obtained by the US State Department during its investigation into the origins of SARS-COV-2 virus, which causes the COVID-19 infection, the reports said.
According to the report by The Australian, Chinese officials said that bio-weapons could be produced at “0.05 percent of the cost of traditional weapons”

The authors of the document included Lee Feng, former deputy director of China’s Bureau of Epidemic Prevention, and Xu Dezhong, the former chief of China’s SARS Epidemic Analysis Expert Group, the report alleged.

An article by news.com.au quoted Peter Jennings, the executive director of the Australian Strategic Policy Institute (ASPI), as saying, “I think this is significant because it clearly shows that Chinese scientists were thinking about military application for different strains of the coronavirus and thinking about how it could be deployed…It begins to firm up the possibility that what we have here is the accidental release of a pathogen for military use.”

Passenger Grace Chalmers said a fellow passenger was the first to tackle the man, according to CNN.

She said after the man was subdued, he was held down for about 20 minutes until the plane landed.

"We've all been able to relax, but I would say, in the moment, it was extremely stressful," she said.

The flight had 162 passengers and six crew members aboard, according to Reuters.

The FBI confirmed that the agency was taking part in the investigation.

Scientist Who Denounced Lab Leak Theory Now Says Investigation Needed Into Origins of COVID-19

A scientist who signed a letter denouncing any notion that the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus did not originate naturally now backs an investigation into the origins of the virus.

Dr. Peter Palese, a microbiologist at the Icahn School of Medicine at Mount Sinai Hospital in New York, was one of 27 scientists who signed the letter, which was published in The Lancet on March 7, 2020.

“We stand together to strongly condemn conspiracy theories suggesting that COVID-19 does not have a natural origin,” the scientists wrote.

Palese now says he supports a probe.

“I believe a thorough investigation about the origin of the Covid-19 virus is needed,” Palese told the Daily Mail. “A lot of disturbing information has surfaced since the Lancet letter I signed, so I want to see answers covering all questions.”

The doctor did not respond to a request for comment, nor did many of the others who signed the letter, apart from Dr. Jeremy Farrar, director of the Wellcome Trust.

The scientific community is divided over the origins of the virus, which first appeared close to a top-level laboratory in Wuhan, China, in late 2019.

Calls for an investigation into the origins have grown sharply in recent weeks, after some experts and media tried to write off any questioning of claims it originated naturally. To this day, no animal host has been identified. Backers of the natural theory point to genomes of the virus and other evidence.

“The origins of Sars-Cov-2 are not yet certain—it is possible the origin will never be fully established—but nature is a powerful force and, in my view, the most likely scenario is that the virus crossed from animals to humans and then evolved in humans,” Farrar told The Epoch Times in an email.

“The best scientific evidence available to date points to this. It is most likely it crossed the species barrier to infect and then adapt to humans at some point in 2019, but there are other possibilities which cannot be completely ruled out and retaining an open mind is critical. There is no place for unsubstantiated rumour, or conspiracy theories often fuelled for other purposes,” he continued.

“Understanding the origins of this disease, and any zoonotic infection, is absolutely critical to successfully preventing future outbreaks and protecting lives globally. The answers can only be found in robust scientific evidence, with full transparency from all involved. There has been too much conjecture and theory without data or evidence, although still there is not enough transparency.”

A former State Department contractor who helped lead a probe into the origins said last month that the virus likely came from the Wuhan lab.

“It came out of nowhere, and it was optimized for transmission between humans in a way that no bat-borne coronavirus ever had been,” David Asher said.

U.S. intelligence officials recently said they’re not sure when, how, or where the virus originated. President Joe Biden announced on May 26 that he had asked the intelligence community to work harder “to collect and analyze information that could bring us closer to a definitive conclusion, and to report back to me in 90 days.”

According to recent news reports, as many as 15.4 million people have been removed from social media platforms for simply having a differing political ideology from the tech giants.

On October 11, 2018 Facebook took the unilateral decision to wipe out hundreds of pro-Trump pages and groups totaling over 70 million fans. France Fines Google $268 Million for Unfair Online Ads Treatment

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PARIS—France’s anti-competition watchdog decided Monday to fine Google 220 million euros ($268 million) for abusing its “dominant position” in the online advertising business, an unprecedented move, the body said.

Practices used by Google “are particularly serious because they penalize Google’s competitors” in certain markets and publishers of mobile sites and applications, the statement by the Competition Authority said.

“The authority recalls that a company in a dominant position is subject to a particular responsibility, that of not undermining,” the statement said.

Google, based in Mountain View, California, did not dispute the facts and opted to settle, proposing changes, the statement said.

The head of the authority, Isabelle de Silva, said the decision was unprecedented.

“[It’s] the first decision in the world to look into complex algorithmic auctions processes through which online display advertising works,” she said.

This fine, along with Google’s commitments to make changes, “will make it possible to reestablish a level playing field for all players, and the ability for publishers to make the most of their advertising space,” de Silva said in the statement.

Google France’s legal director, Maria Gomri, said in a blog Monday that Google has been collaborating for the past two years with the French watchdog on issues surrounding ad technology, notably the editors’ platform, Google Ad Manager. She wrote that commitments made during negotiations would “facilitate use by editors of data and our tools with other ad technologies.”

After tests in the months ahead, changes will be deployed more broadly, “some on a worldwide scale,” Gomri said.

Temporary Protected Status Not a Gateway to Green Card, Supreme Court Rules

The fact that U.S. government policy allows aliens from troubled nations to remain here for humanitarian reasons does not mean they are entitled to apply for green cards, the Supreme Court ruled unanimously this morning.

The 11-page opinion in Sanchez v. Mayorkas, court file 20-315, was written by Justice Elena Kagan.

The decision came June 7 as the federal government finds itself overwhelmed by a rush of would-be immigrants flooding the nation’s border with Mexico. The White House wants the Mexican government to do more to curb illegal immigration to the United States. President Joe Biden ended the Trump-era “remain in Mexico” policy that required asylum-seekers at the southern border to wait in Mexico while their claims are processed.

Secretary of Homeland Security Alejandro Mayorkas, the respondent in the court case, spoke with Mexican Secretary of Foreign Relations Marcelo Ebrard on June 4 about the two countries’ “close cooperation and partnership to manage northbound irregular migration flows and address southbound weapons flows to Mexico from the United States,” according to a government summary.

The petitioners, Jose Santos Sanchez and Sonia Gonzalez, a married couple from El Salvador living in New Jersey, now have four children, one of whom was born in the United States. Sanchez entered the country illegally in 1997. The United States gave El Salvador the Temporary Protected Status (TPS) designation in 2001 after a series of earthquakes in that country and gave protection to the couple under the program. The TPS program allows individuals from countries in crisis to temporarily reside in the United States while adverse conditions continue to exist at home.

Twelve countries currently have the TPS designation, according to U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS): El Salvador, Haiti, Honduras, Myanmar, Nepal, Nicaragua, Somalia, South Sudan, Sudan, Syria, Venezuela, and Yemen.

In the court opinion, Kagan noted that Sanchez entered this country unlawfully from El Salvador and was given Temporary Protected Status.

“Sanchez now wishes to become a lawful permanent resident (LPR) of the United States,” she continued. “The question here is whether the conferral of TPS enables him to obtain LPR status despite his unlawful entry. We hold that it does not.”

In 2014, USCIS turned down Sanchez’s application for a green card because he was deemed not to have been lawfully admitted to the United States.

“‘A grant of TPS does not cure a foreign national’s entry without inspection or constitute an inspection and admission of the foreign national,’” Kagan wrote, quoting the USCIS determination.

“‘Recipients of TPS,’ the agency reasoned, ‘must still meet the threshold requirement’ of a lawful entry,” the justice continued.

Sanchez challenged the decision and a U.S. District Court agreed with him, but the U.S. Court of Appeals for the 3rd Circuit reversed, holding that “a grant of TPS does not constitute an ‘admission’ into the United States.”

“The court observed that ‘admission’ and ‘status’ are separate concepts in immigration law,” Kagan wrote. “So, the court concluded, providing a person with nonimmigrant status (as the TPS provision does) does not mean admitting him.”

When Fulton County, Ga., poll manager Suzi Voyles sorted through a large stack of mail-in ballots last November, she noticed an alarmingly odd pattern of uniformity in the markings for Joseph R. Biden. One after another, the absentee votes contained perfectly filled-in ovals for Biden — except that each of the darkened bubbles featured an identical white void inside them in the shape of a tiny crescent, indicating they'd been marked with toner ink instead of a pen or pencil.

Adding to suspicions, she noticed that all of the ballots were printed on different stock paper than the others she handled as part of a statewide hand recount of the razor-thin Nov. 3 presidential election. And none was folded or creased, as she typically observed in mail-in ballots that had been removed from envelopes.

In short, the Biden votes looked like they’d been duplicated by a copying machine.

“All of them were strangely pristine," said Voyles, who said she’d never seen anything like it in her 20 years monitoring elections in Fulton County, which includes much of Atlanta.

She wasn’t alone. At least three other poll workers observed the same thing in stacks of absentee ballots for Biden processed by the county, and they have joined Voyles in swearing under penalty of perjury that they looked fake.

Now election watchdogs have used their affidavits to help convince a state judge to unseal all of the 147,000 mail-in ballots counted in Fulton and allow a closer inspection of the suspicious Biden ballots for evidence of counterfeiting. They argue that potentially tens of thousands may have been manufactured in a race that Biden won by just 12,000 votes thanks to a late surge of mail-in ballots counted after election monitors were shooed from State Farm Arena in Atlanta.

Did Donald Trump actually win re-election in 2020?

“We have what is almost surely major absentee-ballot fraud in Fulton County involving 10,000 to 20,000 probably false ballots,” said Garland Favorito, the lead petitioner in the case and a certified poll watcher who runs VoterGa.org, one of the leading advocates for election integrity in the state.

He said the suspect ballots remain in the custody of the election officials and inaccessible from public view.

“We have confirmed that there are five pallets of shrink-wrapped ballots in a county warehouse,” Favorito said in an interview with RealClearInvestigations.

He and other petitioners were ordered to meet at the warehouse May 28 to settle the terms of the inspection of the absentee ballots. But the day before the scheduled meeting, the county filed a flurry of motions to dismiss the case, delaying the inspection indefinitely.

“We will be in court on June 21 to resolve these motions,” said Favorito, calling them another “roadblock” the county has tried to throw in their way. He expects talks over the logistics of the inspection to resume after the Fourth of July holiday.

As part of his May 21 order, Superior Court Judge Brian Amero requested officials guard the warehouse around the clock until an inspection date can be set. But just eight days later, a breach in security was reported after sheriff’s deputies left their post for a couple of hours.

“The front door was [found] unlocked and wide open in violation of the court order,” Favorito said.

County officials confirmed that a motion-detection alarm was triggered Saturday, May 29, shortly after the deputies drove away from the building in their patrol cars around 4 p.m. But they said a locked room where the ballots are kept “was never breached or compromised.”

Favorito is not convinced, and his lawyer is seeking to obtain the video footage from building security cameras. “How do we know for certain there was no tampering with the ballots?” asked Favorito, who said he did not vote for Trump.

News of the security lapse caught the attention of former President Trump, who has claimed his loss to Biden was marred by fraud. In a statement, he implied election officials in the Democratic-controlled county are trying to hide evidence of fraud. "They are afraid of what might be found,” he asserted.

Trump is also closely monitoring the ongoing election audit in Arizona, another red state that turned blue in 2020. If evidence of fraud is found in these key swing states, it might help confirm suspicions the election was “stolen" from Trump and the 74 million who voted for him -- as a recent poll found 61% of Republicans believe -- as well as provide the proof of voter fraud that Democrats and major media have long claimed doesn’t exist.

The cases could potentially give other battleground states incentive to take steps to tighten election security and root out fraud, including passing legislation to limit the use of controversial mail-in drop boxes and require the verification of signatures on such ballots. In Georgia, relatively few mail-in ballots were rejected for invalid signatures in the November general election, even though several thousand had been disqualified for signature issues in the primary election.

In a move that inspired national boycotts alleging voter "suppression," Georgia recently passed a law limiting, but not removing, the drop boxes. The state had installed them for the first time in 2020 under pressure from Democratic groups, who argued officials needed to make voting easier for minorities who didn’t trust the mail and feared going to the polls during the COVID scare.

The 38 drop boxes Fulton distributed throughout the county in the November election will be cut to eight in the future. The boxes had been largely unregulated and unattended — located outdoors, open 24 hours a day and available for drop-offs until the evening of Election Day, prompting complaints of ballot stuffing and double voting. But now they have to be located inside election offices or early voting locations, and can only be available during the hours when early voting is permitted. The new law also requires ballots be printed on special security paper.

Voting by mail traditionally was limited to voters who had clearly defined and well-documented reasons to be absent from the polls. But Democrats in key swing states lobbied to relax the rules in the middle of the election and amid the coronavirus pandemic.

Mail-in or drop-off ballots create opportunities for voter error and fraud. In a typical election, one in 20 mailed ballots are rejected, according to recent studies. More than 534,000 mail-in ballots were rejected during the 2020 Democratic primaries alone.

Still, both Republican and Democratic officials in Georgia say they have found no credible evidence of widespread fraud in the general election. Democrats, as well as many major media outlets, have written off Favorito’s group's allegations of fraud as “conspiracy theories.”

“This is nothing more than a circus that’s being put on by those who promote the ‘big lie’ ” that Trump won the election, said Robb Pitts, the Democratic chairman of the Fulton County Board of Commissioners. “Where does it end? The votes have been counted. The elections have been certified. It’s over."

Pitts effectively controls the county elections board through his Democratic appointee Mary Carole Cooney, who runs the board. They are in charge of securing the pallets of disputed Biden mail-in ballots awaiting inspection in the county warehouse.

But Judge Amero, who federal elections records show is a Democratic donor, felt compelled to unseal the ballots for a forensics review after reading the sworn affidavits submitted by election monitors. Here are key witnesses in the case:

· Suzi Voyles, a veteran Fulton poll manager who audited the Nov. 14 recount at Georgia World Congress Center, testified she examined several stacks of ballots of about 100 ballots each from a cardboard box marked “Box No. 5 — Absentee — Batch Numbers 28-36.” She said these ballots “came from the ballot [drop] boxes that had been placed throughout Fulton County.”“Most of the ballots had already been handled; they had been written on by people, and the edges were worn. They showed obvious use,” she wrote in her Nov. 17 affidavit. "However, one batch stood out. It was pristine. There was a difference in the texture of the paper,” and these mail-in ballots hadn’t been folded even though they ostensibly had been removed from envelopes.All but three of the 110 ballots in the bundle — which had been labeled “State Farm Arena” — were marked for Biden and appeared to be “identical ballots."The most “alarming peculiarity” was the identically marked ovals next to Biden’s name. In every ballot, “The bubble next to ‘Joseph R. Biden’ had a slight white eclipse in the bubble,” she said, leading her to believe that the batch of 107 Biden ballots had been “copied" from a single ballot.Voyles speculated that “additional absentee ballots had been added [for Biden] in a fraudulent manner” at the State Farm Arena in Atlanta on election night.The void she and other auditors witnessed in the exact same spot of the oval filled in on 107 ballots for Biden “was alarming to us,” Voyles said in an RCI interview. “Every single bubble was precisely alike. I had never seen that before in 20 years” of election monitoring.But when she and other recount workers raised concerns with county election officials, “we were told not to worry about it,” she said. “They seemed uninterested in the [integrity of the] ballots.”

After Voyles later blew the whistle in affidavits and state election hearings, she was fired as a poll manager by the Fulton County Department of Elections. “I got the boot for speaking the truth,” she told RCI.

· Robin Hall, a certified Fulton County recount observer, also testified she witnessed a number of boxes of absentee ballots marked “100% for Biden” that appeared to be “perfectly filled out as if they were pre-printed with the presidential candidate selected.” She stated: “They did not look like a person had filled this out at home.  All of them looked alike."

· Judy Aube also worked at the World Congress Center on Nov. 14 where she observed the same thing: “suspicious batches" of mail-in ballots for Biden whose markings appeared identical, as if they had been duplicated by a machine and not filled out by a voter at home.

· Barbara Hartman, another election official auditor, also doubted the authenticity of absentee ballots she handled that she said were never folded, as would normally be the case for ballots returned in an envelope by mail or dropped in a box. “The absentee ballots looked as though they had just come from a fresh stack,” she swore in her affidavit. "I could not observe any creases in the ballots and [it] did not seem like they were folded and put into envelopes or mailed out.”  Also, “The majority of the mail-in ballots that I reviewed contained suspicious black perfectly bubbled markings for Biden,” Hartman stated, adding that “they looked as if they were stamped."

The veteran poll watchers found no plausible explanation for the anomalies other than possible fraud.

However, election officials have offered an explanation for why the mail-in ballots examined in the stacks did not have folds or creases. They say ballots are sometimes copied onto other paper when they are too damaged to be fed through one of the scanning machines during tabulation. The mailed ballots can be torn or crumpled by postal workers during delivery or by poll workers while opening them and removing them from envelopes, which could prevent the machines from reading them.

But Favorito suspects the hundreds, if not thousands, of allegedly duplicate absentee ballots for Biden might be connected to spikes in votes for Biden he observed late on election night in Fulton County after election officials cleared monitors from State Farm Arena and pulled cases full of ballots out from under tables and began scanning them.

“There’s always the chance it was an inside job,” said Favorito, a career IT professional who's been a leading advocate for Georgia election integrity over the past two decades.

On Nov. 3, Fulton County elections officials informed monitors that they were shutting down the State Farm tabulation center before midnight, only to continue counting throughout the night while no one was watching.

“Election workers don’t bring ballots in after the supervisor has delayed processing until the morning, hide them under a table and then bring them out for scanning and tabulation after the supervisor tells [monitors] they are done scanning for the evening and they go home,” Favorito said.

 “Once scanning [was] completed, an election line feed showed an unprecedented vote spike that turned the election in favor of Biden,” he added. In fact, “just over a half hour after workers scanned the potentially fraudulent ballots, an election line feed showed a 100,000-plus vote spike for Biden.”

“Where did those ballots come from and why did they handle them so suspiciously?” Favorito asked.

Voyles noted that the county elections supervisor who oversaw the secret scanning of the cases full of ballots also helps run the warehouse where the suspect ballots are being stored.

Phone calls and emails to Fulton County went unanswered.

Similar Anomalies, Other Counties
Favorito pointed out that the potential for counterfeit ballots exists in other Georgia counties, not just Fulton.

In fact, two Democrat poll workers blew the whistle on similar anomalies they witnessed in neighboring DeKalb and Cobb counties, where the election process also is controlled by Democrats.

Carlos E. Silva, for one, declared in a Nov. 17 affidavit that he observed a similar "perfect black bubble” in absentee ballots for Biden during the recount he worked in DeKalb County. And while overseeing the Cobb County recount, he swore he “observed absentee ballots being reviewed with the same perfect bubble that I had seen the night before in DeKalb. All of these ballots had the same characteristics: they were all for Biden and had the same perfect bubble.”

Added Silva, a registered Democrat: “There were thousands of [mail-in] ballots that just had the perfect bubble marked for Biden and no other markings in the rest of the ballot.”

Another registered Democrat, Mayra Romera, testified that while monitoring the Cobb County recount, she noticed that “hundreds of these ballots seemed impeccable, with no folds or creases. The bubble selections were perfectly made ... and all happened to be selections for Biden."

In a recent article pooh-poohing complaints of fraud in Georgia, as well as Arizona, the New York Times portrayed Favorito as “a known conspiracy theorist” and suggested he was a 9/11 truther. As evidence, it cited a 2002 book he published “questioning the origin of the attacks of Sept. 11, 2001.”

Asked about it, Favorito responded: “My book did not propose any theories on what happened on 9/11. I don’t mention anything about explosives” planted in the World Trade Center, as truthers have baselessly speculated. Rather, he said, he questioned Bush family business connections with the bin Laden family and other wealthy Saudis, and argued that the war on terror benefited the Bushes. He also faulted the Bush administration for “obstructing" FBI investigations into the attacks.

Favorito says he is a “constitutionalist” and neither a Republican nor a Trump supporter.

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It can now be said publicly: The massive public campaign to convince and even compel the world to accept the idea that SARS-CoV2, the virus that causes COVID-19, arose naturally from a meat market in Wuhan was a hoax.

The gory details are contained in a bombshell investigative report in the magazine Vanity Fair. This alone is surprising. Vanity Fair is a culture and trends magazine, not noted for this type of serious inquiry. Yet Katherine Eban’s in-depth article is thoroughly researched, with multiple named sources, and written in the style of a detective story.

The first question to ask is: How did we get a scientific and media consensus that SARS-CoV2 originally came from the Wuhan meat market? The answer is a group letter signed by leading virologists that appeared in the reputable science publication The Lancet. This article dismissed theories that suggested SARS-CoV2 might have come from the Wuhan lab as “conspiracy theories” that had were flatly rejected by the scientific community.

Apparently convinced they had to “listen to the science,” the Lancet statement convinced media around the world to revile public figures, especially politicians such as Sen. Tom Cotton (R-Ark.), for even asking for an investigation into where COVID-19 came from. Cotton was almost universally dubbed a kook for even raising the possibility of “debunked” and “discredited” theories.

Digital media promptly imposed its strict regime of restriction, banning, shadowbanning, and deplatforming of users who were deemed to share such “misinformation.” Acting on the recommendation of its so-called fact checkers, Facebook took down millions, perhaps tens of millions, of posts supposedly conveying the false notion that SARS-CoV2 might have leaked out from a lab.

But what Vanity Fair exposes is the behind-the-scenes mechanism for how that Lancet statement was produced. According to the article, it was organized by a zoologist named Peter Daszak, himself involved in U.S. government-funded research aimed at the making of deadly viruses in labs. Daszak has worked in close collaboration with Ralph Baric of the University of North Carolina. Daszak’s group, EcoHealth Alliance, has worked directly with China’s Wuhan laboratories to research coronaviruses, and potentially make them more contagious and more lethal.

The ostensible purpose of such “gain-of-function” research is to study viruses, to understand them better, and to develop better cures for pandemics that might arise naturally. But of course, such research is very dangerous, because viruses could through accident or negligence be released and cause the very pandemics they are designed to prevent. Alternatively, such research can be exploited for military purposes, because lethal viruses also make for a powerful weapon of biological warfare.

When Daszak learned that a virus was causing global havoc, he moved quickly to line up a group of virologists to declare, without any persuasive evidence whatever, that COVID-19 had a natural origin. It might seem puzzling why prominent scientists would agree to sign a letter taking a position on something for which there is no valid scientific evidence. Why would they do this?

The one-word answer is: money. Figures like Daszak and institutions like EcoHealth Alliance that receive large amounts of government money typically package those funds into sub-grants that are dispersed among researchers and research institutions around the country. Consequently, there’s a large group of virologists who are, in a sense, in Daszak’s back pocket. They have a financial vested interest in doing what he wants, and moreover, they, like Daszak, have a stake in camouflaging the possibility that their type of work caused a global pandemic with millions of deaths and untold ruin in its wake.

Not only did Daszak organize the Lancet statement, but he did so, according to Vanity Fair, “with the intention of concealing his role and creating the impression of scientific immunity.” In an email addressed to Baric, Daszak said, “No need for you to sign the ‘Statement’ Ralph.” Daszak explained that neither he nor Baric should sign the declaration “so it has some distance from us and therefore doesn’t work in a counterproductive way.”

Daszak added, “We’ll then put it out in a way that doesn’t link it back to our collaboration so we maximize an independent voice.” Baric agreed, responding, “Otherwise it looks self-serving and we lose impact.” In the end, Baric didn’t sign. Daszak did. And at least six of the others who signed the statement either worked at, or had received funding from, EcoHealth Alliance, according to Vanity Fair.

What we have here is a group of scientists actively involved in cooking up potentially deadly viruses, and possibly involved in a dangerous collaboration with the Wuhan lab that may have helped cause the death of millions, working in concert to create a false public impression of scientific consensus, when they knew perfectly well that there was no such consensus.

Not only did the media and digital media run with it, but, in addition, the Biden administration used the pretext of scientific consensus—the bogus consensus the Lancet helped create—to shut down an ongoing State Department investigation, begun late in the Trump era and spearheaded by Mike Pompeo, into the true origins of COVID-19. This shutdown was actively promoted by U.S. government agencies and bureaucrats who had no intention of revealing their own role in sponsoring and subsidizing highly dangerous “gain-of-function” research.

The consequences of the COVID-19 deception, jointly promoted by scientists, journalists, digital moguls, and bureaucrats in the U.S. government, all eager to hide their possible role in a 21st century pandemic, are far-reaching. The big lie that COVID-19 arose naturally from a meat-market has stymied a true inquiry into what happened. Now we might never know. Not knowing means that preventing a future epidemic becomes that much more difficult.

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The Indian Bar Association has taken legal action against the World Health Organization’s (WHO) Chief Scientist Dr. Soumya Swaminathan for her alleged role in spreading disinformation on the use of ivermectin to treat COVID-19.

The association served a legal notice (pdf) on Swaminathan on May 25, claiming that she was “spreading disinformation and misguiding the people of India, in order to fulfill her agenda” and sought to prevent her from “causing further damage.”

They further stated that Swaminathan, in her statements against the use of ivermectin, ignored research and clinical trials from two organizations—the Front Line COVID-19 Critical Care (FLCCC) Alliance and the British Ivermectin Recommendation Development (BIRD)—who have presented solid data showing ivermectin prevents and treats COVID-19.

“Dr. Soumya Swaminathan has ignored these studies/reports and has deliberately suppressed the data regarding effectiveness of the drug Ivermectin, with an intent to dissuade the people of India from using Ivermectin,” the plaintiff said in a statement (pdf).

In a May 10 Twitter post that was deleted after Swaminathan received the notice, she wrote, “Safety and efficacy are important when using any drug for a new indication. WHO recommends against the use of ivermectin for COVID-19 except within clinical trials.”

Swaminathan made the post soon after Goa’s health minister announced that every Goa resident 18 and older would be given ivermectin as prevention regardless of their COVID-19 status, as part of the Indian state’s effort to stop the transmission of the virus. India has been hit hard in the second wave of the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus pandemic beginning in March 2021.

The legal notice calls for a clear response from Swaminathan on a number of key points, and the association said that in the case of a failure to provide a clear response, it reserves the right to initiate prosecution under sections of the Indian Penal Code and Disaster Management Act, 2005.

The WHO’s chief scientist didn’t reply to a request for comment by press time.

A link to Merck’s statement on ivermectin was also included in Swaminathan’s tweet. The pharmaceutical company, which developed the anti-parasitic drug in the 1980s and held a patent until 1996, said in February of this year that the available data didn’t support the efficacy and safety of ivermectin beyond what the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) had approved it for.

Merck, in collaboration with Ridgeback Biotherapeutics, is conducting a Phase 3 trial of the investigational anti-viral drug molnupiravir, which the company claims has shown to reduce infectious viruses quicker in COVID-19 outpatients. But unlike ivermectin, molnupiravir demonstrated no clinical benefit in hospitalized patients.

The trial is expected to complete later this October, and Merck said it’ll apply for an emergency authorization use for the drug if the results are favorable.

Researchers are hoping that molnupiravir will impair the CCP virus’s ability to replicate, preventing severe illness and hospitalization, something that ivermectin has demonstrated to do in a meta-analysis of 57 clinical trials involving more than 18,000 patients, according to ivmmeta.com, a website that provides real-time meta-analysis of ivermectin studies.

In 23 early treatment studies, there was a 78 percent improvement in patients given ivermectin and in 14 preventative trials, an 85 percent improvement was shown. As for the studies involving late treatment, there was a 45 percent improvement in 20 studies.

Proponents of ivermectin claim the drug can treat all stages of COVID-19 and reduce hospitalization and mortality rates due to its anti-viral and anti-inflammatory properties. But there has been pushback on approving the drug as a COVID-19 treatment by U.S. federal health authorities and the WHO.

The FDA said it hasn’t approved ivermectin for COVID-19 and issued a warning in early March informing people to not take the drug, which is intended for use in animals, as the larger doses intended for animals may be harmful to humans.

The National Institutes of Health (NIH), the largest medical research agency, is neither recommending for or against the use of ivermectin to treat COVID-19 in its updated guideline in February. This comes after members of the FLCCC Alliance presented their data to the agency at the beginning of the year.

In April, the NIH announced it would fund a large randomized, controlled study of seven repurposed drugs to treat mild to moderate COVID-19 patients. The research agency said it will begin enrolling for its Phase 3 trial on ivermectin this month.

“Trial enrollment is expected to open this month, and the trial is expected to run for up to two years,” an NIH spokesperson told The Epoch Times in an email.

The WHO, in its Living Guideline, has advised against the use of ivermectin except in a clinical setting, citing inconclusive data similar to both the FDA and the NIH.

“The current evidence on the use of ivermectin to treat COVID-19 patients is inconclusive,” the WHO said in a statement. “Until more data is available, WHO recommends that the drug only be used within clinical trials.”

Dr. Pierre Kory, President and Chief Medical Officer of the FLCCC Alliance claims there is a concerted effort to censor information on the effectiveness of ivermectin against COVID-19, the disease caused by the CCP virus.

“There are forces that are seeking to make sure that ivermectin is not accepted widely as an effective therapy,” Kory said in an interview on June 1.

“We have randomized [trials], you have observational [studies], you have case series, you have epidemiologic analyses, and then the clinical experience of doctors. You can’t find a doctor who has incorporated ivermectin into their treatments who will come back and say my patients didn’t get better, you can’t find that doctor.”

While ivermectin is yet to be approved as a treatment for COVID-19, doctors around the world, including in the United States, are offering the drug to their patients. And for doctors who refuse to administer the drug to patients suffering severe cases of COVID-19, judges have had to order them to do so.

In their legal notice, the Indian Bar Association cited the case of 80-year-old Judith Smentkiewicz, who made a full recovery after being on a ventilator and told she only had a 20 percent chance of survival. Her family obtained a court order that allowed her to receive additional doses of ivermectin after doctors were hesitant to give her more than one dose, according to Buffalo News.

Smentkiewic’s family and attorneys say they believe that ivermectin saved her life.

Ivermectin is on the WHO’s list of essential medicines and has a high safety profile with more than 3.7 billion doses having been distributed in more than 30 years.

Since the drug was first given to humans in 1987, there have only been 4,600 adverse events and 16 deaths reported on the pharmacovigilance database, according to Dr. Tess Lawrie in an interview on March 6. Lawrie is director of Evidence-Based Medicine Consultancy Ltd. and co-founder of the BIRD panel, which includes international expert scientists and doctors who are advocating for the use of ivermectin to treat COVID-19.

Remdesivir, an anti-viral drug, is the only FDA-approved therapy for treating hospitalized COVID-19 patients. The drug has shown no effect on mortality and a minuscule benefit on time of recovery, with the WHO recommending against its use last November.

A treatment course of remdesivir is slightly more than $3,000, while ivermectin ranges between $3 to $12 per treatment, according to Kory.

He also said that places in India where ivermectin is used preventatively or as early treatment, such as Goa and Uttar Pradesh, are seeing COVID-19 cases declining versus states that have banned the drug.

“Every one of those states, the curves are now precipitously declining,” said Kory.

“But there’s a state in India called Tamil Nadu whose minister there basically effectively outlawed ivermectin and went all-in on remdesivir, bought a whole bunch of remdesivir, [and] the cases and deaths in that state are skyrocketing.”

The chief minister in Tamil Nadu didn’t respond to a request for comment by press time.

According to data by the Johns Hopkins University Center for Systems Science and Engineering, Tamil Nadu saw 20,421 new cases and 434 deaths on June 6, while Goa recorded 403 new cases and 16 deaths and Uttar Pradesh reported 1,037 cases and 85 deaths.

Uttar Pradesh, one of the most populous states in India with more than 200 million people, has been handing out free medical kits containing seven days’ worth of medication, one of which is ivermectin, for COVID-19 positive patients under home isolation.

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Emails Reveal How Influential Articles That Established COVID-19 Natural Origins Theory Were Formed

The two most significant articles promoting the “natural origins” theory for the COVID-19 outbreak originated from scientists who were part of a response team of “experts” brought in by the National Academies of Sciences, Engineering, Medicine (NASEM), in response to a request from a White House official.

These influential articles were used extensively by media organizations to push the natural origins theory, while simultaneously deriding alternative theories—including that of a possible lab leak—as conspiracy theories.

The articles appear to have been part of a coordinated effort originating from a Feb. 1, 2020, teleconference organized by Dr. Anthony Fauci, director of the National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases (NIAID), and Dr. Jeremy Farrar, director of the British Wellcome Trust, which took place after a group of health officials scrambled in late January 2020 to respond to public reporting of a potential connection between COVID-19 and the Wuhan Institute of Virology in China.

Following the officials’ conversations, public discussion of the source possibly being a lab leak was actively suppressed by social media platforms, health officials, and the World Health Organization (WHO).

The first article, designed more as an open letter to the public, was published on Feb. 19, 2020, and signed by a number of scientists. An early-morning email on Feb. 6, 2020, (p. 251) obtained through a Freedom of Information Act request by U.S. Right to Know, revealed that EcoHealth President Peter Daszak drafted the letter calling for “solidarity with all scientists and health professionals in China.”

Daszak’s organization in the past had received $3.7 million in funding from Fauci’s NIAID, at least $600,000 of which was sent to the Wuhan Institute.

Daszak’s letter notes that “transparent sharing of data on this outbreak is now being threatened by rumours and misinformation around its origins.”

“We stand together to strongly condemn conspiracy theories suggesting that COVID-19 does not have a natural origin,” states the letter signed by 27 scientists.

The second article, “The Proximal Origin of SARS-CoV-2,” published on Mar. 17, 2020, in the journal Nature, targeted the scientific community. This article was led by “corresponding author”  Kristian Andersen, who recently deleted his entire Twitter profile, along with four other researchers.

Notably, of the five scientists credited with writing the article, four had directly participated in the Fauci–Farrar teleconference—which was described in an Feb. 1, 2020, email from Farrar (p. 3,197) as a “discussion … shared in total confidence.”

The one author not present on the Feb. 1, 2020 Teleconference has since recanted his position.

NASEM: Additional Data ‘Needed to Determine the Origin and Evolution of the Virus’

Immediately prior to Daszak circulating the draft of the Lancet letter, there was a meeting (p. 116) on Feb. 3, 2020, organized by the National Academies of Sciences, Engineering, Medicine (NASEM), that reportedly included “officials from the FBI, the Office of the Director of National Intelligence, along with the NIH and the Department of Health and Human Services.”

The hastily assembled meeting came at the same-day request of White House Office of Science and Technology Policy (OSTP) Director Kelvin Droegemeier, who asked the NASEM to “help determine the origins of 2019-nCoV.”

The NASEM meeting came two days after the Fauci–Farrar teleconference. Internal emails of Fauci released through open records requests reveal the teleconference was prompted by the publication of an article in Science that referenced a Nov. 9, 2015, article in Nature about gain-of-function experiments that were being conducted at the Wuhan lab using “chimeric viruses” in mice and funded by Fauci’s organization.

The NASEM meeting included a 10-minute presentation (p. 116) from Fauci during the one-hour gathering, and also included both Daszak and Andersen.

The internal emails suggest that there was significant internal debate following the formal meeting—from both officials at NASEM and the experts called in by the organization for advice—on the official response to Droegemeier’s request.

Andersen responded to the discussion by Daszak and the rest of the expert group by email (p. 125) on Feb. 4, 2020, writing: “I do wonder if we need to be more firm on the question of engineering. The main crackpot theories going around at the moment relate to this virus being somehow engineered with intent and that is demonstrably not the case. Engineering can mean many things and could be done for either basic research or nefarious reasons, but the data conclusively show that neither was done.”

However, just days prior, immediately preceding the Feb. 1, 2020, Fauci–Farrar teleconference, Andersen had sent Fauci an email that noted that “one has to look really closely at all the sequences to see that some of the features (potentially) look engineered.”

The NASEM response was also shaped by Trevor Bedford, a computational biologist who suggested: “1. I wouldn’t mention binding sites here. If you start weighing the evidence there’s a lot to consider for both scenarios. 2. I would say ‘no evidence of genetic engineering’ full stop.”

Events were moving rapidly. On Feb. 4, 2020, Andrew Pope of NASEM wrote to the participants, noting: “Plans have changed in terms of our product. Instead of a ‘Based on Science’ web posting, we are now developing a letter that will be signed by the 3 Presidents of our 3 Academies.”

After much deliberation, a Feb. 6, 2020, response from NASEM’s Marcia McNutt, John Anderson, and Victor Dzau was sent to the White House’s Droegemeier, which noted that the NASEM had “consulted leading experts … that could help elucidate the origin and evolution of 2019-nCoV.”

Contained within the letter was the official opinion from the NASEM’s panel of experts, who “informed us that additional genomic sequence data from geographically- and temporally-diverse viral samples are needed to determine the origin and evolution of the virus.”

Drafts of Daszak and Andersen Letters are Circulated

One day prior to the official NASEM response, however, Daszak was already circulating his letter dismissing laboratory origins as a conspiracy theory. And according to Andersen’s co-author Robert Garry, a draft of Andersen’s March 17, 2020, “The Proximal Origin of SARS-CoV-2” article for Nature was also circulating by the time of NASEM’s response.

Ralph Baric, a virologist who collaborated with Wuhan Institute of Virology director Shi Zheng-Li on gain-of-function experiments, was included in early drafts of Daszak’s letter. In a Feb. 6, 2020, email Daszak wrote that there was “no need for you to sign the ‘Statement’ Ralph!!” to which Baric responded: “I also think this is a good decision. Otherwise it looks self-serving and we lose impact. Ralph”

Notably, Baric was the corresponding author of the Nov. 9, 2015, Nature article that sparked the initial scramble leading to the Feb. 1, 2020, conference call initiated by Fauci and Farrar.

During the circulation of his drafts, Daszak told people (p. 273): “I’ve come up with an initial list below. Please suggest names of your colleagues that you think might also be willing to support this.”

Daszak closed (p. 274) by telling those privy to the early draft, “Please note that this statement will not have EcoHealth Alliance logo on it and will not be identifiable as coming from any one organization or person, the idea is to have this as a community supporting our colleagues.”

Interestingly, a day earlier, when Dazsak first began the process of circulating his draft, he stated that he “should not sign this statement, so it has some distance from us and therefore doesn’t work in a counterproductive way.” Daszak continued, “We’ll then put it out in a way that doesn’t link it back to our collaboration so we maximize an independent voice.”

It is not clear why Daszak changed his mind, ultimately becoming a signatory to the letter.

The Feb. 19 Lancet article was signed by 27 scientists from around the world. Although only two signatories, Farrar and Christian Drosten, were actually present on the Feb. 1 teleconference, at least five were directly affiliated with EcoHealth Alliance. Additionally, two were partners of EcoHealth. These affiliations weren’t declared in the Lancet letter. Instead, the authors specifically declared that they had no competing interests.

Additionally, five of the signatories worked with or for the Wellcome Trust headed by Jeremy Farrar.

Some signatories unaffiliated with either the Feb. 1 teleconference or EcoHealth have recently changed their minds on the origins of the virus. Stanley Perlman now says that the lab leak theory is “back on the table.” And signatory Charles Calisher claims that it was “over the top” to call the lab leak a conspiracy theory.

Another signatory, Peter Palese, is now demanding a proper investigation. Most notably, University of Chicago professor Bernard Roizman has stated that the virus originated from the lab due to “sloppiness,“ claiming that Wuhan lab personnel “can’t admit they did something so stupid.”

REPORT: US Government Officials Encouraged COVID-19 Origin Cover-Up
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A U.S. government official reportedly ordered his employees not to publicly acknowledge American connections to and funding of the Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV), the site implicated in a potential lab-leak coronavirus origin theory.

Christopher Park did not want to open the “Pandora’s Box” of U.S. funding for gain-of-function research, according to a Thursday Vanity Fair report. The U.S. government indirectly funded gain-of-function at WIV through grants to the nonprofit group EcoHealth Alliance. That funding was not subject to a Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) review board that could have rejected the grant, because the sub-agency that awarded grants did not alert the review board.

Park, the director of the State Department’s Biological Policy Staff in the Bureau of International Security and Nonproliferation, reportedly told his employees not to say anything publicly in reference to that funding, an individual who attended the meeting where he gave his order reportedly told Vanity Fair. The individual reportedly described his comments as “so nakedly against transparency” as to be “shocking and disturbing.”

Park’s comments “smelled like a cover-up,” according to Thomas DiNanno, former acting assistant secretary of the State Department’s Bureau of Arms Control, Verification and Compliance. Park had pushed for the U.S. to resume funding gain-of-function research in 2017, according to Vanity Fair.

“I am skeptical that people genuinely felt they were being discouraged from presenting facts,” Park told Vanity Fair. It “is making an enormous and unjustifiable leap … to suggest that research of that kind [meant] that something untoward is going on,” he continued.

EcoHealth Alliance distributed $600,000 in U.S. taxpayer dollars to WIV between 2014 and 2019 for the purpose of studying bat-based coronaviruses. The money was granted to EcoHealth by the National Institute for Allergy and Infectious Diseases (NIAID), the National Institutes of Health sub-agency led by White House senior medical adviser Dr. Anthony Fauci.

The money was distributed during a government moratorium on gain-of-function research.

“If you ban gain-of-function research, you ban all of virology,” an NIH official reportedly said. “Ever since the moratorium, everyone’s gone wink-wink and just done gain-of-function research anyway.” (RELATED: GOP Congressman Says Fauci Needs To Answer For Why His Agency Bypassed Oversight Of Funding To Wuhan Lab)
The WIV also received $559,000 from the United States Agency for International Development (USAID), according to the report.

Park was not the only government official to oppose pursuing the lab-leak hypothesis, however. DiNanno told Vanity Fair that an intelligence analyst struggled to find a report written by officials working at a Department of Energy lab. DiNanno told the outlet he viewed the report as being intentionally buried within the classified collections system. Department of Energy officials then attempted to block State Department officials from meeting with the report’s authors, DiNanno alleged.

Acting Undersecretary of State for Arms Control and International Security Chris Ford repeatedly downplayed the lab-leak hypothesis to DiNanno and other researchers. He also wrote a memo arguing that officials should not view the Chinese People’s Liberation Army’s “involvement in classified virus research [a]s intrinsically problematic, since the U.S. Army has been deeply involved in virus research in the United States for many years.”

Ford told Vanity Fair that he was trying to avoid “stuff that makes us look like the crackpot brigade.”

During President Joe Biden’s term, however, the lab-leak theory has received new attention from a less hostile media. Aaron Blake, a Washington Post reporter, blamed the Trump administration for not pushing hard for the release of intelligence promoting the lab-leak theory. He argued that the administration invited “caution and skepticism” because of the way “Trump handled such things.”

Biden ordered the intelligence community to provide an assessment of the origins of COVID-19 within 90 days on May 26.

Fauci-funded scientist: 'Chinese colleagues' created 'killer' coronavirus

C-SPAN aired panel in which Peter Daszak boasted of work with Wuhan lab

In a speech covered by C-SPAN five years ago, the scientist who collaborated with the Wuhan Institute of Virology on research funded by Dr. Anthony Fauci's National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Disease boasted his "colleagues in China" were creating a "killer" coronavirus.

Peter Daszak, a member of the World Health Organization team that investigated the origins of COVID-19, made the admission at a 2016 forum in a clip unearthed by the National Pulse.

The admission, at an event discussing "emerging infectious diseases and the next pandemic," conflicts with Fauci's repeated insistence that the U.S. government never funded dangerous gain-of-function research at the Wuhan lab.

Until March 2021, when the issue was brought up by lawmakers such as Sen. Rand Paul, R-Ky., the Wuhan lab listed the National Institutes of Health as one of its "partners."

In gain-of-function research, virologists enhance the lethality and transmissibility of viruses that pose the threat of jumping from animals to humans so they can prepare treatments and vaccines in advance. The The NIH under President Obama imposed a moritorium on the research because of the security risks in 2014. But NIH kept funding it through third parties, particularly Daszak's non-profit EcoHealth Alliance.

In his remarks to the panel in 2016, Daszak describes the Wuhan lab's work of "insert[ing] spike proteins” into viruses to see if they can "bind to human cells."

"Then when you get a sequence of a virus, and it looks like a relative of a known nasty pathogen, just like we did with SARS," he said.

Daszak said "a whole host" of other coronaviruses were discovered in bats that "looked very similar to SARS."

"So we sequenced the spike protein: the protein that attaches to cells. Then we -- well I didn't do this work, but my colleagues in China did the work -- create pseudo particles, you insert the spike proteins from those viruses, see if they bind to human cells."

"At each step of this you move closer and closer to this virus could really become pathogenic in people," he said.

"You end up with a small number of viruses that really do look like killers."

Daszak's EcoHealth Alliance was one of the primary recipients of NIAID funding that then was funneled to the Wuhan lab.

Daszak and Shi Zhengli, the director of the Wuhan lab's Center for Emerging Infectious Diseases, are listed as co-authors of more than a dozen research papers that were produced through a $3.7 million NIAID grant.

Shi, known for her research on bat coronaviruses, has included the Fauci-backed grants on her resume.

Daszak behind paper deriding 'conspiracy theory'
Daszak was behind a February 2020 letter that condemned "conspiracy theories suggesting that COVID-19 does not have a natural origin." Signed by a group of virologists and others, it became part of the media narrative after it was published in the eminent British science journal The Lancet.

But British science writer Nicholas Wade, who is known for a New York Times column he wrote for many years, pointed out in a lengthy analysis published last month that the scientists had not basis for their conclusion. Wade has presented the circumstantial evidence that he believes points overwhelmingly to a lab leak.

The scientists insisted on a natural origin and Establishment media, Wade pointed out, largely ran with that conclusion without any serious investigation.

The fact that Daszak's organization funded coronavirus research at the Wuhan lab – a clear conflict of interest – was not disclosed to The Lancet's readers, Wade noted. To the contrary, the letter concluded, "We declare no competing interests." And, significantly, Daszak was the sole American representative on the WHO team investigating the pandemic's origin.

The news site Vox has quietly revised a March 4, 2020, article on the origin of COVID-19 that cited the declaration in The Lancet.

Titled "The Conspiracy Theories About the Origins of the Coronavirus, Debunked," it said "virologists who've parsed the genome and infectious disease experts who study coronaviruses have more than enough evidence to show that the virus is brand new and came from nature, not the Wuhan lab," the National Pulse reported.

Vox said a "large group of them, citing genome analyses from multiple countries, recently affirmed in The Lancet that the virus originated in wildlife."

"The emergence of the virus in the same city as China's only level 4 biosafety lab, it turns out, is pure coincidence," they said.

Among the changes to the article one year later were exchanging "is" for "appears to be" and deleting "not the Wuhan lab."

Fauci's ominous prediction of a 'surprise outbreak'
As previously reported by the Western Journal and WND,  Fauci had told a gathering of students and experts at Georgetown University Medical Center in January 2017 that the incoming Trump administration would face a "surprise outbreak" of a new disease and the United States needed to prepare for it.

"If there's one message that I want to leave with you today based on my experience, is that there is no question that there will be a challenge to the coming administration in the arena of infectious diseases,” Fauci said.

"The history of the last 32 years that I've been the director of NIAID will tell the next administration that there is no doubt in anyone's mind that they will be faced with the challenges that their predecessors were faced with."

"We will definitely get surprised in the next few years."

'Deeply Distressing': Scottish Teachers Union Promotes Play Portraying Jesus as Transgender

A Scottish teachers union has sparked outrage among Christians after it decided to promote a play depicting the Lord Jesus Christ as transgender.

The play, titled The Gospel According to Jesus Queen of Heaven, is written by Jo Clifford, a biological man who identifies as a woman while also professing to be Christian.

On June 17, the Education Institute of Scotland (EIS) plans to host an LGBT event, “School’s Almost Out! Celebrate Pride,” where excerpts of the production will be shown. The EIS claims to represent around 80 percent of lecturers and teachers in Scotland.

In a previous interview with BBC News, Clifford told the outlet that the play explores what it would look like if Jesus came back today as a transgender person.

“The play imagines a transgender Jesus coming back to the world today,” Clifford said. “She pitches a sermon and tells a few very familiar Gospel stories.”

“She has a communion, shares bread and wine with the audience, which is really a gesture of solidarity in the face of death, and she gives a blessing. So it’s a very important, very intimate show.”

But John Denning, the Education Officer of The Christian Institute, argues that the play fails to consider Christians who are part of the EIS.

“This play deliberately re-imagines Jesus as a trans woman and puts words into his mouth that he never said, misrepresenting him,” Denning said. “That’s deeply distressing and offensive for many Christians who value him and his teaching above all.”

“It is hard to see how a teaching union justifies using the subscriptions paid by its members, many of whom are themselves Christians, to promote this play,” he added.

This isn’t the first time that the controversial play has been featured. In 2016, the play was shown in a Church of England church in Manchester.

At the time, Former Church of England Bishop of Rochester Michael Nazir-Ali stated his opposition to the play, saying, “It is quite clear from the Gospels that the identity of Jesus is male, His ‘mum’ is Mary, and he always refers to God as ‘Father,’ so to suggest otherwise is contrary to Christian teaching.”

The play was also performed in Glasgow, Scotland, in 2009, in which nearly 300 protestors opposed the production by candlelight protest outside a theater.

Opinion: The Single Best Thing Americans Can Do to Retake America

The most frequent question people pose to me is: What can I/we do to fight back against the nihilistic anti-American destruction of virtually all the country’s major institutions?

There is an answer.

The single best thing Americans can do to counter the left-wing attack on America—against its freedoms, its schools, its families, its children, its governmental institutions, its sports, its news and entertainment media, its medical establishment, the CIA, the FBI, the State Department, and the military—is to take their children out of America’s schools.

Other than in STEM (science, technology, engineering, and math), the vast majority of America’s elementary schools, high schools, colleges, and universities teach your child or grandchild almost nothing important; prematurely sexualize them, thereby robbing them of their innocence; and harm them intellectually and morally. They rarely teach them, for example, art or music because they are too busy teaching them race-centered hatred of whites, of America, and of America’s values. Sending your child(ren) to most American schools is playing Russian roulette with their values—but unlike the gun in Russian roulette, which has a bullet in only one of its six chambers, the schools’ guns hold four or five bullets.

In many elementary schools, your child is taught that gender is chosen and that there is no difference between boys and girls (in a growing number of schools, the teachers are told not to call their students “boys and girls”); they are taught about masturbation; and many children from first grade on attend “Drag Queen Story Hour,” wherein an obvious man wearing women’s clothing, garish makeup, and a wig entertains them.

Given that all this is well-known, why do any nonleft—meaning, liberal or conservative—parents send their children to an American school?

One reason is they are in denial. Many parents do not want to know what their children are being taught and the consequent damage done to them. They don’t really believe school(s) will ruin their child, let alone their child’s relationship with them.

These parents should speak to any of the millions—yes, millions—of Americans whose children have contempt for America, for free speech, and for their parents as a result of attending an American college or even high school. I meet such people at every speech I give, and I speak to them regularly on my radio show. Ask these parents, if they could redo their lives, whether they would keep their child in school.

A second reason is they feel they have no choice. If they remove their child from the local public or private school (most private schools are just as committed to anti-American indoctrination over education as public schools), what will they do with their child? They often cannot find a local school that does not harm their child. They cannot necessarily even rely on Christian or Jewish schools. Most of them are as “woke” as most secular schools. And if they do find a school that teaches rather than poisons, they may not be able to afford the tuition.

The only other option, then, is to home-school one’s child. The problem is that many parents assume this is essentially impossible. For one thing, they assume that one of the parents would have to leave his or her work, which would mean a serious reduction in the family’s income. In addition, home-schooling strikes most people as simply too daunting a task, even if they could afford to take it on.

Neither fear is entirely justified. It is true that, at least at the outset, a working parent may have to cut back from full-time work, and it is true that no matter what the family’s financial condition, there are challenges to taking one’s children out of school and home-schooling them.

But given the low intellectual state of most American schools, the damage they do to young children’s innocence and the anti-American, anti-white, anti-Western indoctrination in most schools, if you are a parent of school-age children, what is your choice?

Other than a) finding a good school that b) you can afford, you have no other choice. You are fooling yourself if you think the odds are that after attending American schools from kindergarten through college (not to mention through graduate school), your child will turn out well-educated, intellectually alive, rational, kind, happy, well-adjusted, grateful to be American and respectful of you and your values.

While there are some wonderful young Americans who recently attended American schools, and there are some lost souls who were home-schooled, American schools are largely producing the following:

Poorly educated students. Ask your college son or daughter to diagram a sentence; identify Joseph Stalin, “The Gulag Archipelago,” or the Soviet Union; name the branches of the American government; identify—or just spell—Beethoven; date the Civil War; identify the Holocaust; and name which sentence is correct—“He gave the book to my friend and me” or, “He gave the book to my friend and I.”

Angry young people. Why wouldn’t they be? First, they graduate college with a huge load of debt, having received almost nothing useful for their money. Second, if they are anything other than a white heterosexual Christian male, they have been taught to regard themselves as victims of oppression. Third, their future is so bleak they may not even have one: They are threatened with extinction by climate change.

The single best thing Americans can do to fight the left-wing destruction of the country is to withdraw from the “educational” system that is actively, deliberately miseducating them by the tens of millions. If millions of American parents did so, the country would turn around as fast as you could say “teachers unions.” If they don’t, their children will continue being used as guinea pigs in the Left’s sick and dystopian experiment.

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Weight-Adjusted Hydroxychloroquine and Azithromycin Boosted Survival of Ventilated COVID-19 Patients by 200 Percent: Study

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A new study has found that the use of weight-adjusted Hydroxychloroquine (HCQ) and Azithromycin (AZM) improved the survival of ventilated COVID-19 patients by nearly 200 percent.

The observational study, which has not yet been peer-reviewed, was based on a re-analysis of 255 patients on invasive mechanical ventilation (IMV) during the first two months of the pandemic in the United States.

The researchers found that, when the HCQ/AZM combination was given at lower dosages to treat ventilated COVID-19 patients, the risk of death was over three times higher.

“We found that when the cumulative doses of two drugs, HCQ and AZM, were above a certain level, patients had a survival rate 2.9 times the other patients,” the authors of the study noted.

“By using causal analysis and considering of weight-adjusted cumulative dose, we prove the combined therapy, >3 g HCQ and > 1g AZM greatly increases survival in COVID patients on IMV and that HCQ cumulative dose > 80 mg/kg works substantially better,” they wrote.

While the authors acknowledged that, since patients with higher doses of HCQ had higher doses of AZM, they “cannot solely attribute the causal effect to HCQ/AZM combination therapy.”

“However, it is likely AZM does contribute significantly to this increase in survival rate. Since higher dose HCQ/AZM therapy improves survival by nearly 200 [percent] in this population, the safety data are moot,” they added.

Hydroxychloroquine—an anti-inflammatory and anti-malarial drug—has been one of the most contested treatments for COVID-19 throughout the pandemic.

The drug was approved by the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) in 1955 to treat and prevent malaria. It is also prescribed for lupus and rheumatoid arthritis.

While the FDA initially granted HCQ an emergency use authorization (EUA) to treat COVID-19 in March 2020, the agency revoked it on June 25, 2020, because data suggested it was “unlikely to be effective in treating COVID-19” and that its potential risks outweighed the benefits.

The FDA’s turnabout came on the heels of a study by Oxford University in the United Kingdom that found HCQ underperformed its routine treatment protocols.

“Unfortunately, problems in research methodologies assessing the effectiveness and risks of HCQ have left lingering doubts,” wrote Dr. Joseph Mercola, an osteopathic physician, in an op-ed for The Epoch Times. “Those problems include questionable dosing,” he added.

Some, like The Epoch Times contributor Roger L. Smith, have argued that studies around the use of HCQ to treat COVID-19 were politicized by opponents of former President Donald Trump, who advocated the use of the drug.

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Biden Admin Revokes Trump Orders to Ban TikTok, Will Conduct Own Review

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The Biden administration on Wednesday dropped former President Donald Trump’s orders that had attempted to ban social media apps TikTok and WeChat over security risks due to their connections to the Chinese Communist Party (CCP), saying the administration will conduct its own review of apps with ties to the Chinese regime.

An executive order signed by President Joe Biden directs the U.S. Department of Commerce to “evaluate these threats through rigorous, evidence-based analysis and should address any unacceptable or undue risks consistent with overall national security, foreign policy, and economic objectives, including the preservation and demonstration of America’s core values and fundamental freedoms.”

The Commerce Department, according to the White House, will now be required to review TikTok, WeChat, and other apps that are developed, designed, controlled, or manufactured by entities linked to the CCP. The order noted that such apps “may present an undue or unacceptable risk to the national security of the United States and the American people.”

Trump’s executive actions targeting ByteDance, a Beijing-based firm that owns TikTok, and WeChat, which is owned by the Shenzhen-based Tencent Holdings, were blocked by several federal court orders. Trump had also attempted to force the sale of TikTok.

TikTok sought relief via the U.S. Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia Circuit for a review of Trump’s divestment order and the federal government’s order to conduct a national security review.

Unnamed Biden administration officials told the Wall Street Journal that the latest executive order is designed to replace Trump’s orders with a more comprehensive process targeting apps that may have connections to foreign adversaries, including the CCP. The Epoch Times has contacted the Commerce Department for comment.

The Trump administration order that impacted TikTok and ByteDance, which has also contributed funds to Facebook “fact-checking” website LeadStores, prohibited “any transaction by any person, or with respect to any property, subject to the jurisdiction of the United States, with ByteDance Ltd,” among other restrictions.

Last year, cybersecurity experts warned that TikTok is being used by the Chinese regime to spy on Americans. Critics have also warned that users’ content could be censored if the CCP deems it politically sensitive—even if that user lives outside of China.

Casey Fleming, CEO of intelligence and security strategy firm BlackOps Partners, told The Epoch Times that “all technology coming out of China—either manufactured in China, created in China—is controlled by the CCP.”

And Mark Grabowski, an associate professor specializing in cyber law and digital ethics at Adelphi University, told The Epoch Times that TikTok is merely “Chinese government malware masquerading as a social media app.”

“The app collects way more data than it needs to,” Grabowski said in an email last year. “For example, it’s odd that TikTok does GPS [Global Positioning System] tracking since TikTok videos don’t display location information.”

“The registration requirement is one of the last sex-based classifications in federal law,” Ria Tabacco Mar, an ACLU attorney representing the men’s coalition, wrote in court papers. “It imposes selective burdens on men, reinforces the notion that women are not full and equal citizens, and perpetuates stereotypes about men’s and women’s capabilities.”
“We urge Congress to update the law either by requiring everyone to register for the draft, regardless of their gender, or by not requiring anyone to register,” Attorney Ria Tabacco Mar said Monday in a statement.
EU Calls for Unfettered Investigation Into Origins of COVID-19
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European Union leaders on Thursday called for an unfettered investigation into the origins of the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus, which they said is necessary to draw the right lessons from the pandemic.

Addressing a news conference in Brussels, European Commission President Ursula von der Leyen said: “There is this horrible pandemic, a global pandemic. We have to know where did it come from in order to draw the right lessons and to develop the right tools to make sure that this will never happen again.

“And therefore the investigators need complete access to whatever is necessary to really find the source of this pandemic and, depending of that, we have to draw conclusions.”

Charles Michel, the head of the European Council, said, “The world has the right to know exactly what happened in order to be able to learn the lessons.”

Michel also said that, in its dealings with the Chinese regime, the EU “will defend ourselves against practices that pose security risks, distort the level playing field, or are incompatible with our values.”

“We continue to stand up to defend human rights and the rule of law in Xinjiang, Hong Kong, and elsewhere,” he said.

It follows U.S. President Joe Biden’s request on May 26 for U.S. intelligence officials to conduct further investigations to uncover the origins of the CCP virus, including any possibility the trail might lead to a Chinese laboratory.

The CCP has claimed the virus was spread through a wet market in Wuhan, Hubei Province, in late 2019.

But a number of Republican lawmakers as well as former President Donald Trump have suggested that the virus may have been developed in and escaped from the Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV), a top-security laboratory located just miles from the wet market.

The World Health Organization (WHO) endorsed Beijing’s claim, saying in its report published on March 30 that it was “very likely” the pandemic started from bats via an intermediary animal, and the likelihood of a lab leak causing the outbreak was “extremely unlikely.”

But many have noted that CCP officials were present throughout the WHO’s probe, and critics have said the regime played a significant role in the investigation.

The U.S. mission to the U.N. in Geneva said in a statement last month that the WHO study was “insufficient and inconclusive,” and called for a timely, transparent, and evidence-based second probe to be conducted.

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Guatemalan President Alejandro Giammattei criticized the Biden administration for unclear messaging on immigration that he said contributed to the border surge.

Giammattei told Fox News that, “You can see that humanitarian messages were used here by the coyotes in a distorted manner,” with “coyotes” a term for human smugglers.

“They said that they were going to support family reunification,” Giammattei said, referring to the Biden administration’s policy of allowing unaccompanied minors to enter the United States on humanitarian grounds and of seeking to unite them with family members in the United States.

“So the coyotes came and took the children and teenagers to the United States,” he said. “And the border filled up. Not only with people from Guatemala, but lots of people.”

“That’s why we have suggested that the messaging be clear,” Giammattei added.

The surge of people migrating from Central American countries has become one of the biggest political challenges to the Biden administration, with Republicans blaming the wave of illegal border crossings on a rollback of Trump-era immigration policies and on messaging that many would-be migrants and human traffickers are interpreting as an invitation to come to the United States.

Reuters interviews in April with nearly two dozen migrants and more than a dozen people identifying themselves as smugglers, as well as an examination of hundreds of posts in closed Facebook groups where smugglers advertise their services, shows that many would-be migrants believe that they are welcome to cross the border.

“There’s 100 days of free passage across the border,” a Guatemalan smuggler told Reuters, referring to one prevailing perception. “Supposedly the president is letting children in,” another told the outlet.

In dozens of interviews with The Associated Press around the same time, migrants said President Joe Biden’s relatively pro-immigration positions influenced their decision to leave their homes and seek entry into the United States.

Human smugglers along the border continue to openly advertise their services on social media, with a recent report from The Epoch Times detailing a number of such ads.

“We have crossings through Lomas de Arena, Chihuahua. We offer camouflage, backpack with food. I’m currently in Chihuahua. Send me [a message to my] inbox or call me at [redacted by The Epoch Times],” one Facebook post said.

While the Biden administration has said the border isn’t open and that most asylum-seekers are being turned away at the border, the administration is allowing unaccompanied minors into the country, a policy that may be contributing to the sharp rise in children traveling alone at the border. In March, border agents encountered 18,951 unaccompanied minors, the largest number recorded in a single month since U.S. Customs and Border Protection started publishing the figures in 2009. That number dropped slightly in April to 17,148, and again in May to 14,158.

In his interview on Fox News, which came as Vice President Kamala Harris visited Guatemala to address the “root causes” of migration, Giammattei praised Harris for a speech that warned would-be illegal immigrants not to seek entry into the United States, or they would be turned back at the border.

“The vice president yesterday sent a very clear message because she said, ‘Do not come because we won’t let you in,'” he said, adding, “That’s a clear message.”

“But if you have a lukewarm message, it opens up the possibility that there’s a bad interpretation of it,” he said. “You can say it in good faith. But there are people who will misinterpret it.”

In a separate interview with CBS, Giammattei said he would like to see the United States impose stronger penalties on human smugglers and that he’s ready to extradite “coyotes” to the United States to face charges.

Customs and Border Protection apprehended 180,034 individuals illegally entering the United States in May, slightly higher than the April number.

This is absolute insanity.

No. This is worse than insanity. This is a return to the racializing fallacies and pseudoscience of the 19th and early 20th centuries and the total normalization of racial enmity.

This is a re-emergence of the logic of slavery and holocaust, the total scapegoating of all societal ills onto an immutable characteristic.

Simply, to borrow Claremont Institute senior fellow David Reaboi's words, it is "evil and sick."

Evil and sick, yes, but not thoroughly surprising.

Indeed, Moss' "research" incorporated well-established norms of critical race theory and its many pseudo-scientific offshoots, including the categorizing of whiteness as a unique and terrible "way of knowing," and the recasting of whiteness as a sort of new original sin.

"Any infant is vulnerable to the parasite of Whiteness," Moss wrote. And indeed, the very logic of whiteness, Moss contended, is based on "number and equivalence, fairness and justice."

This unreasoned mumbo jumbo seems itself borrowed, at least in part, from other popular opinions previously propagated in the CRT community.

Specifically, the argument echoes another racist injunction against whites made last year by the Smithsonian’s National Museum of African American History and Culture.

In that incident, the taxpayer-funded museum shared an infographic that described hard work, objectivity, being on time and the nuclear family, as aspects of "whiteness" and "white culture."

If the thought of condemning hard work and accountability as toxic aspects of whiteness that must be rejected sickens you, congratulations, you have not yet fallen for this garbage.

Unfortunately, this is the future that the left is ardently fighting for.

The left wants the destruction of American culture outright, and they are more than willing to veil their hatred of America as hatred of whiteness in order to further the overtly Marxist goals of their myriad movements.

Subsuming academic journals to push racist vitriol is just one more part of that game.

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President Joe Biden’s administration said this week that federal agencies should not in general force workers to get a COVID-19 vaccine as a precondition for working in person.

“The Administration strongly encourages all Americans, including Federal employees and contractors, to be vaccinated. Employees should receive paid time off to be vaccinated and to deal with any side effects. At present, COVID-19 vaccination should generally not be a pre-condition for employees or contractors at executive departments and agencies (agencies) to work in-person in Federal buildings, on Federal lands, and in other settings as required by their job duties,” the Safer Federal Workforce task force said in a new posting.

While workers and contractors may share information about whether or not they’ve received a vaccine, agencies “should not require federal employees or contractors to disclose such information,” the task force added.

The White House did not immediately respond to a request for comment.

Over half of the approximately 2.1 million federal employees were working from home during the COVID-19 pandemic, according to a 2020 survey (pdf) that was released in April. The 59 percent teleworking was a jump from just 3 percent before the pandemic.

But as the pandemic subsides, more and more employees are returning to work, underlining the importance of the vaccination guidance.

The guidance came after the Equal Employment Opportunity Commission said companies would not run afoul of federal laws if they decided to mandate vaccinations for workers, provided they carve out exceptions for medical or religious reasons.

Federal employment “laws do not prevent an employer from requiring all employees physically entering the workplace to be vaccinated for COVID-19, so long as employers comply with the reasonable accommodation provisions” of the Americans with Disabilities Act and the Civil Rights Act, the commission said.

However, state and local laws could apply, it added.

Some private businesses have begun requiring workers to get a COVID-19 vaccine. Houston Methodist, a hospital system in Texas, this week suspended nearly 200 workers who refused to comply with the mandate and did not or were unsuccessful in claiming a medical or religious exemption.

Marc Boom, CEO of the system, said the workers “have decided not to put their patients first.” They face termination if they continue to decline to get a jab.

Matthew Staver, chairman of Liberty Counsel, a Christian group that represents a variety of clients, told The Epoch Times that federal law does appear to bar entities from requiring workers to get vaccinated because the vaccines currently being administered in the United States are authorized for emergency use, not approved.

“Federal law specifically says that no one can be coerced or forced to get one of these EUA-authorized drugs,” he said.

“It would be a different conversation if they’re fully approved. That, however, is focused only on the federal law, that doesn’t take into consideration the independent state law that provides additional rights for employees,” he added.

In April, the Defense Department said in a memo (pdf) that supervisors may not generally ask employees if they have received a COVID-19 shot.

COVID-19 is the disease caused by the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus.

The Biden administration’s task force previously reacted to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention updating its masking guidance by saying federal employees and contractors who are fully vaccinated can ditch masks and stop social distancing when working onsite. Fully vaccinated refers to a person who has at least two or more weeks prior received a Johnson & Johnson vaccine or the second dose of the Moderna or Pfizer jab.

People who are not fully vaccinated need to keep wearing a mask and social distancing, and 25 percent occupancy limits are still in place for all federal buildings. Some Republicans have called on the administration to move back to onsite work, noting that more Americans are being vaccinated each day while COVID-19 metrics like cases and hospitalizations have dropped sharply.

“It is time to begin transitioning to the workplace,” Rep. Jody Hice (R-Ga.) wrote in a recent letter to Kathleen McGettigan, acting director of the Office of Personnel Management. “If it is the administration’s intention to prolong remote working arrangements, then it is appropriate to hold a comprehensive policy discussion around related issues.”

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CHICAGO—Since Illinois lawmakers passed a major criminal justice reform bill in January, five Illinois sheriffs have retired early and six sheriffs are set to retire this summer, according to Illinois Sheriff Association (ISA) executive director Jim Kaitschuk.

“This is the most I’ve seen. They’re quitting as a direct result of the legislation,” Kaitschuk told The Epoch Times.

In a typical year, only one or two sheriffs would quit before serving their full terms, according to Kaitschuk. On top of the early retirements, over 20 Illinois sheriffs have decided not to seek reelection when their terms end.

“It’s sad because these are individuals that have given their life to a profession that they obviously love and are passionate about, and I hate to see them leave under the circumstances that they are,” Kaitschuk said.

The recently enacted SAFE-T Act made sweeping changes to the Illinois criminal justice system, including abolishing cash bail in two years, creating a statewide certification program for police officers, mandating body cameras for all Illinois officers by 2025, and allowing anonymous complaints against police officers.

Gov. J.B. Pritzker (D) hailed the SAFE-T Act as ensuring “true safety, true fairness, and true justice.” But five major Illinois law enforcement organizations, including ISA, derided it as “a monster bill” that punishes police officers for doing their jobs and allows criminals to roam free.

For example, the SAFE-T Act makes it a felony for officers if they forget to turn on body-worn cameras while on duty, prohibits officers from reviewing body-camera videos before writing police reports, and has ambiguous language that appears to prohibit officers from aiming a taser at an offender’s back—which is a common practice recommended by many taser manufacturers.

A follow-up bill has addressed some police concerns with the SAFE-T Act but Kaitschuk said the original intent and direction remain unchanged. He is also concerned about other police reform bills in the lawmakers’ pipeline, including one that seeks to abolish the qualified immunity of police officers.

“If that one became law, I would quit too,” Kaitschuk told The Epoch Times. He has been a police officer with Leland Grove Police Department since 2009.

The Illinois Fraternal Order of Police (ILFOP,) which represents about 34,000 active and retired rank-and-file police officers statewide, conducted a member survey right before Gov. Pritzker signed the SAFE-T Act in February.

Three in five officers said they were considering early retirement because of the bill. Nearly half said they are looking for positions in other states or jobs outside policing.

The survey was sent to all ILFOP members. About 1,500 responded.

“Not only are we losing some of our best officers but it’s also very difficult to recruit new officers,” ILFOP president Chris Southwood told The Epoch Times.

Chicago FOP, the largest lodge within ILFOP, saw 230 members retire between January and May this year. During the same period, it only welcomed 130 new members from the police academy, according to internal data provided to The Epoch Times by Chicago FOP.

Chicago FOP President John Catanzara told The Epoch Times, “That bill makes working conditions for police in the whole state untenable forever. If you got the time to leave, there is no reason to be in law enforcement.”

As for the dwindling new recruits, Catanzara said, “The first thing I tell them is, ‘I have no idea why you want to be sitting in those chairs right now but thank you for joining the circus. You are out of your mind wanting to be a cop in this environment but we will be here to protect you.’”

Chicago FOP represents about 8,000 active and retired police officer members. The Chicago Police Department (CPD) is the second-largest metro police department in the nation, with about 10,000 sworn officers.

According to records obtained by The Epoch Times through a Freedom of Information Act request, CPD lost about 330 officers in the first four months of 2021, mostly due to retirements. During the same period, CPD brought on about 100 new recruits.

Smaller police departments in southern Illinois also face hiring woes. At Bloomington Police Department, in the most recent hiring cycle, about 50 applicants passed the written test. In a typical year, there would be around 130, according to Bloomington Police Department public information officer John Fermon.

Out of those 50 applicants, Fermon predicts about 30 will show up for the follow-up physical tests and about 15 will pass the tests and proceed to background checks, after which about seven will pass the checks and head to the police academy. Half of the seven candidates will quit during academy, Fermon estimated.

“The old way to recruit was to eliminate as many people as you could and find the best candidates, now you just have to take what you have,” Fermon told The Epoch Times.

He said a major reason behind the low job applications is the negative public views of police officers, which he thinks gained foothold after the police shooting of Michael Brown in Ferguson in 2014 and intensified with every following police shooting publicized by the national media.

“We are talking about a profession in which if something happens with a police officer in California, then everyone across America judges you. When you have a teacher in California molest a child, do you think a teacher in Bloomington is that person as well? It’s not fair,” Fermon said.

Some Illinois police officers have begun looking for jobs in nearby states where the social and political environment is more tolerant. Several went as far as Gulf Shores, Alabama, according to Gulf Shores Police Department chief Edward Delmore.

Before Delmore moved to Alabama, he had worked in Illinois law enforcement for 30 years, with his last post as chief of police in the city of Fairview Heights.

“The two people I hired last month for the only two openings I had came from Illinois,” Delmore told The Epoch Times.

One is a 34-year-old police officer from a Chicago suburb, and the other a recent college graduate who would have served in Illinois if not for the recent criminal justice bill, Delmore said. Several other police officers also applied but he doesn’t have additional openings.

He said he knew some police chiefs in Indiana and Missouri who also received applications from Illinois officers.

Those who remain on the Illinois police force will simply pull back and quit proactive policing, Delmore said.

“Every community gets the kinds of law enforcement it insists on,” Delmore said. “Society must come to understand that the price they will pay for a more passive police officer is a more aggressive criminal.”
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Inflation took a fresh swipe at American consumers in May, with the consumer price index surging by 5 percent over the past year, the biggest annual spike in the measure since 2008.

On a monthly basis, May consumer prices rose by 0.6 percent from April, Labor Department figures showed, a slight drop from 0.8 percent the prior month, which was the biggest gain since June 2009.

The sharp jump in the year-over-year inflation number is partly due to the base effect, which is the idea that last spring pandemic lockdowns and the plunging economy pushed inflation to an abnormal low. The base effect is expected to level off in June.

While economists polled by Reuters predicted the annual consumer price index to rise by 4.7 percent and the monthly reading to come in at 0.4 percent in May, markets generally shrugged off inflation running hotter than expected. U.S. stocks opened higher, and while the interest rate on the benchmark 10-year Treasury note and the gold spot price initially ticked up, both quickly fell back down and remained largely flat at the time of reporting.

The muted market reaction is likely informed by repeated statements by Fed officials that they believe the price rise to be transitory and are willing to tolerate higher rates of inflation for some time to offset years in which it was lodged below its average target of 2 percent.

The Fed’s preferred inflation gauge, the so-called core personal consumption expenditures (PCE) gauge, which excludes the volatile food and energy components, rose 3.1 percent in April, the biggest jump since 1992. May’s PCE inflation number is scheduled for release on June 25.

“We have not yet seen the peak in inflation, but that should occur in the current quarter, though existing pressures should keep the year-over-year pace elevated for the remainder of 2021,” said Sam Bullard, a senior economist at Wells Fargo.

“We expect inflation to slow more discernibly over the latter half of 2022, but with inflation expectations continuing to firm, core PCE inflation is expected to remain above 2.0 percent through our forecast horizon,” Bullard added.

While the inflationary pressures are putting a squeeze on consumers, some economists fear that, if inflation turns out to be more persistent, this may force the Fed to raise rates aggressively and dampen the economic recovery.

Others worry that if prices accelerate too fast and stay high for too long, expectations of further price increases will take hold, driving up demand for wages and potentially triggering the kind of wage-price spiral that bedeviled the economy in the 1970s.

“The market is starting to worry that the Fed may be going soft on inflation, and that could let the inflation genie out of the bottle,” said Sung Won Sohn, a professor of economics and finance at Loyola Marymount University in Los Angeles.

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The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention’s vaccine advisory committee plans to hold an emergency meeting this month to discuss the higher than expected reports of heart inflammation in young males following a second dose of the Pfizer and Moderna COVID-19 vaccines.

The June 18 meeting will address the conditions that are very infrequent and have not been directly linked to the vaccines, the agency announced on June 10.

The first portion of the meeting will feature an update on COVID-19 vaccine safety, including myocarditis cases seen after the administration of vaccines built on messenger RNA technology, according to the meeting agenda.

Myocarditis is a rare disorder that leads to heart inflammation. Causes include the flu and COVID-19.

Rates of myocarditis and a similar condition, pericarditis, for those between the ages of 16 and 24 after vaccination with two of the three COVID-19 vaccines authorized in the United States are higher than the expected rate, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) disclosed in a meeting earlier Thursday.

The CDC has so far identified 226 reports in people ages 30 and younger that might meet the agency’s “working case definition” of heart inflammation following the shots, Dr. Tom Shimabukuro, a deputy director at the agency, told the Food and Drug Administration’s vaccine advisory group during a virtual meeting. That was out of about 12.2 million who had received a vaccine as of May 31.

While the vast majority of the patients have recovered, 41 had ongoing symptoms, 15 are still hospitalized, and three are in intensive care units.

Shimabukuro told members that the CDC will continue to evaluate myocarditis following vaccination and assess the benefits and risks of the Pfizer and Moderna vaccines, which both use mRNA technology, ahead of the emergency meeting next week.

A CDC spokesperson told The Epoch Times via email that there will be more discussion about post-vaccination myocarditis at the meeting, the spokesperson added.

“Given the number of COVID-19 vaccine doses administered, these reports are rare. More than 18 million people between ages 12-24 have received at least one dose of COVID-19 vaccine in the United States. CDC continues to recommend COVID-19 vaccination for everyone 12 years and older,” the spokesperson said.

The agency has thus far declined to recommend a pause of vaccinating youth, despite advising such a pause after a smaller number of post-vaccination blood clotting cases appeared in April.

The CDC’s advisory group, formally known as the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices, or ACIP, makes recommendations to the agency regarding vaccines. The recommendations are nonbinding but the CDC often takes the recommended action.

After the group recommended lifting the pause of the Johnson & Johnson vaccine following the blood clots appearing in seven women after vaccination, the CDC lifted the pause.

Not all of the reports, which were submitted to the Vaccine Adverse Event Reporting System, will turn out to be accurate, Shimabukuro told Thursday’s meeting. But he added that the higher-than-expected rate the statistics indicate are consistent with surveillance data from Israel and the Pentagon.

Dr. Monica Gandhi, professor of medicine and associate chief at the University of California, San Francisco, told The Epoch Times in an email that the CDC could end up recommending only vaccinating children who have not recovered from COVID-19 because there is a link between COVID infection and myocarditis.

Other possibilities include giving a single dose of the Moderna or Pfizer shots to those under the age of 20, lowering the dosage amount, and extending the duration between doses one and two in young people, she added.

Members of the Food and Drug Administration’s Vaccines and Related Biological Products Advisory Committee, which heard from Shimabukuro, expressed concern about the myocarditis data.

“Because we’ve all discussed at fair length the concern about myocarditis and other side effects, which seem to generally be worse after the second dose, I think we need some studies on single dose and whether that might be adequate going forward,” Dr. Mark Sawyer, professor of pediatrics at the University of California, San Diego, told colleagues during the meeting.

“I think the myocarditis is something that needs to be looked at closely because we’re likely seeing the tip of the iceberg,” added Dr. Michael Kurilla, director of the Division of Clinical Innovation at the National Center for Advancing Translational Sciences, which is part of the National Institutes of Health.

Pfizer said it supports the CDC’s assessment of the heart inflammation cases, noting that “the number of reports is small given the number of doses administered.”

“It is important to understand that a careful assessment of the reports is ongoing and it has not been concluded that the mRNA COVID-19 vaccines cause myocarditis or pericarditis,” the company told The Epoch Times in an email.

Moderna did not respond to a request for comment.

Texas to Build Its Own Border Wall and Arrest Illegal Immigrants: Governor

Texas Governor Greg Abbott announced a major border security plan on Thursday that involves building its own barriers along the Mexico border and arresting illegal immigrants who enter the state.

The new comprehensive plan to stamp out illegal border crossings in Texas was announced at a Border Security Summit in Del Rio, attended by Texas law enforcement, county judges, mayors, district attorneys, and landowners.

The Republican governor said he will sign state budgets that will appropriate more than $1 billion to increase border security, and that Texas will expand its border barrier, with more details to come next week.

He also said that Texas will be arresting illegal immigrants who enter the state. “We’re going to start making arrests—sending a message to anyone thinking about coming here—you’re not getting a free pass. You’re getting a straight pass to a jail cell,” he wrote on Twitter.

The new order builds upon Abbott’s disaster declaration that had directed the Texas Department of Public Safety to enforce all federal and state criminal laws for criminal trespassing, illegal entry, smuggling, and human trafficking. The disaster declaration also called for more jail space for the arrested illegal immigrants.

Also as part of the enhanced border security plan, a new “Governor’s Task Force on Border and Homeland Security,” will meet every two weeks to discuss updates on the southern border and make recommendations on ways to stop the crisis, Abbott said. The task force will comprise representatives from multiple state agencies.

Furthermore, both Texas and Arizona will invoke an interstate compact, the Emergency Management Assistance Compact, under which both Abbott and Arizona Gov. Doug Ducey are seeking the support of other states to send law enforcement officials to help with arrests and jailing. The two governors say they are also asking for resources such as drones and helicopters to help landowners, who have suffered damage to their property due to the surge in illegal immigration.

In a statement, Abbott said that the Biden administration’s policies have led to the humanitarian crisis at the southern border with “record levels” of illegal immigrants, drugs, and contraband pouring into Texas.

“While securing the border is the federal government’s responsibility, Texas will not sit idly by as this crisis grows,” Abbott said. “The state is working collaboratively with communities impacted by the crisis to arrest and detain individuals coming into Texas illegally.

“Our efforts will only be effective if we work together to secure the border, make criminal arrests, protect landowners, rid our communities of dangerous drugs, and provide Texans with the support they need and deserve. This is an unprecedented crisis, and Texas is responding with the most robust and comprehensive border plan the nation has ever seen.”

Top US General Warns: China Increasing Military at ‘Serious and Sustained Rate’

The top U.S. general warned Thursday that the Chinese regime is increasing its military capacity at a “very serious and sustained rate” and said it could pose a threat to worldwide stability and peace.

Army General Mark Milley, chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, said that it’s necessary the United States “retain our competitive and technological edge” over the Chinese Communist Party (CCP), which comes after President Joe Biden and Pentagon chief Lloyd Austin raised similar concerns in recent days about the rhetoric coming from the CCP—as the United States and China have remained intransigent over Taiwan, the CCP’s human rights violations, and disputes over territory.

Austin told senators on Thursday that Biden’s defense request of $715 billion is needed to meet the challenge posed by the “increasingly assertive” regime.

“The request is driven by our recognition that our competitors—especially China—continue to advance their capabilities,” Austin said during a hearing with the Senate Armed Services Committee. “We must out-pace those advances to remain a credible deterrent to conflict around the world.”

Milley also noted that the combined total defense spending by China and Russia is greater than that of the United States, although he did not say how he reached that conclusion during the hearing. But aside from that, China poses the “number one” military threat to the United States, he added.

Earlier this month, a bipartisan group of senators visited Taiwan and said the United States would provide 750,000 COVID-19 vaccine doses to the island nation. It prompted a series of bellicose statements from Chinese officials, including Wu Qian, a spokesperson for China’s Ministry of National Defense, who alleged the United States is “seriously undermining” stability in the region.

Wu then threatened that anyone—without providing names—who dared to “split Taiwan from China” would see a “resolute attack head-on” from the Chinese army. The CCP has long claimed that Taiwan belongs to it, while Taiwan has asserted that it is a sovereign, democratic nation. Because the regime believes Taiwan is part of its territory, it opposes any government or world body from establishing ties with the island nation.

Milley’s comment comes months after another top U.S. commander, Adm. Philip Davidson, head of the U.S. Indo-Pacific Command, warned the same Senate panel that China’s military is threatening U.S. dominance in the Pacific.

“The military balance in the Indo-Pacific is becoming more unfavorable for the United States and our allies,” Davidson said, adding: “Our deterrence posture in the Indo-Pacific must demonstrate the capability, the capacity, and the will to convince Beijing unequivocally the costs of achieving their objectives by the use of military force are simply too high.”

The CCP is also able to project more and more naval power in the Indian Ocean, as well as the Horn of Africa, said Gen. Stephen Townsend, head of the U.S. Africa Command, in mid-April.

“Their first overseas military base, their only one, is in Africa, and they have just expanded that by adding a significant pier that can even support their aircraft carriers in the future. Around the continent, they are looking for other basing opportunities,” Townsend told the House Armed Services Committee at the time.

The Senate on Tuesday passed a nearly $250 billion bill to invest in manufacturing and technology to out-compete with Beijing, which includes some $190 billion in spending. Much of that money will go to research and development at universities and other institutions.

Florida Board of Education Votes to Ban Critical Race Theory in Public Schools

Florida’s state school board on Thursday voted to ban the teaching of critical race theory in public schools amid a push from Republican Gov. Ron DeSantis to eliminate the ideology from its classrooms.

During a meeting before the State Board of Education’s vote, some opponents of critical race theory said it is Marxist and should be blocked.

“We all know it’s a Marxist tactic to divide our country by class and by race,” said Bennett Brown, a Duval County resident and board member of the Florida Family Policy Council.

Brown said that teachers should instead teach “the truth and that the United States of America is a great and wonderful land with freedom for all.”

“Telling my child that they are in a permanent oppressed status is racist,” critical race theory critic Quisha King of Moms for Liberty in Jacksonville said during the meeting.

Opponents of the Board’s decision said during the meeting that DeSantis and Republicans are attempting to prevent schools from using critical race theory as part of a political strategy to gain votes.

“It’s an effort to whitewash, cover up and candy-coat history,” said Ben Frazier, president of the Northside Coalition of Jacksonville. “Allow teachers to speak the truth.”

The Florida Teacher’s Union president, Andrew Spar, also said he didn’t favor the move. Spar alleged that the change was not necessary because Florida teachers don’t use critical race theory in their curriculum.

But DeSantis countered Spar in the meeting with three examples of what he described as “attempts to teach [critical race theory] in Florida,” including one in Jacksonville, where the meeting was held.

After the Board’s decision, DeSantis hailed the move.

“Florida’s education system exists to create opportunity for our children. Critical Race Theory teaches kids to hate our country and to hate each other. It is state-sanctioned racism and has no place in Florida schools,” he wrote on Twitter.

DeSantis also spoke to the meeting, saying that he doesn’t want children to not learn about the civil rights movement or slavery, but noted that some critical race theory proponents “look back and denigrate the Founding Fathers, denigrate the American Revolution.” He appeared to be citing claims made by the New York Times’ controversial “1619 Project,” which has been panned by historians as having false information.

Jacob Oliva, the head for K-12 education at the Florida Department of Education, said that the move to bar critical race theory is to ensure that teachers follow state academic standards.

“It’s important for us, or even imperative, to teach students how to think, not specifically what to think,” said Oliva.

Opponents of critical race theory say the idea that systemic racism permeates American life and American institutions is false and is tantamount to Marxist indoctrination. It’s also often associated with “cancel culture,” a form of ostracism in which someone is thrust out of social or professional circles—online or in real-life—due to past comments that are deemed anathema to the mainstream.

Treatment options have been limited in the ongoing coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19) pandemic. Earlier optimism regarding immunomodulatory drugs such as azithromycin (AZM) and hydroxychloroquine (HCQ) seemed to be undermined by results of large interventional trials.

However, a fascinating new study posted to the medRxiv* preprint server (not peer-reviewed*), suggests that such disappointment may have been both premature and unwarranted, based on a re-analysis of over 250 patients on invasive mechanical ventilation (IMV) during the first two months of the pandemic.

Using computational modeling, the use of weight-adjusted HCQ and AZM appears to be associated with a more than 100% reduction in mortality, without a clear correlation with ECG abnormalities.

Study details
In this study, based on a subset of critically ill COVID-19 patients, consisting of patients who required intubation and IMV, data from the medical records were analyzed using several novel methods. This included not only the vital signs and laboratory values but the therapeutic methods.

The study was carried out on patients at Saint Barnabas Medical Center, New Jersey, with just over 1% having been clinically diagnosed to have COVID-19. Of the 255 patients, almost 80% died during the study period. Seven patients were transferred to another hospital on the ventilator, mostly after day 40 of hospitalization.

The chief therapeutic classes included steroids, tocilizumab, convalescent plasma, hydroxychloroquine, and azithromycin.

With every log increase in the cumulative dose of HCQ, the mortality rate fell by 1.12 times, such that at 3 g HCQ, survival odds rose by 2.5 times.

When given together with AZM, the benefit was still more significant. Chances of survival increased further. Among those who received both > 3g HCQ and >1g AZM, almost half survived, compared to one in seven (16%) among patients who received one of these drugs at the same dosages.

This means a 32% absolute difference in survival, or a relative improvement in survival odds of 200%, with the combination of HCQ/AZM at this dosage. This far exceeds the survival benefit cited in any study of any intervention so far.

When HCQ/AZM was given at lower dosages, the risk of death was over three times higher relative to the above combination and dosage regimen.

‘Hundreds’ of Whistleblowers Say Military Forcing ‘Anti-American Indoctrination’ on Them: Sen. Cotton

Sen. Tom Cotton (R-Ark.) told Defense Secretary Lloyd Austin on June 10 that “hundreds” of military whistleblowers have reported being forced to receive “anti-American indoctrination” training, including critical race theory (CRT).

In a Senate hearing with Austin, Cotton claimed that within the military, there’s “plummeting morale, growing mistrust between races and sexes where none existed just six months ago and unexpected retirements and separations based on these trainings alone.”

One whistleblower, Cotton alleged, said that military history training was replaced with training about police brutality, “systemic racism,” and “white privilege.” Another said that his unit had to read “White Fragility” by feminist author and critical theory proponent Robin DiAngelo, according to the senator.

In May, the Space Force confirmed it relieved Lt. Col. Matthew Lohmeier, a former instructor and fighter pilot, as commander of the 11th Space Warning Squadron. While it didn’t specifically name the reason why Lohmeier was terminated, the Space Force cited comments made by Lohmeier during a podcast in which he denounced CRT and warned about the spread of Marxism within the Space Force’s ranks.

CRT, which draws heavily upon Marxist critical theory and postmodernist writers, denounces U.S. and Western culture as oppressive, and often claims American culture and institutions are promoting “systemic racism” or “white supremacy.” Some critics have said the ideology’s proponents apply the Marxist tactic of “class struggle” to drive people along the lines of gender, race, and ethnicity, rather than between the “proletariat” and “bourgeoisie.”

In the hearing, Austin told Cotton that some training is designed to make sure that the armed forces are “welcoming to everyone who can qualify and who is fit to serve.”

“We ought to look like the America we support and defend, and senior leadership should look like what’s in the ranks,” Austin said.

But Cotton suggested that claims the military is attempting to foster diversity with such training are incorrect.

“[It’s] about a very specific kind of anti-American indoctrination that is seeping into some parts of our military, based on the whistleblower complaints we have received,” he said.

“The military for decades has been one of the institutions in society where you are most likely to get ahead based on your own performance, your own merit, irrespective of the color of your skin, where you came from, who your parents were.”

Austin agreed with Cotton’s sentiment.

“I absolutely agree with that. I am an example of that,” he said.

Austin went on to state that the military needs to be “a bit better,” be “absolutely inclusive,” and promote “equity.” The terms “inclusive” and “equity” have been used in social justice circles for years.

Austin then argued that by doing so, it’ll be the “most effective and lethal fighting force in the world.”

Back to the '70s: Latest figures show Bidenomics failing

Biden is playing with fire, both economically and politically

The latest data confirms that implementing the policies that wrecked the economy back in the 1970s will have the same result today, warns economic journalist Charlie Gasparino.

"Bidenomics isn’t working. It's built on a lot of wishful thinking, and a lot of cash," he wrote. "Post-COVID, the economy will grow on its own, so you have to ask whether all this spending is worth the inflationary risk."

The 5% spike in the consumer price index announced Thursday is the highest level in 13 years, noted Gasparino, a correspodent for the Fox Business Network.

"And it's not like we weren’t warned this was coming," he said.

"If you grew up in the 1970s (as I did), you might recall long gas lines, consumer goods too expensive to afford, and something called Hamburger Helper — which people used to stretch ground beef because meat was so expensive," he wrote.

Gasparino pointed out that inflation amounts to "a regressive tax that hits hardest at working-class and poor Americans."

The two main factors causing inflation are at work today, "on steroids," he said, the Federal Reserve keeping interest rates too low for too long and massive government expenditures.

Gasparino argues the Biden administration and the Fed "are throwing money at a problem that doesn’t exist," extending unemployment benefits even though the COVID shutdowns are nearly over.

Is Biden wrecking the economy?
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The benefits are keeping people out of the workforce even as companies are desperate to hire.

Gasparino said there's a reason why Jimmy Carter was a one-term president. The Fed chairman at the time, Paul Volcker, induced a recession to cure massive inflation, which all but guaranteed Ronald Reagan's victory and free-market revolution.

Yet, policy makers are "looking to repeat the sins of the past."

At a press conference on May 12 when April's figures were released, a reporter asked Biden, "Should Americans be worried about inflation, sir?"

Biden didn't answer as he walked away from the microphone. But the Bureau of Labor Statistics data announced that day indicated Americans, indeed, should be concerned. Consumer prices in April spiked 4.2%, on a year-over-year basis, the biggest increase since November 2008.

On the same day, Fox Business host Maria Bartiromo opined in an interview with economist Stephen Moore that "bad policy equals bad outcomes."

"I'm only surprised that Wall Street is surprised by this," Moore said of the data. "And I'm surprised that the Fed has been surprised by this."

Moore said it boils down to basic economics.

"Inflation is too many dollars chasing too few goods, right, and that’s precisely what we have right now," he said.

On the CNBC program "Squawk Box," Hungarian-American billionaire Thomas Peterffy said he had serious concerns about what economic indicators portend for the coming year.

"I hear numbers like this I look back to my childhood growing up in Hungary where I was playing with billion-dollar bank notes. ... The value of money meant nothing," said Peterffy, the founder, chairman, and the largest shareholder of Interactive Brokers.

"So, I'm very worried that this is an unstoppable situation, because the longer the Fed waits, the more they will have to raise the rates," he said.

At 3.75%, the annual debt service is going to be $1 trillion, Peterffy noted, "so we basically are painting ourselves into a  box, and I don't see how we are going to get out of it."

President Biden is proposing an additional $6 trillion in spending with the $1.9 trillion American Rescue Plan, the $2.3 trillion American Jobs Plan and the $1.8 trillion American Families Plan.

Sen. Rob Portman, R-Ohio, said the labor statistics are "exactly what you would have expected" as a result of Biden's policies.

"The answer is, of course, not to raise taxes now, not to keep priming the pump, not to keep putting more money into circulation, but to allow this economy to grow in a steady way so we don't have this spike in inflation, so we don't have these higher interest rates, so we can get back to the kind of pre-COVID economy we had," he said in an interview with Fox News' Charles Payne.

The pre-COVID economy under President Trump, the senator said, was a "very inclusive economy where we had higher wages, particularly among lower and middle income workers."

"We had the lowest poverty rate in the history of our country going back to the 1950s," he noted.

"Things were going pretty well, people coming off the sidelines. Let's get back to that."

‘No Question’ Cartel Activity Is Spilling Across US-Mexico Border: FBI Director

FBI Director Christopher Wray told lawmakers at a hearing Friday that the agency has noted “quite a number” of instances of individuals deeply indebted to Mexican criminal organizations entering the United States, adding that there’s “no question” cartel activity is spilling over the border.

Wray made the remarks at a hearing before the House Judiciary Committee, in response to a question by Rep. Tom McClintock (R-Calif.), who asked about the link between cartel activity and the flow of illegal immigrants across the southern border.

“Is it true that many of the foreign nationals who are being trafficked across our border often arrive here deeply indebted to the Mexican crime cartels?” McClintock asked.

“Certainly, we have seen quite a number of such instances, absolutely,” Wray replied.

McClintock asked if those debts were collected on this side of the border through “indentured servitude.”

“In some cases, definitely,” Wray responded. “We have a number of human trafficking task forces, as well as working on certain taskforces with [the Department of Homeland Security] to try to address that issue.”

In May, DHS officials warned that Mexico’s fastest-rising drug cartel, the Jalisco New Generation Cartel, or CJNG, was trying to gain a foothold in the Seattle area and the Pacific Northwest.

Wray added that, “there’s no question that the cartel activity on the other side of the border is spilling over in all sorts of ways and you just put your finger directly on one that is extremely concerning to us all,” referring to people indebted to cartels being forced into what amounts to modern-day slavery.

McClintock concluded that “basically, 170-plus years after the Thirteenth Amendment have slavery burgeoning in this country as a result of these policies,” presumably referring to the Biden administration’s policies on immigration.

It’s a “modern form of slavery,” Wray said, adding, “it’s almost Medieval.”

Republicans have blamed the border surge on the Biden administration’s rolling back of some Trump-era policies and on messaging that they say is being interpreted by would-be migrants and human traffickers as encouraging illegal crossings.

McClintock asked whether the cartels have gang affiliates who extract debts on this side of the border.

“It varies from case to case,” Wray said. “Different cartels have affiliations with different sorts of gangs here in the United States,” adding that the problem is not confined to labor-related indentured servitude but also takes the form of sex trafficking.

A Texas Democrat who has been critical of the White House’s handling of the border crisis on Thursday said in an interview on MSNBC that, “the incentives are there for smugglers to keep trying to get people over here.”

“We’ve got to enforce the law,” Rep. Henry Cuellar (D-Texas) said. “Deport people that don’t have a right to be here.”

Cuellar made the remarks in response to a request to comment on a recent U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CPB) report that the agency had apprehended 180,034 individuals illegally entering the United States in May, the highest monthly tally in 21 years.

The lawmaker also reiterated a point he made in earlier interviews that both “push” and “pull” factors need to be addressed to resolve the problem.

The pull factors refer to border and immigration policies, which if they are lax, tend to encourage illegal immigration. The push factors refer to conditions such as crime, corruption, and lack of economic opportunity, that drive people in Central America from their homes.

Cuellar has said in previous interviews that Democrats tend to focus on the push factors, often talking about addressing the “root causes” of migration, while Republicans typically concentrate on the pull factors, such as tightening border security and tougher messaging on illegal immigration.

Blinken Says Beijing Must Cooperate in Future Investigations Into CCP Virus Origins

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Secretary of State Antony Blinken said on June 13 that Beijing must work with further investigations into the origins of the CCP virus. He added that China’s failure to cooperate was one reason that the World Health Organization’s initial report didn’t go well.

“China has to cooperate with that,” Blinken told CBS’s “Face the Nation” of the World Health Organization’s (WHO) second phase of investigations. “Transparency, access for international experts, information sharing—that has to happen. And again, I think you’re seeing countries coming together to insist on that.”

Blinken said the initial report—a phase one study published by the WHO in March—“had real problems with it, not the least of which was China’s failure to cooperate.”

Related Coverage

Trump Halts WHO Funding Over Its Handling of the CCP Virus
The report was based on findings by a WHO-led investigation team that conducted groundwork in the Chinese city of Wuhan earlier this year. Wuhan is where the first cluster of COVID-19 cases emerged, after which Chinese authorities linked these cases to a local wet market.

However, Beijing refused to provide raw data on the early COVID-19 cases to the investigation team. Meanwhile, critics have noted that the WHO investigation lacks independence, as some team members have ties to the Chinese Communist Party (CCP).

The initial report adhered to Beijing’s preferred stances on the virus’s origin and concluded that the possibility of the virus originating from a lab leak was “extremely unlikely.” Beijing had pushed a natural zoonotic hypothesis—that the virus had transmitted to humans from an animal host.

China has a major biological research facility in Wuhan, called the Wuhan Institute of Virology, which has been doing research on bat coronaviruses for more than a decade. The facility is about a 30-minute drive from the wet market.

A January fact sheet released by the State Department and an undisclosed U.S. intelligence report first reported by The Wall Street Journal both state that there were sick individuals with symptoms consistent with COVID-19 in autumn 2019. COVID-19 is the disease caused by the CCP virus.

On June 13, Group of Seven (G-7) leaders issued a joint statement calling for “a timely, transparent, expert-led, and science-based WHO-convened Phase 2 COVID-19 Origins study including, as recommended by the experts’ report, in China.”

Blinken said: “Coming out of this, we need a couple of things. We need to understand what happened. We need to get to the bottom of it. And we’re working on that through the WHO. We’re also working on that ourselves.”

Late last month, President Joe Biden ordered the intelligence community to “redouble their efforts” to probe the origins of the virus and produce a report to him within 90 days.

In a separate interview on June 13, Blinken told Fox News that G-7 leaders had agreed that Beijing’s cooperation is needed moving forward.

“The leaders of the G-7 have come together insisting that China cooperate with the so-called phase two study by the WHO to really get to the bottom of what happened,” Blinken said.

“We need to get to the bottom of what happened. We need accountability, but we also need to understand what happened, why it happened, how it happened if we’re going to be able to put in place the necessary measures to prevent it from happening again, or at least to be in a better place to mitigate the next pandemic if we can’t fully prevent one.”

WHO head Dr. Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus at the G-7 on June 12 also called on China to cooperate with the second phase of the WHO’s investigation.

“This is very tragic, and I think the respect these people [COVID-19 victims] deserve is knowing what the origin of this virus is so that we can prevent it from happening again,” he told a media briefing.

“We will need co-operation from the Chinese side,” he said. “We need transparency in order to find the origin of this virus.”

Supreme Court Rejects Election Lawsuit That Targeted California’s Voting Process

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The Supreme Court rejected a case that challenged California’s electoral process by claiming that the state’s “so-called winner-take-all system” dilutes their votes.

The lawsuit was filed by comedian Paul Rodriguez, Rocky Chavez, the League of United Latin American Citizens, and the California League of United Latin American Citizens, and it had asked the Supreme Court to look into whether the aforementioned “winner-take-all” approach to selecting presidential electors was constitutional.

Attorneys for Chavez and Rodriguez—who are both reportedly Republicans—argued (pdf) that California’s system “results in the appointment of members of only one political party to the nation’s largest electoral college delegation.” Chavez previously served in the California State Assembly and ran during the 2018 midterm election in California’s 49th Congressional District.

According to their lawsuit, such a process “is not within the Constitution” and “is instead a partisan invention by the states that has become the default for the nation.” The suit also asserts that the process “severs the connection between voters and presidential candidates.”

But on June 14, the Supreme Court declined (pdf) to hear the lawsuit in an unsigned order. The court didn’t provide an explanation in denying certiorari.

Lawyers for Democratic Gov. Gavin Newsom, the defendant in the suit, pushed back against it by claiming “there is no cause for concern,” and California “does not treat any voter or group of voters differently from any other or prevent anyone from casting a vote.”

“While a winner-take-all system of awarding presidential electors certainly ‘raises the stakes of victory,’ it does not interfere with petitioners’ ability to associate freely with the political party of their choice or otherwise deprive them of an ‘equal opportunity to win votes,'” Newsom’s attorneys wrote.

The decision to not hear the case suggests that the Supreme Court justices have little appetite for election-related cases.

Starting in December 2020, the Supreme Court declined to hear post-Nov. 3, 2020, lawsuits filed on behalf of former President Donald Trump. Texas Attorney General Ken Paxton filed a suit that challenged the 2020 results in four battleground states, but that lawsuit was rejected by the high court, which argued that Texas lacked legal standing to sue four states that were hotly contested after the general election.

In April, the court similarly rejected a Republican-backed lawsuit regarding a Pennsylvania voting dispute over the state’s extended mail-in balloting law, issuing a two-line order describing the case “as moot.” Before that, several third-party lawsuits filed on behalf of lawyer Sidney Powell challenging the results in Wisconsin and Pennsylvania were formally rejected.

The plaintiffs’ lawyers didn’t respond to a request for comment by press time.

North Korean defector says 'even North Korea was not this nuts' after attending Ivy League school

As American educational institutions continue to be called into question, a North Korean defector fears the United States' future "is as bleak as North Korea" after she attended one of the country's most prestigious universities.

Yeonmi Park has experienced plenty of struggle and hardship, but she does not call herself a victim.

One of several hundred North Korean defectors settled in the United States, Park, 27, transferred to Columbia University from a South Korean university in 2016 and was deeply disturbed by what she found.

"I expected that I was paying this fortune, all this time and energy, to learn how to think. But they are forcing you to think the way they want you to think," Park said in an interview with Fox News. "I realized, wow, this is insane. I thought America was different but I saw so many similarities to what I saw in North Korea that I started worrying."

Those similarities include anti-Western sentiment, collective guilt and suffocating political correctness.

Yeonmi saw red flags immediately upon arriving at the school.

During orientation, she was scolded by a university staff member for admitting she enjoyed classic literature such as Jane Austen.

"I said ‘I love those books.’ I thought it was a good thing," recalled Park.

"Then she said, 'Did you know those writers had a colonial mindset? They were racists and bigots and are subconsciously brainwashing you.’"

It only got worse from there as Yeonmi realized that every one of her classes at the Ivy League school was infected with what she saw as anti-American propaganda, reminiscent to the sort she had grown up with.

"’American Bastard' was one word for North Koreans" Park was taught growing up.

"The math problems would say 'there are four American bastards, you kill two of them, how many American bastards are left to kill?'"

She was also shocked and confused by issues surrounding gender and language, with every class asking students to announce their preferred pronouns.

"English is my third language. I learned it as an adult. I sometimes still say 'he' or 'she' by mistake and now they are going to ask me to call them 'they'? How the heck do I incorporate that into my sentences?"

"It was chaos," said Yeonmi. "It felt like the regression in civilization."

"Even North Korea is not this nuts," she admitted. "North Korea was pretty crazy, but not this crazy."

After getting into a number of arguments with professors and students, eventually Yeonmi "learned how to just shut up" in order to maintain a good GPA and graduate.

In North Korea, Yeonmi Park did not know of concepts like love or liberty.

"Because I have seen oppression, I know what it looks like," said Yeonmi, who by the age of 13 had witnessed people drop dead of starvation right before her eyes.

"These kids keep saying how they’re oppressed, how much injustice they've experienced. They don't know how hard it is to be free," she admonished.

"I literally crossed through the middle of the Gobi Desert to be free. But what I did was nothing, so many people fought harder than me and didn't make it."

Park and her mother first fled the oppressive North Korean regime in 2007, when Yeonmi was 13 years old.

After crossing into China over the frozen Yalu River, they fell into the hands of human traffickers who sold them into slavery: Yeonmi for less than $300 and her mother for roughly $100.

With the help of Christian missionaries, the pair managed to flee to Mongolia, walking across the Gobi Desert to eventually find refuge in South Korea.

In 2015 she published her memoir "In Order to Live," where she described what it took to survive in one of the world’s most brutal dictatorships and the harrowing journey to freedom.

"The people here are just dying to give their rights and power to the government. That is what scares me the most," the human right activist said.

She accused American higher education institutions of stripping people's ability to think critically.

"In North Korea I literally believed that my Dear Leader [Kim Jong-un] was starving," she recalled. "He's the fattest guy - how can anyone believe that? And then somebody showed me a photo and said 'Look at him, he's the fattest guy. Other people are all thin.' And I was like, 'Oh my God, why did I not notice that he was fat?' Because I never learned how to think critically."

"That is what is happening in America," she continued. "People see things but they've just completely lost the ability to think critically."

Witnessing the depth of American’s ignorance up close has made Yeonmi question everything about humanity.

"North Koreans, we don't have Internet, we don't have access to any of these great thinkers, we don't know anything. But here, while having everything, people choose to be brainwashed. And they deny it."

Having come to America with high hopes and expectations, Yeonmi expressed her disappointment.

"You guys have lost common sense to degree that I as a North Korean cannot even comprehend," she said.

"Where are we going from here?" she wondered. "There’s no rule of law, no morality, nothing is good or bad anymore, it's complete chaos."

"I guess that's what they want, to destroy every single thing and rebuild into a Communist paradise."

Facebook exec admits his 'fact-checkers' could be biased

'They have their own agenda'
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An executive for Facebook, Vice President Nick Clegg, has confessed that the company's "fact-checkers" could be biased "and pursuing their own political agendas."

The comments from Clegg were reported by the Daily Mail, which said the United Kingdom's former deputy prime minister made the admission to European Union officials during a discussion about misinformation online.

Conservatives and Republicans have charged for months – even years – that the assembly of "fact-checkers" put together by Facebook is, in fact, extremely leftist in its political bent, and the results of those "fact-checking" escapades prove it.

The company started the "fact-checking" in 2016 because leftists claimed there were "misleading" claims that pushed the 2016 presidential election toward Donald Trump. The company has since been accused of suppressing legitimate news in order to convey a leftist agenda.

For example, for months it claimed that discussion of COVID-19's possible origins in a Chinese lab were conspiracy theories and they were removed from the site.

Now, in fact, the evidence shows that's a strong possibility, although it hasn't yet been confirmed.

The Mail reported that the "bias" opinion was found in a European Commission document that it obtained.

It was in November during "talks about how the tech giant was tackling misinformation," the report said.

Facebook has explained it uses a network of 80 groups around the world to flag "misinformation."

"Stories deemed false or misleading are not removed from the site but flagged to users via a series of warning labels. Facebook's sophisticated algorithms can relegate such stories so far down the site that few people would ever see them again," the Mail reported.

It said now it is minutes of a meeting involving Clegg that revealed his opinion of those impartial panels.

"The document shows that Mr Clegg and Vera Jourova, vice-president of the European Commission, discussed how Facebook countered disinformation during the 2020 U.S. presidential election two weeks earlier," the report said.

The documents show, "[Clegg] also stressed that independent fact-checkers are not necessarily objective because they have their own agenda."

That statement, former Cabinet Minister David Jones told the Mail, "completely destroys the credibility of Facebook's own procedures."

Facebook responded with a statement that claimed innocence: "Nick never suggested there is bias in our fact-checking program. He did describe that one benefit of having a range of independent fact-checking partners is the variety of specialisms in different countries and issue areas that they bring."

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Recently, a student of Justice High School in Fairfax, Virginia, led the graduation ceremony in the Pledge of Allegiance. In this public school setting, when she got to the part about "one nation under God," she said, instead, "one nation under Allah." This was apparently without any permission from school officials.

The idea of "one nation under Allah" is a natural outgrowth of the idea of "multiculturalism," but is inconsistent with our history. It is true that in some Muslim-dominant nations, Christians there use the name "Allah" for God. But it's also true that the Allah of the Quran is different than the God of the Bible. Presumably, the student used the opportunity to tweak the noses of those who believe in the Judeo-Christian tradition of America as "one nation under God."

"One nation under God" allows the Muslim, the Buddhist, the atheist to practice what they wish.

"One nation under Allah" restricts freedom of those who disagree – even fellow Muslims of a slightly different stripe.

The idea of multiculturalism may sound good to the naïve. While we can learn something from virtually every culture, to say that all cultures are the same is ignorant. They are not.

In places where the worship of Allah is compulsory, there is little room to disagree. Even many Muslims find restrictions under strict Islam troubling. There are many Iranians and Pakistanis and Afghans lining up to try and live in America. But we don't have a lot of Americans lining up to go live in Iran or Pakistan or Afghanistan.

Here's what Rabbi Daniel Lapin once told me in a television interview for D. James Kennedy Ministries' video, "What If Jesus Had Never Been Born?" "The easiest way to answer the question of whether life on planet earth is better because Jesus walked Jerusalem or not is very simple, and that is: Just watch the way people vote with their feet. Watch where the net flow of immigration is in the world today. Is it from Christian countries to non-Christian countries or the other way around? It is so obvious."

America shines like a beacon because America is "one nation under God."

Although the secularist denies it and gnashes his teeth at the idea that the Christian God had anything to do with the founding of America, the evidence abounds in the actual documents of America's settling and founding eras, e.g., as found in "The Annals of America" (Encyclopedia Britannica, 1976) or the Avalon Project (online) of Yale University.

In their own words:

· The Pilgrims came "for the glory of God and the advancement of the Christian faith." (Mayflower Compact, 1620).

· The Puritan founder of Boston, Rev. John Winthrop, said (quoting Jesus), "For we must consider that we shall be like a City upon a hill; the eyes of all people are on us." ("A Model of Christian Charity," 1630).

· The Fundamental Orders of Connecticut (1639), which historians believed was a direct ancestor to the Constitution, notes that the purpose of their settlement was "the liberty and purity of the Gospel of our Lord Jesus."
And on it goes.

The Pilgrims, Puritans, and Quakers who founded British North America fled Mother England and other countries to get away from religious tyranny – in that case tyranny from professing Christians.

James Madison, a key architect of the Constitution, wrote the "Memorial and Remonstrance" (1785). In this document, he notes that as Christians we must have tolerance for those who have not yet been enlightened by the Gospel of Christ.

Said Madison, "Whilst we assert for ourselves a freedom to embrace, to profess, and to observe the religion which we believe to be of divine origin, we cannot deny an equal freedom to those whose minds have not yet yielded to the evidence which has convinced us. If this freedom be abused, it is an offence against God, not against man: To God therefore, not to men, must an account of it be rendered."

And thus, the founders established a nation where there would be no "establishment" of religion – nor would the free exercise of religion be squelched. This was understood for the first 150 years of American jurisprudence as meaning there would be no national church in America. In Britain, they have the Church of England. But there's no Church of America.

But now the secularists have been imposing in effect a religious system of secular humanism. Rabbi Lapin calls them "the secular fundamentalists." They are like the mullahs of Islam, only they seek to impose secular orthodoxy, including sexual libertinism.

And so, an "enlightened" student in America calls this country "one nation under Allah." But that is so far from our history and is totally anathema to freedom. Only as "one nation under God" do people, even of the Islamic faith, enjoy liberty in America.

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99% increase in chicken-wings prices, restaurant owner places blame

'Menu prices would be skyrocketing more than they already are'

A restaurant owner from Buffalo, New York, told Fox Business on Monday that chicken wings are getting more expensive because farms are struggling to deal with a national labor shortage.

Greg Duell, the co-owner of Duff’s Famous Wings, told Fox Business that wing prices from his supplier were up 99% and that they couldn’t keep up with his customers’ demand for chicken.

“The chicken wing farms in America, they’re having trouble retaining and recruiting employees,” Duell told Fox Business. “When that happens, they can’t process the birds fast enough, they have to feed them more, the feed costs have gone up, the birds are getting bigger and they can’t process and get them out,” he said.

Dan Ponton, president and chief executive of Roosters, an Ohio chicken restaurant, told the Dayton Daily News that the prices of wings are the highest they have ever been in the 33 years he’s been in the industry.

“A couple of years ago, in an earlier shortage, prices for chicken wings rose to $2.25 a pound — and that ‘was just unheard of in the industry,’” the CEO told Dayton Daily News. Today, prices have reached $2.75 a pound, according to Dayton Daily News.

Some restaurants, struggling to staff themselves as pandemic restrictions begin to lift, have offered incentives for employment in an effort to combat the labor shortage. Reported benefits have included free iPhones and monetary bonuses.

The Federal Reserve said the labor shortage could last months, according to Business Insider. Bank of America also predicts the job market will recover by early 2022.

Duell called the recent expansion of unemployment benefits a problem and said it was “definitely” causing the labor shortage in his industry, according to Fox Business.

“Unfortunately, I couldn’t possibly keep up with an additional $300 on top of an unemployment benefit,” he told Fox Business. “The menu prices would be skyrocketing more than they already are.”

In Loudoun County, dad has 2 reasons to take on Critical Race Theory

'To let our children become wards of the state is an abject failure of parenting'

In his own words, Virginia parent Michael Rivera isn’t normally the type of person to make big speeches.

“I, like all of you, live a quiet and private life. I like to stay at home,” Rivera told a crowd of about 250 in Leesburg, Virginia. “I don’t necessarily like to spend my time at school board meetings, but we have to do it.”

Rivera, 55, was one of the many concerned Loudoun County parents, teachers, and other locals who attended the Saturday rally outside the Loudoun County Government Center to protest the teaching of critical race theory in the county’s public schools.

Rally attendees heard from a variety of speakers, who included concerned teachers and parents as well as Ian Prior, executive director of the group Fight for Schools, and Mike Gonzalez, a senior fellow at The Heritage Foundation.

But perhaps no story resonated more strongly with the crowd than that of Rivera, who has a son in a Loudoun County middle school and a daughter in a county elementary school.

His two children also happen to be biracial, and his daughter has special needs.

“I don’t subscribe to identity politics, but since I married a wonderful woman who happens to be white, my son is white,” Rivera told the crowd. “My daughter tends to favor her Hispanic heritage.”

“According to critical race theory,” he added, “my son should have white guilt and white privilege, simply because of the color of his skin.”

Critical race theory puts individuals into groups of oppressors and their victims. According to its proponents, whites are always oppressors and minority groups always oppressed.

A new group called Parents Against Critical Theory, working with Heritage Action for America, organized the rally.  Heritage Action is the partner organization of The Heritage Foundation, and The Daily Signal is Heritage’s multimedia news outlet.

“Racism, under CRT, is ‘systemic’ and ‘structural,'” Heritage’s Gonzalez, who has written about critical race theory, said in his remarks to the crowd. “It is embedded in America’s legal system, institutions, and free enterprise system, and imposes white behavior as the societal norm. The system, including our capitalist system, is ‘rigged’ to reward white behavior and preserve white supremacy.”

But although critical race theory was the star of the show at Saturday’s event, it was far from the only issue discussed.

Ripples from the ongoing lawsuit by elementary school gym teacher Tanner Cross were in evidence throughout the day, and the news that the Loudoun County School Board would appeal a judge’s June 8 order that it reinstate Cross sparked outrage among many attendees.

The school system had suspended Cross with pay for saying at a school board meeting May 25 that he couldn’t obey a proposed policy requiring teachers to refer to students by their preferred personal pronouns, regardless of their biological sex.

The Loudoun County School Board “is absolutely a political body, and some of the members’ political aspirations and personal beliefs are driving their agenda, with no regard for the desires of the parents of Loudoun County,” Rivera said, echoing the sentiments of many other speakers.

Loudoun County, about an hour west of the nation’s capital and one of the wealthiest local jurisdictions in the nation, is earning a reputation for imposing unpopular leftist policies against the wishes of parents.

In 2019, parents objected to the school board’s decision to introduce sexually explicit and pro-transgender material into the curriculum. Last year, parents protested a proposed change that would force teachers to comply with the left’s “anti-racist” messaging.

“In the long term, our kids will be indoctrinated,” Rivera warned. “It’s propaganda, it’s not based in any exact science.”

“As parents,” he said, “we all need to be concerned that our children are being taught to see color and use color as a primary identifier to judge others. All white people are not racist, or guilty, or privileged, period.”

Through all the speeches, however, came a message of hope.

As each speaker approached the podium to express distaste for the school board’s actions, the rallying cry to act for the sake of Loudoun County’s children became a bit stronger.

Prior, a county resident whose group Fight for Schools says it supports “commonsense” education policies, summed it up.

“We’re fighting for our freedoms, our children’s freedom for generations in Loudoun County, Virginia,” he said. “We are the shield that will stop this abuse of our children.”

Rivera said he shares that sentiment.

 “Our children’s lives are untouchable,” Rivera said in an interview with The Daily Signal. “To let our children become wards of the state is an abject failure of parenting.”

How blue city governance is destroying blue cities

Ben Shapiro paints a vivid picture of what happens as a result of the 'compassionate' policies
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This week, a video from a San Francisco Walgreens went viral on Twitter. The video depicted a man standing next to his bicycle, loading up a garbage bag with products. The man then rides his bicycle down the aisle, past a security guard, who limply throws out a hand to try to grab the bag; the shoplifter simply brushes past him, then rides out the door.

This sort of thing has become exceedingly common in San Francisco. In late May, Thomas Fuller wrote in The New York Times, "At a board of supervisors hearing last week, representatives from Walgreens said that thefts at its stores in San Francisco were four times the chain's national average, and that it had closed 17 stores, largely because the scale of thefts had made business untenable." Employees at Walgreens had been told to stand aside as shoplifting took place because security officers had been assaulted repeatedly.

All of this is the result of a 2014 California ballot measure that reclassified nonviolent theft as a misdemeanor, so long as the thief took less than $950 worth of material. Thieves quickly hit on a strategy: Hit up different stores for less than $950 worth of stuff. Then, amid the Black Lives Matter protests and riots of 2020, San Francisco decided to crack down on the police. Mayor London Breed announced that booking photos would no longer be released, lest the prevalence of black and brown faces lead to stereotyping; she announced a $120 million cut to the police and sheriff's department over the next two years, in the interest of "prioritizing investments in the African American community"; in the first six months of 2020, 23 officers resigned from the force.

Property crime has skyrocketed. It's not just shoplifting: Burglaries increased nearly 50% year-on-year in 2020, and car theft jumped 34%. Meanwhile, the streets are littered with garbage, and have been for years thanks to lax law enforcement. In 2018, a survey of 153 blocks in downtown San Francisco showed trash on every block, 41 blocks "dotted with needles" and 96 blocks with open human feces.

This form of governance has become all too common. Los Angeles, my former hometown, has steadily declined in terms of livability. Suburban areas have been inundated with homeless vagrants, often openly shooting up, while the police have been directed to do nothing; Venice Beach has become an enormous open-air homeless encampment. Seattle has morphed from the Emerald City into a refuge for those living on the street, regardless of the risks to other citizens.

There is a reason why Americans are fleeing America's major cities. The problem predated COVID-19, and it will post-date it, too. Americans like having a Walgreens in their neighborhoods. They enjoy being able to walk down the sidewalk without severely mentally ill homeless people – who should be in institutions where they can receive actual care – urinating on curbs. They should not have to instruct their children to hop over used needles on street corners.

Yet the governance of "compassion" continues. So does the migration away from such foolhardy policy. The top outbound states in America, according to North American Moving Services, were all deep blue: Illinois, New York, California, New Jersey and Maryland. The top inbound states were all red or purple: Idaho, Arizona, South Carolina, Tennessee and North Carolina.

At some point, there will be no more Walgreens in San Francisco. Then we will undoubtedly hear about how this is the product of systemic racism and white privilege; we will hear tell of the brutality of American capitalism. The truth is far simpler: Where leftist governance reigns, criminality thrives. And where criminality thrives, Americans flee.

IRS makes extraordinary determination: Biblical values 'exclusively Republican'

'That might be news to President Biden'

Christian organizations across America still remember vividly the orchestrated attack on their fellows that developed under Barack Obama.

That was when the Internal Revenue Service badgered faith organizations that wanted to operate, and be recognized as a tax-exempt organization under the law. They were badgered, bullied and bludgeoned with unreasonable requests for details, including personal information about participants.

The major tactic was to simply delay, delay, delay, so they could not operate during the 2012 presidential election, during which issues of faith were at hand.

Now there are indications another campaign is beginning. It's because the Internal Revenue Service denied permission for a Texas organization called Christians Engaged to be recognized as tax-exempt.

Word of the problem comes from First Liberty Institute, which is appealing the IRS rejection of the Christians Engaged's request.

"In a letter issued in May, the IRS argued that Christians Engaged was not eligible for 501(c)(3) status in part because '[B]ible teachings are typically affiliated with the [Republican] party and candidates," the legal team explained.

"The IRS states in an official letter that biblical values are exclusively Republican. That might be news to President Biden, who is often described as basing his political ideology on his religious beliefs," charged Lea Patterson, counsel for First Liberty Institute. "Only a politicized IRS could see Americans who pray for their nation, vote in every election, and work to engage others in the political process as a threat. The IRS violated its own regulations in denying tax exempt status because Christians Engaged teaches biblical values."

"We just want to encourage more people to vote and participate in the political process. How can anyone be against that?" wondered Christians Engaged President Bunni Pounds.

The organization incorporated in 2019 as a nonprofit in the state of Texas, with its goals "exclusively for charitable, religious, educational, or scientific purposes."

It provides nonpartisan religious and civic education, focusing on encouraging and educating Christians to be civically engaged as a part of their religious practice.

The group applied for tax exempt status in late 2019 and just weeks ago, IRS Exempt Organizations Director Stephen A. Martin rejected the request.

He contended "Christians Engaged 'engage[s] in prohibited political campaign intervention' and 'operate[s] for a substantial non-exempt private purpose and for the private interests of the [Republican] party,'" the institute reported.

First Liberty responded, in its appeal, "By finding that Christians Engaged does not meet the operational test, Director Martin errs in three ways: 1) he invents a nonexistent requirement that exempt organizations be neutral on public policy issues; 2) he incorrectly concludes that Christians Engaged primarily serves private, nonexempt purposes rather than public, exempt purposes because he thinks its beliefs overlap with the Republican Party’s policy positions; and 3) he violates the First Amendment’s Free Speech, and Free Exercise, and Establishment clauses by engaging in both viewpoint discrimination and religious discrimination."

The First Liberty appeal points out that "none of Christians Engaged's activities involve supporting or opposing political parties, candidates, or legislation."

Martin, in fact, charged, "You educate Christians on what the bible (sic) says in areas where they can be instrumental including the areas of sanctity of life, the definition of marriage, biblical justice, freedom of speech, defense, and borders and immigration, U.S. and Israel relations. The bible (sic) teachings are typically affiliated with the D party and candidates."

Martin's letter explains that when he refers to the "D" party he is referring to the Republican party.

He also criticizes the group for the fact its leaders previously were active in various Republican events, and provide leadership for other Christian organizations, such as Promise Keepers.

He charges, "You educate individuals on how to choose between imperfect candidates as well as instruct individuals that parties matter. They should look at the party they represent and the core beliefs and values of that party. They should look at what the candidate says about the issues and see if their beliefs align with the Bible. Individuals should know the bible, vote the Bible and vote on values."

First Liberty explained, "Martin's conclusion that Christians Engaged engages in political campaign intervention relies on the mistaken assumption that an exempt organization may not engage in issue advocacy. Indeed, if exempt organizations may only articulate public policy positions on issues as to which no political party or candidate has an opinion, then the regulations recognizing that exempt organizations may advocate positions on public policy issues have no meaning."

It continued, "Martin deems Christians Engaged's purpose not educational because he evidently associates biblical positions on national issue with Republicans, not because of the methodology Christians Engaged employs. This directly contradicts the IRS's procedure and regulations."

Thus, the organization charges, Martin's denial of the application "discriminates against its viewpoint in violation of the First Amendment. … Likewise, Director Martin's discrimination against particular religions – here, all religions whose beliefs are grounded in the Bible – violates the Establishment Clause and the Free Exercise Clause of the U.S. Constitution."

Before taking questions, Biden admits his staff gave him a list of who to call on
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President Joe Biden's latest gaffe came at the expense of the media following his meeting with Russian President Vladimir Putin on Wednesday in Geneva, Switzerland.

Upon taking the stage for a news conference, Biden mentioned right at the start that he had a pre-approved list of reporters he would be taking questions from, presumably put together by his aides.

"I'll take your questions, and as usual folks, they gave me a list of the people I’m going to call on," Biden said.

For starters, there is no question that this list was made up of people that would flatter his agenda and put a positive spin on the meeting between the two world leaders.

Toward the end of the conference, the only serious question came from Fox News correspondent Peter Doocy, who asked the president if he will talk with Chinese President Xi Jinping about the coronavirus' origins in Wuhan, China.

Biden said he wants to "rally the world" in order to create a system that would detect that next pandemic early on, but expressed little interest in holding the Chinese government accountable for the ongoing pandemic.

The constant deflecting and fear of going off-message are clear reasons why Biden's conferences are run so strictly, and it came to a breaking point just moments later.

As Biden was exiting the event, CNN's Kaitlan Collins asked him about Putin's "behavior" toward the United States and the rest of the world.

"Why are you so confident he'll change his behavior, Mr. President?" she asked.

"I'm not confident -- What the hell? What do you do all the time?" the president fired back. "When did I say I was confident?"

"I said what will change their behavior is if the rest of the world reacts to them and it diminishes their standing in the world."

"If you don't understand that, you're in the wrong business," he later added.

Except prior to boarding Air Force One later, Biden said he "owed" Collins an "apology."

Of course, viewers can decide for themselves whether or not that was of his own volition.

"That is completely unnecessary from the president," Collins said on air. "He did not have to apologize, though I do appreciate that he did there in front of the other reporters as he was about to get on Air Force One to go back to Washington."

Any news conference where the president feels compelled to apologize afterward is clearly not a good day for the White House.

Between his spat with Kaitlan Collins and admitting that his staff tries to have a chokehold on the direction of the media coverage, Wednesday was not a victory for the president in terms of public relations.

Scientist: We dismissed lab-leak theory because Trump promoted it

One of the 18 scientists who recently published a letter acknowledging the plausibility of the coronavirus lab-leak theory said she and her colleagues didn't speak out sooner because President Trump promoted that possibility for the origin of the pandemic.

"At the time, it was scarier to be associated with Trump and to become a tool for racists, so people didn’t want to publicly call for an investigation into lab origins," said Alina Chan in an interview with NBC News.

Chan is a postdoctoral associate at the Broad Institute of MIT and Harvard University who specializes in genetic engineering.

On its website, NBC titled its Wednesday story about the interview "The science around the lab leak theory hasn’t changed. But here’s why some scientists have."

NBC wrote:

Chan said there had been trepidation among some scientists about publicly discussing the lab leak hypothesis for fear that their words could be misconstrued or used to support racist rhetoric about how the coronavirus emerged. Trump fueled accusations that the Wuhan Institute of Virology, a research lab in the city where the first Covid-19 cases were reported, was connected to the outbreak, and on numerous occasions he called the pathogen the "Wuhan virus" or "kung flu."

One year ago, at the White House, Trump was asked by a reporter: "Have you seen anything at this point that gives you a high degree of confidence that the Wuhan Institute of Virology was the origin of this virus?"

"Yes, I have. Yes, I have," Trump replied. "And I think the World Health Organization [WHO] should be ashamed of themselves because they're like the public relations agency for China."

Did scientists dismiss the lab-leak theory for no other reason than Trump promoted it?
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Theory 'suddenly beecame credible'
The Washington Post had a similar explanation for the sudden openness to the lab-leak theory in a story last month titled "Timeline: How the Wuhan lab-leak theory suddenly became credible.".

The author, Glenn Kessler, who writes the Post's "Fact Checker" column, said that in "recent months the idea that [the virus] emerged from the Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV) – once dismissed as a ridiculous conspiracy theory – has gained new credence."

He said the Trump administration's "messaging was often accompanied by anti-Chinese rhetoric that made it easier for skeptics to ignore its claims."

Trump, however, argued he was using the conventional nomenclature regarding pandemics, based on their place of origin, such as the "Hong Kong flu." His use of the terms China and Wuhan, he repeatedly emphasized, was in reference to the Chinese Communist Party, charging the government was engaged in a deadly and costly cover-up.

The Wall Street Journal reported that when Trump began pushing the lab hypothesis last year, other governments that could have helped press for a lab investigation distanced themselves from the administration, according to Andrew Bremberg, who at the time was the U.S. ambassador to the World Health Organization.

"It was like an overnight shift," he said. "When the president first touched this, they shut down."

Big shift
The letter by Chan and others published by the journal Science followed an 11,000-word breakthrough analysis in early May by Cambridge-educated science journalist Nicholas Wade, a former New York Times columnist and editor for the journals Science and Nature.

Wade has concluded that the circumstantial evidence points overwhelmingly to a lab leak.

About 10 days after Wade's analysis was published, White House coronavirus adviser Dr. Anthony Fauci admitted in an interview that the lab-leak theory was plausible.

Fauci insisted in an interview Wednesday that he's always urged people to be open to the lab-leak theory of the origin of the novel coronavirus pandemic.

But he clearly denounced the theory until shortly after the publication of Wade's analysis. And Fauci was personally thanked for dismissing the lab-leak theory by Peter Daszak, the virologist whose controversial research on bat coronaviruses at the Wuhan Institute of Virology was funded by Fauci's National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases, NIAID.

"Look, we've always said people should keep an open mind about the lab-leak theory," Fauci told the CBS show "This Morning" on Wednesday.

But an interview in May 2020 with National Geographic magazine typified his position over the past year, saying the scientific evidence "is very, very strongly leaning toward this could not have been artificially or deliberately manipulated."

"Everything about the stepwise evolution over time strongly indicates that [this virus] evolved in nature and then jumped species," he told the magazine.

In February 2020, Daszak authored a letter published by the prestigious medical journal The Lancet that mocked anyone who suggested the virus came from the Wuhan lab.

Daszak's letter was widely cited by establishment media and became the last word on the subject.

Two months later, Fauci received an email from Daszak thanking him for backing the natural origin theory.

"I just wanted to say a personal thank you on behalf of our staff and collaborators, for publicly standing up and stating that the scientific evidence supports a natural origin for Covid-19 from a bat-to-human spillover, not a lab release from the Wuhan Institute of Virology," Daszak wrote.

IRS Denies Tax Exemption to Texas Religious Group Because Prayer, Bible Reading Boost the Republican Party
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An IRS official denied tax-exempt status to a Texas group that encourages church members to pray for state and national leaders, regardless of their party affiliation, because it benefits “the private interests of the [Republican] Party.”

“You do not qualify as an organization described in IRS Section 501(c)(3). You engage in prohibited political campaign intervention,” wrote Stephen A. Martin, director of the IRS Office of Exempt Organizations Rulings and Agreements, in a May 18 letter (pdf) to Christians Engaged, the Garland, Texas-based prayer group recognized by Texas officials as tax-exempt.

“You are also not operated exclusively for one or more exempt purposes within the meaning of Section 501 (c)(3), because you operate for a substantial non-exempt private purpose and for the private interests of the D party.”

The “D party” is a reference to the Republican Party, according to a novel “legend” that Martin provided at the top of his letter to the Texas group.

Martin’s letter was made public on June 16 by the First Liberty Institute, a Plano, Texas-based public interest law firm that specializes in religious freedom litigation.

Martin also noted that the group’s activities “educate believers on national issues that are central to their belief in the Bible as the inerrant Word of God.

“Specifically, you educate Christians on what the Bible says in areas where they can be instrumental, including the areas of sanctity of life, the definition of marriage, biblical justice, freedom of speech, defense, and borders and immigration, U.S. and Israel relations,” he wrote.

“The Bible teachings are typically affiliated with the D party and candidates. This disqualifies you from exemption under IRS Section 501(c)(3).”

Christians Engaged President Bunni Pounds said in a statement issued by the First Liberty Institute: “We just want to encourage more people to vote and participate in the political process. How can anyone be against that?”

First Liberty Institute is appealing Martin’s decision on behalf of Christians Engaged.

“The IRS states in an official letter that Biblical values are exclusively Republican. That might be news to President Joe Biden, who is often described as basing his political ideology on his religious beliefs,” First Liberty Institute counsel Lea Patterson said in the statement.

“Only a politicized IRS could see Americans who pray for their nation, vote in every election, and work to engage others in the political process as a threat. The IRS violated its own regulations in denying tax-exempt status because Christians Engaged teaches biblical values.”

In the appeal letter, First Liberty said, “By finding that Christians Engaged does not meet the operational test, Director Martin errs in three ways 1) he invents a nonexistent requirement that exempt organizations be neutral on public policy issues; 2) he incorrectly concludes that Christians Engaged primarily serves private, nonexempt purposes rather than public, exempt purposes because he thinks its beliefs overlap with the Republican Party’s policy positions; and 3) he violates the First Amendment’s Free Speech, and Free Exercise, and Establishment clauses by engaging in both viewpoint discrimination and religious discrimination.”

Martin’s letter and decision are certain to ignite a new firestorm of protests among congressional Republicans, conservative and religious freedom advocacy groups, and civil liberties defenders, as happened during President Barack Obama’s Oval Office tenure.

The IRS under Obama singled out hundreds of conservative, Tea Party, and evangelical tax-exemption applicants for special treatment that included long delays and multiple requests for detailed information about the beliefs and activities of officials associated with the groups.

Multiple lawsuits were filed against the IRS by such groups, and the Department of Justice (DOJ) agreed in two separate settlements to compensate them for undisclosed amounts.

The DOJ also acknowledged that the IRS had targeted the groups on the basis of their political and religious activities and beliefs for “heightened scrutiny and inordinate delays.”

“The act of praying for our country and our leaders is about the most nonpartisan and patriotic thing that Americans can do. Millions of citizens do it every day,” Rep. Ted Budd (R-N.C.) told The Epoch Times on June 16.

“The IRS was wrong to deny tax-exempt status based on the false belief that the Bible somehow only belongs to one political party. The IRS still has a long way to go to ensure religious liberty for all.”

Mark and Patricia McCloskey Plead Guilty to Charges, Will Surrender Guns

The St. Louis couple who were seen holding firearms as Black Lives Matter (BLM) activists approached their home pleaded guilty to several misdemeanor charges and surrendered their guns.

Mark McCloskey, a lawyer, pleaded guilty to a Class C misdemeanor of fourth-degree assault, while his wife, Patricia McCloskey, pleaded guilty to a Class A misdemeanor of second-degree harassment. They will pay the maximum fines of $2,000 and $750, and they won’t serve any jail time.

More notably, however, the two will be forced to forfeit the weapons they were holding when they confronted BLM protesters who were marching near their home last summer.

The two have claimed in media interviews that the protesters were trespassing and noted that Black Lives Matter protesters in St. Louis and other cities have committed arson and have engaged in acts of violence. The couple previously pleaded not guilty and were slated to go to trial in November of this year.

The BLM protesters told them “that they were going to kill us,” said Patricia McCloskey last year.

“They were going to come in there. They were going to burn down the house,” she said, recalling what the demonstrators said. “They were going to be living in our house after I was dead, and they were pointing to different rooms and said, ‘That’s going to be my bedroom, and that’s going to be the living room, and I’m going to be taking a shower in that room.'”

Richard Callahan, a local prosecutor, wrote that some of their claims were unfounded.

“There was no evidence that any of [the protesters] had a weapon and no one I interviewed realized they had ventured into a private enclave,” he said in a statement.
The couple gained popularity among conservatives after photos taken by media outlets last year showed Mark McCloskey, who was wearing a pink polo shirt and holding a rifle, and Patricia McCloskey, who was holding a small silver handgun, outside their property in front of dozens of protesters.

The McCloskeys later appeared at the Republican National Convention and endorsed President Donald Trump for reelection. Mark McCloskey has since launched a campaign to run for Missouri’s Senate seat.

In May, when announcing his campaign, he wrote: “An angry mob marched to destroy my home and kill my family, I took a stand to defend them. I am a proven fighter against the mob … When the mob comes to destroy our home, our state, our nation—I’ll defend it.”

He wrote: “I will NEVER BACK DOWN … Help me FIGHT BACK.”

Circuit Attorney Kim Gardner, who had charged both of them, was later removed from a role in their case after a judge in late 2020 ruled that she appeared to have started prosecution against the two for political purposes.

Chinese Regime Raids Homes, Detains Falun Gong Practitioners Ahead of Centenary

The Chinese regime has been raiding the homes of Falun Gong practitioners and detaining them all around the country during the month of June, ahead of its upcoming 100 year anniversary celebration on July 1.

The Chinese Communist Party (CCP) will celebrate the centennial of its founding next month. In order to “maintain social stability,” which is the term used by the regime to justify its totalitarian rule in China, the CCP announced a series of strict controls on the Chinese people in June—particularly in Beijing, the nation’s capital.

Practitioners of Falun Gong—a traditional Chinese spiritual practice from the Buddha school that teaches the values truthfulness, compassion, and tolerance—have been among the targets that the regime wants to control.

Since June 1, reports have emerged of practitioners having their homes raided by local police. Their private property has been seized, and some police even detained non-practitioner family members.

“We condemn all forms of the CCP’s persecution [on Falun Gong practitioners],” Erping Zhang, spokesperson for the Falun Dafa Information Center in New York, told The Epoch Times on June 17.

“The CCP’s persecution has been ongoing since July 1999. There is no indication, thus far, of any policy change from the CCP, and we continue to witness the ruthless campaign of persecution against Falun Gong practitioners in China,” Zhang said. “We continue to call on people of good conscience around the world to speak up against the CCP’s violence on Falun Gong.”

Large-Scale Detentions

On June 10, Mudanjiang Municipal Police Department in northeastern China’s Heilongjiang Province ordered police from across the city’s six counties and four districts to arrest Falun Gong practitioners from their homes.

The regime said that the arrests were part of a campaign it has named “Safety July 1.”

In a 36 hour period, police detained 28 Falun Gong practitioners in the city, harassed another six, and seized cell phones, computers, printers, books, cash, and even bank cards from practitioners’ homes, reported Minghui.org, a website dedicated to documenting Falun Gong’s persecution in China.

At 3 a.m. on June 10, several policemen broken into Falun Gong practitioner Guo Libin’s house in Hailin, a county-level city in Mudanjiang, detained Guo and his wife, grabbed Guo’s son’s bank card, as well as raided his sister’s house, seizing her home entertainment system, cell phones, and books.

At 8 a.m., policemen from Aimin district hired a locksmith and broke into the house of practitioner Chen Yanwei when Chen and her family were at home. They then detained Chen and her sister Chen Yanfu.

In some cases, the police even used pepper spray on practitioners as they tried to protect their belongings.

In Dalian city of northeastern China’s Liaoning Province, 29 Falun Gong practitioners and at least six of their non-practitioner family members were also arrested from their homes between June 1 to 3 as part of the regime’s “Safety July 1” campaign, while police in eastern China’s Shandong Province conducted their own home raids on Falun Gong practitioners as part of the campaign.

Minghui.org also reported on similar arrests happening in Beijing and Tianjin cities, and Sichuan, Guangdong, Gansu, Hebei, Yunnan, and about a dozen of other provinces.

Scared to Lose Power

The Chinese regime launched its cruel persecution to eradicate Falun Gong in July 1999, and it is estimated that millions of practitioners have been detained, tortured, and even killed in the past 22 years.

The new centennial-related campaign has more reasons on top of the continuous persecution.

“The CCP regime has detained Falun Gong practitioners, petitioners, democracy activists, and even ultra-leftists who they don’t trust ahead of the centenary,” Tang Jingyuan, U.S.-based China affairs commentator, told The Epoch Times on June 17. “It’s because Chinese leader Xi Jinping and the Beijing authorities are scared to lose power.”

Tang pointed out that the regime wants to consolidate its dictatorship, and Xi eagerly wishes to hold onto his totalitarian position.

“In the past decades, Falun Gong practitioners have revealed the persecutions that they suffered in China, and exposed the crimes the CCP committed when faced with calls to end the persecution, inside and outside of China. This scares the CCP,” Tang said.

“CCP wants to silence Falun Gong practitioners by escalating the persecution and detaining as many practitioners as possible. But history has told the CCP that people who have beliefs, such as Falun Gong practitioners, aren’t afraid of evil. They will do whatever they believe is good for others and the society.”

Senators Introduce Bill To Protect US Colleges From CCP Influence

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A group of Republican senators on Thursday introduced new legislation that would require U.S. colleges to disclose their financial ties with the Chinese regime, and counter the Chinese Communist Party’s (CCP) economic influence in higher education.

The Foreign Funding Accountability Act (pdf) was introduced by Sens. Tom Cotton (R-Ark.), Bill Hagerty (R-Tenn.), Marsha Blackburn (R-Tenn.), and Tim Scott (R-S.C.), to combat malign foreign influence in American colleges and universities, by amending disclosure requirements of foreign gifts and contracts under the 1965 Higher Education Act.

“The Chinese Communist Party has made consistent attempts to infiltrate American colleges and universities,” Cotton said in a statement, unveiling the measure. “Our bill will close donation loopholes, barring the CCP and other foreign agents from donating millions, or even billions, to levy influence and steal American intellectual property.”

Starting in 2019, the Education Department under then-Secretary Betsy DeVos heightened scrutiny on the enforcement of Section 117 of the Higher Education Act, which requires colleges to report all gifts and contracts involving foreign sources valued at $250,000 or more. Those efforts led to an October 2020 reporting of approximately $6.5 billion in previously undisclosed foreign money, including from China and Russia, as well as compliance investigations into 19 of the nation’s top universities.

Specifically, the legislation would require American universities and colleges to disclose the full names of foreign donating entities, and to state the reason why foreign gift transactions were made.

It would also close the loopholes that allow gifting by registered foreign agents and exempt in-kind gifts from counting toward the disclosure minimum. If signed into law, the minimum reporting threshold for disclosure in terms would be lowered from $250,000 to $25,000.

Institutions that violate the bill requirements would have a graduated civil penalty structure levied against them. A first violation could see the institution pay up to $250,000, and if it commits a second violation, a civil penalty of $750,000 may be imposed. Three or more violations could result in the violator being fined up to $1,000,000, the legislation states.

“As a strategic adversary seeking to overtake the United States, the Chinese Communist Party is going to extraordinary lengths to exert malign influence over America’s free and open society, including our higher education system,” said Hagerty of the bill.

Hagerty said that by increasing transparency, closing loopholes, and imposing new civil penalties in U.S. law, the bill would prevent the CCP and its intermediaries from “hiding in the shadows to buy control and influence within our higher education, to manipulate what American students are taught about China, and to steal intellectual property from our nation’s researchers.”

“Attempts by the Chinese Communist Party and other bad actors to infiltrate the American education system is a blatant example of foreign competitors trying to maintain and expand their global power to our detriment,” added Scott. “By holding institutions of higher education accountable for foreign donations we are taking necessary steps to promote transparency, protect our intellectual property, and ensure our country’s future leaders get a quality education.”

It comes as Congress considers the CONFUCIUS Act, which aims to reduce the influence Beijing could have on American college campuses that host CCP-sponsored Confucius Institutes (CI). The bill passed the Senate earlier this month with unanimous approval.

Billed as language and culture centers, Beijing-funded CIs have drawn intense scrutiny over their role in spreading Chinese propaganda and stifling academic expression across college campuses around the world. They’re funded and largely staffed by Hanban, a nonprofit that claims to be non-governmental but is directly controlled by the CCP, according to a report by the Senate Homeland Security committee’s investigations subcommittee (pdf).

Once over 100 at its peak, the number of CIs in the United States has fallen to just about 50 as of May 2021, largely due to pressure from the Trump administration in the past two years.

“Communist China has infiltrated American colleges and universities,” Blackburn said in a statement. It is imperative we cut off Beijing’s access to funnel money in exchange for influence in higher education. Our children’s education should not be available for purchase by the CCP.”

Arizona Audit Finishes With Hand Count, Closing In on End of Paper Evaluation

The 2020 election audit in Arizona’s largest county is projected to end by June 26, officials said in a new update.

Audit teams led by Florida-based Cyber Ninjas finished counting virtually all of the nearly 2.1 million ballots earlier this week, with fewer than 100 braille ballots remaining to be counted.

Workers were shifted to performing evaluation measures on the ballots after they finished the counting.

Teams are looking at “anything related to whether the ballot was authentic,” Ken Bennett, a former Arizona secretary of state who’s serving as the state Senate’s audit liaison, told The Epoch Times last week.

That includes examining ballots for folds if they were said to have been mailed in, using microscopic cameras to determine whether marks on the ballots are properly aligned, and looking at the depression made in the oval to figure out whether it was filled out by hand or by a machine.

Workers are also re-counting some boxes of ballots as a sampling method to compare to the original count, Randy Pullen, a former Arizona Republican Party chairman who serves as another spokesman for the audit, told reporters.

Pullen declined to give an estimate on how many ballots were left to inspect. But at the current rate of examining more than 100,000 ballots per day, auditors expect to complete the evaluation phase by June 26, Bennett’s team said on June 16.

Auditors have been conducting the audit at Veterans Memorial Coliseum in Phoenix since April, after the Maricopa County Board of Supervisors refused to let the election review take place at county offices. Hundreds of machines used in the 2020 election, along with the ballots cast in the contest, were transported to the coliseum, which is roughly 1.5 miles from the state Capitol.

The Arizona Senate has control of the coliseum through June 30.

But audit teams are still expecting to do some work in July, with their final report not expected out until August.

Teams are still examining data pulled from the machines as the ballot evaluation continues, according to Bennett.

A final decision hasn’t been made yet about a proposal to pull in a California-based nonprofit to tabulate votes using ballot images.

“Still working on that,” Bennett recently told The Epoch Times.

If the proposed work happens, the Arizona Senate would have three sets of numbers to compare—the original tabulation, the auditors’ figures, and the nonprofit’s tabulation.

Arizona senators have said they’ll use the findings from the audit to inform future election integrity bills. The Arizona Senate ordered the audit in December 2020, citing public concerns about how the 2020 election was run.

Mark McCloskey Explains Guilty Plea: ‘By God, I Did It. That’s What the Guns Were For’

Mark and Patricia McCloskey explained why they pleaded guilty to the charges stemming from a viral incident last summer where the couple was seen holding firearms amid Black Lives Matter (BLM) demonstrations in front of their St. Louis home.

The prosecutor, Mark said, “dropped all the felony charges, all the gun charges, and charged me with a crime that said I purposely placed other people in apprehension of imminent fear of physical injury.”

“And, by God, I did it,” McCloskey told Newsmax on Thursday. “That’s what the Second Amendment was there for … and I couldn’t say no to that one,” he added.

Mark McCloskey, a lawyer, pleaded guilty to a Class C misdemeanor of fourth-degree assault, while his wife, Patricia McCloskey, pleaded guilty to a Class A misdemeanor of second-degree harassment. They will pay the maximum fines of $2,000 and $750, and they won’t serve any jail time.

The two will be forced to forfeit the weapons they were holding when they confronted BLM protesters who were marching near their home last summer.

According to McCloskey in the Newsmax interview, he and his wife were able to avoid more serious charges that would have landed them in prison for years.

And regarding the now-viral incident, “As I said on the courthouse steps, if that’s a crime in Missouri, I did it, and I’ll do it again,” McCloskey said, noting that he will pay what he described as a “parking ticket, a $750 fine, and that’s it.”

“God came knocking on our door disguised as an angry mob, and it transformed us,” McCloskey added in the Thursday interview. “Patty and I decided to just put the rest of our lives on hold and do what we can to save this great nation.”

He continued: “Our liberties are being stripped from us so quickly, and the country is deteriorating so fast, we just said, ‘We don’t care what it takes, we’re going to put everything else on hold, and do what we can to restore the America that we knew when we were kids.'”

In previous interviews, the couple said that BLM protesters threatened them with bodily harm.

“They were going to come in there. They were going to burn down the house,” Patricia McCloskey said, recalling what the demonstrators had allegedly told them. “They were going to be living in our house after I was dead, and they were pointing to different rooms and said, ‘That’s going to be my bedroom, and that’s going to be the living room, and I’m going to be taking a shower in that room.’”

Prosecutors in their case disputed some of their claims, including that a BLM protester was armed.

Circuit Attorney Kim Gardner, who had charged both of them, was later removed from a role in their case after a judge in late 2020 ruled that she appeared to have started prosecution against the two for political purposes.

The Epoch Times has contacted the McCloskeys for comment.

Florida’s ‘Cavalry’ Helps Secure the Border: ‘You’ve Got a Storm and We’re Coming to Help You’

At a June 16 press conference, Florida’s Ron DeSantis became the first governor to answer the plea for help from fellow Republican governors—Doug Ducey of Arizona and Greg Abbott of Texas—by authorizing the deployment of law enforcement resources to help secure the border.

“It’s undeniable that the border crisis is out of control,” Christina Pushaw, press secretary to DeSantis told The Epoch Times. “Helping our fellow Americans in their moment of need is always the right thing to do. The governors of other states have sent resources to Florida in the past to help respond to natural disasters. With the federal government unable or unwilling to enforce our laws and secure our border, Florida is ready to step up to the plate and do our part.”

Time to Return the Favor

“Florida is stepping up to the plate,” Brevard County Sheriff Wayne Ivey declared to The Epoch Times, saying, “Texas and Arizona, you’ve got a storm, and we’re coming to help you.”

“When the state of Florida has a storm that devastates an area, law enforcement resources from across the country respond and come to our rescue,” Ivey explained. “The concept of responding to the needs of a state in the aftermath of a storm is no different than responding to the needs of another state in the midst of a border crisis.”

It’s a sentiment shared by other Florida sheriffs.

“When the governor called Wednesday and expressed his concerns about our southern border, I immediately offered whatever resources we could spare for this endeavor,” Okaloosa County Sheriff Eric Aden told The Epoch Times. “After all, these states have answered the call for us with hurricane relief and other emergencies, so it’s only fair that we return the effort when they call for help.”

“It’s doing the right thing,” Lee County Sheriff Carmine Marceno told The Epoch Times. “Inevitably, whenever we have an emergency or a hurricane that comes through here, the governors of Texas and Arizona send us anything that we need.”

Bay County Sheriff Tommy Ford told The Epoch Times he also sees the cry for help from the governors of Texas and Arizona to secure the border as an opportunity to repay the debt he owes after hurricane Michael devastated Bay County and many sheriffs from other states came to their aid.

“So we’re going to volunteer to be the first ones there to help,” Ford said.

Securing the Border

“Securing the border helps Floridians,” Pushaw explained. “Even though Florida isn’t a border state, securing the southern border would help stop the flow of narcotics that end up in our state and ravage our communities. Illegal immigrants have also committed crimes in Florida, which could have been prevented if our immigration laws were enforced.”

As Marceno told The Epoch Times, fentanyl cases have gone up 230 percent in Lee County over the past six months and there has been a 3,000 percent increase in the number of sexual predators coming across U.S. borders.

“We’re not going to allow it,” Marceno asserted. “Florida’s residents are going to be safe and secure.”

“It’s something I think is missed sometimes in the talking points of this issue of a safe and secure border,” Ford observed. “It’s not just the individuals that may be coming across the border but the dangerous products they bring with them.”

According to Ford, Bay County has also been flooded with amphetamine, fentanyl, and heroin over the past six months.

While they would typically “high five” the seizure of a half-pound of meth, Ford said it’s now not uncommon to intercept five to six pounds, even upward of 10 to 12 pounds. There have also been 150 drug overdoses in Bay County since January, with 15 of them being fatal, all of which he attributes to the fentanyl coming across the border.

Proud of DeSantis

“This is exactly what leadership, crisis management, and commitment to law and order looks like” Ivey attested. “The guy’s got it going on. He’s not afraid to stand on the ledge and make decisions. He understands, like I do, that the government’s one and only responsibility is to protect its citizens, and he has taken an oath to protect his citizens, his cops, and his Constitution.”

“The governor is the true definition of an amazing leader,” Marceno explained, citing the extremely difficult decisions DeSantis made in the midst of the pandemic. “That is the reason why 904 people a day move to our state, for law enforcement and safety. He is a phenomenal leader. He’s an amazing man to work with. The communication is constant and I am very proud to say he’s our governor in the state of Florida.”

“I think it’s very important that we heed those calls because we were in a time of great need two years ago,” Ford stated. “I just remember that feeling of having the cavalry roll in to assist, not asking any questions like who’s going to pay for it but just being available. I know the burden they’re carrying on the border.”

“The situation at the border is more than a crisis and one that must be dealt with immediately,” Aden asserted. “It’s a matter of national security. But if the federal government cannot or will not gain control, then states like Florida will come to the aid of our fellow states pleading for help.”

Critical Democrats

Despite the overwhelming support DeSantis has received from Florida’s law enforcement, some Democrats have criticized the move by DeSantis.

Rep. Charlie Crist (D-Fla.), one of two Democrat declared candidates to run for the position of governor in 2022, called the decision to send Florida law enforcement to the border a “political stunt.” Agriculture Commissioner Nikki Fried, the second declared Democrat candidate for governor, wrote on Twitter: “Florida’s current governor just makes controversies up to get on Fox News.”

Florida Rep. Anna Eskamani wrote: “Another political stunt by @GovRonDeSantis—instead of perpetuating the attacks on immigrants & going after Biden Administration why don’t you focus on the people who live in FL!”

“These are real issues that affect Floridians’ everyday lives, and it’s wrong to dismiss the Governor’s attempt to address these issues as a mere ‘political stunt,’” Pushaw insisted. “Those who criticize Gov. DeSantis’ decision are the ones engaging in political grandstanding at Floridians’ expense.”

Chinese Regime Sets Up Global Campaign to Recruit Influencers to Counter Western Narratives

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The Chinese communist regime’s overseas English mouthpiece media CGTN (China Global Television Network) just finished a 2-month-long worldwide recruitment campaign of global media talents and social media influencers to produce pro-Beijing propaganda that “counters Western narratives.” The state-backed media offers rich incentives to attract young participants and has been targeting Western university students, alerting international media and communities.

CGTN launched the “Media Challengers” campaign in April to globally enlist reporters, presenters, DJs, podcasters, and social media influencers who report in English. According to the official website, the campaign “aims to inspire young people from all over the world” and it has a goal of “injecting new power into international communication under the environment of media convergence.” Participants are required to upload a 3-minute-video of any genre, whether they are a “foodie, techie, makeup guru, sports fanatic, or something else entirely.”

The state-run media offers up to $10,000 to winners and free professional training to finalists. It also offers job opportunities to winners, either part-time or full-time, at “CGTN’s Beijing headquarters and three regional production centers in Washington, London, and Nairobi.” In addition, the winners “will be invited to participate in CGTN’s coverage of the ancient Silk Road from 2021 to 2022.”

Targeting Western Youth

YouTube videos about the campaign show young participants from Western and African countries as well as Chinese students studying abroad. In addition, UK media The Times reported that CGTN is targeting British universities because several university students and local media influencers are among the participants.

The report warned that if “Western social media influencers read out China’s official line on particular issues, domestic audiences might believe the Chinese Communist Party [CCP] is admired by international audiences.”

The China Research Group in the UK posted a tweet that said the global influencers and vloggers recruited by CGTN “will promote China and counter western narratives that damage its image.” The group also noted that the CCP’s official overseas mouthpiece is targeting British university students.

British diplomatic think tank Henry Jackson Society commented on the CGTN’s recruitment campaign on its Twitter account, saying “No self-respecting university should allow such a propaganda outfit to recruit on its campus.”

U.S.-based current affairs commentator He Qinglian wrote in an opinion article for The Epoch Times that the CCP’s overseas propaganda policy—commonly known as big foreign propaganda—“involves huge amounts of both manpower and money to spread the CCP’s narrative and ideology to foreign countries, thus achieving its goal of telling China’s story—the CCP’s way.” She pointed out that CGTN has used attractive salaries and state-of-the-art facilities to recruit foreigners to work at its media centers in the United States, the United Kingdom, and Africa. In 2018, in its West London office alone, there were 6,000 local applicants competing for the 90 media job vacancies it offered.

CGTN’s broadcasting license in Europe was revoked by UK media regulator Ofcom in 2020 because its content is directly controlled by the CCP, and for airing forced TV confessions of dissidents including British citizen Peter Humphrey. However, France renewed its license allowing CGTN to continue airing its programs in Europe, which resulted in disinformation being dispersed throughout the country.

In 2021, French media Le Monde exposed CGTN for using a nonexistent French Journalist to publish fake news about Uyghurs in Xinjiang, thus whitewashing the genocide against the minority group by the communist regime.

GOP senator asks Biden to pull nominee involved in eco-terror case

Barrasso accuses Stone-Manning of deliberately deceiving committee

The third-ranking Senate Republican, John Barrasso of Wyoming, called on President Joe Biden to withdraw his nominee to lead the Bureau of Land Management for intentionally deceiving his committee about her involvement in an “eco-terrorism” case in her early 20s.

The nominee, Tracy Stone-Manning, told the Senate Energy & Natural Resources Committee in writing in May that she had never been the target of a federal criminal investigation, but that she testified before a federal grand jury in 1989 and during a criminal trial in 1993 that ultimately led to the conviction of an individual had sabotaged a local forest with tree spikes.

But numerous news reports, accounts of federal law enforcement officials and statements from Stone-Manning herself at the time of the incident and subsequent criminal trial strongly suggest that she was a target of the federal government’s investigation into the matter.

The Montana Kaimin reported in October 1989 that Stone-Manning was among the seven individuals who were served with subpoenas and forced to provide fingerprints, palm prints, handwriting samples and hair samples to a federal grand jury investigating the matter.

A Forest Service law enforcement official confirmed to the Kaimin at the time that the subpoenas were issued as a result of an investigation into the tree spiking incident.

Stone-Manning herself was quoted in a 1990 news article expressing her anger at the “degrading” experience the FBI subjected her to during their investigation.

Should eco-terrorists hold government positions?

“It was degrading. It changed my awareness of the power of the government,” Stone-Manning said. “Yes, this was happening to me and not someone in Panama. And, yes, the government does do bad things sometimes.”

Stone-Manning also told a local news outlet in 1993 that she could have been charged with conspiracy in the matter had she not cooperated with federal prosecutors.

In addition, assistant U.S. Attorney George Breitsmater wrote in a memo before Blount’s 1993 trial that the individuals who were subpoenaed in 1989 “were believed to be involved in the spiking.” Breitsmater added that the individuals were subpoenaed as part of a “criminal investigation,” but the evidence collected at the time was not sufficient enough to identify the individuals responsible for the tree spiking.

 “It’s clear that Ms. Stone-Manning was intentionally trying to deceive the Senate Committee on Energy and Natural Resources,” Barrasso, the ranking member of the committee, told the Daily Caller News Foundation. “She told the committee she had never been the subject of an investigation and yet complained about being investigated in the press. President Biden should withdraw her nomination.”

Stone-Manning received legal immunity from prosecution in 1993 to testify against the key suspect in the case, who she identified in court as her former roommate and member of her circle of friends, records show. She said John P. Blount asked her to send an anonymous and threatening letter to the Forest Service in 1989 warning that a local forest in Idaho set to be logged had been sabotaged with tree spikes.

“P.S. You b------- go in there anyway and a lot of people could get hurt,” the letter stated.

Before Stone-Manning sent the letter, she testified that she retyped it from a rented typewriter because she “didn’t want it on my personal computer.” She also began to explain “because my fingerprints,” before a defense attorney cut her off.

Stone-Manning told the Missoulian in June 1993 that she retyped the letter “because my fingerprints were all over the original and I was scared.”

“What I really feel, though, is that I reported a crime, although anonymously,” she said.

Stone-Manning told local media outlets at the time of the trial she waited until 1993 to inform federal authorities of her role in sending the letter because she was scared Blount would threaten her life. She also said she has always denounced tree spiking.

Tree spiking, which The Washington Post and other news outlets have described as an “eco-terrorism” tactic, is a form of sabotage in which metal spikes are nailed into trees to make them unsafe to log. If gone unnoticed, tree spikes can cause serious injuries for workers, such as when a 23-year-old mill worker in California had his jaw cut in half in 1987 when his saw exploded upon striking an unnoticed tree spike.

The federal jury found Blount guilty of spiking trees. He was sentenced to 17 months in prison.

Stone-Manning has provided differing accounts of her involvement in the case in the decades following the incident.

She told the Missoulian in May 1993 she felt safe enough to inform federal authorities that she mailed the threatening letter to the Forest Service on Blount’s behalf upon reading a newspaper account of Blount’s arrest in February that year.

“Once he was in jail, I was safe,” she told the Missoulian. “It was time to come forward. It was my responsibility.”

But Stone-Manning offered a different version of events in 2013 after then-Montana Gov. Steve Bullock nominated her to serve as the director of the state’s Department of Environmental Quality.

Stone-Manning told the Missoulian in 2013 that she was contacted unsolicited by Blount’s ex-girlfriend in 1993, who told her Blount was soon to be released from jail due to an unrelated domestic abuse matter. Stone-Manning said the ex-girlfriend told her that Blount would remain imprisoned if Stone-Manning testified about his involvement in the tree spiking incident.

“She knew everything about the tree-spiking story and she knew if she told everything that could keep him in jail,” Stone-Manning said in 2013, according to the Missoulian. “She asked if I would testify, and I said yes, and he went to jail.”

When questioned by Montana lawmakers in 2013 about her involvement in the case, Stone-Manning described Blount as a “rather disturbed person.” She did not inform the lawmakers that she had identified Blount as a member of her circle of friends during her 1993 court testimony.

Neither version of events presented by Stone-Manning align completely with the timeline presented in Breitsmater’s pre-trial memo.

Breitsmater wrote that federal authorities were first informed that Stone-Manning sent the threatening letter after being contacted by Blount’s ex-girlfriend in December 1992.

A Biden administration official told the Associated Press on Friday that the administration was fully informed of Stone-Manning’s 1993 testimony in the tree spiking case prior to her nomination.

Stone-Manning “has always been honest and transparent about this matter, which has been covered by the media for decades,” the unidentified administration official said.

The White House and Bureau of Land Management did not immediately return a request for comment.

Many of these groups were founded by parents appalled to discover what was being taught to their children. Their advocacy has launched small town CRT debates onto the national stage, spurring far-left activists and establishment media outlets to accuse conservatives of ignorance and in some cases, racism.

“Parents are right to revolt against critical race theory in the classroom,” senior fellow at the Manhattan Institute and anti-CRT writer Christopher Rufo told the Daily Caller News Foundation. “Children are not inherently ‘oppressors’ and should not be implicated for historical crimes on the basis of their race. That’s the kind of propaganda that belongs in a Soviet history museum—not American K-12 classrooms.”

Will school boards listen to concerned parents?
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What Is Critical Race Theory?

CRT holds that America is fundamentally racist, yet it teaches people to view every social interaction and person in terms of race. Its adherents pursue “antiracism” through the end of merit, objective truth and the adoption of race-based policies.

Proponents of CRT defend the theory by saying that it offers needed critiques of “how the social construction of race and institutionalized racism perpetuate a racial caste system that relegates people of color to the bottom tiers.” In the aftermath of the death of George Floyd, elements of CRT have begun to appear in schools across the nation, identifiable through buzzwords such as “systemic racism,” “racial equity,” “anti-racism,” or “implicit bias.”

 “School systems are teaching material that affirms Critical Race Theory’s main ideas when they recommend teachers ‘decolonize’ their curriculum by counting the races of different textbook authors,” Jonathan Butcher, a Will Skillman Fellow in Education at The Heritage Foundation, told the DCNF, referring to Washington, D.C. school equity materials.

Butcher also highlighted school districts “asking teachers to adjust homework assignments according to a child’s skin color,” teaching “that Americans who are white have unfair privileges and the ‘legacy of white supremacy endures,'” and separating students “into affinity groups by race for school activities.”

“As state lawmakers consider the issue, policymakers should say that no public institution can compel any teacher or student to affirm or profess belief in any idea that violates the Civil Rights Act, including the idea that individuals should receive certain benefits or sanctions based on the color of their skin,” Butcher said.

Parents across the nation have been appalled to see elements of CRT taught to their children, activists told the DCNF, but the content can be difficult to define or track down. Like progressive gender ideology taught to students in sex education, elements of CRT are not only present in equity programs but have also seeped into other elements of public school programs.

Parents who report CRT in schools often aren’t able to put a name to the alarming practices they are seeing implemented, Parents Defending Education Director of Outreach Erika Sanzi told the DCNF, but they come with stories of students being separated by race during the school day or young students being forced to label their social identities.

“Children are suddenly needing to lay out their race, their gender, their sexual orientation, their nation of origin, their religion, whether or not they identify as the sex they were born with,” Sanzi said, “and then they learn that all of these identities either fall into it to be a category of like an oppressor or oppressed.”

School districts, such as Loudoun County Public School Systems, often side-step parent’s accusations by pretending the problem does not exist — by insisting that they are not implementing CRT. But parents and activists say that the elements of CRT are evident in trainings, in classes, in conversations about diversity and equity and in reading materials that are chosen for class, such as books by critical race theorists like Ibram X Kendi and Robin DiAngelo.

So What Does Critical Race Theory Look Like In Practice?

Some schools enforce bias response teams that encourage students and teachers to report one another for infractions of CRT teachings — a practice compared to tactics perpetrated by Mao Zedong’s communist China.

Parents Defending Education released documents earlier this month showing that the leaders at Massachusetts’ Wellesley Public School have been pushing both teachers and students to report on one another for “incidents of bias” or “or any concerning pattern of biased behavior,” the National Review reported.

Included in the documents are the school policy on “Responding to Incidents of Bias or Discrimination” as well as slides from a staff equity training course, according to the publication. The school suggested disciplining students who violate the policy through “detention, suspension, or other restorative responses that require them to acknowledge their responsibility and minimize its impact.”

The Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals ruled last year against a similar policy at the University of Texas involving an “elaborate investigatory and disciplinary apparatus to suppress, punish, and deter speech that other students deem ‘offensive,’ ‘biased,’ ‘uncivil,’ or ‘rude.'” The court ruled that the UT policy “represents the clenched fist in the velvet glove of student speech regulation.”

During a Loudoun County school board meeting in early June, a mother who fled communist China highlighted similarities between China’s class propaganda and the way in which students and teachers are encouraged to report on one another for CRT infractions.

“During the cultural revolution, I witnessed students and teachers turn against each other,” she said. “We changed school names to be politically correct. We were taught to denounce our heritage. The Red Guards destroyed anything that is not communist: oaths, statues, books, and anything else.”

“We are also encouraged to report on each other just like the student equity ambassador program and the bias reporting system,” she continued. “This is indeed the American version of the Chinese cultural revolution. Critical Race Theory has its roots in cultural Marxism. It should have no place in our schools.”

Parents Take A Stand Against Critical Race Theory

On June 4, Californians for Equal Rights Foundation (CFER) organized a rally to protest outside a Poway Unified School District (PUSD) meeting. Parents and activists specifically took issue with the school’s Racial Equity & Inclusion plan, as well as its Ethnic Studies and Ethnic Literature courses.

In a press release, CFER said that PUSD includes the writings of CRT theorists like Kendi, “propagating a hypothesis that system racism permeates US society” and “advocating student activism as central to its curriculums.” The activist group criticized PSUD officials for denying that the school teaches CRT, calling this dismissal “dishonest” and intended to “insult genuine grassroots opposition.”

“PUSD’s proposed Ethnic Studies and Ethnic Literature curriculums are full of well-known CRT buzzwords and concepts like systemic oppression, intersectional identities, and ‘anti-racism,’ with the content focused on someone’s ‘lived experiences’ rather than on data, evidence, or objective measures,” CFER President Frank Xu said in a statement.

“This CRT-based content is intended to indoctrinate students with a politicized and divisive ideology demanding race-based equal outcomes,” he added. “Race-based treatment is completely contrary to our Constitutional guarantees of equal treatment and equality before the law.”

 “To defend our Constitution, and these guarantees that facilitated our national progress, we must oppose all theories and practices that promote a race-based worldview,” Xu said.

Parents in Loudoun County, Virginia, rallied Saturday to protest against the school district’s increasingly divisive CRT policies. Loudoun County Public School Systems has come under fire for not only its progressive teachings on sex and gender but also for its equity plan promising “a racially conscious, identity-affirming and culturally responsive learning space for every student and employee” — a plan that parents say is laced with CRT.

Loudoun’s chaotic situation has greatly escalated over the past several months. The Daily Wire reported in March that current and former teachers and parents in Loudoun formed a group called “Anti-Racist Parents of Loudoun County” and compiled a long list of parents who the group suspected disagreed with the school’s progressive agenda.

Since then, parents continue to emotionally condemn the school for its policies in public meetings, clips of which often go viral.

These incidents are prompting parents to turn to activism groups — or become activists themselves. Across the country, activist groups have sprung up, including the 1776 Project PAC, Southlake Families in Texas, Education First Alliance in North Carolina, Awake Illinois and the Virginia groups Fight for Schools and Stand Up Virginia.
“Maybe they don’t know how to get it in the right hands, but we do,” Parents Defending Education President Nicole Neily said in March of the parents clamoring to expose the progressive content. “We know a lot of reporters, and we’re happy to share those things.”

In Pennsylvania, Elana Yaron Fishbein pulled her children out of Gladwyne Elementary School when she found that the school was teaching them about privilege and justice during the last week of classes, NBC reported.

Fishbein sent a letter to the school superintendent accusing the school of carrying out a “plan to indoctrinate the children into the ‘woke’ culture.” When she didn’t hear back, she launched her own organization to safeguard education: No Left Turn in Education. The group grew rapidly after she discussed her experiences on Tucker Carlson Tonight and now has 30 chapters in 23 states.

 “The schools have been hijacked,” she said, according to NBC. “Our kids are captive audiences. And they think they can do whatever they want with our kids.”

Republicans Take Action Against CRT

Local outrage against CRT has spread to state lawmakers, to governors and in some cases, to Capitol Hill. Republican lawmakers across the country have begun passing legislation banning CRT in schools: Florida’s state Board of Education banned CRT from classrooms as recently as Thursday.

“You can put lipstick on a pig and it’s still a pig,” Republican Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis, who has frequently condemned CRT, said in May. “It’s offensive to the taxpayer that they would be asked to fund critical race theory, that they would be asked to fund teaching kids to hate their country and to hate each other.”

Idaho became the first state to ban CRT in April through House Bill 377, the “Dignity And Nondiscrimination In Public Education,” which prohibits public schools and universities from compelling students to “affirm, adopt, or adhere to” teachings often found in CRT instruction.

Former President Donald Trump’s Office of Management and Budget director Russ Vought launched an anti-CRT toolkit only last week to help parents identify and combat elements of CRT in their children’s schools.

Vought, who leads Citizens for Renewing America, explained to the DCNF that because CRT sometimes operates subtly, the guide equips parents to be on the alert for buzzwords such as “anti-racism,” “anti-bias training,” “anti-blackness,” “anti-meritocracy,” “obtuse meritocracy,” “collective guilt,” “colorism” and more.

“This guide is meant for anyone of any knowledge and experience level who is concerned about what children are being taught and how they are being treated,” the tool kit begins, “with an emphasis on making the banning of Critical Race Theory (CRT) the central theme by which you reclaim your schools.”

Critical Race Theory: The Media’s Darling

Since conservatives, parents and Republican lawmakers across the country have begun to take action against this burgeoning ideology, far-left activists and establishment media outlets have begun claiming that conservatives don’t actually know or understand what CRT is — and that anyone who opposes the CRT agenda opposes teaching children about slavery.

“The media is perpetuating myths about critical race theory in the same way that they perpetuated the myths that ‘Antifa is just an idea,’ by denying the record of real-world harm that critical race theory has wrought in American classrooms,” Rufo told the DCNF. “My reporting on critical race theory in education has delivered 250 million direct media impressions, but outlets like NBC News refuse to cover the substance of this work because they want to defend critical race theory at all costs, and these concrete stories controvert their pre-manufactured narrative.”

And with all of their mortal panic that white & nonwhite kids might discover that this country indeed has a violent history which explains a lot of our national pathologies — and yes, some heroic parts too — the critical race theory hysterics still CAN’T EVEN DEFINE WHAT IT IS.

New York Times journalist Nikole Hannah-Jones, the lead author of the 1619 Project, said that CRT reporting should note that there is “a well-planned Republican misinformation strategy” around CRT and MSNBC host Joy Reid said CRT opponents would rather teach that “slavery was actually a blessing and there is no racism.”

Almost none of this reporting actually defines critical race theory, a clear indication that the reporters reporting on it do not actually really know what it is, nor does it question why everyone is “suddenly” talking about a legal theory that has been around for decades.

“Personally, I think that Republicans specifically chose to attack critical race theory because they felt that they could define it more easily than other terms,” Kendi told Slate. “Since they couldn’t come out and say, ‘Oh, those people who are challenging systemic racism are a problem.’ They couldn’t say, ‘Those anti-racists are a problem.’ So they’re defining critical race theory at the same time they are attacking it, and critical race theorists are like, ‘That’s not how we define it.'”

An NBC News story published June 15 accused activists and Republicans of seizing on anti-CRT sentiment, “rushing in to support the anti-critical race theory parent activists, hoping that these local battles will mobilize conservative voters in next year’s midterms and beyond.”

The NBC story describes CRT as simply “the academic study of racism’s pervasive impact” without offering any discrete or specific examples of what its principles look like in practice. The article then accused critics of attempting to “disrupt lessons on race and gender.”

“Reinforced by conservative think tanks, law firms and activist parents, these groups have found allies in families frustrated over Covid-19 restrictions in schools and have weaponized the right’s opposition to critical race theory, turning it into a political rallying point,” wrote NBC reporters Tyler Kingkade, Ben Collins, and Brandy Zadrozny.

 “The groups swarm school board meetings, inundate districts with time-consuming public records requests and file lawsuits and federal complaints alleging discrimination against white students,” the NBC story said. “They have become media darlings in conservative circles and made the debate over critical race theory a national issue.”

NBC also shared the common defense of school districts — the districts say they are not teaching CRT and that backlash is unjustified. The news outlet shared perspective from the adults who ran the “Anti-Racist Parents of Loudoun County” Facebook group that targeted parents in Loudoun.

“The national attention that has been shined on this is just ridiculous,” Jamie Neidig-Wheaton, the Facebook group’s white administrator, told NBC News. “I get that white people don’t want their kids going to school and being told their parents are racist, but it’s not happening — it’s made up.”

 “Parents who faced threats have scrubbed their social media profiles and taken down yard signs that read ‘Black Lives Matter,'” the NBC reporters wrote. “Some said they are planning to sell their houses and move. Several members of the anti-racist Facebook group, including Black parents, declined to speak on the record for fear of receiving more harassment.”

Hawley compares fighting abortion to war against 'moral evil of slavery'

'There was a moral truth that every person is created equal'

Sen. Josh Hawley compared pro-lifers’ battle against abortion Wednesday to abolitionists fighting the “moral evil of slavery.”

The Missouri Republican praised abortion survivor Melissa Ohden’s testimony on Capitol Hill Wednesday during a Senate Judiciary subcommittee hearing on the Democratic Women’s Health Protection Act, which would “create a statutory right for health care providers to provide abortion care.”

“You think about the abolitionists who for decades and decades and decades fought against the moral evil of slavery, fought it when it was the majority position of the country, fought it when they were told that they were crazy, fought it because they knew, they knew, there was a moral truth that every person is created equal and has equal rights,” Hawley said. “And they were willing to fight for that in our country.”

Is abortion as immoral as slavery?
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“That’s what you’re fighting for,” he told abortion survivor Melissa Ohden, founder of the Abortion Survivors Network. “That’s what pro-lifers are fighting for, is that great moral principle. I look forward to the day when we look back and say how could abortion have ever been allowed in this country.”

Ohden previously told the Daily Caller News Foundation that she survived her mother’s abortion at 31 weeks after doctors misleadingly told her mother that her unborn baby was only 18-20 weeks along. The abortion survivor said that her mother’s parents orchestrated a forced saline infusion abortion with the help of her grandmother’s colleague, the local abortionist.

Saline infusion abortion is intended to poison and scald the child to death over 72 hours as the baby soaks in the fluid injected into the womb, Ohden said, after which doctors would then induce premature labor.

Ohden said the doctors struggled to induce her birthmother, leading Ohden to soak in the saline solution for not three but five days.

“They did finally succeed that fifth day, and I was delivered at St. Luke’s Hospital in Sioux City, Iowa, in the final step of the abortion procedure, expected to be a successful abortion—a deceased child, but when I was expelled from the womb, I was accidentally born alive,” Ohden told the DCNF.

“I now know from admissions of my biological family that my grandmother was there when I was delivered alive and demanded to the nurses that they leave me to die,” Ohden said. “We may never know how long I was ‘laid aside,’ in the words of a nurse who has communicated with me about her experience that day, but we know that ultimately, a ‘tall, blond nurse,’ rushed me to the NICU shouting out, ‘she just kept gasping for breath and I couldn’t just leave her there to die.’”

Americans United for Life President and CEO Catherine Glenn Foster also testified Wednesday, warning that the Women’s Health Protection Act “would effectively ban all lifesaving, state protections for women considering abortion, including those upheld as constitutional by the U.S. Supreme Court.”
“This bill would wipe away protections for women, for children before viability, and even for many late-term viable children,” Foster said. “These include protections from dangerous and painful late-term abortion, laws that prevent children from being eugenically aborted because they may have Down syndrome, and laws guaranteeing that children born alive during an abortion are provided basic medical care.”
“Informed consent standards, gone,” she continued. “Health and safety standards, gone. As a legal and constitutional expert, I can say that this misguided bill would invalidate hundreds of constitutionally sound state laws that have been debated, passed, and enacted in states from coast to coast in an effort to protect America’s youngest citizens.”
Pro-abortion groups are backing the progressive legislation, tweeting support for the Women’s Health Protection Act Wednesday.

Roger Garside: A Coming Coup Will End China’s Communist Dictatorship

The Chinese regime is “outwardly strong, but inwardly weak,” says China expert Roger Garside, and it’s plagued by a brewing financial crisis, a moral vacuum in society, and the malaise of rampant corruption.

Garside predicts a coming coup will ultimately end China’s communist dictatorship. In this episode, we sit down with Garside to discuss how he came to his conclusions, detailed in his new book, “China Coup: The Great Leap to Freedom.”

Garside is a former British diplomat who served twice in the British Embassy in Beijing and witnessed the hysteria of China’s Cultural Revolution firsthand.

Jan Jekielek: Roger Garside, it’s such a pleasure to have you on American Thought Leaders.
Roger Garside: Great, pleasure to be here.
Mr. Jekielek: Roger, you have written an incredibly, incredibly fascinating book. You’re suggesting a hypothetical situation that I think is not the norm among China watchers and China experts. Yet, you seem to make a pretty compelling case.
One of the really interesting things that you mention in here is that these potential coup plotters, these are not people that are coming from outside of the system, these are very much people who would be from the highest ranks of the Communist Party.
And they would be doing this very much in their own self interest, so to speak. Again, contrary to a lot of common thinking today. Tell me a little bit about what is it that is in the self interest of these high level officials to see systemic political change in China?
Mr. Garside: Well, I think it’s in their self interest, but I think they’re not only motivated by self interest. As I read them, these real life characters—and as I portray them in that quarter of my book which is given over to the semi-fictional coup d’etat—have a concern for their country. They see their own personal self interests and those of the country joined going forward together. 
They can see the problems, the deep-seated, long-standing problems in China, caused by the system of totalitarian dictatorship, which they have. They understand those problems better than the people in the outside world do. 
They can see better than most people can see, that this regime is outwardly strong, but inwardly weak. And that it’s in a state of political decay. And that their best hope for preserving their own wealth and power, as well as the best hope for China, is to lead a coup d’etat to remove Xi Jinping and to launch China into a democratic transition.
Mr. Jekielek: You talk about, and this is actually the title of one of the chapters in the book, how the regime is outwardly strong, but inwardly weak. What is the greatest illustration in your mind of this? Because again, this isn’t necessarily the conventional wisdom for everyone.
Mr. Garside: All right. Well, this is a totalitarian regime, not an authoritarian regime; it’s a totalitarian regime. Like all totalitarian regimes, it depends not on trust, but on control. And the communist regime in China is extremely sophisticated, extremely adept at control.
But within that system, there is an absence of true self-confidence. They are fearful. They fear the truth. They fear democracy. They fear the truth so much that they have for 70 years wiped out, covered up, huge areas of their own history of rule.
They fear democracy so they have to smash the freedom of 7.5 million Hongkongers, only 7.5 million Hongkongers, who are attached to freedom and rule of law. Why? Because they’re afraid that the 7.5 million will infect the 1.4 billion whom they hold in political slavery in the rest of China.
They are weak inwardly, because there is a moral crisis in China. There is a system of corruption, the system is corrupt, from top to bottom, from left the right. And I could go on, but the single greatest area of weakness is, curiously enough, the economy.
Because since 2008, they have relied upon pumping billions of credit into the system in order to maintain an artificially high growth rate. And this flood of money has led to a great deal of distortion, false economic activity, un-economic activity, and fragility within the financial system.
Mr. Jekielek: You mentioned the economy, the realities of the Chinese economy are probably the single biggest issue. But before you mentioned corruption as well. And I thought you made a really interesting observation about the corruption.
I think you said, “Corruption in China is not the unfortunate byproduct of rapid economic growth, but the result of strategic choices by the Chinese Communist Party.” So now that’s very interesting, because again, that’s another potentially countervailing to conventional thought idea here.
Mr. Garside: To explain what I mean by that, we have to go back to the Tiananmen massacre of 1989, which destroyed the moral authority of the Communist Party of China. And in order to rebuild loyalty to the party, on the part of officials who were going to rule in its name, what could they use to rebuild these people’s loyalty to the top leadership? They couldn’t use ideology, nobody believed anymore in Marxism–Leninism. 
What they could use, though, was material incentive. So they embarked upon the biggest privatization campaign the world has ever seen. But they did it in such a way that the power holders at every level could get together with their friends in business and gain control of the assets, the people’s assets, which were being privatized, without declaring their ownership.
There was an absence of legal clarity in terms of ownership. And that allowed power holders at every level to become rich and powerful.
Mr. Jekielek: So you’re saying the corruption is almost by design integral to the system.
Mr. Garside: Yes. I mean, this was the biggest opportunity for corruption and kleptocracy that the world has ever seen. These assets had been owned by the state, they were therefore owned by the state on behalf of the people. And they simply transferred the ownership, effective control of these assets, whether they were banks or mines or companies, to their own officials.
And that’s the way it’s remained, and there is an absence of clarity of ownership in China today on the huge state owned companies: who controls them, who really owns them, even the private ones, who really owns and controls them. This is all very opaque, and where there is opacity in economic and financial affairs, then you’ll get corruption.
Mr. Jekielek: It’s very interesting because what precipitates this contingency plan of the coup-plotters in your hypothetical scenario is the U.S. actually taking China to task and demanding that they open their books, basically be subject to the normal regulatory controls that companies operating in America are required to do. That’s very interesting in this context.
Mr. Garside: In America and in every other well-functioning capital market. When the great awakening from complacency happened in America a few years ago, leaders of Congress, Marco Rubio and other people, introduced a bill. Trump signed it off, I think on the 18th of December 2020.
It requires that companies from whichever country in the world—but it was certainly designed to be focused on China in this case to be usable, usable against the 172 Chinese companies who are traded and listed on American securities markets—they would be required within three years to give U.S. financial regulators full access to their accounts. 
None of them gave it. Now, they’re forbidden by Chinese law to do so. The law also stipulates that if the companies failed to give that access, then the stock exchanges will be obliged by law to delist those companies. This is a confrontation, which can and will happen. This is not fiction. This is the law of the United States, and it will happen. I say in my first chapter that when this happens, this creates a financial crisis in China.
Mr. Jekielek: And, of course, that makes make some sense. We’ve had multiple examples of suddenly realizing the realities of these Chinese companies don’t reflect what the prospectus in the Western market says, with the information that’s been presented to Western investors.
Another thing I thought was an interesting observation. Over the last many decades, the U.S. has been extremely active in investing in China, right? Both the government and of course the private sector,  in an accelerating way until fairly recently. Now, you make this observation in here: “No people on earth are less forgiving than the Americans when they believe their trust and friendship have been betrayed.”
I think in the last, let’s say, four or five years, we’ve seen kind of an increasing awareness of this. More and more Americans and of course others also are feeling betrayed. The whole coronavirus reality and how the Chinese Communist Party responded to that was a major step.
And now as we speak—and this part isn’t in your book, because perhaps it’s just so fresh—we’re beginning to realize that the Wuhan lab leak theory is indeed something that is plausible.
Of course, at The Epoch Times, we knew about this a year ago, we’ve made a whole documentary on the topic of the possible origins, but for much of the world, people assumed it was some sort of conspiracy theory. It’s another potential nail into this whole kind of question of trust. What do you think?
Mr. Garside: Hugely important. I think this is an epoch-changing issue. I mean, already, public opinion in all free societies can see that the totalitarian regime in China covered up the origins of COVID-19 and continues to refuse to allow an international investigation into the origins. It is vitally important, if we are to prevent further outbreaks from other viruses in the future, that we understand how this one came into being. 
So there has been an extraordinary breach of trust and extraordinary denial of the truth. This has taught a new generation of people what totalitarian government looks like and how it acts—not only people abroad, but people within China.
There was a moment in February 2020, when there was a tsunami of outrage and grief when people learn through social media that a doctor in Wuhan, who had tried to warn the nation and the world of the virus, was silenced.
Mr. Jekielek: China is portrayed as a rapidly rising economic power. Right? And there’s definitely some truth to that. However you’re basically saying that there’s a kind of rot inside the system and there’s more facade than integrity to the financial system. How does this compare to the U.S. and the more normal capital markets that we see?
Mr. Garside: There has been great economic growth; there is dynamism in the Chinese economy. It’s in the private sector. But in 2008, the Communist Party concluded, had come to the conclusion, that if it continued the transition from the command economy to the market economy—which had brought great liberation of enterprise and energy in the Chinese people and great prosperity—if they continue that transition to the private market economy, that would undermine their political monopoly. 
So they stopped it. And that’s when they had to start pumping in the credit, and when you got a whole lot of opacity in the financial systems increasing. You do not have a full market economy in China.
Contrast to the U.S. or the UK, where the commanding heights of the economy are open to the private sector, under regulation by the government. We have an open, transparent system, which doesn’t protect U.S. from great fraud and corruption from time to time, but at least it is a self-regulating system.
We have, as a result of that, the strongest, deepest capital markets in the world. We have the deepest pool, biggest pool of free capital, which is mobile and can move around the world. We have the biggest banks, and we have control over the international banking system. And we have between us, the world’s major reserve currencies.
These things are great assets in the struggle for power with the Communist Party of China. This gives U.S. great economic superiority, we have got to use it with greater activism, with greater ambition, and with greater imagination.
We have made a beginning, particularly the U.S. has made a beginning, with the law about capital markets, the holding foreign companies to account law passed under the Trump administration. That made a beginning with the controls on export of technology for military purposes, possible military purposes, dual-use technologies to China. 
The controls on investment to stop the communist regime from buying up our most advanced and sensitive technologies. That is a lead, which Europe has and the Japan have got to now follow. And we are beginning to do so.
Mr. Jekielek: A number of China observers, China experts that I know, have expressed deep concern about the strong lobby within America to support the Chinese, effectively the Chinese Communist Party, economically, which is Wall Street. The people have argued that Wall Street is the number one champion of basically pushing this capital into China.
Mr. Garside: Yes, I agree. And I see an alarming parallel with what happened under the Clinton administration. You may remember the Clinton administration came to power determined to use the most favored nation trading relationship’s annual renewal to demand improvement in human rights in China.
But corporate America was so keen to get into the Chinese market and to start investing in the Chinese labor force. They overwhelmed the Clinton administration on that. Yes, it is now a great challenge for the Biden administration to deal with Wall Street’s ambitions in China, which the Chinese Communist Party has been extremely adept at fostering.
They are machiavellian, realpolitik players par excellence, and so they have taken big steps to open up opportunities in China to our financial institutions and to attract more and more fund managers monies, to put money into China. And I don’t pretend that it’s going to be easy to deal with this.
But the reality is, the medium term reality is that, if we sell our freedom and our values in exchange for investment opportunities and trading opportunities, we will lose the system which has made Wall Street great and made the City of London great. We will lose that freedom; we will lose our rule of law.
And it won’t take very long, these things can be abolished with breathtaking speed. I think perhaps the biggest political challenge that our leaders face is dealing with our financial service industry.
Mr. Jekielek: Roger, I really appreciated in the book, how you make this interesting hypothetical scenario about how coup in China might come about. But you actually dedicate the bulk of the book to the realities in China that you feel contribute to such a scenario. And in fact your endnotes are a huge part of the book. You have a lot of references, which frankly I really appreciated looking up.
Mr. Garside: Well, it’s true. I devote three-quarters of the book to nonfictional analysis of what the real state of China is, and why I believe that the totalitarian regime is doomed, provided we work with those who want change in China. And one-quarter of it to how we might bring that about.
The three quarters is nonfiction; one quarter is semi-fiction: real people with real names, real histories in a real world context, but a storyline that is a marriage of imagination and prediction.
I developed that device because I thought it would be a challenge to people’s intellect and awaken their imagination in a way that conventional China-watching books don’t. Take the reader inside the minds of communist leaders, which is not been done by anybody else. But also ask the big “what if” America and it’s allies were going to do this, and the Chinese were going to respond in a certain way.
Mr. Jekielek: You’re not advocating for any country to be advocating top-down regime change or something like this. You’re basically encouraging the West to create a scenario where that change can happen internally in China.
Mr. Garside: Precisely, precisely. We cannot dictate how China is governed. What we can do is to help those Chinese who want to achieve democracy to achieve it.
Mr. Jekielek: In your mind, what are the key best things that can be done? You mentioned, of course, some of these laws that have been passed recently, and successful implementation of these. But what else do you have in mind?
Mr. Garside: Something else which is enormously important is to find ways to break down and break through the Great Firewall of China. In China today, we have a brainwashed population, we have millions of people who’ve never been taught the truth, denied the truth about our own country and about the world.
We have to find a way of breaking through the extremely efficient system of censorship. Because I believe that when the Chinese people know the truth, they will be outraged to learn the lies they have been fed, generation after generation and the tragedies which have been covered up generation after generation.
Mr. Jekielek: You’ve actually been a China watcher, I think you said, since 1958. Can you give me like a brief sketch of how? You’ve been a diplomat in China as well and in many other capacities. Tell me a little bit about your history, so our viewers can understand where you’re coming from.
Mr. Garside: Yes, you’re quite right. I first watched China in 1958, through a pair of army binoculars, when I spent 10 days in an observation post up on the Hong Kong-China border overlooking a peaceful valley, through which the border fence, the wire fence ran.
And on the hills across the valley, no doubt there were soldiers of the PLA watching us. That valley was peaceful by day. But by night, men and women from Mainland China were crawling through and under the wire to escape from the starvation, disease, and deaths that had been visited upon China by Mao’s Great Leap Forward.
That fascinated me, awakened the fascination with that huge, closed country that lay in front of me, which has stayed with me for the subsequent 63 years. 
When I finished army, I went to university, and then I joined the Foreign Service. I volunteered to study Mandarin Chinese, I did that for two years. I resent to Beijing during the Cultural Revolution. So I saw firsthand anarchy and violence. I resigned from the diplomatic service after that posting, because I was frustrated. I couldn’t see what use I could put my knowledge to in China. It was just stuck. And I went off to join the World Bank. That was a great learning experience.
But then I rejoined the diplomatic service, came back to China for a second tour of duty there. I’d moved from a country in total anarchy, violence, and anarchy of cultural revolution. I had moved through the United States, time of the Pentagon Papers, etc, a country which was ruled by law. So that was a great political education for me.
Then back to China in 1976. I was there for the death of Zhou Enlai, death of Mao Zedong, and the struggle for succession, won by Deng Xiaoping. Then I took two years of unpaid leave, went off to California, and wrote a book about how Deng Xiaoping had won that struggle for the succession and what he was going to do with his power.
I didn’t go back to China after that diplomatic event, after that. I did other things in my life. The last 10 years of my economically gainful life were not as a diplomat, but running a small but very international advisory company, advising countries that were making a transition from the command economy to the market economy on how to create capital markets.
I started that up as the Berlin Wall fell. Months after the Berlin Wall fell, I had my company up and running and we were working in Hungary and Russia and the Czech Republic or wherever. I saw social, political, economic change on the frontline in these countries which were undergoing the great transition
So when in my retirement I decided to write about China again, I brought with me a baggage of knowledge and experience, which is unique amongst people who write books about China, actually. And I guess it gave me a kind of confidence in judging and making up my mind about the realities in China and enabled me to look a bit behind that facade that we talked about earlier.
Mr. Jekielek: We talked a little bit earlier about this pervasive lack of trust under the Chinese Communist Party and how it’s systemic and to some extent, unavoidable in the way the system works right now.
One of the things that you really tackle in the book is this moral dimension. Because this trust is connected with this idea that the party is supposed to become the decider around morality and so forth. But you also mentioned that there isn’t this belief in Marxism anymore, leaving a moral vacuum, which I guess the Communist Party had no hope of filling.
Mr. Garside: There certainly is moral decay and a moral vacuum: no trust, no truth. People have spent 70 years under a regime which lies to them, day in and day out. There’s a saying on the internet in China: if they’ve [the CCP has] denied something, that probably means it’s true.
A lot of people in China, millions, tens of millions, hundreds of millions of people, have found that the prosperity which has come is not enough to make sense of life, to give meaning to life. And they have looked to religion for that. All five major religions, as they are classified by the Communist Party, which exist in China have enjoyed explosive growth in the era since 1979.
Christianity is particularly noteworthy in this, because it has attracted many of the brightest, best-educated, socially and economically successful people in … China.
So, alongside this loss of public ethics, you see a private search for meaning and for morality. China, before communism was a land which for much of its history was ruled by ethics, not law, rule by ethics. So it feels, the people of China instinctively feel the loss of public ethics. Very deep.
Mr. Jekielek: Just the other day, I had breakfast with Johnnie Moore, who was one of the USCIRF (U.S. Commission on International Religious Freedom) commissioners. Recently the State Department sanctioned one of the leaders of the 610 Office, which was the organization that was created—actually on the day we’re recording this interview, June 10, 1999—to basically destroy the Falun Gong spiritual movement. The day that this sanction was put out, Johnnie Moore was sanctioned by the Chinese Communist Party in retaliation. 
Of course, he’s an evangelical pastor and fairly prominent figure in those circles. I asked him, “Why do you think that they sanctioned you after this specifically?” And he said, “I think they fear Falun Gong practitioners and evangelicals working together.”
And this makes me think of—and you talk about this in your book—the biggest enemy of the Chinese Communist Party, at least if you look at the spending they do on security, is actually inside China. They fear the Chinese people, a lot more than they fear any external enemy. 
Mr. Garside: This is true. Since 2011, the budget for internal security has been greater than the budget for the military. One can only conclude that they are more afraid of internal dissent than they are their foreign enemies.
Religion and spiritual practices such as Falun Gong strike at the heart of communist self-faith. Because they say there is no higher authority than the Communist Party. And yet, every religion says, “Yes, there is. There is God who is the supreme authority.” So I have a chapter: “Who rules: God or the Party?” 
There’s a political dimension to it, of course, which is tremendously important. That is a totalitarian regime cannot tolerate autonomous civil organizations, non-governmental organizations. They allow them in name to exist in China, but they have to be controlled. But it’s true in religion. In a sense, Falun Gong is a non-governmental organization, which spread like wildfire. 
And it was a terrifying experience for the leaders of the Communist Party. Something beyond their understanding, something beyond their control, something which strikes at the heart of their materialist philosophy, to the extent that they believe in any philosophy.
Mr. Jekielek: I’d like you to clarify this very specifically. I don’t think it’s generally understood that China under the Chinese Communist Party is in fact totalitarian, versus authoritarian. What is that distinction?
Mr. Garside: As defined by the great historian of the Soviet Union, Robert Conquest, and other American historians, a totalitarian state is one which extends its authority and control into every sphere where that is feasible. And if you look at the Constitution of the People’s Republic of China, it is spelt out that the highest authority is the Communist Party of China in every sphere.
Now, as a practical matter, Deng Xiaoping, when he came to power, in ‘78 or ‘79, recognized that the Communist Party had been unable to eliminate religion in China, and that it would be wise to tolerate it under control. And for decades, until Xi Jinping, there was a kind of modus vivendi negotiated at a local level, under which there was a considerable measure of political toleration.
But Xi Jinping coming to power put a stop to that. Because Xi Jinping is, I think, a convinced totalitarian, and he wants to put the Party’s authority into every sphere of life. So, not only religion has been persecuted, but private sector companies now are obliged to have Party cells, which can pull the shots on anything, any decision in that company, in its governance.
An authoritarian government—such as we see successful ones in places like Singapore—keep themselves out of, do not dictate to, religions for instance, as a sphere. But under Xi Jinping, every sphere has to be under the control of the Party. And he is enforcing that to the extent that he can or that they can under his leadership.
Mr. Jekielek: Basically you lay out in your book how that sort of a structure ultimately is doomed to fail.
Mr. Garside: I believe so. But this is a matter of my faith in human nature. Though it’s not only a matter of faith, it’s a matter of pragmatic judgment too. Because as I spell out in the book, the totalitarian regime in China has created deep seated problems.
From 2008 onwards, it couldn’t continue the transition to the market economy. It had to start pumping credit into the economy to keep the level of employment up, to prevent mass unemployment, to prevent many corporate defaults.
So we’ve got artificial activity going on, a problem which would not have existed if they had been prepared to enter into political competition with other parties, submit themselves to the judgment of the people as to whether they should be reelected. 
No, they are totalitarians; they are going to hold on to power. The same totalitarian system with political imperatives of corruption. Rebuilding a party, through greed and corruption, to make it pay to be an official of the Communist Party.
In the environment, we talked earlier about totalitarian regimes prohibiting any autonomous non-governmental organization from becoming vigorous and growing freely. If you want to control pollution in a country, it is essential to have non-governmental organizations which will monitor the real situation on the ground, monitor the implementation of pollution control laws, expose those businessmen or politicians, their cronies in cahoots with each other, overriding the law to control pollution.
But in China, the totalitarian regime will not permit an environmental movement. And so, in area after area of cultural life, they dare not allow freedom of expression. In area after area of life, you see problems being created which cannot be changed without a change of system.
If you’re Li Keqiang, premier of China, you know that, you grew up in this system. And you know the problems better than Roger Garside sitting in South London. The question is, will they do anything about it? And I believe they will, for reasons we discussed earlier.
Totalitarianism is a system which allows people a bit of freedom here, there, there, where it sees it as useful. But it never gives an absolute right to any freedom. There is no absolute human right to anything in China. Everything depends upon a party, which gives and can take back. 
Authoritarian regimes do allow a measure of the rule of law. In Singapore, you had the rule of law inherited, if I may say so, from the British, ditto, Hong Kong.
Mr. Jekielek: Since you published the book, we’ve had these updates, for example this broader realization that coronavirus may have originated from the Wuhan lab. How do you see your prediction in light of developments since you published?
Mr. Garside: Well, I am reinforced in my belief that a crisis is coming in China. The communist regime is vulnerable. But I do not believe that the totalitarian regime will be destroyed solely by dynamics within China. I think it’s absolutely essential that the U.S. and its allies go on to the offensive.
I’m not a warmonger; I don’t believe in military control, invading across the strait of Taiwan or something. No, but we are engaged in a war for freedom. The Chinese Communist Party—not China, not the Chinese people, let’s be quite clear about the distinction—the Chinese Communist Party launched this war, and it is in Xi Jinping’s own words, aiming at global domination.
It’s no secret, he put it in his speeches. And they are spending vast amounts of money to influence our societies in many, many subtle ways that we hardly even recognize at the moment. 
We have to do far more to expose what they’ve already done and are doing in our societies: cyber threat, industrial espionage, the subversion of Chinese language newspapers. I mean, they have taken control of virtually every Chinese language newspaper outside of China except The Epoch Times. Am I right?
Mr. Jekielek: Virtually, yeah.
Mr. Garside: Virtually, virtually, right. It is very frightening. We face a prospect of a China which, despite its economic problems growing, has set itself the goal of making major leaps forward in advanced technologies of control.
If we do not counterattack against this ambitious and dangerous regime, we are going to lose our freedom. We cannot just sit back and say, we have right on our side, we will make a better job of running our own countries. Yes, we’ve got to do that. But we’ve also got to find the vulnerabilities. We’ve got to educate our people of the peril which faces us.
Our leaders face the biggest challenge, a more sophisticated, more complex challenge than they ever faced with the Soviet Union. Because, our economies and societies are so deeply interwoven. We have so many vested interests now invested in China and trade with China.
But I believe that democracies have a strength of creativity, which surpasses that of totalitarian regimes. And I believe that in the next 5, 10 years, we can develop the strategy we need to win this war for freedom.
Mr. Jekielek: Well, Roger Garside, it’s such a pleasure to have you on.
Mr. Garside: It’s been a great pleasure to be asked such interesting and challenging questions. Thank you Jan.

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Donald Trump spent months contesting the 2020 Presidential Election.

Trump claimed massive voter fraud stole the election from him.

But now Donald Trump went on Fox News and said something about 2020 that no one saw coming.

Donald Trump caused a major stir in an interview with Sean Hannity where for the first time Trump said he did not win the 2020 election.

Trump may have been talking about the ongoing audit of the vote in Maricopa County, Arizona and the controversy over around 18,000 ballots in Georgia – more than Joe Biden’s margin of victory – that are missing the chain of custody documentation that is required by law.

Before this interview with Hannity it was Trump’s stated position that he won the 2020 election, but massive voter fraud in key swing states rigged the election in Biden’s favor.

Trump never delivered a concession speech.

Remarks Trump made after January 6, committing to a transfer of power was the closest Trump ever came to conceding the race to Joe Biden.

This interview with Hannity caught many supporters by surprise.

Polls show that around 70 percent of Republicans do not believe Joe Biden won the Presidency legitimately.

Trump could have been claiming that Biden won a rigged election.

But they also represented a shift in Trump’s rhetoric about the 2020 contest.

There are some Republicans like South Carolina Senator Lindsey Graham that would like Trump to focus on the 2022 midterms and let go of 2020.

If Republicans have a successful midterm election it will set the GOP up for 2024 and provide Trump a launching pad for a third White House bid.
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Attorney Sidney Powell and other lawyers who filed lawsuits to support former President Donald Trump’s claims about the 2020 election were summoned by a judge to a sanctions hearing in Michigan.

U.S. District Judge Linda Parker ordered Powell—who filed a series of third-party lawsuits in Michigan and other states—and the other lawyers to appear at a July 6 hearing, according to court documents (pdf) filed on Thursday.

“Each attorney whose name appears on any of Plaintiffs’ pleadings or briefs shall be present at the motion hearing set for July 6, 2021” at 2 p.m. ET in Detroit, the single-line order from Parker read. It concerned a lawsuit, King v. Whitmer, which was filed last year and alleged President Joe Biden’s victory was the result of fraud and asked electors in Michigan to discard the certification of the state’s results.

The Epoch Times has contacted Powell for comment. She hasn’t made any comments about the development on her Telegram page.

Last year, Parker sided with Michigan state officials and wrote an opinion that the relief being sought in King v. Whitmer, referring to Gov. Gretchen Whitmer, “would disenfranchise the votes of the more than 5.5 million Michigan citizens.”

The other lawyers who were summoned to appear in court are Greg Rohl, Scott Hagerstrom, and Stefanie Junttila, as reported by the Detroit Free Press.

Michigan Attorney General Dana Nessel, a Democrat, asked the court in January to sanction Powell and alleged she, Rohl, Hagerstrom, and Junttila “pursued a frivolous lawsuit” in “violation of their oaths as attorneys.” The City of Detroit in December 2020 also had asked the court (pdf) to sanction Powell.

In response to a separate defamation lawsuit, lawyers for Powell—a former federal prosecutor who successfully defended retired Lt. Gen Michael Flynn—argued (pdf) that her remarks about the Nov. 3 election are protected under the Constitution. Powell’s comments to media outlets about the election were of “public concern” and are, therefore, not defamatory, her lawyers said.

“There can be no doubt that the statements at issue here relate to matters of public concern,” Powell’s lawyers said.

The comments, the lawyers added, “involve the 2020 presidential election and specifically address the reliability of the voting machines and processes used to determine the results of that election,” according to the documents. “The complaint itself contains scores of references to tweets from President Donald Trump, statements by public officials, the content of related litigation, and national press coverage of the issues.”

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The ‘Defund the Police’ Movement Has a Broader Agenda and Its Not to Stop the Killing of Black People: Brandon Tatum
BY MASOOMA HAQ AND JAN JEKIELEK
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“Defund the police” has become a popular phrase among leftist activists, gaining momentum during a rash of Black Lives Matter protests and riots last summer following the police-custody death of George Floyd in Minneapolis in May 2020.

As news of these protests spread through the media, local governments across the country quickly started acquiescing to the demand. Cities such as New York and Los Angeles significantly cut cut funding for their police departments, while Minneapolis City Council went further, introducing a measure to try and outright abolish and replace its police department.

According to former Arizona police officer Brandon Tatum, author of the upcoming book, “Beaten Black and Blue: Being a Black Cop in an America Under Siege,” there is a broader agenda behind the “Defund the Police” movement.

“I believe it’s an agenda to completely destroy and dismantle local police departments so that the government can have control of law enforcement in this country and push a nationwide agenda,” Tatum told Jan Jekielek, host of EpochTV’s “American Thought Leaders” program.

Tatum explained that if law enforcement is federalized and there are unconstitutional mandates or restrictions, such as those involving vaccines or guns, the federal government will be able to enforce those directives more easily.

“I believe that the government has a lot more leverage federalizing these agencies, and that’s the end goal,” he added. “I don’t believe it has anything to do with racism, police brutality … That is a talking point to push an even bigger agenda.”

It is this agenda, he said, that “is really the cause of a lot of turmoil that we see in law enforcement and the crime rate that we see spiking around the country.”

According to the National Fraternal Order of Police, murder rates over the past year have skyrocketed in cities where police departments have been defunded. As of May 25, the murder rates in New York City and Chicago year on year were up 22 percent, in Los Angeles 27 percent, in Washington D.C. 35 percent, in Philadelphia 40 percent, in Minneapolis 56 percent, and in Portland a staggering 800 percent.

Tatum, who grew up in an inner-city in Texas, said the real issue for the black community is the homicide rates in the inner cities, where black people are primarily being killed by other black people.

“You know, police brutality is a small fraction of the drama, chaos, and confusion that goes on in the inner city. So, if they are pushing this as is as if it’s a pandemic or epidemic, then they are already being deceptive from the beginning,” he said.

The former police officer and cofounder of the BLEXIT movement said one need not be a conspiracy theorist to understand this. Statistics show that twice as many unarmed whites are shot by the police each year than unarmed blacks.

In 2018, the most recent year for which data on this is available, blacks made up 53 percent of homicide offenders in the United States and committed about 60 percent of robberies, while only making up 13 percent of the population.

The BLEXIT Foundation’s goal is to rectify the narrative of victimhood that permeates American minorities, particularly in the African-American community.

Tatum said his grandmother and those prior to her had just cause to point to racism and inequality because they actually faced slavery, segregation, and racism.

“However, that pain and suffering and that mistrust for white Americans has been passed down unjustifiably to next generations, later generations, and we don’t deal with those things,” Tatum said. “And when you have that, and you have a political climate where a certain particular party that wants your vote, they’re going to tell you what you want to hear and try to play this savior to an invisible problem, you know, they are going to push an agenda.”

Tatum went on to explain that the real violent crime problem facing African-Americans is outside the leftist mainstream media narrative.

“You know, they are going to push an agenda and that causes a lot of pain, hurt—real pain and hurt, lump on top of that confusion. You have this delusional state in the inner city. And then when your father is in prison, or your father has been murdered by another black man, it creates a level of hatred towards other black people,” Tatum added.

Tatum said the solution to violence and death in black communities is to focus on the facts, help heal past hurts, and rebuild families.

“The solution is to not politicize anything, this just should not be about politics—Democrat, Republican, conservative, liberal, libertarian—it should have nothing to do with politics and everything to do with real people that are being hurt in this country.”

Having a strong father growing up, Tatum knows how important fathers are to children, especially in black communities.

“You need a dad,” he said. “I don’t care what nobody says, I don’t care what any psychologists want to put out there and make up a myth on—you need your father. And the reason why I’m here today is because I had a strong Father.”

The Heritage Foundation cited a major 1988 study finding that “the percentage of single-parent households with children between the ages of 12 and 20 is significantly associated with rates of violent crime and burglary.” It noted that race was not a factor, only that the family was not intact.

According to a report by the Brookings Institute, in 1965, less than a quarter of black infants and just over 3 percent of white infants were born to single mothers. By 1990, the rate of infants born to single unmarried mothers had risen to 64 percent for blacks and 18 percent for whites, with the percentage remaining similar today.

Tatum said Black Lives Matter—a quasi-Marxist organization that has become a household name, is endorsed by major corporations, and has raised millions of dollars—has done nothing to uplift the black community, because that is not truly its goal.

“But to the unsuspecting person that seems very bizarre that the founding of Black Lives Matter is to do the very thing that has damaged the black community the most. And that’s to believe in the absence of the father, they want to destroy the nuclear family.”

“I’m just here to be a messenger of things that I know and I have experienced and researched. But I think it’s invaluable for us to empower ourselves with knowledge. And everybody should do their own research to prove that whatever you hear from me, from anybody else, is true and it’s factual.”

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Texas Prison Forced to Empty Ahead of Surge of Illegal Immigrant Arrests
BY JACK PHILLIPS
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Texas officials will start transferring inmates from a South Texas prison to make room for illegal immigrants who were arrested by state law enforcement officials amid efforts from Gov. Greg Abbott to curb the surge of individuals crossing the U.S.-Mexico border illegally.

A spokesperson for the Texas Department of Criminal Justice (TDCJ) confirmed the decision on Thursday, saying officials will move inmates from the Dolph Briscoe Unit prison in Dilley, which is located in South Texas, to other prisons starting June 16.

“The state of Texas continues to deal with a record-high influx of individuals illegally crossing the border,” spokesman Jeremy Desel said in a statement to The Epoch Times. “To address the ongoing crisis, Governor Abbott is directing state resources to arrest and confine those individuals crossing the border unlawfully and who have committed a state or federal crime.”

Desel added that top Texas officials “assured” the Department of Criminal Justice that Dolph Briscoe Unit prison would only hold the arrested illegals on a “temporary” basis and that “the money will be reappropriated without a negative impact on TDCJ.”

The Dolph Briscoe Unit will be transformed to “serve as a central holding facility” for detainees who have been arrested and charged for state offenses, Desel added. “While in the custody of TDCJ, the agency, in conjunction with the Windham School District and the University of Texas Medical Branch, will provide appropriate services to the population,” the spokesman said.

The move comes after more than 180,000 illegal immigrants attempted to cross the border in May alone—the highest number reported in decades—according to data provided by Customs and Border Protection. Republicans, including Abbott, have raised alarm over the immigration surge, pointing to the Biden administration as the cause, in particular its reversal of key Trump-era border policies.

Earlier this week, Abbott announced his administration would attempt to construct a state- and private donor-funded border wall along Texas’s border with Mexico. Along with Arizona Gov. Doug Ducey, Abbott also called on other states to send extra law enforcement officials to help a struggling Border Patrol arrest illegal immigrants who cross into the United States. Republican Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis is the first to have sent state law enforcement to the border.

Construction of the border wall was a signature campaign promise of President Donald Trump during his 2016 presidential bid, but President Joe Biden issued dozens of executive orders to rescind Trump’s immigration orders, including the border wall construction. Biden has said that the wall is wasteful spending and directed some of the funds to be returned to the Department of Defense for other projects.

Biden’s policies have spurred hundreds of thousands of people—mostly from Central America and Mexico—to rush to the southern border, drawing criticism even from Democrats who represent areas along the border.

Department of Homeland Security Secretary Alejandro Mayorkas, responding to GOP-led criticism of his handling of the border, told a House panel on June 17 that “we have a strategy, we execute our strategy … I have confidence in our strategy.”

To put it into perspective, the irregularities in predominantly Democratic Fulton County, Georgia, could impact thousands of ballots in a race that was initially certified by fewer than 12,000 votes.

And the real surprise is that Georgia Secretary of State Brad Raffensperger's own private contractor commissioned the report. He probably lied to "60 Minutes" when he claimed Georgia had conducted its most sacred kind of election.

The memos included the handwritten tally sheets for all absentee ballots counted by the county as well as a private report that chronicled seven days of problems and recorded troubling behavior like the mysterious removal of a suitcase of sensitive election data known as polls pads, used to authenticate voters.

The revelations come as a state judge has taken the extraordinary step of ordering absentee ballots in the county unsealed so that a private audit led by lawyer Bob Cheeley can examine the actual papers and resolve discrepancies. Cheeley told Just the News on Wednesday the evidence he has seen so far points to "election tabulation malpractice."

Private experts and state election officials differ on whether the evidence shows a pattern of potential fraud or simply gross incompetence in the county, but they are mostly united for the first time that the top election supervisors in Fulton County should be removed. Some officials are even discussing a dramatic intervention like putting the county's election system in conservatorship so it can be run by state, not local, officials.

"I have continued to call on the elections director to be removed from his position, and the leadership of Fulton County has continued to fail to act," Raffensperger said. "It is no secret that Fulton has had issues in their elections department for decades, which is why I insisted on a state monitor being present to be eyes and ears on the ground. He did not see any evidence of fraud despite having full access, but he saw continued mismanagement, miscommunication, unpreparedness and sloppiness. Georgia voters deserve better."

That's RAFFENSPERGER – a far cry from what he was telling "60 Minutes."

Here's what the record shows:

· More than 100 batches of absentee ballots – each containing approximately 100 or more ballots — were assigned tracking numbers before being sent to one of the five absentee vote-counting machines in Fulton County but are not subsequently recorded in the handwritten logs showing which batches were scanned and counted, raising concerns the ballots may be missing.

· More than two dozen batches of absentee ballots were identified as having been double-scanned as actual votes.

· Five sequential batches of absentee votes each appeared with the exact same vote count of 392 for Biden, 96 for Donald Trump, and three for the libertarian candidate, which defy all odds.

· Many control sheets for absentee ballot batches counted during the state's audit did not check a box indicating the ballot came from a secure container, raising the possibility that ballots were stored insecurely or that multiple batches of ballots were sealed in a single container.

So what happens next?

Where do we go from here?

I don't know how it will turn out until we know two things: The full story of how the vote really went and how the election was stolen from Donald Trump, not to mention all the down-ballot confusion and suspicion and who really should be controlling Congress today.

Oregon lawmakers reject protections for babies who survive abortion

'Democrats continue to follow the marching orders'

One of the most abortion-friendly states in the nation recently upheld that reputation when both the state House and Senate voted down initiatives that would have required physicians to provide medical care to babies who survive abortion.

The Born-Alive Infants Protection Act, HB 2699 and SB586 in the Oregon House and Senate respectively, would have established a “crime for failure to exercise proper standard of care” for a baby who survives an abortion. The measure required a physician to “exercise the same degree of professional skill, care and diligence to preserve the life and health of the child that a reasonably diligent and conscientious health care practitioner would render to any other child born alive at the same gestational age.” This wording is the same or similar to such legislation introduced federally and by a number of states.

But on June 10, the Oregon Senate voted to 18 to 11 against the Born-Alive Infant Protection Act. Just five days later, on June 15, the Oregon House rejected the measure by a vote of 37 to 22.

Under the proposed legislation, the maximum punishment for a physician failing to provide care would have been a five year prison sentence, $125,000 fine, or both. The measure also would have allowed civil lawsuits to be brought against medical providers “for failure to exercise proper standard of care” for infants who survive abortion.

Abortion supporters have frequently made the argument that infants are not surviving abortions, but data from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention reveals that between 2003 and 2014, at least 143 babies were known to have survived the abortions intended to kill them and died shortly thereafter. The CDC also noted that these numbers are likely underestimated.

According to a June 10th Oregon Right to Life press release, 78% of Oregonians favor outlawing infanticide. “Sadly, it’s no surprise that abortion extremism continues to be rampant in the Oregon Senate,” said Lois Anderson, Oregon Right to Life’s executive director. “Instead of passing legislation supported by the majority of Oregon voters, the Democrats continue to follow the marching orders of the abortion lobby.”

Should babies who survive abortion be protected?

Preborn babies have no protections in the state of Oregon, which has some of the most pro-abortion policies in the country for which it is lauded by pro-abortion organizations. In 2017, Oregon became the first state to pass legislation for providing taxpayer funds to cover abortion on demand, as Live Action News reported. Currently there are no legislative restrictions on abortion in the state.

“It’s clear after two votes on the born alive legislation that abortion extremists in the Oregon Legislature think infanticide is a partisan issue. 78% of Oregonians disagree,” Anderson said in a June 15th press release

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U.S. policymakers need to come up with a better space strategy, a space and security expert warned after China sent a three-member crew to its unfinished space station.

“To fight and win a space war against the Americans, the first thing that [the Chinese regime] will do is to knock out or blind our satellites in a space Pearl Harbor-type event,” Brandon Weichert, author of “Winning Space: How America Remains a Superpower,” said in an interview with NTD on June 19.

“We are not yet prepared to defend ourselves, let alone retaliate, in the way that would deter China or Russia from trying this during a geopolitical crisis.”

The agency in charge of China’s manned space program, the China Manned Space Engineering Office (CMSEO), isn’t a civilian agency like NASA. CMSEO is subordinate to China’s Central Military Commission (CMC), an agency of the Chinese Communist Party that oversees the Chinese military.

Currently, CMSEO is currently headed by Hao Chun, although the country’s manned space program is commanded by Gen. Li Shangfu, who also is a department director at the CMC.

Underscoring how the Chinese manned space program is inseparable from the Chinese military, the three crew members—Nie Haisheng, Liu Boming, and Tang Hongbo—are former air force pilots of the Chinese military.

They will stay in the station’s main living module for three months, the longest stay for any Chinese nationals in space since Beijing launched an astronaut into Earth orbit in 2003. The Chinese space station, named Tiangong, will receive additional modules in 2022.

The International Space Station (ISS), launched in 1998, is a partnership between the United States, Canada, Japan, Russia, and member nations of the European Space Agency. China has been barred from taking part in the ISS since 2011, when the United States passed a law banning space cooperation between NASA and Chinese organizations, due to national security concerns.

China’s actions also spurred distrust leading to its ban from the ISS. In January 2007, China fired an anti-satellite missile against one of its inactive weather satellites, drawing international concern.

Weichert pointed to two Chinese space technologies that could cripple U.S. satellites. First, he said a giant robotic arm—10 meters in length, which can lift objects weighing up to 20 tons, according to Chinese state-run media—is attached to the Chinese space station and poses a serious threat.

“So China in peacetime could use that grappling arm to help ships dock. But in wartime, they could use that to pluck our satellites from nearby orbits and push them out of orbit or sabotage them,” Weichert said.

In April, Army Gen. James Dickinson, commander of the U.S. Space Command, told a Senate hearing (pdf) that China’s robotic arm technology in space “could be used in a future system for grappling other satellites.”

The second Chinese technology that poses a threat to U.S. satellites is lasers, Weichert said.

“China planners have talked about installing a large laser when their [space] station is completed in orbit. Now, they say in peacetime, the laser would be used to clear orbital debris. But, in wartime, that laser could potentially be used to blind sensitive American satellites in orbit,” he said.

In 2018, researchers at China’s Air Force Engineering University published a paper proposing how a giant laser would be effective to clean space junk and old satellites.

Satellite communication is critical not only for Washington to effectively deploy its forces, but it’s also vital for the U.S. economy. Weichert said the United States would see its economy sent back to the “pre-1970s era” without satellites, given that most modern electronic transactions, such as exchange-traded funds (ETFs), rely on them.

More importantly, China is gaining on U.S. leadership in space, according to Weichert.

“They’re still behind us. But rather than being 18 years behind us, 20 years behind us, they’re only about six or seven years behind us now,” he said.

Currently, U.S. policymakers are “too small-minded” with regard to their space policies, Weichert said. They need to “develop systems and doctrines” not just to defend U.S. satellites but also U.S. commercial interests in the future.

Coming Soon: China’s Space Station Hegemony
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Commentary
By late April or early May, it’s expected that China will have started the construction of its first large space station. Given its importance to the larger ambitions of the regime in Beijing, it should be called Space Station Hegemony.

“China’s space station construction has come close to the implementation stage,” the Global Times reported on Jan. 14, citing the China Manned Space Engineering Office.

The Global Times also stated that “China will carry out 11 launches, including four manned spaceships and four cargo spaceship flights in the next two years, as it aims to complete the building of the country’s first space station by around 2022.”

The other three launches will orbit the three main modules of the early version of the space station. The Chinese name for the space station is Tiangong (Heavenly Palace); the first habitation module will be called Tianhe (Heavenly River). It will weigh about 22 tons and have an internal area of about 50 square meters (about 538 square feet).

This will be followed by two experimental modules that will also deploy the space station’s two main solar power arrays. These modules are called Wentian (Quest for Heavens) and Mengtian (Dream of Heavens). The station will be supplied and probably powered by regular eight-ton Tianzhou (Heavenly Vessel) supply ships.

China’s space station reportedly will have a regular crew of three, and the whole station will have a lifespan of about 10 years. In its early stages, this space station could weigh up to 100 tons, but subsequent additions could see its weight increase to 140 to 160 tons. Larger size likely means accommodations for additional crew.

The size of the crew modules is limited by the 25-ton to low Earth orbit (LEO) lifting capacity of the five-meter (about 16 feet) diameter Long March 5 space launch vehicle (SLV), currently China’s largest SLV.

At the 2014 International Astronautical Congress in Toronto, a Chinese space official told this analyst that China has plans for a next-generation space station after Tiangong, which could be a much larger craft. After 2030, China will likely have its Long March 9, capable of lofting space station modules of 100 tons or more.
China has been working toward the Tiangong space station since at least 1992, when China began its three-part 921 Program of early manned operations—its Shenzhou manned spaceships, then its Tiangong early manned space station, and then its early unmanned moon probes.

While the Shenzhou was based on purchased Russian Soyuz spacecraft plans and technology, in 2009, Russian sources told this analyst that China basically stole Russian technology to develop its early space station. This explains why the Tianhe module looks like a slightly longer Russian company Energia’s MIR space station module. It also serves as a cautionary tale ahead of allowing Chinese astronauts to board the International Space Station (ISS).

Like all other aspects of China’s space program, its space station will be controlled by China’s People’s Liberation Army (PLA). This means that beyond the expected scientific and commercial activities, China’s space station will have two more important missions.

First, China’s space station will likely perform military surveillance, and even potential combat missions. This is made easier by its modular construction; additional armed modules can be launched under a deceptive guise, again copying the Energia concept that would have also produced an armed MIR station, had the Soviet Communist Party survived into the 1990s.

In the early moments of a conflict with China, the United States and other countries may hesitate to attack a manned Chinese space station, possibly giving the PLA sufficient time to attack U.S. and other satellites, or targets on Earth with kinetic or energy weapons.

China, however, may have little hesitation to attack the manned 15-nation coalition, 417-ton ISS. In September 2008, China’s Shenzhou-7 very likely conducted a simulated interception-attack against the ISS.

Beyond its potential use in wartime, China’s space station will perform a critical political-military mission by serving as the focal point for Chinese recruitment of a space partnership coalition. China will then use such a coalition to normalize its presence on the Moon, which in turn advances its quest for hegemony on Earth.

In 2022, Pakistan expects to launch its first astronaut to the Chinese space station. This will gift Pakistan’s military authoritarian government with a hero who may beat into space India’s first astronauts on their Gaganyaan spacecraft, not expected until the end of 2022 or early 2023. The prospect of such a propaganda “coup” may help Pakistan agree to station Chinese military ships and aircraft at the Chinese-built port of Gwadar, assisting the PLA’s projection into the Indian Ocean, to the Persian Gulf, and to Africa.

Possible future Chinese space station visitors from Nigeria, Algeria, Venezuela, and Argentina, countries with either arms sales or space program relationships with China, might then welcome Chinese military access to their strategically located ports.

Countries welcomed aboard its space station become likely candidates for selection to work on China’s future lunar bases. In the 2030s, China may have the intention to rapidly build up to 10 such Moon bases. Having an international crew cohort may be helpful in building political support for any Chinese actions on the moon that may undermine, or run counter to, American and allied lunar objectives or international treaties and agreements.

Success on its LEO space station and then on the moon could enable China to build a network of larger space-based solar power satellites to help achieve energy independence, which could greatly assist China’s quest for hegemony on Earth.

China’s first-generation space station, and the possibility that it will build a much larger second-generation station, puts pressure on Washington to try to sustain the ISS for as long as possible. Since the mid-2000s, Russia has been mulling plans for divorcing some of its modules from the ISS to build a new but smaller Russian space station. India may also have a small space station by the early 2030s.

There has been some enthusiasm for increasingly turning the ISS over to private sector companies and, indeed, they could also build independent small space stations should the ISS not survive the decade. But to sustain its international space coalition, it may be more “profitable” for the United States to continue the Artemis Program to build a large human presence on the moon that involves many allies, partners, and friends.

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Members of the extremist group Antifa targeted an annual conservative summit in Denver on June 19, with videos posted on social media showing Antifa protesters shoving and scuffling with what appeared to be summit attendees.

The man then attempts to chase the assailant, only to be pushed, shoved, and brought to the ground by people from the Antifa crowd.

Brooks also shared a photo of a “Denver Communists” flyer distributed by the Antifa crowd, which reads “Nazi scum off our streets.”

Rep. Lauren Boebert (R-Colo.), who attended the summit, told Brooks that the Antifa protesters should “get a job.”

“Maybe this is their job. Maybe they’re paid to do it,” Boebert said on June 19. “You see this from extreme leftist progressives because either this is their job, either they are paid to do it, or they have nothing better to do, they’re sitting at home collecting a check, and this is their life.

“I mean, I don’t have time for that. You don’t see conservatives doing things like this because we have families to take care of. We have jobs to work at. We have communities to grow. And that’s our focus—not to destroy, but to build.”

The Antifa group harassed people entering and leaving the hotel venue and blocked traffic. A video recorded by The Blaze reporter Elijah Schaffer showed a woman confronting the crowd for throwing a bottle at her car because she honked when the crowd blocked traffic. In another video by Schaffer, Antifa protesters are seen shouting profanities at police officers guarding the entrance to the hotel.

Andy Ngo, a prominent chronicler of Antifa violence, also attended the conference. Schaffer captured a video of the Antifa crowd’s reaction to spotting Ngo, wearing a leg brace due to injuries he suffered in an Antifa attack. He later posted a video showing the Antifa crowd blocking a street outside the venue.

“Antifa view events like this and even just this speech as extremely threatening to them, which is why they’ve organized the so-called protests outside,” Ngo said at the summit.

Military Diversity Officer Who Compared Trump to Hitler Reinstated After Pentagon Probe
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A diversity officer in a branch of the U.S. military has been reinstated after an investigation into his social media posts, which included one missive comparing then-President Donald Trump to Adolf Hitler, uncovered no violations of Department of Defense policies.

In March, the U.S. Special Operations Command announced the hiring of Richard Torres-Estrada as its chief of diversity and inclusion. Shortly afterward, he was reassigned as officials investigated posts he’d made during the Trump administration, including one in which he made a comparison of Trump to Hitler.

That investigation recently wrapped up after finding no policy violation.

“Mr. Torres-Estrada has resumed the duties of the Chief of Diversity & Inclusion for United States Special Operations Command after a USSOCOM commander-directed investigation into the circumstances surrounding his hiring concluded and found no violations of law or DoD regulation,” a USSOCOM spokesman told news outlets.

“USSOCOM is confident in the hiring process and Mr. Torres-Estrada’s potential to fill this important position.”

Facebook posts reviewed by The Epoch Times show Torres-Estrada compared Trump to Hitler, who perpetrated the Holocaust. He also denigrated Trump on at least one other occasion.

In addition, Torres-Estrada posted an image expressing support for the radical theory of equity, which posits that an equal outcome among people is favorable to certain persons getting ahead of others.

USSOCOM told The Epoch Times in March that officials weren’t aware of the posts before hiring Torres-Estrada. The official wasn’t terminated immediately after the posts were discovered because actions involving civilian personnel are governed by federal law and other regulations, a spokesman said.

“Civilian employees have rights under those laws and regulations. When allegations are made about an employee, the command must determine what the facts are and what actions, if any, are appropriate under those laws and regulations before taking action,” he said previously.

Torres-Estrada didn’t immediately respond to requests for comment.

Members of Congress had expressed surprise at Torres-Estrada’s hiring.

Rep. Bill Johnson (R-Ohio) said he was shocked, asserting that the official’s comparison of Trump to Hitler “shows irredeemably poor judgment and the total inability to separate fact from fiction.”

“What do you think, will a ‘diversity and inclusion’ officer for our elite military units make America stronger? Or are China and Russia laughing at us?” Rep. Vern Buchanan (R-Fla.) said.

The Department of Justice announced just days ago its officials had consulted "stakeholders" in order to draft model "Red Flag" legislation that, if adopted, would let states take legal weapons away from innocent people because of someone else's suspicions.

Now the National Association for Gun Rights wants to know who were those "stakeholders."

According to a report at Big League Politics, it has filed a Freedom of Information Act request for information about those influencers.

"In their June 7th press release, the DOJ stated that they consulted so-called stakeholders to draft model Red Flag gun confiscation legislation. We want to know who they consulted – because they surely didn’t ask us," said Dudley Brown, president of the firearms organization.

Those orders also are called "Extreme Risk Protection Orders" and already are in place in a number of left-leaning states.

"According to the 'model' legislation published on the DOJ’s website, the government agency recommends stringent 'Red Flag' gun confiscation legislation be passed. Make no mistake about it, these bills are constructed in a manner that allows governments to confiscate individuals’ firearms based on flimsy accusations coming from acquaintances, ex-partners with an axe to grind, neighbors, doctors, and school teachers," the association explained.

"Under red flag laws, government officials can confiscate privately owned firearms from innocent Americans, without so much as a hearing and the right for an individual to defend himself in court."

Is the federal government actively trying to seize your guns?

"American citizens deserve to know what groups or private individuals consulted with the DOJ during their secretive meetings to eviscerate the Second Amendment and due process rights. Backroom deals involving government agencies crafting gun confiscation bills sounds like something straight out of the novel 1984," explained Brown.

The association wants to know who was invited to meet with the DOJ, how many times did meetings occur, and did anyone keep records of the meetings.

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After visiting the election audit of Arizona’s Maricopa County, the head of Nevada’s Republican Party said a similar review is needed in Nevada—although that possibility appears slim, as Democrats control both houses of the state Legislature.

“Hats off to the leadership here in Arizona … I think that sets the model, that sets the tone for Nevada,” Republican Chairman Michael McDonald said in an interview posted to Twitter, referring to the audit efforts in Maricopa. “We want to duplicate that in Nevada.”

Starting in April, a private company has led efforts to audit all 2.1 million ballots cast in Maricopa County, following an order by Arizona’s Republican-controlled Senate. Democrats, including Arizona Secretary of State Katie Hobbs, have frequently decried the process, describing it as partisan and unprofessional—which Republicans have denied.

McDonald, who said he has a law enforcement background, told the interviewer that he believes the audit’s security and procedures are sufficient.

“We want to be able to say the same thing in Nevada: That we looked at all the problems we had, all the anomalies that took place, to make sure that it was a clean and fair election,” McDonald said. “Because it wasn’t.”

Namely, Clark County—which includes Las Vegas, most of Nevada’s population, and most of the state’s Democrat voter base—should be audited, he said.

Democratic Nevada Senate Majority Leader Nicole Cannizzaro didn’t immediately respond to a request by The Epoch Times for comment.

Cannizzaro told the Las Vegas Review-Journal that the state Republican Party and McDonald “are delusional” for wanting an audit of the state’s election results.

“The Nevada Senate isn’t going to waste any time or taxpayer money entertaining their unhinged conspiracy theories,” she said.

Responding to McDonald’s interview, Democrat Attorney General Aaron Ford said his office “defeated” Republicans’ and former President Donald Trump’s “lawsuits alleging widespread voter fraud.” The attorney general’s office will push back against any audit efforts, he said.

President Joe Biden was certified as the winner of Nevada’s six electoral votes, narrowly defeating former Trump during the Nov. 3, 2020, election.

Late last week, officials said the audit of Maricopa County is projected to end on June 26, or about two months after the process started. The Arizona state Senate has control of the Veterans Memorial Coliseum in Phoenix until June 30.

Audit teams have previously said that after the process is completed, more work will be carried out in July. A final report is expected to be released in August.

The Lancet Updates Letter That Dubbed COVID-19 Lab Leak a ‘Conspiracy Theory’
Virologist and US researcher Peter Daszak failed to disclose competing interests, the leading medical journal says

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Medical journal The Lancet on June 21 updated a statement that it published in 2020 dubbing the hypothesis that COVID-19 may have originated from a lab in Wuhan, China, as a “conspiracy theory” as the possibility gains wider recognition.

During the onset of the pandemic, the “lab leak” theory was disputed in a statement published by a group of 27 scientists in the prestigious medical journal. Published on March 7 last year, that letter became one of the most influential documents in the early days of the pandemic that shaped the discussion on the origins of the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus.

Titled “Statement in support of the scientists, public health professionals, and medical professionals of China combatting COVID-19,” the letter stated: “We stand together to strongly condemn conspiracy theories suggesting that COVID-19 does not have a natural origin.

“Conspiracy theories do nothing but create fear, rumors, and prejudice that jeopardize our global collaboration in the fight against this virus,” the 27 scientists asserted.

In the science publication’s update on Monday, it declared that one of the leading virologists who had signed the original letter, U.S. researcher Peter Daszak, had failed to disclose “competing interests” as required by the International Committee of Medical Journal Editors.

“In this letter, the authors declared no competing interests. Some readers have questioned the validity of this disclosure, particularly as it relates to one of the authors, Peter Daszak,” the update states.

The Lancet on Monday said that after it invited all 27 scientists to re-evaluate their competing interests, Daszak submitted an updated disclosure statement noting that his remuneration is paid solely in the form of a salary from EcoHealth Alliance, a New York-based nonprofit research foundation.

Daszak’s group, EcoHealth Alliance, has worked directly with China’s Wuhan laboratories to research coronaviruses. The group has sent federal funds to support gain-of-function research at China’s Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV) where the have since been reports of potentially the first COVID-19 cases detected in late 2019.

Daszak’s organization in the past had received $3.7 million in funding from Dr. Anthony Fauci’s National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases (NIAID), at least $600,000 of which was sent to the WIV.

Gain-of-function research includes techniques used to alter the genetic content of a virus to study it under different conditions, including viruses with greater resistance to vaccines, more rapid spread among victims, as well as understanding the specific symptoms that victims would develop.

Daszak has since been removed from The Lancet’s COVID-19 commission following the revelations.

Separately, the EcoHealth Alliance president this month backtracked on earlier denials that live bats had never been housed at the WIV, after Australian investigative reporter Sharri Markson reported on footage from inside the facility dated in May 2017.

Titled “The construction and research team of Wuhan P4 laboratory of Wuhan Institute of Virology, Chinese Academy of Sciences,” the 10-minute footage is an official Chinese Academy of Sciences video that was released to mark the launch of the WIV, and shows bats being held in a cage at the laboratory, as well as a clip of a scientist feeding a bat with a worm.

Daszak as recently as December 2020 said that the claim that bats were kept at the facility was a “widely circulated conspiracy” and that he hopes it’s an “error” in reporting that will be “corrected.

“No BATS were sent to Wuhan lab for genetic analysis of viruses collected in the field. That’s now how this science works. We collect bat samples, send them to the lab. We RELEASE bats where we catch them!” Daszak said on Twitter in December last year.

Daszak has now admitted that the WIV may have housed bats and that he had not asked them to confirm his previous comments, Markson on Sky News reported.

It comes as calls for a probe into the origins of the CCP virus have intensified in recent weeks as the hypothesis that the virus could have been the product of experiments at WIV receives wider recognition.

Dr. Peter Palese, a microbiologist at New York’s Icahn School of Medicine at Mount Sinai Hospital, and one of 27 virologists who signed the March 7 letter, has now backtracked and says an investigation into the origins of COVID-19 is needed.

“I believe a thorough investigation about the origin of the COVID-19 virus is needed,” Palese told the Daily Mail. “A lot of disturbing information has surfaced since the Lancet letter I signed, so I want to see answers covering all questions.”

Meanwhile, signatory Bernard Roizman, a University of Chicago professor, told the Wall Street Journal that he believes “the virus was brought to a lab, they started to work with it … and some sloppy individual brought it out,” claiming that its personnel “can’t admit they did something so stupid.”

David Asher, a former State Department contractor who helped lead an investigation into the origins of the CCP virus said last month that the virus likely came from the WIV.

“It came out of nowhere, and it was optimized for transmission between humans in a way that no bat-borne coronavirus ever had been,” Asher said.

President Joe Biden on May 26 ordered the U.S. intelligence community to conduct an assessment with a 90-day deadline.

U.S. policymakers should work with allies, particularly those in Southeast Asia, to counter Beijing’s growing geopolitical clout, according to a recent report.

The 38-page report, titled “China-US Competition: Measuring Global influence,” compared quantifiable factors between the two countries across economic, political, and security dimensions. These factors included the amounts of goods traded and arms transferred, as well as shared intergovernmental organization membership. Then, an index was tabulated to describe how much influence China and the United States have over other countries for the period from 1960 to 2020.

In 1992, Beijing had more influence in 33 countries, compared to the United States in 160 countries, according to the report. Then, for three successive U.S. administrations—under Presidents Bill Clinton, George W. Bush, and Barack Obama—the total number of countries open to U.S. influence dropped, before the sliding trend was reversed under former President Donald Trump, despite Trump’s well-publicized withdrawals from a number of multilateral organizations.

The U.S. number dropped to 158 by the end of the Clinton administration in 2001. That number took a significant decline during the Bush administration, as 17 nations became more susceptible to Beijing’s influence, bringing the U.S. tally down to 141.

Only four countries became more open to Beijing’s influence during the Obama administration, pushing the U.S.’s total to 137. However, the Trump administration reversed the sliding trend, adding three countries to bring America’s sphere of influence back to 140. The report, which was a collaboration between Washington-based think tank Atlantic Council and the University of Denver, did not name the three countries.

During the same time period, the Chinese communist regime saw the number of countries more susceptible to its influence grow from 33 in 1989 to 67 in 2012 under two former Chinese leaders; Jiang Zemin and Hu Jintao. Since 2012, the year current Chinese leader Xi Jinping took power, Beijing’s tally of influence leveled off to 61 countries as of the end of 2020.

Even though the United States has maintained a sizable lead in global influence relative to China, the Chinese Communist Party (CCP) has made significant gains in many parts of the world.

“Most notable is the erosion of U.S. influence relative to Chinese influence across nearly every global region [by 2020],” the report stated.

It added: “Chinese influence outweighs U.S. influence across much of Africa and Southeast Asia and has increased in former Soviet states. Chinese influence has also eroded the U.S. advantages in South America, Western Europe, and East Asia.”

Indonesia was listed as one of the countries that is now more open to Beijing’s influence. According to the report, the Southeast Asian country favored the United States from 1960 to 2010 before China took over as the more influential country in 2011. Other countries included Pakistan, Ghana, and Ethiopia.

“In each of these places, China’s economic tools of statecraft have been responsible for most of these gains,” the report explained.

The ongoing COVID-19 pandemic caused by the CCP virus, commonly known as the novel coronavirus, has “further accelerated the rate of these Chinese gains, with new and existing partners increasing their dependence on China,” according to the report.

The Chinese regime has been leveraging its ability to manufacture medical supplies including masks and vaccines for diplomacy, in an effort to drown out international criticism over its poor response at the start of the pandemic, including its initial cover-up and continued failure to be transparent with investigations.

A recent report by the International Federation of Journalists showed that when countries received COVID-19 medical aid from China, the country’s media narratives carried articles with a favorable view of the Chinese regime.

The report offered several recommendations for the U.S. policymakers, in particular, pushing Japan to become a formal member of the “Five Eyes” alliance and working closely with members of the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN).

“Promote intra-ASEAN interdependence, increasing the region’s ability to counter large and growing Chinese influence,” the report stated. 
Other recommendations included negotiating a preferential trade agreement between the United States and ASEAN and maintaining security ties with Indonesia and Thailand.

Arizona Republicans Advance Two Election Bills: ‘Biggest Yellow Flag for Voter Fraud’

Arizona House Republicans moved to advance two election-related bills, including when recounts can be initiated and about how mismatched signatures should be handled.

On Monday, the House approved an amendment to  Senate Bill 1241 that would mandate county election authorities to refer mismatched signatures to the Attorney General’s office or county attorneys for a potential investigation. That bill passed 31–29 along party lines.

The other bill that passed, Senate Bill 1083, would expand the circumstances in which a recount would be initiated after a close election. Arizona’s current law stipulates that the margin of victory as to be within one-tenth of the 1 percent of the vote total between the top two candidates, or between 10 and 200 votes.

But Senate Bill 1083 would require a recount if the margin of victory is within 0.5 percent of the combined vote total, according to the text of the measure.

The bill was likely passed in response to President Joe Biden’s reported margin of victory over former President Donald Trump during last year’s general election. Officials declared Biden the winner after finding that he won by about 10,000 votes, or about 0.3 percent of the two candidates’ vote total.

Republican Rep. John Kavanagh, who sponsored the signature-match bill, said the measure would combat possible voter fraud. He noted that because nobody follows up on ballots with mismatching signatures, it needs to be addressed.

“That is almost the biggest yellow flag for voter fraud that I can think of—the signatures don’t match and you can’t contact the voter. There’s a chance there that that’s a fraudulent ballot. And that should be investigated,” he told the Arizona Mirror. “It’s easy to claim there’s no fraud in early ballots if you never look for fraud, even when it may be staring you right in the face.”

Alternatively, the lawmaker said the bill is necessary because state officials “don’t know what the scope of the problem is because right now nobody investigates potentially fraudulent ballots.”

State House Democrats, who voted against both measures, alleged that Republicans are perpetuating what they described as myths about rampant fraud during elections.

“The assumption is going to be made that you were fraudulently casting that ballot and the attorney general is going to get involved,” said Rep. Kelli Butler, a Democrat, as reported by The Associated Press. “I believe that’s going to intimidate voters. I can’t imagine having a knock on my door from law enforcement related to my vote.”

Both election bills require the approval of the Senate, which is controlled by Republicans.

It’s not clear if Arizona Gov. Doug Ducey will sign the measures into law. In late May, Ducey vetoed 22 bills that were passed by the GOP-controlled Legislature—including bills on election integrity and critical race theory.

New Law Requires Florida Students to Be Taught About ‘The Evils of Communism’
DeSantis signs trio of bills on civics education in K-12 schools, and freedom of speech in postsecondary education

High school students in Florida will be required to learn about “the evils of communism” under one of three bills Gov. Ron DeSantis signed on Tuesday.

DeSantis signed the bills at a news conference at Three Oaks Middle School in Fort Myers. Two of the bills—HB 5 and SB 1108—focus on civics education, and the third—HB 233—requires freedom of expression at state colleges and universities.

Specifically, HB 5 requires the Florida Department of Education to develop an integrated K-12 civic education curriculum that includes teaching students about citizens’ shared rights under the Constitution and Bill of Rights.

The measure also adds a requirement for public high schools to “include a comparative discussion of political ideologies, such as communism and totalitarianism, that conflict with the principles of freedom and democracy essential to the founding principles of the United States.”

In short, high schools must provide “instruction on the evils of communism and totalitarian ideology,” DeSantis said, noting that there are Florida residents who have escaped totalitarian regimes and communist dictatorships, such as from Cuba and Vietnam, to live in America.

“We want all students to understand the difference,” he said. “Why would somebody flee across shark-infested waters … why would people leave these countries and risk their lives to be able to come here? It’s important that students understand that.”

HB 5 will also provide a “Portraits in Patriotism” library with resources that include personal stories of “real patriots who came to this country after seeing the horrors of these communist regimes,” DeSantis said.

The Republican governor also signed SB 1108, which requires state college and university students to undergo both a civic literacy course and a civic literacy assessment in order to graduate. Prior to this bill, students were only required to do one—either the course or the assessment.

High school students will also be required to take a civic literacy assessment. If they pass the test, they will be exempted from taking a civics test in college or university.

The bill also expands a “character development curriculum” for high school juniors and seniors to include instructions on how to register to vote.

In a statement, DeSantis said he was proud to sign the bills to prioritize civics education.

“The sad reality is that only two in five Americans can correctly name the three branches of government, and more than a third of Americans cannot name any of the rights guaranteed by the First Amendment,” he said. “It is abundantly clear that we need to do a much better job of educating our students in civics to prepare them for the rest of their lives.”

The third bill DeSantis signed, HB 233, seeks to protect “intellectual freedom and viewpoint diversity” in postsecondary education.

It requires state colleges and universities to carry out annual assessments on intellectual freedom and viewpoint diversity at these institutions. The bill defines “intellectual freedom and viewpoint diversity” as “the exposure of students to, and the encouragement of students’ exploration of, a variety of ideological and political perspectives.”

The new law will also prohibit postsecondary schools from limiting students and staff members from accessing or observing “ideas and opinions that they may find uncomfortable, unwelcome, disagreeable, or offensive.”

“We obviously want our universities to be focused on critical thinking, academic rigor,” DeSantis told the press conference. “We do not want them as basically hotbeds for stale ideology—that’s not worth tax dollars, and that’s not something we’re going to be supporting going forward.”

He noted, “It used to be thought that a university campus was a place where you’d be exposed to these sorts of ideas. Unfortunately, now the norm is really these are more intellectually repressive environments. You have orthodoxies that are promoted, and other viewpoints are shunned or even suppressed. We don’t want that in Florida. You need to have a true contest of ideas.”

“Students should not be shielded from ideas, and we want robust First Amendment speech on our college and university campuses.”

The trio of bills are the latest efforts by DeSantis’s administration focused on education in Florida.

In 2019, DeSantis signed an executive order that involved completely eliminating Common Core in Florida, a set of education standards for reading, writing, and maths in the majority of states since 2010.

The same order directed Education Commissioner Richard Corcoran to develop recommendations for the state legislature, including ideas to improve testing, and to “identify ways to really make civics education a priority in Florida,” DeSantis said back in 2019.

More recently, the Floridian governor supported the Florida Board of Education’s decision to ban the teaching of critical race theory in public schools.

Local CBS Reporter Fired After Sharing Network’s Pro-Vaccine Rhetoric Via Project Veritas

A CBS 62 weather reporter, April Moss, has been fired by the station after sharing its practices regarding the COVID-19 vaccine, editorial policies, and corporate interests in an interview with Project Veritas.

Moss, a former CBS affiliate journalist and meteorologist who went off-script during her weather report to say she would be talking to nonprofit Project Veritas, had worked at the station for almost a decade before she was officially fired this week.

In a sit-down interview with Project Veritas’s James O’Keefe, Moss accused CBS 62 of manipulating its audience with a corporate agenda, describing the network’s news practices as “propaganda being pushed on people.”

“I’m watching my country disintegrate and if I don’t stand up and do something when I’m able to, I just don’t know that I could live with myself,” Moss said. “No longer is true journalism being executed anymore … It is one of the greatest crimes really in history right now. Because if we are shaping the American public’s mind, then we need to be seeking truth.”

She also claimed in her interview that CBS 62 was sending emails and messages to employees who chose not to receive the COVID-19 vaccine. Moss accused the station of attempting to pressure them into changing their minds, describing the behavior as a “human rights issue.”

CBS is abusing the “power of all of [the] Viacom/CBS brand” to legitimize the vaccines for COVID-19, the disease caused by the CCP (Chinese Communist Party) virus, Moss charged.

In announcing her dismissal, a spokesman from CBS 62 Detroit said in a statement that Moss “objected to WWJ-TV’s policies regarding COVID-19 testing and wearing masks inside our station, which are based on CDC, state, and local guidelines.”

“Any suggestion that she was in any way a victim of ‘discrimination’ due to her concerns about these policies is completely false. In fact, we allowed April to perform her weather anchor duties from home as we explored her concerns,” the spokesman added.

Employees are “not entitled to use our station news broadcasts as a platform for sharing personal views,” the spokesman said, adding, “Ms. Moss is no longer with our station.”

It comes after Fox 26 Houston reporter Ivory Hecker earlier this month said during a live segment that she would go to Project Veritas. Hecker has also been fired by the Fox affiliate station.

Hecker told Project Veritas that Fox 26 “came at my throat for standing up against censorship.”

“What’s happening within Fox Corp. is an operation of prioritizing corporate interests above the viewer’s interest and, therefore, operating in a deceptive way,” Hecker told O’Keefe. “It is unspoken, but if you accidentally step outside the narrative, if you don’t sense what that narrative is, and go with it, there will be great consequences for you.”

Hecker also revealed how she was instructed to “cease and desist” on content that would present hydroxychloroquine as a feasible treatment for COVID-19.

In a statement, Fox 26 said that it fired her because it “adheres to the highest editorial standards of accuracy and impartiality,” adding, “This incident involves nothing more than a disgruntled former employee seeking publicity by promoting a false narrative produced through selective editing and misrepresentation.”

The Epoch Times has contacted CBS 62 for comment.

Pro-Democracy Paper in Hong Kong Forced to Close Under CCP’s Widening Repression Campaign

Apple Daily, an independent pro-democracy tabloid in Hong Kong known for its critical stance on China’s Communist Party, has weathered police raids and the jailing of its founder. But its 26th birthday might be its last.

Hong Kong’s government, backed by Beijing, has taken aim at the newspaper. Last week, 500 police barged into the newsroom, seizing computers and files and arresting five of the publication’s executives. Two directors now face charges of colluding with foreign forces, an ambiguous offense under the draconian national security law imposed by Beijing last year.

Adding insult to injury, authorities froze the paper’s assets as part of the investigation. With HK$18 million ($2.32 million) worth of assets on hold in local banks, it’s now unable to pay its more than 800 staff members, and could be just days away from shutting its doors, the paper says.

The outlet’s looming closure “marks the end of an era,” Mary, a senior employee at Apple Daily using a pseudonym, told The Epoch Times. “The disappointing part is, we are shut down not because readers don’t like us or that we lack good management. We have plenty of supporters and could have continued.

“It’s saddening. It makes you wonder why Hong Kong has become like this.”

The company marked the 26th year of its founding on June 20. The next day, a news anchor bid farewell as 36,000 people watched the last episode of its evening live broadcast. The company has ceased updating its online English site and the finance section of its Chinese-language site.

Apple Daily announced it will print its last edition on June 24. Friday will be the paper’s last working day if the government denies an appeal to unfreeze some of its funds. The paper has given its staff the option to resign immediately without the customary one-month notice. Many have left, but some want to stay on, according to local reports.

Readers have showered the outlet with support by sending food, drinks, and thank you cards, or buying their print copies, Mary said. Their encouragement is the driving force for her to keep going.

“I just feel that I need to be responsible for these readers. If there are people who still read your newspaper, you need to keep writing,” she said.

Apple Daily was founded in Hong Kong in 1995 by Chinese dissident and textile tycoon Jimmy Lai, a leading opposition voice to the Chinese Communist Party (CCP), who is currently jailed for taking part in a pro-democracy assembly in 2019. The Committee to Protect Journalists honored Lai with the Gwen Ifill Press Freedom Award on Monday, saying he is “not just a champion of a free press, he is a press freedom warrior.”

“He fights for the right of his Apple News organization to publish freely, even as China and its backers in Hong Kong use every tool to quash them,” said Kathleen Caroll, chair of the committee’s board.

What happened to Apple Daily is proof of the harm the national security law can have on the Hong Kong press, Mary said. Since it took effect last July, the law has been used to arrest and charge an array of figures critical of the CCP in the city, crippling Hong Kong’s pro-democracy movement.

“It’s likely to send a chill to the news industry,” she said. “Because the police and the government haven’t clarified what reporting or opinion articles they have deemed as a violation of the national security law, everyone will now be very careful with what they write and report.”

In support of the collusion charges, police said they have identified more than 30 Apple Daily articles, in both Chinese and English, since 2019 that called for foreign countries to impose sanctions on China or Hong Kong, but wouldn’t reveal details because of ongoing legal proceedings—the first time that news articles have been cited as potentially violating the law.

It paints a bleak future for Hong Kong’s media, Mary said.

“It will leave many journalists in fear because you don’t know what is illegal.”

Hong Kong’s press freedom has plummeted in recent years, particularly after the national security law went into effect in July 2020. According to the press freedom index compiled by the Hong Kong Journalists Association, the index for journalists hit a record low of 32.1 last year—down from 40.9 in 2018.

On June 22, the pro-Beijing Hong Kong leader Carrie Lam defended the police raid, calling Western criticisms an attempt to “beautify” actions that endanger national security. She ignored an Apple Daily reporter who shouted as she left: “You said the national security law only affected a small number of people. But more than 800 people from our company are now forced out of their jobs. Can you respond to this?”

The reporter was referencing statements by Hong Kong and Beijing authorities who, prior to the law’s introduction, claimed that it would only target a “small number of criminals.”

The paper’s fate was something that Chung Kim-wah, the vice executive director at the Hong Kong Public Opinion Research Institute foresaw months ago.

A weekly columnist at Apple Daily, Chung penned an article in April titled “So what if they knock down ‘Apple Daily’?” in which he noted the authorities’ hostility toward the paper.

As early as March, the Hong Kong and Macao Affairs Office, an agency that answers directly to the regime’s cabinet-like State Council, had singled out Lai as one of the “anti-Hong Kong forces” slated for “severe punishment.”

“The government’s stance couldn’t be clearer. I had known in my mind two months ago that we would lose Apple before July 1,” he said, referring to the date of the 100th anniversary of the founding of the CCP. “It will for sure take you down before the Party centenary … it was only a matter of how they do it.”

“The Chinese Communist Party is 100 percent forcing Apple Daily to close down, this has been clear long ago,” said Chen Yonglin, a former Chinese diplomat who defected to Australia more than a decade ago.

Chen pointed to the slew of arrests of prominent protest organizers within the past year as evidence that the CCP has exerted its influence over Hong Kong.

“Hong Kong has long fallen,” he told The Epoch Times. “Eventually, Hong Kong will become a Chinese city, and the word ‘special administrative region’ will [be] no more—it will be just Hong Kong city [of China].”

Despite everything, Chung believes there’s room for hope.

Chung used the example of the city’s annual remembrance of the Tiananmen Square massacre, which often drew tens of thousands of locals holding candles at Victoria Park.

While authorities this year banned the vigil for a second year running and deployed more than 7,000 police to lock down the park, many Hongkongers turned to creative ways to mark the occasion, such as by illuminating phone flashlights and holding candles nearby, said Chung, who also went to the site.

“Whether Hong Kong government or Beijing, I don’t think they are able to completely stifle all spaces [of free speech],” he said. “The whole world has its eyes on Hong Kong.”

To fellow media professionals in Hong Kong, Mary said she hopes they can stick to what they believe in.

“The wintry night will be cold, but everyone needs to hold their ground.”

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Warren Buffett Resigns From Gates Foundation

NEW YORK—Warren Buffett resigned Wednesday as trustee of the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation, which says it will announce plans in July to answer questions raised about its leadership structure as it deals with the divorce of its two founders.

The announcement from Buffett comes weeks after Bill and Melinda Gates revealed that they were divorcing after 27 years of marriage but would continue to jointly run the foundation, one of the largest charitable foundations in the world. Buffett is one of three members of the foundation’s board, the others are Bill and Melinda Gates.

“For years I have been a trustee—an inactive trustee at that—of only one recipient of my funds, the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation (BMG). I am now resigning from that post, just as I have done at all corporate boards other than Berkshire’s,” Buffett said in a prepared statement Wednesday. “The CEO of BMG is Mark Suzman, an outstanding recent selection who has my full support. My goals are 100 [percent] in sync with those of the foundation, and my physical participation is in no way needed to achieve these goals.”

Buffett, the chairman, and chief executive of Berkshire Hathaway, also said Wednesday that he is halfway to reaching his goal of giving away the entirety of his shares in the conglomerate and that he’s donating another $4.1 billion in shares to five foundations. More than $3.2 billion went to the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation, bringing his total giving to the foundation to nearly $33 billion, Suzman said in a statement.

“I know Warren’s departure raises questions about the foundation’s governance,” Suzman said, adding he has been “actively discussing with him, Bill, and Melinda approaches to strengthen our governance to provide long-term stability and sustainability for the foundation’s governance and decision-making in light of the recent announcement of Bill and Melinda’s divorce. I plan to share additional information in July.”

There have been calls in philanthropy circles to diversify the foundation’s board and bring in more people to guide its direction.

“The Gates Foundation has the opportunity now to think about its governance for the next 25 or so years,” said Melissa Berman, the president & CEO of Rockefeller Philanthropy Advisors. “Organizations are looking to bring a more diverse range of expertise and experiences into their governance. A larger board would help position the Gates Foundation for deeper impact in global health, economic opportunity, and education.”

Bill and Melinda Gates said in separate statements Wednesday that they were grateful for Buffett’s leadership, generosity, and friendship. “His wisdom has been a guiding light through our foundation’s second decade, and the things we’ve learned from him will continue to help us chart a way forward,” said Melinda Gates.

Buffett had faced criticism after ProPublica reported earlier this month that some of the country’s wealthiest people have paid no income tax, or nearly none, in some years. Using perfectly legal tax strategies, the report said Buffett paid less than 10 cents for every $100 he added to his wealth from 2014–2018.

He said Wednesday he currently holds about $100 billion in shares of Berkshire Hathaway and that the $41 billion he has previously donated in shares has saved him only $0.40 in taxes per $1,000 given. “That’s because I have relatively little income,” he said. “My wealth remains almost entirely deployed in tax-paying businesses that I own through my Berkshire stock holdings, and Berkshire regularly reinvests earnings to further grow its output, employment, and earnings.”

But, he did not address growing questions raised about the structure of the foundation’s leadership after reports of Bill Gates’ behavior in the workplace. It was recently revealed that board members at Microsoft Corp. made a decision in 2020 that it wasn’t appropriate for Gates, the company’s co-founder, to sit on its board as they investigated the billionaire’s prior romantic relationship with a female Microsoft employee that was deemed inappropriate.

The Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation has said that it is not investigating the allegations in the media, as the reported incident involving one of the world’s largest, most influential nonprofits was made by “an anonymous former employee.”

Buffett, now 90, has in recent years resigned from all other corporate boards outside of Berkshire Hathaway, but he has said he has no plans to step down from his role as CEO of Berkshire. Earlier this year, Berkshire identified the executive who will one day take over as the company’s CEO when Buffett is gone, but he isn’t retiring.

Buffett said Wednesday while he still loves his job, “I’m clearly playing in a game that, for me, has moved past the fourth quarter and into overtime.”

Larry Elder: 'Democrats are quick to call for more gun control legislation'

Vice President Kamala Harris just returned from Guatemala where she discussed the "root cause" of the post-election "surge" of "migrants" to our southern border. Harris said, "People leave home … because they don't have opportunities there to fulfill their basic needs like feeding their children or keeping a roof over their head, or they're fleeing some kind of harm."

But the USA also faces a surge in crime, including homicide, in many American cities. Why aren't we discussing this root cause? It cannot be because, as Harris says about migrants, people "don't have opportunities there to fill their basic needs." After all, these migrants come precisely because they see opportunity here that they do not see in their home countries.

But about Los Angeles, the local NBC affiliate recently reported: "One hundred forty-one people have been murdered so far in 2021, a 22% increase over the same period in 2020. Six hundred people have been struck by gunfire in shootings in 2021, a 59% increase over this time last year."

About Chicago, the Chicago Sun-Times recently reported: "Children in Chicago are dying from gun violence at a rate three times higher than last year. …

"Ten children aged 15 or younger have been shot dead so far this year, up from the three children fatally shot during the same time period in 2020. … And that's more than the number killed in all of 2019, the data shows."

The city of Chicago often leads the nation in the total number of homicides, but the annual homicide rate (murders per 100,000 residents) in a dozen or so big American cities is often higher than that of Chicago – some of them much higher. In 2018, the Pew Research Center wrote: "The cities that perennially have the most murders per capita have homicide rates that are much higher than the nationwide average. In St. Louis and Baltimore, for instance, murder rates in 2017 were more than 10 times the U.S. average of 5.3 homicides per 100,000 people."

What about the race of the victims? The New York Post writes: "Victims of … homicides are disproportionately African American. At least 8,600 Black lives were lost to homicide in 2020, an increase of more than 1,000 compared to 2019 (7,484). Violent crime is concentrated in primarily low-income, marginalized Black communities where the police are underresourced and Democratic leadership has abysmally failed. In Chicago, 80 percent of gun-violence victims in 2020 were Black. According to the latest data in New York City, 71?percent of shooting victims are Black – even though Black people constitute just 26 percent of the city's population. The tragic reality is one Black life was killed less than every hour in America last year."

Is police brutality and/or "systemic racism" to blame? About the racism-is-the-cause argument, the Manhattan Institute's Heather Mac Donald points out: "Anti-cop activists and many academics claim that racial crime disparities are simply a product of racist police deployment. Cops are oversaturated in African-American neighborhoods, the activists argue (ignoring the pleas for help from community residents). Once there, officers discover the same crimes that go undetected in white communities.

"But the bodies don't lie. Blacks between the ages of ten and 43 die of homicide at 13 times the rate of whites, according to the CDC, thanks to comparably high rates of violence."

Unless one is prepared to argue that blacks are simply genetically more inclined to commit homicide, where is the discussion about "root causes"? When there is a horrific urban shooting, Democrats are quick to call for more gun control legislation. Democrats, when there is an alleged case of police abuse against a black suspect, demand police reform, with some elected officials even calling for a defunding of the police. Democrats, when it comes to disparities in homeownership or net worth, readily talk about the "legacy of slavery and Jim Crow," while failing to address, let alone explain, the increase in the rate of unmarried motherhood in America following the '60s "war on poverty." And despite clear evidence about the relationship between crime and fatherlessness, the left does not want to talk about that "root cause."

Texas Sues Biden Administration Over Releasing COVID-19 Infected Illegal Immigrants

The state of Texas and a group led by former Trump administration adviser Stephen Miller filed a lawsuit to stop the Biden administration’s catch-and-release border policy, claiming that it’s allowing COVID-19-infected illegal immigrants to enter the United States.

Texas Attorney General Ken Paxton and Miller’s America First Legal filed paperwork (pdf) in a federal court in Fort Worth against President Joe Biden, saying the policy would cost taxpayers millions of dollars while imperiling public safety.

The pair was focusing on the White House’s February decision to suspend the Trump-era policy of forcing illegal aliens to return to their country of origin amid the COVID-19 pandemic, using a provision known as Title 42 to block them from entering. Biden ended the provision and has released unaccompanied children and families into the United States, where they ostensibly await immigration court dates.

“In the other words, at the same time the Administration is urging Americans to get vaccinated, they are resettling thousands of unvaccinated illegal aliens into their cities, towns, and schools–and placing the cost and burden of all healthcare services for these new arrivals in the taxpayer tab,” Miller said in a statement about the lawsuit.

Miller argued that if illegal aliens who are not vaccinated are allowed to enter U.S. communities, it will lower the percentage of “that community’s population that has received a vaccine.” As a result, he said, it will be moved “further away from the herd immunity threshold.”

Recent data from U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) show that more than 180,000 illegal immigrants were arrested by agents in May. That figure, critics and former officials point out, represents the highest number of encounters in decades.

Starting in January, Biden has issued dozens of immigration-related executive orders, many of which rescinded policies that were set during former President Donald Trump’s time in office, including the construction of the border wall, the “remain in Mexico” policy, and the policy that required immigrants from getting visas unless they proved they could obtain health insurance or pay for health care.

Biden and other White House officials explained that the administration’s executive actions were done to promote a more humanitarian agenda along the border, while claiming that the Trump-era policies were ineffective and divisive. Trump, in a number of statements after leaving office, has categorically denied their assertions.

Miller also argued that the Biden administration’s policy has violated guidelines promulgated by the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and other federal health agencies regarding mask-wearing, social distancing, and more.

“This anarchistic catch-and-release policy plainly and facially violates the administration’s own public health guidelines, regulations, and directives,” he said in a statement. “While Americans are still required to wear masks on planes and the CDC is still trying to shut down many aspects of daily life, the government is actively facilitating the entry of illegal aliens whose journey is defined by the radical absence of health protocols.”

He added that the “mass release” of untested and unvaccinated illegal immigrants poses a significant health threat for “all Americans” and “is explicitly contrary to the administration’s publicly stated goal of reopening through vaccination.”

The Department of Homeland Security, which oversees the border protection agency, didn’t immediately respond to a request by The Epoch Times for comment.

Footage of Bats Kept in Wuhan Lab Fuels Scrutiny Over Its Research
BY EVA FU AND FRANK YUE
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Official Chinese state-approved footage from four years ago showing bats being kept at the Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV) has further fueled scrutiny of the research conducted at the secretive facility.

A 2017 promotional video featured on the website of the Chinese Academy of Sciences (CAS), a top Chinese state-run research institute that administers the WIV, showed live bats held in cages inside the lab. In it, a researcher wearing blue surgical gloves was holding a bat and feeding it a worm.

The video, made after the research institute obtained the nation’s first P4 designation—the highest bio-security classification—in spring 2017, also showed bats in a cage inside the lab. It stated that WIV researchers had collected more than 15,000 bat samples from various parts of China and Africa.

While some overseas Chinese-language media had cited the video last year in reports that raised concerns about the lab, it has attracted more attention of late, as the possibility that the virus may have escaped from a Chinese laboratory has gained traction.

The WIV has filed at least two patents related to bat breeding. The first, filed in June 2018 and granted about half a year later, describes a bat-rearing cage with a glass front door, hanger, feed opening, and water drinking tube, designed to enable bats’ “healthy growth and breeding under artificial condition[s].”

The second patent, filed last October, instructs researchers on how to raise wild bats to improve their breeding and their survival rate.

A description of the WIV on a CAS-affiliated webpage said that the institute has three “barrier facilities” that enclose lab animals—totaling nearly 13,100 square feet—in which there are 12 bat cages.

The evidence of live bats being raised at WIV contradicted statements made by U.S. zoologist Peter Daszak, one of the World Health Organization (WHO)-led experts who went to the city of Wuhan to study the origins of the virus earlier this year.

Daszak, in a Twitter post made last December that he has since deleted, took issue with an article from The Independent that stated that “samples from the bats were sent to the Wuhan laboratory for genetic analyses of the viruses collected in the field.”

“Important error in this piece. No BATS were ‘sent to Wuhan lab for genetic analyses of viruses collected in the field,’” he wrote.

“That’s not how this science works. We collect bat samples, send them to the lab. We RELEASE bats where we catch them!”

Daszak further stated that the article “describes work I’m the lead on & labs I’ve collaborated [with] for 15 yrs.”

“They DO NOT have live or dead bats in them. There is no evidence anywhere that this happened. It’s an error that I hope will be corrected,” he said.

Daszak’s EcoHealth Alliance, a New York-based nonprofit that conducts global health-related research, helped channel more than $800,000 in U.S. federal grants to the WIV to study bat coronaviruses, according to newly released internal documents.

Daszak admitted on June 1—a week after leaked intelligence noted that three WIV researchers were hospitalized a month before China’s reported COVID-19 “patient zero”—that questions of whether the WIV had bats were never raised during the WHO investigation.

“I wouldn’t be surprised if, like many other virology labs, they were trying to set up a bat colony,” he said, seeming to contradict his statement on Twitter.

Safety Lapses

A scene from the same video of a bat dangling off the hat of a researcher, who wore only a pair of glasses and a regular surgical mask while collecting bat samples in the wild, has raised further questions about the security measures at the lab.

Screenshots from a 2017 report on state-run broadcaster CCTV have also shown a WIV researcher’s arm blistering from a bat bite during their study of the SARS (severe acute respiratory syndrome) virus.

The bats “could bite your hands through the glove,” WIV researcher Cui Jie told CCTV. He described the feeling as similar to “being jabbed by a needle.” In other footage, marked with the date Dec. 28 with no year attributed, another WIV researcher was holding a bat outdoors with both hands exposed.

In 2018, U.S. officials who visited the research facility sent cables back to Washington warning about weak safety standards at the lab.

Two U.S. Embassy officials said the lab had a “serious shortage of appropriately trained technicians and investigators needed to safely operate this high-containment laboratory,” according to the cable, as reported by The Washington Post.

Transparency Issues
The Wuhan lab began as a collaborative project between China and France in 2004 to study emerging infectious diseases following the SARS outbreak, which spread from China to more than two dozen countries.

The construction of the P4 lab was finalized in 2015. In 2017, former French Prime Minister Bernard Cazeneuve made the lab his first stop in Wuhan and attended the ribbon-cutting ceremony. The plan at the time was to have 50 French researchers go to the lab over the next five years, but that never occurred.

The French scientists were quickly sidelined. The Franco-Chinese Committee on Emerging Infectious Diseases, a group created for cooperation between the two sides, stopped holding meetings in 2016, according to France Bleu, part of the national public broadcasting group Radio France.

The 2017 Wuhan lab video briefly mentioned the Sino–French collaboration, noting that the two sides had “more than a decade of intense clashes due to differences in cultural backgrounds and ideology.” It noted that the P4 lab “will definitely contribute to the physical health of the public and the world peace” and serve as a “large scale world-class technology sharing hub.”

The WIV’s raw data remains closed off to the WHO and other international experts. In September 2019, the facility made its main database of samples and viral sequences offline. The data bank was Asia’s largest as of 2018, according to a news release on the WIV website.

Shi Zhengli, the director of the WIV’s research center for emerging infectious diseases who is now at the center of the virus controversy, maintained that the institute has been open to outside probes. Speaking recently with The New York Times, she called accusations of the lab withholding data “speculation rooted in utter distrust.”

A January fact sheet from the State Department under the Trump administration stated that WIV researchers had begun conducting experiments involving RaTG13, identified to have the closest genetic similarity to the COVID-19 virus, from as early as 2016.

Besides engaging in “’gain of function’ research to engineer chimeric viruses,” the WIV has engaged in laboratory animal experiments on behalf of the Chinese military since at least 2017, according to the fact sheet. Gain-of-function research involves creating artificial viruses by adding new or enhanced capabilities for the purpose of studying what new pathogens could emerge and how to guard against them.

Trump Announces 2nd Rally Since Departing White House
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Former President Donald Trump announced on Thursday that he will be holding a “Save America” rally in Sarasota, Florida, over the July 4th weekend.

The “Save America” rally, also billed as a “45 Fest,” will be held on July 3 at the Sarasota Fairgrounds, and is co-sponsored by the Republican Party of Florida, according to a statement from his office.

It will be the former president’s second rally since leaving the White House in January and is in “further support of the MAGA agenda and accomplishments of his administration,” the statement says.

Live music and special guest speakers will feature at the event, with a “HUGE fireworks show to celebrate America following President Trump’s remarks to conclude a full day event commemorating our Great Country,” the statement adds.

Doors open at 2 p.m., and the former president is expected to speak at 8 p.m.

Florida GOP Chair Joe Gruters told The Herald Tribune that he expects it to be an “absolutely amazing event.”

“It’s going to include fireworks and a lot of other great things,” Gruters said. “It’s going to be a very patriotic and exciting day and I’m so thankful we’re going to be able to host him here.”

Two tickets are available for each registration with a phone number, and are available on a first come first serve basis.

The former president’s first campaign-style rally since leaving office is set for this weekend in Ohio. At the event, Trump will endorse former adviser Max Miller, who is running for Congress, Trump’s Save America PAC stated on June 17.

Trump’s website, which allows individuals to register for the event, states that the former commander-in-chief will deliver remarks at the “first post-presidential rally sponsored by Save America.”

Trump last spoke to his supporters at a rally on Jan. 6 in Washington. Around the same time, rioters breached the U.S. Capitol building, leading to months of Democratic-led accusations that the former president had “incited an insurrection.”

Throughout his 2016 and 2020 presidential campaigns, Trump held numerous rallies across the United States, sometimes attracting tens of thousands of people. The former president would often point to the size of his rallies as evidence of his popularity.

Trump hasn’t publicly indicated whether he would definitively run for president. However, he has committed to remaining active in politics and has not backed down from a potential presidential run in 2024.

Several Republicans, including two lawmakers, have predicted that Trump will make another bid for the presidency in 2024.

When asked during a Fox News interview about Trump’s prospects on May 25, Rep. Jim Jordan (R-Ohio) said that “every time” he has spoken to Trump, the former commander-in-chief “says that he wants to run.”

“He plans to run, I think, but he hasn’t fully committed that yet. But I certainly hope he does, because no president has done more of what he said he would do than President Trump,” Jordan said. “Best president I think we’ve ever had. Keeping his word, doing what he said, doing what he was elected to do.”

Mark Meadows, a former Republican congressman and Trump’s former chief of staff, agreed with Jordan’s assessment.

“Here’s what I will say is, the American people want him to run. I believe he’ll run. And at the end of the day, it’s a time for choosing, and the American people will choose Donald Trump,” Meadows said on Fox News.

Judge Allows Part of Fulton County Election Lawsuit to Proceed, Plaintiff Claims ‘Victory’
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A Georgia judge on June 24 dismissed seven of nine claims in a Fulton County election lawsuit while allowing two to proceed that require the county to produce digital images of some 150,000 mail-in ballots that are at the center of plaintiffs’ allegations of fraud in the 2020 presidential election.

In an order (pdf), Henry County Superior Court Chief Judge Brian Amero ruled that the respondents of the lawsuit—Fulton County, Fulton County Board of Registration and Elections, and Fulton County Clerk of Superior and Magistrate Courts—could not be defendants in the suit due to sovereign immunity protections. However, Amero granted a request by the plaintiffs to add five named individual members of Fulton County’s Board of Registration and Elections as respondents in the case, essentially keeping the suit alive.

Don Samuel, an attorney for the Fulton County elections board, told The Atlanta Journal-Constitution that there are plans to seek the rest of the lawsuit dismissed. He also said Amero’s ruling means the plaintiffs can’t inspect the absentee ballots with high-powered microscopes as they had intended.

“That litigation is finished,” Samuel told the outlet. “Is there going to be an audit? Not right now. … There’s no discovery permitted. There’s no lawsuit pending anymore.”

The lead plaintiff in the case, Garland Favorito, said in a statement that he viewed Amero’s order as a win.

“We are pleased that the court has ruled in our favor again for the fifth time. The ruling substitutes Defendants by replacing currently named government organizations with individual board members we named originally in our lawsuit. It also moots Don Samuels’ attempt to dismiss our case. This continues the string of victories we have including how we obtained the original protective order, conditional approval to inspect ballots, access to ballot images, and the order to unseal the ballots,” he said.

Bob Cheeley, lead attorney for two of the petitioners, told Just the News that he believes the ruling will allow the complainants to “get an audit and get to the truth.”

“This is a huge victory for everyone who wants to get to the truth about the way in which Fulton County mishandled the absentee ballot count,” he said.

The plaintiffs in the case secured a win last month when Amero ordered Fulton County to allow the group led by Favorito to inspect scanned images of 147,000 mail-in ballots.

Cheeley said in court recently that the examiners would use “high-powered microscopes” in the examination, if approved by the judge.

If granted, the audit would be one of the largest independent reviews in the nation conducted after the 2020 election.

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The Pennsylvania Senate on June 23 passed a bill that would amend the state constitution to require that voters present identification each time they cast a ballot.

The measure, SB735, passed in a 30–20 vote, mostly along partisan lines. The proposal was backed by all Republicans and a single Democrat.

Currently, state voters are only required to present identification the first time they vote at a polling station. The measure would require some form of verification every time a ballot is cast, including when voting by mail. It also proposes amending the voting age in the Pennsylvania Constitution from 21 to 18, making it consistent with the U.S. Constitution.

If both houses of the legislature approve a proposed amendment, or if it is adopted by a state constitutional convention, the measure is put on the ballot in a general election. If a majority of voters then approve, the state constitution is amended.

“It’s clear that Pennsylvania citizens want this commonsense requirement for secure elections,” Republican state Sen. Bob Mensch said in a statement of the bill. “We desperately need to settle on procedures that restore faith in our elections and aren’t subject to constant change. Approval of this measure will ultimately put the matter before voters and, if approved, into the state Constitution.”

State Sen. Steve Santarsiero, a Democrat, said that amending the state constitution shouldn’t be seen as a solution “every time we may disagree on a particular issue of policy.”

State Sen. Judy Ward, a Republican, cited recent polling that showed strong support for greater voter ID requirements in Pennsylvania.

“This is something that the people of Pennsylvania are begging for,” Ward said.

Others expressed concern over the lengthy process that accompanies obtaining proper identification—something critics argue could discourage some from participating in the electoral process.

“There is very little evidence of systemic voter fraud in Pennsylvania,” Sen. Sharif Street, a Democrat, said. “We should all be working to try and get as many people to participate in the electoral process as possible.”

Similarly, the nonpartisan Committee of Seventy, which opposes the bill, argued in a statement that voter fraud is “exceedingly rare,” and that sufficient voter ID requirements are already in place.

Just days earlier, the Pennsylvania state House approved House Bill 1300, which would include a requirement that voters present identification, among other measures relating to polls, audits, and procedures.

In their support of the bill, House Republicans said it’s necessary to restore what they described as integrity to the election process in the commonwealth. Other lawmakers said their constituents had pushed them to vote on the bill.

Democrat Gov. Tom Wolf has said several times that he will veto any election-related bill. On June 22, Wolf wrote on Twitter that he wouldn’t sign the House bill into law, saying, “I will veto this bill if it reaches my desk in its current form.”

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Biden's nominee took sweetheart loan deal while working for Democrat senator

6% interest rate raised questions about violations of ethics rules

President Joe Biden’s nominee to lead the Bureau of Land Management helped a wealthy land developer secure county approval to build a neighborhood subdivision in 2006. Two years later, while working as a staffer for Democratic Sen. Jon Tester of Montana, the nominee received a below-market rate personal loan from the same developer.

The nominee, Tracy Stone-Manning, reported in her financial disclosure that in 2020 she paid off a $50,000 to $100,000 personal loan she had received from the Montana land developer, Stuart Goldberg, in 2008 at a 6% interest rate, which was about half the going rate of a personal loan at the time, according to federal reserve data. The American Accountability Foundation, a conservative watchdog group, said the terms of the loan raised “serious questions” about whether it constituted an “impermissible gift” to Stone-Manning in violation of Senate ethics rules.

Amid questions about the loan during her confirmation hearing in June, Stone-Manning described Goldberg as a friend who stepped in to help her family during the 2008 financial crisis.

Goldberg contributed $2,100 to Tester’s campaign in 2006, Federal Election Commission records show.

But Stone-Manning did not mention during her confirmation hearing that two years prior to receiving Goldberg’s loan, she had used her position as the director of a conservation nonprofit to help his company receive unanimous approval from the Missoula County Board of Commissioners to build residential homes on a 19-acre subdivision of a 286-plot of land owned by the company.

Identifying herself as the director of the Clark Fork Coalition during an April 12, 2006, public meeting, Stone-Manning told the Missoula commissioners that she wouldn’t typically throw her weight behind such a real estate development proposal, but indicated she would make an exception for Goldberg because his company had negotiated conservation easements for the remaining 266-acres of land where no development was planned.

Did Biden's Bureau of Land Management nominee make a sweetheart deal with a wealthy land developer?

“We stand here before you today and ask you to support this proposal,” Stone-Manning said at the meeting, according to minutes obtained by the Daily Caller News Foundation. “I don’t think you’re used to hearing us say that, but we believe this development really has astounding merit.”

“I really feel like the population of Missoula County has dodged a bullet with this proposal,” she added. “That through no expenditure of public income, we get protected what we all so cherish … So I hope that you will support it, thanks.”

American Accountability Foundation president Tom Jones told the DCNF that Stone-Manning’s receipt of Goldberg’s loan in 2008 while serving as Tester’s regional director was “deeply problematic.”

 “The close timing of the favorable comment and the questionable loan at the very least creates the appearance of impropriety, which is deeply problematic for Senate staff,” Jones said.

Republican Sen. Roger Marshall of Kansas pressed Stone-Manning about the loan during her confirmation hearing before the Senate Energy and Natural Resources Committee in June.

“According to your disclosure, it looks like you received that an interest rate of 6 percent, but the going rate of a consumer loan was 11 percent,” Marshall said. “Do you feel that’s some type of conflict of interest to take out a personal loan when you’re working for a United States Senator? And were you aware the difference in the interest rate was significantly below the average?”

Stone-Manning responded: “Ethics are deeply important to me. Like many families in 2008 we got smacked by the recession and a friend loaned us some money to make sure that we could get through it. And we came to terms, and we honored the loan.”

Senate Ethics Committee rules state that Senate staffers may only take out loans “on terms generally available to the public.” The American Accountability Foundation wrote that Stone-Manning’s 6% loan with Goldberg was on terms not available to the public at the time, and therefore was a “substantial” impermissible gift that could have exceeded more than $100,000.

Stone-Manning has not yet provided answers to follow-up questions about the loan from Republican members of the committee as of Thursday, a spokesman for the committee’s ranking member, Sen. John Barrasso, told the DCNF.

Goldberg did not return a request for comment.

Republican opposition to Stone-Manning’s confirmation has grown considerably in recent weeks following reports by the DCNF and other outlets about her involvement in a 1989 tree spiking incident.

Multiple Republican senators have accused Stone-Manning of providing false answers to the committee in regards to her involvement in the tree spiking incident and called for her nomination to be revoked.

Tracy Stone-Manning—a former member of the ecoterrorist group Earth First—is unfit to lead @BLMNational, an agency w/ enormous power over federal lands, particularly in Alaska.

Former Bureau of Land Management Director Bob Abbey, who led the agency during most of former President Barack Obama’s first term, also said Stone-Manning’s involvement in the eco-terrorism case is disqualifying.

 “BLM needs a really strong leader,” Abbey said. “To put someone in that position that has this type of resume will just bring needless controversy that is not good for the agency or for the public lands.”

The White House has remained supportive of Stone-Manning’s nomination amid the blowback.

“Tracy Stone-Manning is a dedicated public servant who has years of experience and a proven track record of finding solutions and common ground when it comes to our public lands and waters,” the White House said in a statement Tuesday, according to Fox News. “She is exceptionally qualified to be the next Director of the Bureau of Land Management.”

A vote for Stone-Manning’s nomination has not yet been scheduled.

The White House and the Bureau of Land Management did not return requests for comment.

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Former President Donald Trump’s first post-presidential rally is set to get underway Saturday evening in Wellington, Ohio, marking a return to his signature campaign-style events that have tended to attract droves of eager supporters and fire up his base.

The rally, sponsored by the Save America movement, begins at 7 p.m. at the Lorain County Fairgrounds, with tickets required to attend and doors opening for the event at 2 p.m., according to a notice on Trump’s official website.

Some rallygoers started lining up days before Saturday’s event, reflecting the kind of enthusiasm Trump supporters have shown around prior rallies.

“It’s been crazy,” David Arredondo, chairman of the Lorain County Republican Party, told The Epoch Times about the pre-rally buzz. “People are coming in from all over the country for this. This is exciting for us.”

The Ohio event will be the first of three scheduled public appearances, followed by a trip to the U.S.-Mexico border with Texas Governor Greg Abbott on June 30 and a rally in Sarasota, Florida, on July 3.

At the Wellington rally, Trump is widely expected to take aim at President Joe Biden for his handling of immigration, the economy, and other key policy issues. Arredondo told Reuters that Trump’s focus at the rally will likely be on building support for a red wave in 2022 rather than his own possible presidential run in 2024.

“There is no doubt that the priority is to elect Republicans in 2022,” Arredondo said. “This is the start of it.”

In a recent statement, Trump’s Save America PAC said the Ohio rally would be the first of a series of events “in support of candidates and causes that further the MAGA agenda and accomplishments” of the Trump administration.

In Wellington, Trump will be promoting former White House aide Max Miller, who is running against fellow Republican and sitting Congressman Anthony Gonzalez of Ohio’s 16th District. Gonzalez was one of 10 GOP congressmen who voted to impeach Trump following the U.S. Capitol riot on Jan. 6.

Wellington Mayor Hans Schneider said he was told by organizers to expect between 10,000 and 20,000 people to attend the rally and that dozens of law enforcement officers will be brought in to help from surrounding areas.

On Thursday evening, Cheri Diederich of Elyria was buying two new Trump T-shirts at Special Effects Custom Printing, owned by Chris Goran, another Trump supporter in the middle of downtown Wellington. Both women expressed excitement that Trump will be in town and both said they will attend the rally.

“I am so excited,” Diederich said. “I was shocked. When it was announced that Trump would be in Wellington, I was like, ‘what?’ I’m all for him and against the other people.”

“I hope Donald Trump comes back—and soon before more damage is done to our country,” Diederich added.

On Friday, Trump told Newsmax he would be “making an announcement in the not too distant future” about whether he will run again, adding that his supporters were “going to be thrilled” by election results in 2024.

Republican strategists have repeatedly said Trump is laser focused on helping the GOP retake the House and Senate in the 2022 mid-term election.

Polls show Trump enjoys a high level of support among registered Republican voters.

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Excitement has been mounting among Republicans in the small northeast Ohio Village of Wellington for former President Donald Trump’s first rally since the 2020 presidential election.

In this rural picturesque town of slightly less than 5,000 people on the doorstep of a Democratic stronghold 41 miles southwest of Cleveland, Trump is expected to pack’em in at the Lorain County Fairgrounds where he’ll be speaking on Saturday.

Trump is returning to the county he flipped from the 2016 election and won by a margin of nearly 4,000 votes against Joe Biden in the 2020 presidential election—the first time a Republican won Lorain County since Ronald Reagan.

People from all over the United States have been calling into the Lorain County Republican headquarters in nearby Lorain who want to attend the rally billed as a “Save America” event, according to Don Killinger, Lorain 4-A Voting Precinct Committee member.

Killinger has been tasked with answering the phone at the GOP headquarters leading up to the event.

“The phone hasn’t stopped ringing for two weeks,” said Killinger, a first-year precinct committee member. “People are calling here from New York, Chicago, and Detroit. I’m like what? It’s crazy. This has been exciting because it puts Wellington and Lorain County on the map. It still blows my mind that Trump chose to come to Wellington.”

Wellington is known for the Lorain County Fair, Bonnie Brae Elk Farm, Fort’s Old Town Tavern, and once the home of artist Archibald M. Willard, who rendered the famous “Spirit of ’76” painting of three patriots in 1875.

The painting, which symbolizes the spirit of the American Revolution, was inspired by three men Willard saw marching in a parade on the town square. Two men in the painting are beating a drum, and the other is playing a flute. When the painting was displayed at the 1876 Centennial Exposition in Philadelphia, it “stirred the heart of the nation.”

Willard is buried in Wellington’s Greenwood Cemetery. Because of him, the Spirit of ’76 Museum is housed in Wellington.

Gates to Trump’s rally open at 2 p.m. Saturday with Trump scheduled to take the stage at 7 p.m. for what he promises to be “A Big Announcement.” Trump has been hinting at announcing another run for president in the 2024 election.

The National Weather Service says there’s a 40 percent chance of rain for Saturday, but that’s not enough to dampen the spirits of those who plan on attending the rally.

In Wellington, Trump will be promoting former White House aide Max Miller, who is running against fellow Republican and sitting Congressman Anthony Gonzalez of Ohio’s 16th District.

Gonzalez was one of 10 GOP congressmen who voted to impeach Trump following the U.S. Capitol riot on Jan. 6.

Gonzalez’s district serves part of neighboring Cuyahoga County as well as Wayne, and parts of Medina, Summit, Portage, and Stark counties. When Ohio loses one of its 16 congressional districts after the boundaries are redrawn later this year due to the state’s population loss, the district could come into the Wellington area. Congressman Jim Jordan, who is expected to attend the rally, currently serves Wellington which is in District 4.

Although Trump lost to Democrat Joe Biden, the rallies are a sign that his desire to be president again has not been derailed. His next rally is planned to be in Florida.

On Thursday evening, Cheri Diederich of Elyria was buying two new Trump T-shirts at Special Effects Custom Printing, owned by Chris Goran, another Trump supporter in the middle of downtown Wellington.

Both women are excited that Trump will be in town and both said they will be at the rally.

“I am so excited,” Diederich said. “I was shocked. When it was announced that Trump would be in Wellington, I was like, ‘what?’ I’m all for him and against the other people.”

“I hope Donald Trump comes back—and soon before more damage is done to our country,” Diederich added.

Goran chimed in about the rally, “I think it’s a great thing. It’s a popular thing. This is a historic town and I would say about 70 percent of us here are conservative. I like Donald Trump, and I’m not worried about losing any business over it. Any business I lose from the left, I gain from the right.”

Earlier in the week, Goran started promoting the Trump gear on her personal Facebook page, but her page was shut down for 24 hours. She was given a warning that she could not sell items on Facebook.

When her friend, Bob Frantz, a conservative talk-show host for Cleveland’s WHK (1420-AM) got wind of what happened to Goran, he made it a point to mention it on his program. Sales at Goran’s shop swiftly picked up.

“This is a free country, still,” Goran said. “We have the right to free speech, and the right to assemble. But, we do need to come back together and work together. We all have our differences, but there’s no reason we all can’t get along.”

Across the street is Fort’s Old Town Tavern that has been a watering hole since 1895 minus the years of Prohibition. Its current owner Robert Fortney, a registered independent, said he’s not going to the rally.

A lifelong Wellington resident whose life has come full circle, Fortney spent the first 20 years of his life on his family’s 350-acre dairy farm, then worked as a welder at the Ford Motor Co,’s Avon Lake plant for 30 years. He has owned his restaurant for 27 years.

Fortney said he just wishes that both political parties would stop working for themselves and start working for the American people.

“The saying, ‘ask not what your country can do for you, but ask what you can do for your country,’ has gotten twisted around the last few years,” Fortney said. “Our politicians, state reps and congressmen, have forgotten they get elected to help the country.”

Admitting that he liked Trump’s old policies more instead of President Joe Biden’s new ones, Fortney added, “Saturday’s rally is going to be an interesting show. I don’t know what to expect.”

Trump’s victory in Lorain County during the 2020 election signaled that the times are changing in a region that has been a Democratic stronghold for more than half a century in the heart of Ohio’s rustbelt.

When Michelle Hung and David Moore were elected to serve as Lorain County Commissioners in the November 2020 election, it marked the first time in 60 years that two of the three commissioners were Republicans.

Of the 217,492 registered voters in Lorain County, 168,224 are independents. There are 31,610 registered Democrats and 17,570 registered Republicans in the county, according to information from the Lorain County Board of Elections.

Philosophizing, Killinger points to a reason why he thinks the political pendulum is finally starting to swing from the left to the right in the county neighboring Cleveland’s Cuyahoga County to the west.

“Lorain County has been a Democratic stronghold forever and that was because of the unions,” Killinger said. “There used to be 12,000 to 14,000 people who worked at the steel mill in Lorain in the 1960s, but U.S. Steel stopped a big part of its operations, and now, that’s a ghost town. Lorain also had a large Ford Motor Co. assembly plant, but that’s gone. Between Lorain and Elyria, we don’t have any manufacturing.

The city of Lorain saw the closing of Thew Shovel and the loss of 2,500 jobs in 1983. The American Ship Building Co. owned by then-New York Yankees Owner George Steinbrenner, once employing 4,500 people, closed the next year.

In the 1970s, the Ford’s Lorain Assembly Plant once boasted the largest United Autoworkers Local in the United States with a membership of 7,500 and proudly produced 61 vehicles an hour on the assembly line.

In the 1980s and 90s, U.S. Steel and Ford continued bleeding manufacturing jobs, something Trump had promised to bring back from foreign countries during his four years as president.

It appeared as though Trump had won Lorain County in the 2016 election by 300 votes on election night. Then, after all the Provisional ballots were counted, Trump lost to Hillary Clinton by 131 votes, said David Arredondo, executive chairman of the Lorain County Republican Party for the last year.

Arredondo served as vice-chair of the Lorain County GOP for the last 13 years, and he too has noticed a change moving to the right in the region. His brother, Joel Arredondo, is a Democrat and has served on the Lorain City Council for 13 years.

Overall, Arredondo believes a change in Lorain County’s political makeup is coming.

“Outside of Lorain and Elyria, you’re seeing a different middle class,” Arredondo said. “It’s changing from a blue-collar manufacturing and farming region to one of skilled trades, an educated workforce, and good-paying jobs.”

“The housing market is going crazy, and things are improving with the socio-economic status of the county,” Arredondo added. “There’s been a lot of new houses built in Avon, Avon Lake, and North Ridgeville, and that’s been causing a big change, too. Lorain County has become a desirable place to live.”

Like many, David Arredondo is excited that Trump is coming to Wellington, and he’ll be there, too. He notes that the impetus for Trump coming to Wellington was doing some kind of fundraiser for Max Miller’s campaign.

“It’s been crazy,” Arredondo added about all the buzz about the upcoming rally. People are coming in from all over the country for this. This is exciting for us.”

Royal Caribbean: Guests Have to Show Proof of Vaccination, Unvaccinated to Pay $136 for Testing

Royal Caribbean cruise company released a statement saying that unvaccinated passengers will have to pay testing fees and will be subject to various restrictions even though Gov. Ron De Santis banned companies from requiring vaccine passports through an executive order.

On their vaccination guidelines, the company is saying that passengers will be asked for their vaccination documentation, and anyone age 2 and above who is unvaccinated will be required to go through “multiple COVID-19 tests,” which would be priced at $136 per person.

Royal Caribbean additionally says they would cover the testing costs for passengers age 2 to 15.

“We strongly recommend all guests 16 and older be fully vaccinated. To be considered fully vaccinated, the final dose of the vaccine must be completed at least 14 days before sailing,” the statement reads.

“At check-in, guests will be asked to provide documentation of their vaccination.”

“Those who are 16 and older and do not have or are unable to provide documentation will be considered unvaccinated,” the company announced.

Passengers can provide a Centers for Disease Control and Prevention’s (CDC) COVID-19 Vaccination Record Card as an example of vaccination proof.
Royal Caribbean then states that people who are unvaccinated must undergo “Additional COVID-19 testing at their own expense,” and have to go through restrictions based on CDC recommendations, adding that if anyone disagrees with the protocols the cruise line can issue a refund.

The cruise line’s new guidelines also come after a federal judge struck down the CDC’s “no sail order” on Friday, which effectively means the agency can’t require that all cruise passengers be vaccinated.

“Since the majority of our guests will be vaccinated on Freedom of the Seas, there will be venues and events restricted to vaccinated guests only. We’ll do our best to create opportunities for all guests to enjoy their time with us. Please note, your SeaPass card will be required to access lounges, shows, and dining venues, so keep it handy at all times during your cruise,” the company announced.

Some venues will only grant access solely to vaccinated passengers, where people who have taken the shot won’t be required to wear a mask.

Masks won’t be required for people under the age of 2.

The Epoch Times reached out to DeSantis’ office for comment.

John Donahoe, the new Nike CEO, while speaking to Wall Street analysts, said that “Nike is a brand that is of China and for China” when responding to a question about competition from Chinese companies during a fourth-quarter earnings meeting, BBC reported.
“We’ve always taken a long term view. We’ve been in China for over 40 years,” Donahoe said, expressing his optimism that the brand will continue to grow quickly in the world’s most populous nation.

Referring to the apparel brand’s co-founder and ex-CEO, he said: “Phil [Knight] invested significant time and energy in China in the early days and today we’re the largest sport brand there.”

Nike was recently criticized by a U.S. senator for turning a blind eye to allegations of forced labor in China, arguing they are making American consumers complicit in Beijing’s repressive policies.

Speaking at a Senate Foreign Relations Committee hearing on China’s repression of Uyghurs and other Muslim minorities in its western Xinjiang region, Republican Senator Marco Rubio said many U.S. companies had not woken up to the fact that they were “profiting” from the Chinese government’s abuses.

“For far too long companies like Nike and Apple and Amazon and Coca-Cola were using forced labor. They were benefiting from forced labor or sourcing from suppliers that were suspected of using forced labor,” Rubio said on June 10. “These companies, sadly, were making all of us complicit in these crimes.”

Rights groups, researchers, former residents, and some Western lawmakers say Xinjiang authorities have facilitated forced labor by arbitrarily detaining around one million Uyghurs and other primarily Muslim minorities in a network of camps since 2016.

Sophie Richardson, China director for Human Rights Watch, told the Senate panel that Beijing’s “extreme repression and surveillance” made human rights due diligence for companies impossible.

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Florida’s DeSantis Says 50 State Officers to Help With US-Mexico Border Crisis

Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis announced that starting next Monday there will be over 50 additional state law enforcement officers sent to Texas to help with the worsening crisis at the U.S.-Mexico border.

Last week, DeSantis became the first governor to answer the plea for help from fellow GOP governors Greg Abbott (R-Texas) and Doug Ducey (R-Ariz.) by authorizing the deployment of law enforcement in order to assist with helping to secure the border.

The first wave of officers that will be sent to the southern border to address the crisis include officials with the Department of Law Enforcement, Fish and Wildlife, and Florida Highway Patrol, the Republican governor said during a press briefing.

During the conference, DeSantis also mentioned funding for the operation is still a “point of discussion.”

“Typically, if someone would help us, we would pick up some of their funding … that’s how we would hope that it goes, but we don’t anticipate getting any federal funds, no,” the governor explained.

DeSantis also noted that the request from fellow GOP governors comes amid a rise in methamphetamine crossing the border, which is increasingly causing harm not only at the southern border but also in Florida and other parts of the country.

“I had met just weeks ago with some of our sheriff’s up in north Florida and their number one concern is all the meth that’s coming in,” DeSantis said, adding that this has had “a real effect” on Florida communities.

Christina Pushaw, the press secretary to DeSantis, told The Epoch Times last week that helping fellow Americans in a moment of need is always the right thing to do.

“It’s undeniable that the border crisis is out of control,” Pushaw said. “The governors of other states have sent resources to Florida in the past to help respond to natural disasters. With the federal government unable or unwilling to enforce our laws and secure our border, Florida is ready to step up to the plate and do our part.”

Bay County Sheriff Tommy Ford also expressed a similar view with The Epoch Times, explaining he sees the cry for help from the governors of Texas and Arizona to secure the border as an opportunity to repay the debt he owes after hurricane Michael devastated Bay County and many sheriffs from other states came to their aid.

“So we’re going to volunteer to be the first ones there to help,” Ford said.

Despite the overwhelming support DeSantis has received from Florida’s law enforcement, some Democrats have criticized the governor’s move.

Rep. Charlie Crist (D-Fla.), one of two Democrat declared candidates to run for the position of governor in 2022, called the decision to send Florida law enforcement to the border a “political stunt.” Agriculture Commissioner Nikki Fried, the second declared Democrat candidate for governor, wrote on Twitter: “Florida’s current governor just makes controversies up to get on Fox News.”

Lee County Sheriff Carmine Marceno told The Epoch Times that Floridians have to help in securing the border even though it isn’t a border state, as it will help to “stop the flow of narcotics that end up in our state and ravage our communities.”

Marceno said fentanyl cases have gone up 230 percent in Lee County over the past six months and there has been a 3,000 percent increase in the number of sexual predators coming across U.S. borders.

“We’re not going to allow it,” Marceno asserted. “Florida’s residents are going to be safe and secure.”

Sen. Cotton: Left runs out of 'tolerance'
'They're not even content with acceptance'

Senator Tom Cotton (R-AK) spoke with Terry Schelling, President of the American Principles Project (APP), on Monday about the Biden administration’s agenda and the potential impact of pending legislation on American families.

Cotton began the conversation by suggesting that the progressive movement was no longer interested in promoting tolerance and had embraced a more muscular posture in the culture war.

“I look around the country and I see a move over the years away from what used to be a defining American trait, which is toleration. Our founding fathers talked about the toleration for the views of others, especially for different religious creeds. But the Left is no longer content with toleration, by any means. They’re really not even content with acceptance. They want to demand celebration [of] their views about gender and race. They want to force them on the entire country,” Cotton said.

Cotton then discussed the mounting backlash to the efforts of activists, teachers, and school boards to install critical race theory (CRT) and other progressive ideologies in school curricula. He saluted the “courageous parents” who he said have been “standing up and fighting back” against the institution of critical theory in schools.

Schelling turned the conversation to perceived legislative threats to the family. He asked Cotton about the Equality Act, which would amend the 1964 Civil Rights Act to include protections for members of various sexual-identity groups and override key provisions of the Religious Freedom Restoration Act.

“Not surprisingly, as is often the case with Democratic legislation, the Equality Act doesn't quite live up to its title,” Cotton said. “It would make unequal policies the law of the land, especially when it comes to protecting young girls and young women in sports or in their schools and colleges and so forth. It is far reaching – far beyond anything the Democrats have proposed in the past and it's really just of a piece with the radical gender ideology that the left has been trying to indoctrinate.”

Has the progressive movement become intolerant?

The Equality Act contains several provisions that have alarmed religious-freedom activists. For example, the Act would designate healthcare providers as public accommodations and prohibit those providers from treating “pregnancy, childbirth, or a related medical condition” less favorably “than other physical conditions.” Mary Beth Waddell, the Director of Federal Affairs at the Family Research Council, argued that this provision “would effectively create a legislative right to abortion on demand.”

Cotton suggested that the bill as drafted contains provisions that would undermine parental and conscience rights, particularly around issues of gender-identity. He argued that the Equality Act and laws like it around the country ignore essential differences between the sexes.

“There’s a reason why we have men’s and women’s sports in the Olympics. Some of us are old enough to remember in the 1988 Summer Olympics where the late, great Florence Griffith Joyner set the women’s world record in the 100-meter dash. It still stands to this day in a sport where records fall almost every year. Thirty-three year’s later, [Joyner’s] record still stands. No woman has ever run faster,” Cotton said. “You know who has run faster than [Joyner]? Seventy-six high-school boys in America in the last track season. That’s an indication of just how different the sexes are when it comes to physical and athletic competitions.”

Cotton mentioned the possibility that the Senate could vote on the Equality Act as early as this week, though thus far there has been no movement on the bill in Congress’s upper chamber. President Biden reportedly met with the leaders of various sexual-identity groups on Monday, leading some to speculate that the White House is interested in making the legislation a priority.

Schelling implored the conference’s virtual attendees to call their elected officials and express opposition to the Equality Act. He then asked Cotton what could be done to counteract corporate activism, particularly in the wake of corporate-led boycotts of states that pass conservative legislation.

Cotton argued that corporate activism is spearheaded by corporate executives rather than rank-and-file employees, many of whom, Cotton suggested, oppose the political positions of the executives. He opposed boycotting such corporations for that reason.

Cotton added that conservative activists should attempt to match the effort and intensity of their progressive peers.

 “CEOs largely want to avoid controversy. They fear controversy coming from their left. Well, maybe they should fear it coming from their right, as well. If they're worried about a small number of online activists condemning them if they don't speak out on things like the Equality Act or that Georgia election law, maybe they should fear an online conservative outpouring of criticism if they do,” he said.

Schelling said that the APP has “some plans in the works to hold these corporations accountable for attacking our families,” and said there is a “whole list of corporations” his organization is “going to be going after in the coming weeks.” He then shifted the conversation to the rise of critical race theory and Cotton’s legislative efforts to combat the implementation of CRT in schools.

Cotton mentioned his bill that would prohibit federal funding of schools that teach the New York Times’s “1619 Project.” He added that there was additional legislation “coming down the pike” to ensure that CRT is not taught to federal employees, and mentioned his joint effort with Congressman Dan Crenshaw (R-TX) to create a resource for military whistleblowers to “expose how rapidly the military has bought in to critical race theory.”

Cotton recalled a black Arkansan whom he met in a grocery store who expressed her support for “conservative family values” as an example of the importance of “look[ing] past outward differences.”

Schelling argued that some progressives are beholden to “the Confederate mentality” according to which “there are inferior races, and there are people with privilege or supremacy.” Cotton responded by highlighting Ibram Kendi’s argument that the “only remedy to past discrimination is present discrimination” as evidence that certain professed anti-racists can sound like the racists they claim to abhor.

Schelling closed the conversation by asking Cotton about the greatest threat posed by the Biden administration. Cotton responded by arguing that President Biden’s economic policies, while regrettable from a conservative point of view, are less detrimental to the country than his administration’s cultural agenda.

“Look, I don’t want the Biden administration to raise taxes on Americans,” Cotton said. “I don’t want them to hurt our economic recovery. But if they do raise taxes, well, we can cut your taxes when we get back in office. There [are] lots of things that we can do when we take back power in the future, which I hope won’t be very far away. But if we allow Joe Biden and the Democratic Party to indoctrinate an entire generation of our kids earlier in these radical race and gender theories – especially indoctrinate them to hate America – what does it matter if we win a couple elections over the next few election cycles?”

Former congressional candidate Irene Armendariz-Jackson joined the protesters with a message for Harris.

"Kamala, you came a little too late. We have had this crisis for years," she told Informed with Anthony.

"We need solutions, we don't need you parading in the Border Patrol station or acting like you care."

She added, "Americans matter, America matters. God bless you, America."

Harris was accompanied by Homeland Security Secretary Alejandro Mayorkas on her first trip to the border since assuming office.

Harris was tasked by President Joe Biden more than three months ago to lead the nation’s response to the "root causes" of the immigration surge, but failed to visit the border until now.

She was set to visit a processing center and Border Patrol facility in El Paso to receive an operational briefing, according to Fox News.

When asked by Fox News reporter Peter Doocy why it took so long for her to make her first trip to the border, she responded that it wasn't her first trip.

"I've been to the border many times," the California Democrat said, possibly referring to past visits she made as a senator. "Because as I’ve long said, I said back in March I was going to come to the border so this is not a new plan, but the reality of it is we have to deal with the causes and we have to deal with the effects."

Harris has been criticized by both Democrats and Republicans for failing to visit the border. Texas Democratic Rep. Henry Cueller said that while visiting El Paso was a good "first step," it wouldn't give the vice president the full picture of the situation at the border.

“If you look at the numbers that are down there compared to El Paso, you are not going to get a true picture of what’s happening,” he said, according to CNS News.

“You go to the Donna facility, you go to Roma, Texas, you go to Rio Grande City, you go to the McAllen area so you can get an idea. That’s how you can get an idea of what’s happening down at the border. So it’s a first step.”

GOP revolts after Biden kills ethics committee, opens doors for scientific horrors on a new scale
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In April, the Biden administration lifted a Trump-era ban on funding for experiments involving tissue from aborted fetuses and dissolved an ethics review board that was able to block funding to such ethically questionable “science.”

In short, the most aggressively pro-abortion president’s secretary for Health and Human Services, Xavier Becerra, wants to make sure that nothing stands in the way of using your tax dollars for sick and twisted experiments like grafting unborn baby’s scalps onto mice and yes -- this is exactly the kind of thing that scientists do with aborted fetal tissue.

Several congressional Republican lawmakers -- 137 to be exact -- have signed a letter urging Secretary Becerra to reinstate the National Institute of Health’s Human Fetal Tissue Ethics Advisory Board, as well as the Trump-era HHS policy which banned “funding for intramural research using human fetal tissue.”

Mississippi Sen. Roger Wicker and Missouri Reps. Blaine Luetkemeyer and Vicky Hartzler led the letter, which was signed by 36 other senators -- including high-profile Republicans like John Kennedy of Louisiana, Ted Cruz of Texas, and Tom Cotton of Arkansas -- as well as 98 other members of the House of Representatives.

"The EAB provided critical ethical review of extramural research grant applications and its removal will assuredly reduce accountability and transparency in the use of tax dollars for ethically fraught research," the letter read.

The letter also noted that “the recent decision to let federal researchers obtain, use, and store for intramural research the body parts of unborn children violently killed through abortion is deeply troubling” and that “Americans deserve better stewardship of their tax dollars than research that exploits the remains of aborted infants."

The ethics advisory board and policies restricting the use of aborted fetal tissue in research were established, the lawmakers explained, "because of glaring abuses that came to light."

The letter pointed out that the board was also able to carefully review an “FDA contract with Advanced Bioscience Resources (ABR) to procure ‘fresh human fetal tissue’ for transplantation into mice," which culminated with the cancellation of the questionable contract over federal standard concerns.

Although many in the scientific community were thrilled that the Biden administration paved the way for this concerning research, deeming the staunch opposition to the use of electively aborted unborn babies to be merely a “political” issue, pro-life Americans should certainly be shocked and disgusted to learn what has been done and now, no doubt will continue to be done with their tax dollars in the name of “science.”

The Trump administration’s efforts to prevent funding for fetal tissue research came after it was revealed that the Federal Drug Administration had been purchasing “fresh” organs of aborted babies from ABR to create “humanized mice.”

In May of this year, the Center for Medical Progress, which is best known for exposing Planned Parenthood’s questionably legal practice of selling the remains of aborted fetuses for big bucks, reported that the University of Pittsburgh may have used grant funding from the NIH to graft the scalps of aborted babies onto mice.

The GOP lawmakers wrote this week that such revelations call into question “the safeguards the federal government has in place" to ensure that American tax dollars are not being used to fund "unethical or illegal research.”

They noted that the advisory board Becerra has opted to shut down recommended that the HHS withhold funding from 13 of the 14 projects they reviewed over ethical concerns, making it all the more abundantly clear that such assurances should be put in place to prevent the funding of heinous research on the part of the American taxpayer.

"Given these concerns, it is absolutely vital that NIH maintain adequate oversight of federally funded HFT projects," the letter urged. "Eliminating the EAB removes critical oversight and increases the likelihood that federally funded extramural projects may violate governing law and standing NIH polices with impunity."

It is stomach-churning to think that, not only do we live in a nation where a business that receives taxpayer funding can profit from the remains of unborn babies that they’ve already received money to deliberately destroy, but that the taxpayers could also be funding research using these remains that is so sick and twisted it makes Dr. Moreau’s aspirations seem tame by comparison.

There is no doubt that the Biden administration is aggressively pro-abortion, and to what end? So Planned Parenthood and companies like Advance Bioscience Resources can continue to profit from the death of unborn children and the victimization of scared women facing unexpected pregnancies?

It’s easy for pro-aborts to defend this type of research as ethical as it’s often meant to explore potential treatments for life-threatening illnesses, but there is nothing moral about treating the remains of human babies with the same reverence as lab rats -- to say nothing of the disgusting practice of trying to humanize rodents using the cells and skin of these murdered children.

If harvesting the remains of unborn American babies is justifiable for "science", what else is justifiable to Biden’s HHS, or our culture of death at large?

One shudders to think.

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Rudy Giuliani, who served as the personal attorney for former President Donald Trump, on June 24 harshly criticized the decision by the New York State Bar to revoke his law license.

“America is not America any longer. We do not live in a free state,” Giuliani said on Newsmax TV. “We live in a state that’s controlled by the Democrat Party, by [Gov. Andrew] Cuomo, by [New York City Mayor Bill] de Blasio, and the Democrats.

“We have a double standard. There’s no doubt if I was representing Hillary Clinton, I’d be their hero.”

The Appellate Division of the New York State Supreme Court concluded on June 24 (pdf) that Giuliani knowingly made false claims about the 2020 election, and the court suspended his law license.

“We conclude that there is uncontroverted evidence that respondent communicated demonstrably false and misleading statements to courts, lawmakers and the public at large in his capacity as lawyer for former President Donald J. Trump and the Trump campaign in connection with Trump’s failed effort at reelection in 2020,” the court said.

Giuliani told Newsmax that he loves practicing law and wasn’t happy about the decision. The former New York City mayor said he’s been part of “some of the most bitter litigation imaginable” without the kinds of complaints that led to the suspension of his license.

Giuliani had served as Trump’s lawyer and spearheaded a legal effort after the conclusion of the Nov. 3, 2020, election, alleging that Trump was fraudulently denied victory in several battleground states, including Nevada, Wisconsin, Michigan, Pennsylvania, and Georgia.

As part of that effort, Giuliani spoke to lawmakers in several states, urging them to assert their constitutional power and intervene in the certification of presidential electors. None of those states ended up taking action. The U.S. Congress certified Joe Biden as the winner of the 2020 presidential election.

In a statement after the court’s decision, Giuliani’s lawyers told The Epoch Times: “We are disappointed with the Appellate Division, First Department’s decision suspending Mayor Giuliani prior to being afforded a hearing on the issues that are alleged.

“This is unprecedented as we believe that our client does not pose a present danger to the public interest. We believe that once the issues are fully explored at a hearing Mr. Giuliani will be reinstated as a valued member of the legal profession that he has served so well in his many capacities for so many years.”

Trump panned the court’s decision.

“Can you believe that New York wants to strip Rudy Giuliani, a great American Patriot, of his law license because he has been fighting what has already been proven to be a Fraudulent Election?” Trump said in a statement, describing the case as a “witch hunt.”

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Over 500 Election Fraud Cases Are Pending in Texas Courts: Attorney General

Texas Attorney General Ken Paxton said over the weekend that his office still has more than 500 election fraud cases that need to be heard in court.

The attorney general made the announcement after a woman was arrested by the state Election Fraud Unit late last week for multiple counts of election fraud, according to a statement from his office.

“We will prosecute voter fraud every time we find it,” Paxton, a Republican, wrote on Twitter over the weekend in reference to the case. “Currently, our office has over 500 cases waiting to be heard in court.”

While Paxton didn’t provide any more information about the cases, he said that “voter fraud is real” and that “Texans deserve to know their vote is legally and securely counted.”

According to the release from his office, which provided scant details about the case, Monica Mendez was arrested and booked into the Victoria County Jail on June 23. It came after a grand jury returned an indictment on seven counts of illegal voting, eight counts of unlawfully assisting a voter, eight counts of unlawful possession of ballots, and eight counts of election fraud.

Her case, however, wasn’t related to the 2020 election, the release said, but to a 2018 local election. The Texas secretary of state referred Mendez to the attorney general’s office.

Referring to the Mendez case, Texas Gov. Greg Abbott suggested that his office would continue to pursue laws that are designed to bolster security around elections. The governor several days ago announced a special session of the state legislature to pass a number of measures relating to voter fraud laws, critical race theory, and how the state handles bail bonds.

In May, Texas’s state Senate approved a sweeping bill that would grant more power to poll watchers by giving them increased access inside polling areas. It would also create new penalties against election officials who restrict poll watchers’ movements and would allow a judge to void the outcome of an election if the number of fraudulent votes could change the result, among other provisions.

However, during the final hours of the previous legislative session on May 30, state House Democrats walked out before the Republican-led chamber could vote on the Senate bill.

“I fully expect to have a session where we will pass an election integrity bill as well as bail reform,” Abbott told the Dallas Morning News earlier this month. “Those are both needed and they both must pass. And as we get there, we may be adding some additional items.”

Democrats, meanwhile, have generally opposed the GOP-backed election reform bills that are being proposed in Texas, saying that such bills restrict voting access to minority groups.

“Hey, Joe,” a quiet but familiar voice said to me from the doorway of a small room with plush furniture. The room was meant to provide as much comfort as possible for the families of military members on the worst day of their life: the day the remains of their loved ones are returned to them at Dover Air Force Base.

I had been alone in the room for only a few minutes and was exhausted but restless; the previous three days felt like three years and three minutes all at once, because so much had been taken from my family so quickly and irrevocably that I felt like I was back at war and had just gotten attacked, but unlike in war, I couldn’t fight back.

That voice from the doorway, though, was familiar because it belonged to a man I had seen on television countless times: President Donald Trump. I still have no idea what exactly I said in response. The days after my wife, Shannon Kent, was killed by a suicide bomber during a mission to fight ISIS in Syria in January 2019 had been such a blur and, anyway, I’d never met a president before.

But (I am told) I thanked President Trump, and I remember he held eye contact with me. And in his eyes, I could see — unmistakably — the same pain I’d seen in the eyes of other senior leaders who ultimately bear the responsibility for sending men and women to their deaths in combat.

He talked to me — a Green Beret and a combat veteran, not some expert at the Pentagon or a think tank — about the wisdom leaving troops in harm's way once ISIS’ territorial caliphate had been destroyed. It was clear to me that he was deeply conflicted about whether staying in Syria was worth the lives lost — Shannon and her three colleagues — on that day in January.

Felon on supervised release accused of gunning down man in front of his kids on Father's Day

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The flawed criminal justice system often comes at the expense of innocent Americans, and a Massachusetts man may be the latest victim.

An altercation in Dorchester, one of Boston's most crime-plagued neighborhoods, resulted in Ira Grayson allegedly fatally shooting Stacy Coleman in front of his children at an event on Father's Day, the Boston Herald reported.

This incident should have never happened in the first place when Grayson's recent past is considered.

The murder suspect, who is from Manchester, New Hampshire, was on federal supervised release after being convicted of
"being a felon in possession of a firearm" in New Hampshire, according to a media release from the Suffolk County District Attorney's Office.

“As the weather turns warm and our communities shed pandemic-era restrictions on gatherings, there become more opportunities for personal conflict and confrontations.  No matter what those conflicts may be, there is never an excuse for taking a life or inflicting harm through violence,” Suffolk County District Attorney Rachael Rollins said.

“Mr. Coleman’s family and loved ones are now left grieving and asking questions that we will try our best to answer.  My office is available to this family and all survivors of homicide in Suffolk County to help connect them with resources and to provide the support they deserve.”

Grayson was arraigned after he admitted himself to the hospital with a gunshot wound to his arm after the conflict, and it was additionally discovered by authorities that he was allegedly in possession of illegal drugs.

The case will go to court on August 20, and there are clearly many questions that need to be answered about the heinous situation.

For starters, it is unclear who initiated the altercation supposedly involving two firearms and the reasoning behind it.

Grayson is now being held without bail, but there are serious questions about why he was on federal supervised release in the first place.

Being a felon in possession of a firearm is something not to be taken lightly, and should be viewed as a slippery slope to violent crime later on.

Thousands of people in the United States spending years in prison for non-violent offenses, and pose little practical risk to the public, yet Grayson was able to walk free?

The lack of consistency and common sense in the criminal justice system can have devastating consequences, and Grayson needed to remain behind bars for public safety.

When the issue of reforming the justice system arises in the current discourse, there seems to be a lack of desire for comprehensive solutions that would keep those who are dangerous in prison and reexamining the sentences of those who are not.

Combatting crimes such as gun violence in the United States begins with the authorities' ability to determine who presents a threat to the public as a preventative measure.

This obviously does not mean gun control, as it means being aware of felons who exhibited risky behavior already.

In the case of Ira Grayson, the authorities fell short of their duty to protect the public, and a father is now dead as a result.

Qiu shipped a load of the deadly pathogens from the NML to the Wuhan Institute of Virology (WIV), a likely source of the virus that causes COVID-19.

Canadian government employees cannot file a patent outside the country without permission from the health minister. The Public Health Agency of Canada (PHAC) refused to disclose whether Qiu had obtained such permission and whether the PHAC was even aware of the patents. The whereabouts of Qui and her husband Keding Cheng are unknown and the Royal Canadian Mounted Police (RCMP) will not disclose if they know where they are.

As CTV News reports, PHAC President Iain Stewart “refused to provide further paperwork containing more details related to why scientists Xiangguo Qiu and her husband, Keding Cheng, were removed from [NML] in July 2019 and then later fired by the agency.”

Canadian officials called it a policy breach but others see a case of espionage related to biological warfare. The “main culprit” behind the breach is Qiu, according to “China and Viruses: The Case of Dr. Xiangguo Qiu,” a January 2020 paper from the Begin-Sadat Center for Strategic Studies (BESA).

According to the paper, the “outstanding Chinese scientist” came to Canada for graduate studies in 1996 and until recently headed the Special Pathogens program at the NML. Since 2006, Dr. Qiu has been “studying powerful viruses—Ebola most of all—at the NML.” The viruses that were “surreptitiously shipped from the NML to China” include Machupo, Junin, Rift Valley Fever, Crimean-Congo Hemorrhagic Fever, and Hendra.

“China and Viruses” author Dr. Dany Shoham, a microbiologist and expert in biological and chemical warfare, says Dr. Qiu “maintains a close bond with China and visits frequently, and many Chinese students from a notable range of Chinese scientific facilities have joined her at the NML over the past decade.” Of those facilities, four are believed to be involved in Chinese biological weapons development: the Institute of Military Veterinary, Academy of Military Medical Sciences, Changchun; Center for Disease Control and Prevention, Chengdu Military Region; Wuhan Institute of Virology, Chinese Academy of Sciences, Hubei; and the Institute of Microbiology, Chinese Academy of Sciences, in Beijing.

One of the graduate students Qiu and Cheng brought to the NML, Radio Canada reports, was Feihu Yan, from the People’s Liberation Army’s (PLA) Academy of Military Medical Sciences. PHAC spokesperson Eric Morrissette declined to answer questions about Yan’s work at the sensitive Winnipeg lab.

Security expert Christian Leuprecht of Canada’s Royal Military College and Queen’s University told Radio Canada that “China has a very active, very aggressive and extremely dangerous bioweapons program. So all the research that’s being generated here could easily be reappropriated by the Chinese authorities to advance rather nefarious causes.” And “It appears that what you might well call Chinese agents infiltrated one of the highest prized national security elements when it comes to biosecurity and biodefence.”

Qui and Cheng were last seen publicly in February 2020. They have been absent from their Canadian properties, reportedly worth nearly $2 million. According to former co-workers, Dr. Qiu has bragged about owning a mansion in China. If the RCMP has any clue where Qiu and Cheng might be, they aren’t saying, and on all fronts, Canadian officials are withholding crucial documents.

Dr. Qui holding Chinese patents “should be a cautionary tale,” University of Windsor professor Myra Tawfik, a specialist in intellectual property, told The National Post. On the prospect of espionage related to biological warfare, Canadian Health Minister Patty Hajdu claimed, “We will never put Canadians’ national security at risk.” If Canadians thought their government had already done so it would hard to blame them.

Arizona House Passes Bill Requiring Schools Share Stories From People Who Fled Communism

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The Republican-majority Arizona House on Friday approved a bill that could mandate that school teachers share stories from people who fled communism as part of the curriculum.

The requirement is part of House Bill 2898 (pdf), which includes changes in laws governing K-12 education in the state. The language was inserted by Republican state Rep. Judy Burges and states that the measure will prepare students to be “civically responsible and knowledgeable adults.”

Public schools will be required to teach “a comparative discussion of political ideologies, such as communism and totalitarianism, the conflict with the principles of freedom and democracy essential to the founding principles of the United States” among other changes, the bill’s text states.

Arizona’s Department of Education must also develop new civic education standards for school districts and charter schools to include, such as on the original intent of America’s Founding Documents and principles of the United States, including the expectation that U.S. citizens will be responsible for preserving and defending “the blessings of liberty inherited from prior generations and secured by the United States Constitution.”

The education board would also have to develop a list of oral history resources that provide “patriotism based on first-person accounts of victims of other nations’ governing philosophies who can compare those philosophies with those of the United States.”

“The reality is [that] one of the greatest threats facing the globe today is communism and totalitarianism,” Republican state Rep. Jake Hoffman said, Capitol Media Services reported.

“We have governments like the Communist Chinese government, that their stated goal is to be the world’s sole and only superpower, and that they will achieve that goal through any means possible,” Hoffman added.

The legislation now heads to the Arizona state Senate for consideration.

It comes days after Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis signed an executive order on education that pushes back against critical race theory, and also creates an education program that will require students to be taught about “the evils of communism.”

In short, high schools must provide “instruction on the evils of communism and totalitarian ideology,” DeSantis said, noting that there are Florida residents who have escaped totalitarian regimes and communist dictatorships, such as from Cuba and Vietnam, to live in America.

“We want all students to understand the difference,” he said. “Why would somebody flee across shark-infested waters … why would people leave these countries and risk their lives to be able to come here? It’s important that students understand that.”

The governor on June 22 also signed into law HB 5 that requires the Florida Department of Education develop an integrated K-12 civic education curriculum that includes teaching students about citizens’ shared rights under the Constitution and Bill of Rights.

Beijing Weaponizes Healthcare and Mobile Apps to Target Individuals: Expert

The communist regime in China uses healthcare and apps as weapons as part of its playbook, said an expert on China and the Indo-Pacific.

Cleo Paskal, an associate fellow at Chatham House and a senior fellow at the Foundation for Defense of Democracies, said that lessons could be learned from China’s neighbors, particularly India and the Solomon Islands, in understanding the threats posed by the Chinese Communist Party (CCP), in a recent interview on Epoch TV’s “American Thought Leaders” program.

“It is understanding how invasive and destructive and coercive the mentality of the Chinese Communist Party is—in terms of an individual’s right to think anything they want or believe anything they want, is imperative for understanding what we’re dealing with,” Paskal said.

She added: “In a Chinese-run world or Chinese-influenced world healthcare is used as a weapon to punish political dissidents.”

Paskal pointed to the example of Daniel Suidani, the premier of Malaita Province in the Solomon Islands and a prominent China critic. Since the South Pacific country ended its 36-year diplomatic ties with Taiwan in favor of China in September 2019, Suidani has continued to voice support for the self-ruled island and rejected Chinese investment in Malaita.

Suidani’s continued support for Taiwan—a de facto independent nation that China claims as a part of its territory—has put him at odds with the Solomon Islands’ Prime Minister Manasseh Sogavare, who enjoys a close relationship with Beijing.

About six months ago, Suidani came down with a brain disease that required CT scans but the Solomon Islands does not have the medical device. As a result, the premier began seeking foreign medical care but was financially strapped to pay for it.

Suidani approached the Sogavare government for financial aid for his medical care, but he rejected the money after learning that there were strings attached to it—he had to shake the hands of Sogavare in public. Earlier this month, Suidani’s senior advisor Celsus Talifilu told Al Jazeera that the premier refused the offer because “it would be like shaking hands with China.”

Taiwan offered Suidani medical assistance and the premier arrived in Taiwan on May 26. His trip to Taiwan has angered both the Sogavare government and Beijing—with the former saying that it was an “unauthorized” trip that undermined the South Pacific country’s “one China” policy.

Meanwhile, in a statement issued on May 30, the Chinese embassy in the Solomon Islands said it had “registered concerns” with the Sogavare government over Suidani’s trip, and added that it “opposes any official contacts” between Taiwan and other countries.

“This is a situation where his [Suidani’s] personal position on China meant he was going to be declined healthcare. This is essentially an extraterritorial social credit system type control over the healthcare of an individual person,” Paskal explained.

She added: “If you don’t accept China in your heart, you’re going to be left to die. That’s fundamentally what was happening with Premier Suidani.”

The Chinese regime enforces a social credit system, which assigns each citizen a score of “social trustworthiness.” People can have points taken away from their social credit score by committing behaviors deemed undesirable by the CCP such as jaywalking. Those with low social credit scores are deemed “untrustworthy,” and thus deprived access to services and opportunities. They could be barred from traveling by plane or attending schools, among other things. Critics have slammed the system as a violation of human rights.

Apps
Beijing could also weaponize Chinese mobile apps in order to sow divisions within other countries, according to Paskal. She applauded the Indian government for banning Chinese apps, particularly popular video-sharing app TikTok and messaging app WeChat.

India has banned more than 200 Chinese apps, citing the apps’ collection of user data as a national security risk. China’s national intelligence law requires all organizations and citizens to “support, assist, and cooperate with national intelligence efforts.”

Beijing could use the data collected by different Chinese apps for coercion and blackmail, Paskal warned.

Additionally, Paskal explained that since the Chinese apps also curated information, Beijing could try to “manipulate the people who have the app into believing certain things or heading in certain directions politically.”

“If you can create social division or exacerbate social division in another country, and paralyze it socially, damage it socially, China wins. It doesn’t mean countries don’t have social problems. It just means that there is a vested interest from Beijing; making those situations worse. And you can do that through apps like TikTok,” Paskal explained.

There have been media reports on how TikTok censored certain topics, including the Tiananmen Square Massacre and China’s treatment of Uyghurs and other Muslim ministries.

On June 9, the Biden administration revoked former President Donald Trump’s executive orders effectively banning TikTok and WeChat, and required the Commerce Department to conduct its own review of both apps.

Paskal warned that ultimately the CCP wants to influence the mind of every individual.

“So, be very aware. You are targeted. … The goal now of the Chinese Communist Party is political warfare—which is the front line of its attempt to achieve that number one position in terms of comprehensive national power is your mind,” she explained.

US Ranks Last in Global Media Trust: Report

A recent survey found that the United States ranks last among 46 nations in media trust, with only 29 percent of Americans who were polled expressing confidence.

The annual digital news report from the Reuters Institute for the Study of Journalism stated that trust in media has increased in a number of countries and generally across the world—but not in the United States.

“Finland remains the country with the highest levels of overall trust (65%), and the USA now has the lowest levels (29%) in our survey,” according to the report.

It noted that a number of Americans are turning away from consuming news or are “avoiding news altogether” following the 2020 election.

“Interest in news has fallen sharply in the United States following the election of President Biden—especially with right-leaning groups” of Americans, it stated.

The report found that interest in the news has dropped in the United States by about 11 percentage points to 55 percent.

“To some extent,” the report stated, “this is not surprising as our poll was conducted after the turbulent events on Capitol Hill in January and the departure of Donald Trump.”

“But our data show signs that many former Trump supporters may be switching away from news altogether. Almost all of this fall in interest came from those on the political right.”

Poynter, a left-leaning journalism school, theorized that it’s caused—at least in part—by the “extreme political polarization in the U.S.”

“This study, like many others, found extremely high levels of distrust—75 percent of those who identify as being on the right thought coverage of their views is unfair,” according to an article from the institute.

But following the publication of the Reuters Institute survey, media critics pointed to the lack of introspection on behalf of corporate-owned media outlets for the reason why they’re no longer trusted.

Longtime journalist and legacy media critic Glenn Greenwald, who previously worked for The New York Times and The Guardian, said it isn’t a surprise that Americans’ trust in the media has cratered.

“This is an extraordinary (though unsurprising) finding. Most amazing is that the corporate sector of the US media is failing in every respect: financially, culturally, collapsing trust,” he wrote in a tweet on June 24.

Greenwald noted that “any other industry failing like this would engage in self-critique, asking why.” But, he said, journalists and media executives “never do.”

Mike Glenn, longtime reporter of The Washington Times, added: “There was some media introspection for a few moments after [former President Donald] Trump’s election. But that quickly disappeared.”

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Arizona GOP Lawmakers Vote to Strip Election Lawsuit Power From Secretary of State Katie Hobbs
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Arizona’s Republican-controlled legislature moved to strip power from Secretary of State Katie Hobbs in election-related lawsuits, handing that power instead to the attorney general’s office.

The measure, which was contained within a budget reconciliation bill (pdf), seeks to stop Hobbs, a Democrat, from playing a role in lawsuits related to state election rules while giving the attorney general’s office “sole authority” to defend Arizona election laws. The bill now heads to the desk of Gov. Doug Ducey, who hasn’t signaled opposition to it.

The bill’s language regarding curtailing Hobbs’s power is “necessary to ensure the faithful defense of the State’s election integrity laws and to eliminate confusion created by the Secretary of State about who speaks for Arizona in court,” Katie Conner, spokeswoman for Republican Attorney General Mark Brnovich, told the Arizona Mirror. His office also accused Hobbs of filing “politically motivated bar complaints against” his office’s lawyers to “target their professional standing and reputation.”

The version of the measure that passed on the night of June 24 says the “attorney general has sole authority in all election litigation to direct the defense of election laws, to appeal or petition any decision, and to intervene on behalf of this state at any stage” until Jan. 2, 2023, which is when Hobbs’s term ends.

The bill would also bar the attorney general’s office from providing legal advice or representing the secretary of state. Hobbs also can’t use public funds to hire lawyers relating to election litigation, and additionally limits her to hiring one full-time legal adviser.

Hobbs, who has frequently criticized the ongoing audit of Maricopa County’s 2020 election results, decried the passage of the bill late last week and accused Republicans of retaliating against her “because they did not like the outcome of the Presidential Election,” according to a statement released by her office.

Meanwhile, Democrats in the legislature echoed her statement, with state Sen. Lisa Otondo calling the bill a “power grab.”

“I really believe this is not about policy, but about politics,” Otondo said during a Senate Appropriations Committee hearing last week.

But Republicans last week said Hobbs’s move to file a bar complaint (pdf) against Brnovich and other top attorneys in his office had crossed the line. In the complaint filed last year, Hobbs alleged that Brnovich and his attorneys violated rules of ethical conduct relating to several election law cases in which the attorney general represented the secretary of state’s office.

“I don’t know what’s more political than the secretary of state submitting bar charges against the entire upper echelon of the AG’s Office,” said state Sen. Vince Leach, a Republican, according to the Arizona Mirror. “I would say the unprecedented attack on our attorney general, his chief deputy, and many high-level attorneys is uncalled for.”

Hobbs is currently running for governor of Arizona, while Brnovich is running for Senate.

The Epoch Times has contacted Hobbs’s office and Brnovich’s office for additional comment.

Giuliani’s Law License Suspension Is Unconstitutional, Dershowitz Says
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Harvard Law professor emeritus Alan Dershowitz argued that the recent decision by a New York court to suspend former New York Mayor Rudy Giuliani’s law license is flawed and unconstitutional.

“The courts have long held that a lawyer is not entitled to the full protection of the First Amendment for statements made in court. That may be understandable because a lawyer has a special obligation to be candid with judges and jurors,” he wrote in an opinion article published June 28, days after the state Supreme Court suspended Giuliani’s license over statements he made following the 2020 election.

Dershowitz, however, said he’s not aware of any compelling arguments for denying anyone, including a lawyer, of the First Amendment’s protection “when he or she participates in the marketplace of ideas on television, podcasts, or other media, even when representing a client.

“Any statements made in such a public context can be rebutted in the marketplace of ideas, and so the public needs no special protection from statements made by lawyers,” he contends. “This is especially true when the statements concern important and controversial political events like an election.”

The court on June 24 ruled that because Giuliani made “false and misleading” comments while he represented former President Donald Trump’s campaign, it concluded that the “respondent’s conduct immediately threatens the public interest and warrants interim suspension from the practice of law, pending further proceedings before the Attorney Grievance Committee.”

The court order stipulated that the former mayor’s suspension is temporary and is dependent on the outcoming of a pending hearing.

But Dershowitz, who also is a high-profile criminal lawyer, said that the court’s decision was based on vague reasoning.

“The rules under which Giuliani has been suspended are so vague that they cannot possibly satisfy the standards of due process, especially where public speech is concerned and clarity is required before it is suppressed,” he wrote in his opinion, published by The Hill. “If these rules were applied across the board fairly, and equitably, thousands of lawyers would be disbarred every year.

“I personally know of dozens of lawyers who seemingly have violated these rules. Lying and exaggeration are all too common in plea-bargaining, negotiations and soliciting clients. And yet these sins are never the basis for discipline against recidivating lawyers,” Dershowitz argued, claiming that the New York Supreme Court made Giuliani the “victim of selective suspension based on the political content of his public speech.”

Aside from the state Supreme Court’s ruling, Giuliani also could face a potential criminal investigation, after a federal judge appointed a special watchdog to review material that was recently seized from him. The watchdog, former federal Judge Barbara Jones, will determine what electronic files can be seen by prosecutors and what material should be exempt.

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Trump Won’t Be Charged by Manhattan District Attorney: Lawyer

Manhattan District Attorney Cy Vance won’t charge former President Donald Trump or the Trump Organization with a crime relating to allegations about “hush money” payments on manipulated real estate values, according to Trump’s lawyer.

Trump attorney Ronald Fischetti told Politico on June 28 that he asked Vance’s team for details about the case, including the possibility of charges being filed.

“We asked, ‘Is there anything else?’” Fischetti told the political news website, referring to the conversation he had with Vance’s office. “They said, ‘No.’”

“It’s crazy that that’s all they had.”

Vance’s team, according to the lawyer, was considering bringing charges against the Trump Organization and individual employees over allegations that they didn’t pay taxes on corporate benefits or perks.

It appears Vance’s office may hand down an indictment in the case, but it’s unclear when and who it would target. The Washington Post and several other news outlets reported that Vance, a Democrat, is considering criminal charges and informed Trump’s lawyers that they would proceed with the charges unless persuaded otherwise on June 28.

Later in the interview with Politico, Fischetti also suggested that an indictment might be in the works, but he indicated that it would be minor.

“It’s like the Shakespeare play, ‘Much Ado About Nothing,’” the lawyer said. “This is so small that I can’t believe I’m going to have to try a case like this.”

And if Vance pursues a criminal case, Trump himself won’t be charged, he told Politico.

“They just said, ‘When this indictment comes down, [Trump] won’t be charged. Our investigation is ongoing,’” Fischetti said.

Regarding the allegations made by former Trump lawyer Michael Cohen, who has met with Vance’s office numerous times in recent months, and adult film actress Stormy Daniels, Vance’s team also made no mention of them, the lawyer said. “Nothing. Not a word on that,” Fischetti said.

Previously, Vance’s office stated it was investigating “possibly extensive and protracted criminal conduct” within the Trump Organization, including alleged tax and insurance fraud and falsification of business records. Trump and the Trump Organization have denied the claims against them, describing them as a politically motivated “witch hunt.”

“While we have tried to cooperate in good faith with the investigation at every turn, the NYAG’s continued harassment of the company as we approach the election (and filing of this motion on the first day of the Republican National Convention) once again confirms that this investigation is all about politics,” a Trump Organization lawyer told news outlets in 2020.

The Epoch Times has contacted Vance’s office for comment.

South Dakota, Iowa to Send Law Enforcement Officers to Southern Border
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The Republican governors of South Dakota and Iowa said in recent announcements they will be sending law enforcement personnel to the U.S.–Mexico border. It comes after the governors of Texas and Arizona asked all other states to help with the ongoing border crisis by providing additional manpower.

South Dakota Gov. Kristi Noem said late Monday that 50 South Dakota National Guard troops will be sent to the southern border.

“Tomorrow morning I’m officially announcing up to 50 National Guard troops to Texas to help secure our border,” Noem announced on Twitter. “The Biden administration has failed to keep America safe. We shouldn’t be making our own communities vulnerable by sending police to fix Biden’s border crisis.”

Noem’s announcement comes several days after the office of Iowa Gov. Kim Reynolds announced that Iowa State Patrol officers will be deployed to help with border security efforts. The move was in response to a June 10 request from Texas Gov. Greg Abbott and Arizona Gov. Doug Ducey for more law enforcement manpower.

South Dakota and Iowa now join Florida, Nebraska, and Idaho in committing to send law enforcement to the southern border to help Texas and Arizona.

Abbott and Ducey wrote in their letter, “With your help, we can apprehend more of these perpetrators of state and federal crimes, before they can cause problems in your state.” The letter asserted that under a mutual agreement between states, the Emergency Management Assistance Compact, any officers that states send to Texas or Arizona will be given “the same power … duties, rights, and privileges as are afforded forces of the state in which they are performing emergency services,” which will “include the power to arrest migrants who illegally cross the border into our territory.”

“My first responsibility is to the health and safety of Iowans and the humanitarian crisis at our nation’s southern border is affecting all 50 states,” Reynolds said in a statement on June 24.

“The rise in drugs, human trafficking, and violent crime has become unsustainable. Iowa has no choice but to act, and it’s why I am honoring Texas’s Emergency Management Assistance Compact following assurances from the Iowa Department of Public Safety that it will not compromise our ability to provide all necessary public safety services to Iowans.”

The Iowa governor’s office on June 24 noted that there has been a marked increase in drug trafficking seizures in the state, in particular of methamphetamine and fentanyl, since May last year.

“In Iowa, law enforcement officials are recovering drugs, illegal narcotics, and weapons being smuggled across the nation’s southern border by drug cartels,” the office announced.

Reynolds’s office also acknowledged that the Iowa National Guard is currently carrying out a mission with 24 soldiers from Unit 2/34 IBCT to help law enforcement at the southern border. The mission was in response to a request from the federal government under the Trump administration in October 2020.

According to data from U.S. Customs and Border Protection, there were 180,034 border crossings in May—the largest number in two decades.

Arizona Lawmaker Says Media ‘Losing Their Minds’ After He Attended Election Documentary Screening

An Arizona lawmaker said local media are “losing their minds” because he was sitting in the audience for Saturday’s screening of “The Deep Rig,” a movie which purports that the 2020 general election was stolen from then-President Donald Trump.

“They’re losing their minds because I went to see a movie. Would they have lost their minds if I had seen ‘An Inconvenient Truth’? Because I did, but they didn’t,” Arizona Rep. Mark Finchem (R), who is currently running for Secretary of State, told The Epoch Times.

Finchem said there were no shocking new revelations in the movie. The Republican legislator said the main reason he went to see the movie was to “see what was in it” and to square information with the actual facts of the ongoing Maricopa County audit once the report is released.

“I’ve been an advocate of the audit process. We reserve the right to scrutinize the process,” Finchem said.

“The Deep Rig” premiered on June 26 at Dream City Church in North Phoenix. Approximately 500 people attended, according to Arizona Central.

“I was in the cheap seats. I was in the back observing. So people want to make a deal about that?” Finchem said.

Arizona Sen. Sonny Borrelli (R-Lake Havasu City) also attended the screening, according to Arizona Central. A phone call to Borrelli’s office on Monday was not returned.

Finchem said there are details in the film that he wished not to discuss, such as potential electoral discrepancies among the 2.1 million ballots cast during the election in Arizona’s Maricopa County.

On April 24, private contractors hired by the Arizona State Senate launched an audit of the ballots cast in Maricopa, the state’s most populous county. The auditors are looking to determine whether or not significant irregularities took place during the election.

“Like everybody else, I am waiting to see the report because the report will have the evidence,” Finchem said.

“This is not about right and left. This audit is about right and wrong,” Arizona Senate Liaison Ken Bennett said in the movie trailer.

Patrick Byrne, the founder and former CEO of Overstock.com, who wrote a book that inspired “The Deep Rig,” appears in the movie and trailer, saying the effort is to protect democracy.

“I had a ringside seat to events from Nov. 3, 2020, and feel a duty to tell the world what happened. My only interest is honestly conveying the truth for historical purposes,” Byrne said.

Finchem said he was “concerned” that Doug Logan, the CEO of Florida-based cybersecurity firm Cyber Ninjas, the company spearheading Arizona’s audit of the 2020 Maricopa County general election, also appears in the film.

“I am concerned. I don’t know whether that interferes with that [audit] objective,” Finchem said.

Logan could not be reached for comment.

Finchem said that for the most part, nothing about the movie was surprising to him.

“I’m still digesting what was in it. I understand the story has to be told and that there will be storytellers. I don’t want to interfere with the storytelling. I want to make sure everything is rooted in fact. This is such an important topic. We’ve got to vet and revet and revet [the facts],” Finchem said. “It’s an effort to restore voter confidence in our electoral system.”

Washington Post slaps Biden with 4 Pinocchios for his lie about the 2nd Amendment

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Not even The Washington Post could go along with President Joe Biden's latest claim about the Second Amendment.

The outlet's fact-checker gave Biden's assertion about the right to bear arms "Four Pinocchios," the worst possible rating for a statement's accuracy under its system, one reserved for "Whoppers."

"And I might add: The Second Amendment, from the day it was passed, limited the type of people who could own a gun and what type of weapon you could own," Biden said in a speech Wednesday at the White House. "You couldn't buy a cannon."

Biden made the remark while talking about his plan to institute stricter gun control measures, including a ban on all so-called assault weapons and large-capacity magazines.

"In this case, he repeated a claim -- that Americans were prohibited from owning cannons -- that has already been fact-checked as false when he made it during the presidential campaign," The Post's fact-checker said.

"We have no idea where he conjured up this notion about a ban on cannon ownership in the early days of the Republic, but he needs to stop making this claim," it said.

According to the fact-check, historians have maintained that there is "no evidence" that cannon restrictions happened during the Revolutionary War.

Furthermore, the Constitution itself -- in Article 1, Section 8, Clause 11 -- gave Congress the power to "grant Letters of Marque and Reprisal" allowing private individuals to act as pirates on behalf of the United States against countries engaged in war with it.

"Individuals who were given these waivers and owned warships obviously also obtained cannons for use in battle," The Post noted.

It wasn't only Biden's claim about cannons that was found to be faulty, however.

The fact-checker maintained that "Biden's framing about the Second Amendment" was misleading in and of itself.

David Kopel and Kermit Roosevelt, two experts on the Second Amendment and the Constitution, told The Post as much.

According to Kopel, it was not until the early 1800s that any efforts were made to pass restrictions on carrying concealed weapons.

“Everything in [Biden's] statement is wrong,” Kopel told The Post.

“There were no federal laws about the type of gun you could own, and no states limited the kind of gun you could own.”

“I think what he’s saying here is that the Second Amendment was never understood to guarantee everyone the right to own all types of weapons, which I believe is true,” Roosevelt told The Post.

“As phrased, it sounds like the Second Amendment itself limited ownership, which is not true.”

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For nearly two decades, allegations of organ harvesting in communist China have emerged. Today, China’s organ transplant trade is estimated to be a $1 billion industry, reportedly fueled by the exploitation of “prisoners of conscience.”

After conducting an investigation, a seven-member international and independent China Tribunal issued a judgement in December 2018. The judgment concluded, “The Tribunal’s members are certain—unanimously, and sure beyond reasonable doubt—that in China forced organ harvesting from prisoners of conscience has been practiced for a substantial period of time involving a very substantial number of victims.”

China’s organ transplant industry began to increase dramatically in 2000. Hundreds of hospitals offered transplants, thousands of transplant surgeons were trained, transplant research was conducted by the military, and the immunosuppressant industry was subsidized by the state.

While transplant patients in most western countries wait months or even years for an organ transplant, the wait times for a procedure in China have been as short as weeks, days, or even hours.

Initially, Chinese officials claimed that voluntary donors enabled the surge to tens of thousands of annual procedures. When that explanation didn’t suffice, officials claimed that death row prisoners were the source of organs. Later, in 2015, China again reversed course, allegedly halting the use of prisoners for organ sourcing and thereafter touting its “largest voluntary organ donation system in Asia.”

Regardless of communist China’s varied official explanations, reports indicate that the numbers simply don’t add up. An investigation published in the BMC Medical Ethics journal uncovered the “systematic falsification and manipulation of official organ transplant datasets.” Officially, in 2018, China had only 6,000 official organ donors who allegedly provided more than 18,000 organs.

However, researchers found that these figures were “easily surpassed” when looking at a few of China’s hospitals. The authors of the “Bloody Harvest/the Slaughter: An Update” confirmed that more than 700 hospitals in China perform liver and kidney transplants, while Tianjin First Center alone conducts more than 6,000 transplants per year. The experts further estimated that 60,000-100,000 organ transplant procedures are performed annually in China’s hospitals.

Moreover, according to a 2020 Victims of Communism Memorial Foundation report by Matthew Robertson, since 2000, death row executions have declined in communist China, while “on demand” transplants have increased.

Robertson writes, “The only remaining plausible explanation for a substantial portion of the organ sourcing since 2000 is prisoners of conscience.”

Both Robertson and the China Tribunal reached similar conclusions regarding the targeting of prisoners of conscience for their organs. The Tribunal’s judgment confirmed that Falun Gong practitioners are one of the main sources of organs. Additionally, based on the scale of recent persecution and medical testing in Xinjiang, there is evidence to suggest that Uyghurs are subject to organ harvesting.

In Xinjiang, an estimated 1.8 million—3 million Uyghurs and other predominantly Muslim ethnic minorities have been forcibly imprisoned in so-called re-education camps. Numerous testimonies and evidence of the horrors inside the camps have emerged from survivors, leading to a declaration of genocide by the United States in January 2021.

Survivors of the camps reported being subjected to involuntary physical examinations such as blood tests, X-rays, ultrasounds, and DNA tests. According to a statement by the Tribunal, “Experts report that the only reasonable explanation for these examinations was to ensure that victims’ organs were healthy and fit for transplantation.” Further reports have emerged that deceased bodies that have been returned to families from the camps had visible stitches on areas with organs, such as the kidneys.

Another survivor, Sayragul Sauytbay, was incarcerated as a teacher, fled Xinjiang, and honored as an International Woman of Courage by former U.S. Secretary of State Mike Pompeo. She describes in her book, “The Chief Witness: Escape from China’s Modern-Day Concentration Camps,” that young, healthy inmates with medical files marked with a red X were unexplainably taken away by guards. She writes, “It was simply a fact that the Party took organs from prisoners.”

The numerous reports and testimonies from researchers, survivors, and activists are extremely troubling. Action must be taken. In March, the United States Congress reintroduced bicameral and bipartisan legislation to combat this horrific evil. The Stop Forced Organ Harvesting Act will mandate annual reporting of forced organ harvesting, authorize the U.S. government to deny or revoke passports from those who illicitly purchase organs, and sanction those who engage in forced organ harvesting.

The Stop Forced Organ Harvesting Act will expose the cruelties of forced organ harvesting and hold perpetrators accountable.

We encourage you to contact your member of Congress and demand that the Stop Forced Organ Harvesting Act become law. Innocent lives can be saved.

From Dove to Hawk: Nebraska Governor Explains Lessons From Dealing With CCP

Steering the flagship farming state of Nebraska, Gov. Pete Ricketts has been all about opening doors for the world’s markets to access his state’s plentiful produce. From top-quality beef raised on the lush Great Plains pastures to the premier agri-tech that assists the growing of crops around the world, Nebraska has been exporting billions of dollars worth of products, a lot of it to East Asia.

It made perfect sense to Ricketts to lead a trade mission to China in 2016 in an effort to expand the market further yet.

What happened on the trip, and in the following years, however, gave the Republican a rude awakening.

China started opening up to foreign trade in the 1970s, after the death of Mao Zedong brought an end to the horrors of the Cultural Revolution, which had left the country on the brink of economic collapse. Bit by bit, the communist regime developed a sophisticated regimen of soft-soaping foreign officials and businessmen.

Ricketts was welcomed with open arms and showered with swooning puff pieces in state-run media.

Yet, as he found out, the country’s economic reforms had political deception baked into them. As the former head of the Chinese Communist Party (CCP) Deng Xiaoping put it, the strategy was to “say right, go left.”

Ricketts soon realized the regime was never interested in a good-faith relationship.

“While we were over there, some very disturbing things happened,” he told The Epoch Times in an exclusive interview.

“Members of our delegation were being followed in a very clumsy sort of way,” he said. “It was very clear that we were being monitored.”

One member of the delegation was targeted in particular. One day, when he returned to his hotel room in the evening, he found out his hard drive had been stolen, Ricketts said.

The incident alerted the governor to the levels the CCP would stoop to in order to steal trade secrets.

As President Donald Trump assumed office, followed by a flock of China hawks such as Peter Navarro, America’s policy toward the CCP toughened up.

“President Trump changed his trade policies to really try to get a level playing field for us in China,” Ricketts said.

Trump wanted a trade deal with China that would address a litany of grievances, from currency manipulation to trade barriers and intellectual property theft.

With negotiations progressing slowly, Trump was gradually turning up the heat through wave after wave of import tariffs on Chinese goods. China responded with its own tariffs, but since it imports far less from the United States, its measures had less of an impact.

To escalate its retaliation, the CCP specifically went after industry sectors in which Trump enjoyed strong support—farming and agriculture.

“I think their philosophy was, let’s undermine the president’s authority in the Midwest where a lot of his base is,” Ricketts said.

The move “completely backfired,” he said.

“I mean, farmers and ranchers, while they were not happy to see the demand for their goods go down, are patriotic and totally supported the president’s position about taking a tough stance with the CCP on trade issues.”

That’s what drove the point home for Ricketts.

“That whole thing started to really raise awareness with me about what the CCP was doing with regard to trade,” he said.

Around the same time, Ricketts was becoming increasingly aware of the CCP’s domestic abuses, particularly as information about the atrocities against the Uyghur population in the Xinjiang region started to make its way into the American mainstream.

The CCP’s escalating persecution of the mostly Muslim ethnic minority through the use of internment camps, torture, and brainwashing has garnered considerable media attention and sparked virtually unified outrage in the West. In some regards, it appears to have also helped bring attention to other groups long persecuted by the CCP, including house Christians, Falun Gong adherents, and pro-democracy activists.

Ricketts said he believes relations with China need to be addressed holistically, taking into account not just trade, but also the national security and human rights implications.

But even if one was to focus on business alone, “they weren’t a consistent trade partner in general,” he said.

“It’s always going to be subject to whatever their political agenda is going to be,” he said. “The Chinese market is not an open market. It’s not a free market.”

In the end, he concluded that Nebraska needs to break free from reliance on the Chinese market.

“We knew that we needed to diversify away from those markets the CCP was going to control,” he said.

What followed was a series of decisions to limit CCP influence in Nebraska.

Ricketts moved the state’s trade office from Shanghai to Germany. He urged the University of Nebraska–Lincoln, to get rid of the CCP-controlled Confucius Institute, which it did. He banned the state government from doing business with CCP-related entities. He also banned the Chinese-owned social media app TikTok from government devices.

American companies need to think twice about doing business in China, he suggested, given the CCP law, for example, that any data stored in the country needs to be made available to the regime.

“It’s very concerning to me as an American, that we see so much of Wall Street continuing to invest in China, because, again, they need to know that anything they do there does not belong to them anymore,” he said.

Businesses need to assume a more long-term strategy, he added.

“So many publicly traded companies are driven quarter to quarter by earnings. And so that tends to make them more short-term oriented, rather than seeing the bigger, long-term picture,” he said.

“The Chinese government is very long-term oriented. [CCP leader] Xi Jinping has planned [for the regime] to be the global superpower by 2049, which is a long-range plan. And we here in America have to start thinking more long-range. We need to think bigger picture.”

Nebraska continues to export to China—about a billion dollars worth in 2019, in fact, in large part due to Trump’s “Phase One” trade deal that obliged China to buy American produce. Ricketts, however, isn’t planning on any more trade missions. Instead, he’d like to see more exports to the emerging Southeast Asian countries as well as reliable partners such as Japan and Germany.

“We would have wanted to diversify anyway,” he said. “And I think when the president went through his trade negotiations, that really helped us see all the things where the CCP was taking advantage of us and helped us make that move to try to find other markets.”

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A former NFL player and retired U.S. Army Ranger criticized the Biden administration for sticking up for anti-American Olympian Gwen Berry, who turned her back on the American flag this past weekend during the U.S. Olympic trials.

Jake Bequette, a former player for the New England Patriots and the University of Arkansas Razorbacks as well as a retired Army first lieutenant, called Berry’s actions "very upsetting” during a conversation with “Fox & Friends” on Tuesday.

"I was very blessed to be able to play football for the University of Arkansas and for the New England Patriots. And standing there on the sideline before a game watching that flag wave while the national anthem played always filled me with pride,” he said.

"And I felt that way because I thought about the generations of warriors who fought and died to make this country free, and to give we as athletes the opportunity to play a game that we loved."

Bequette earned a championship ring in 2015 after the Patriots defeated the Seattle Seahawks in Super Bowl XLIX. After he left football behind, he joined the Army and fought in Iraq.

"[W]earing that flag on my shoulder serving in Iraq with the 101st Airborne Division was the greatest honor of my life,” he said of the experience.

“It makes me very upset to see some athletes and even President Biden blatantly disrespecting our flag and the great country that flag stands for,” he added.

“So if Gwen Berry wants to you know, if she hates this country so much, then she should quit the U.S. Olympic team and go compete somewhere else."

After she placed third in hammer throwing over the weekend in Eugene, Oregon, Berry drew the ire of patriots across the country when she turned away from the flag upon hearing the “Star-Spangled Banner” while her competitors proudly stood and placed their hands over their hearts.

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Private Donor Funds South Dakota’s National Guard Deployment to Border: Governor’s Office

South Dakota Gov. Kristi Noem said on June 29 that she will use a donation to help fund the deployment of National Guard troops who are being sent to the U.S.–Mexico border following a request from the governors of Texas and Arizona for immigration assistance.

Noem joined several Republican governors, including Nebraska Gov. Pete Ricketts and Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis, in sending troops to the border. Texas Gov. Greg Abbott and Arizona Gov. Doug Ducey, both Republicans, made a request in a letter sent to all other governors seeking assistance at the country’s southern border amid a spike in illegal immigrants crossing the border.

According to a statement from Noem’s office, the Guard “deployment will be paid for by a private donation.” Her office didn’t elaborate on the details of the donation, noting that the “initial deployment to the border will last for between 30 and 60 days.”

Ian Fury, a spokesman for Noem, confirmed the private donation to Politico, explaining that it will “help alleviate the cost to South Dakota taxpayers.”

Noem’s office didn’t respond to a request for comment by press time.

A Tennessee-based Republican donor told Politico that he made the donation to allow South Dakota to pay for the deployment.

In comments to the news outlet, the donor said that the Guard deployment is necessary because the border wall—proposed by former President Donald Trump during his 2016 campaign—hasn’t been fully constructed yet. The Biden administration, in a series of executive orders, rescinded some federal funding for the wall’s construction and sent the money to the Department of Defense.

Republicans have said that the White House’s policies and messaging around immigration have been disastrous and have led to a spike in illegal border crossings. They’ve pointed to data recently released by Border Patrol, including a report released earlier this month that found that more than 180,000 illegal immigrants had been apprehended in May.

Biden administration officials have struggled to defend their handling of the border and immigration, although President Joe Biden and Homeland Security Secretary Alejandro Mayorkas have argued that the Trump administration’s policies were inhumane and ineffective—although even some Democratic officials representing areas along the border have called for additional support.

“The border is a national security crisis that requires the kind of sustained response only the National Guard can provide,” Noem, a Republican, said in a statement. “We should not be making our own communities less safe by sending our police or Highway Patrol to fix a long-term problem President Biden’s Administration seems unable or unwilling to solve.”

Representatives of the Department of Homeland Security didn’t respond to a request for comment on the Guard deployment and private donation by press time.

A new report from the Daily Mail reveals that Joe Biden used the vice president's office in Washington to entertain his son Hunter's Mexican billionaire business associates, and "even flew with his son to Mexico City on Air Force 2 so Hunter could attend meetings over a 'flippin gigantic' deal."

Hunter Biden, of course, has been the scandal that keeps on giving for Biden. Recent reports have suggested that Joe Biden may have accidentally paid $25,000 for Hunter's prostitute, and art critics have admitted that Hunter Biden's artwork is only worth the hundreds of thousands of dollars he's charging for it because of his name.

Also, Hunter Biden's attempts to establish a vast global business empire were outlined in emails obtained from a computer he abandoned at a repair shop and eventually was turned over to investigators.

Now the Daily mail is reporting that Joe Biden entertained Mexican billionaires Carlos Slim and Miguel Aleman Velasco – Hunter Biden's business associates – in the vice president's office in 2014.

And in 2016, when Hunter Biden had arranged to meet Aleman's son over that "flippin gigantic" deal, Joe Biden flew his son and his partner Jeff Cooper, on Air Force 2 to Mexico City.

The revelations come in photographs and emails from Hunter Biden's abandoned laptop, the report said, "and suggest Joe's claim that he never spoke about business with Hunter was false."

The White House, the report said, declined to respond to questions.

"In the light of shocking documents uncovered by DailyMail.com from the laptop, the president now faces serious questions – not just whether he knew about Hunter's controversial business dealings, but also whether he was involved in facilitating them himself while vice president," the report charged.

The report explained Hunter Biden and Cooper, a lawyer who had worked with Hunter's late brother Beau Biden, were scheming to get involved in many businesses in Mexico and Latin America, using "their relationship with the Mexican billionaire Alemán family whose late patriarch, Miguel Alemán Valdes, served as president of Mexico."

Cooper suggested the opportunities were "flippin gigantic."

Hunter Biden "and Cooper sought the help of Valdés' grandson, airline CEO Miguel Alemán Magnani, to forge a relationship with the richest man in Latin America, Carlos Slim, in an attempt to cash in on the privatization of the giant state-owned oil company Pemex for Burisma and themselves," the report said.

At that time, they "managed to get the billionaires Slim, Velasco and Magnani a private 'meeting' with then-vice president Joe Biden in the VP's office," the report said.

The report charged that Hunter Biden and Cooper also were working "angles" beyond the oil industry, and at one point, "Joe Biden's brother Jim also tried to cash in on the potential for bumper profits from Mexico's huge privatization plans, but was apparently late to the party."

The report confirmed, "In February 2016, Hunter wrote an email to Magnani revealing that in the midst of their Mexican oil deal, his father was flying him and his business partner on Air Force 2 to Mexico City, where he and Cooper would be sitting in on a meeting with the country's president."

Joe Biden flew to Mexico on February 25 to 26, 2016 for trade talks with then-president Enrique Pena Nieto.

"We are arriving late tonight on Air Force 2 to MX City. We will be there for Thursday - I'm attending meeting w/ President N w/ Dad. Jeff is with me on lane [sic] and we will be with us all day," Hunter wrote to Magnani on February 24, 2016.

The DailyMail.com said it obtained a copy of Hunter Biden's laptop hard drive from former Steve Bannon podcast co-host Jack Maxey

Previous reports have revealed the computer files show Hunter Biden used the n-word in his conversations, was hired once to help a tycoon escape a bribery case, and took multiple trips out of Joint Base Andrews, the home of Air Force Two.

Also, the Washington Examiner revealed how Hunter Biden got some pointed questions from a business associate when that associate was arrested in a fraud case. Hunter Biden's name apparently was used in the alleged fraud, but he wasn't charged.

Devon Archer was. He was convicted in 2018 and the case was reversed but in 2020 an appeals court reinstated the conviction.

The report explained Hunter Biden and Archer were business partners and worked for Rosemont Seneca Partners investment firm.

That was before both were taking pay from Burisma, the Ukrainian gas company that provided scandal fodder for Joe Biden by paying his son $83,000 a month to be on its board – at a time when Joe Biden was responsible for Ukraine policy for Barack Obama.

Archer was the former college roommate of Christopher Heinz, the stepson of current Biden climate czar John Kerry and the co-founder of the Rosemont Capital private equity firm with Archer, the report said.

After his arrest, Archer wrote Hunter Biden, "Why did your dad’s administration appointees arrest me and try to put me in jail? Just curious. Some of our partners asking out here.

"Why would they try to ruin my family and destroy my kids and no one from your family’s side step in and at least try to help me. I don’t get it. And I’m depressed. Bunch of these [Asian partners] getting in my head asking me the same so just curious what I should answer," Archer wrote.

Hunter Biden responded, "We aren’t a banana republic buddy. The powerful are targets in this country the more powerful they become. But the truth prevails if you have the stamina and guts and enough love to stay the course."

At the same time, a report from Just the News cited emails from the laptop as evidence of Hunter Biden's plans to wrap up a lot of profitable business deals.

The report said the plans being discussed by Hunter Biden and his Rosemont Seneca Partners included targeting the sovereign wealth funds of America's richest allies, from Eastern Europe to the Middle East.

"I've been researching sovereign wealth funds lately in hopes of coming up with a plan to add another large manager (multi-billion dollar fund) to RSPI's platform, without over-relying on the Taft Hartley channel," Daniel McHale, the RSP Investments managing director, wrote Hunter Biden and a colleague named Eric Schwerin in an email dated Feb. 3, 2014," the report said.

RSP Investments was the broker arm of the Rosemont Seneca organization.

"I think this would provide us additional near-term cash flow while increasing the odds of landing a large allocation. Also, similar to Taft Hartley funds, it's a segment of the market where we could have a definable edge," he said.

Schwerin pointed out that Hunter Biden did not have the necessary financial broker's license to work directly with those fund groups.

Just the News explained, "The email is one of thousands that lay out the audacious ambition of Hunter Biden and his business colleagues to cash in on the Biden name by approaching foreign countries, governments and businesses even as the younger Biden's father was Obama's point man for a significant part of the nation's foreign policy."

The report said the emails suggest Hunter Biden wanted a "business empire" and worked at contacting and influencing world leaders for that purpose.

One of the more stunning coups was Hunter Biden's program of getting paychecks from Burisma while his father was vice president and in charge of Ukraine policy for Obama.

It came at a time when Burisma was trying to get rid of a corruption probe being done by Ukraine's own prosecutor.

The company's connections to the Biden family proved worthwhile.

In fact, Joe Biden openly boasted of threatening to withhold $1 billion in U.S. aid if Ukraine's president did not fire the country's top prosecutor, Victor Shokin, who at the time was investigating Burisma for corruption.

A French website reported Shokin later filed a criminal complaint naming Joe Biden and accusing him of committing a "criminal offense" in his campaign to get Shokin fired.

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Former President Donald Trump on June 30 visited the U.S.–Mexico border for the first time since leaving office and accused Democrats of running a “disinformation campaign” around their border policies.

Since leaving office in January, Trump has repeatedly criticized the Biden administration’s policies and messaging, saying they have led to a surge in illegal crossings. But while visiting with Texas Gov. Greg Abbott, the former commander-in-chief appeared to deploy a new narrative.

“They’re getting killed by the border, so now they’re saying, ‘Oh, we’ve got a problem, so let’s blame the sheriffs, let’s blame the governors, let’s blame everybody else but them,” Trump said, describing Democrats’ messaging of late as a “disinformation campaign.”

The former president’s visit to the Texas side of the border comes as Republicans continue to criticize Democrats and President Joe Biden’s administration on border security and the increase in Border Patrol apprehensions in recent months. According to the most recent data provided by Customs and Border Protection, more than 180,000 people were arrested after illegally crossing the border in May 2020.

Since January, Biden has issued dozens of executive orders and memos that rescinded a number of Trump-era policies, while describing them as wasteful, ineffective, and unhumanitarian. The president also sent back billions of dollars that were authorized for border wall construction to the Department of Defense.

“The real question is, do [Democratic officals] really want open borders, or are they incompetent?” Trump said during the event. Trump had made the construction of a border wall a key campaign promise in 2016. “There’s only two things: you’re either incompetent or for some reason you have a screw loose and you want to have open borders.”

Several Democrat lawmakers who represent areas along the border panned Trump’s visit on June 30 and took the opportunity to chide Abbott.

“Instead of prioritizing Texans and making sure we grow our economy and get people back to work, Governor Abbott is creating a distracting media circus with a failed former president,” Rep. Filemon Vela (D-Texas) said in a statement.

“The narrative of a violent and insecure border region is blatantly false. The border is not a war zone, and the wall Abbott and Trump are trying to get Texans to pay for is not only a waste of their hard-earned money but also an un-American symbol of hatred.”

Last week, Vice President Kamala Harris visited the area for the first time to see a processing center in El Paso, Texas, following weeks of criticism that she hadn’t yet visited the border amid surging numbers of border-crossers.

“They are without their parents. They are also full of hope. They were asking me questions. ‘How do you become the first woman vice president?'” Harris said of children at one processing center. “But it also reminds me of the fact that this issue cannot be reduced to a political issue. We’re talking about children. We’re talking about families. We’re talking about suffering. And our approach has to be thoughtful and effective.”

Abbott and Arizona Gov. Doug Ducey, both Republicans, recently asked 48 other states to send additional law enforcement to deal with the surge along the border. So far, a handful of GOP-led states have responded to their request, with South Dakota being the most recent state to do so.

In one of Trump’s final trips as president in January, he visited the wall near the Mexican–Texas border, urging for the completion of the project. More than 450 miles of the wall were constructed during his administration, according to data released earlier this year by Customs and Border Protection.

The Epoch Times has contacted the Department of Homeland Security, which oversees Border Patrol, for comment.
